Cleanup of Bins and Cribs

Grain and corn should be 
stored only in bins and cribs 
that have been cleaned thor­
oughly. Old grain, trash, feed 
sacks and other debris that 
furnish living quarters for in­
jects should be removed. 
jOmetimes it is necessary 
to "sweep down" the ceil­
ing and walls and clean the 
floor to remove hidden waste.
Cracks should be covered 
with builders material to pre­
vent grain from collecting.
Grom and other material be­
neath and near the bins 
should be destroyed.
Residual Bin Spray

After the bin has been 
cleaned thoroughly, spray the 
inside surfaces with one of 
the following formulations 
at the rate of about 2 gallons 
per 1,000 square feet of sur­
face area. Larger volumes 
of the spray mixture will be 
needed for spraying external 
areas. The insecticide re­
commended is Melthoxychlor 
2': percent and 2*2 piicent 
premium grade malathion.

Methoxychlor is available 
both as a wettable powder and ore effective 
an emusifiabl-c concentrate.
To obtain a 2 2 percent mix­
ture of th s material, odd 2 
pounds of 50 percent wett- 
at e powder to 5 gallons of 
water and gallon of 25 per­
cent emuls'fioble concentrate 
to 5 gallons of water. If malo- 
thion is used, mix 1.6 
pints of 57 percent premium 
grade malathion emulsif able

Grain 
that is free from broken ker­
nels is safer from insect da­
mage than dirty, cracked 
grain. Avoid filling groin 
bins too full because ade­
quate working space is need­
ed to fumigate and inspect 
the grain properly.

Grain Protectants

Premium grade malathion 
may be used as a grain pro­
tectant on wheat, oats, rice 
corn, rye, barley, gram sor­
ghum, peanuts and field or 
garden seeds. This material 
may be applied as a dust or 
spray at the time the giam 
is being placed in final stor­
age. The spray application 
is preferred over the dust 
treatment. Only premium 
grade malathion can be used. 
One pmt of 57 percent pre­
mium grade malathion m.ixed 
with 2 to 5 gal Ions of water 
is required to treat 1,000 
bushels of grain. A special 
prepared 1 percent malathion 
itnpregnated wheat flour may 
also be used also at the rate

The bin 
should be practically air­
tight for best results with 
fumigants, Small bins can 
after be covered with tarps 
or polyethylene to make the 
treatment more effective. 

Several I iquid fumigants 
in kill mg stored 

groin insects. They are form­
ulated as various combinat­
ions ond ore sold by compan­
ies under different trade 
names. The dosages vary ac­
cording to the ingredients 
used. Directions on the label 
should be Followed. Some of 
the more common liquid fumi­
gants are ethylene dibromide, 
ehtylene dichloride, carbon 
tetrachloride and carbon 
disulphide. Carbon disulphi­
de (Hi-Life) should not be 
used alone becouse of the 
fire hazard. Two gaseous 
fumigants, methyl bromide 
and hydrogen cyanide, also 
are very effective in killing 
stored gram insects but they 
require recirculation systems 
in storage structures. These 
two fumigants should be used 
only by people experienced in 
the a plication of these mat­
erials. For more details on 
the use of fumigants, refer 
to L-217, Control of Insects 
in Farm-Stored Gram.

Wheeler county swine pro­
ducers should be encouraged 
to know that Atrophic rhini­
tis in swine is finally yield­
ing to research efforts, jh is  
common swine disease has 
olmost eliminated swine pro­
duction in Wheeler county 
in recent years. According 
to Dr. W P Switzer in the 
Journal of the American vet­
erinary Medical Association, 
the severe form of atrophic 
rihnitis is usually caused 
by a bacteria, Bordetella 
Bronchiseptica. The bacteria 
is susceptible to several 
drugs and he recommends 
treating infected droves by 
one of the following meth­
ods:
1. Sulfamethazme added to 
the feed at the rate of 100 
grams per ton of feed.
2. Sulfathizole added to the 
drinking water at the rote of 
0.66 grams per gallon of 
water, -j-bis form of medicat­
ion increases water consum­
ption by one third so extra 
drinking facilities should be 
aval lable.

Young pigs with rhinitis 
should be treated by one of 
the above methods for four 
consecutive weeks. Infection 
m breeding stock con be 
controlled by treatment for 
two weeks.

Water Melon Diseases

Stokes farm east of Shamrock 
on the Oklahoma line were 
affected by Fusarium wilt.
