Greenbug Infestation Is 
Reported In Panhandle 

WEEK OF NOVEMBER 5, 2001 
Greenbug infestations in excess of 

200 per foot of row have been re-
ported from a few wheat fields in the 
Texas Panhandle. The dry, open fall 
has been favorable for their buildup. 
In 3 to 6 inch wheat, 100-300 green- 

bugs per foot of row is considered the 
economic threshold. 

A few Russian wheat aphids have 
been observed in area wheat. These 
aphids cause white and purple longi-
tudinal streaks on leaves. Most often 
they do not build up to noticeable lev-
els until late winter and early spring, 
so it is very unusual to be finding in-
festations this early.
