good food and care 1o produce a
profitable calf. After weaning the
calf now a yearling usually goes
on wheat or grass pasture for 3 or
4 months until it reaches a weight
of 750 to 850 pounds and then
soldto afeedlot. Theyearling stays
at afeedlotfor approximately 901to
120 days on a hot ration of corn,
hay, minerals, etc. 1o make the
meat tenders and tasty. It is then
sold 1o a packing plant that pre-
pares the meat for your supermar-
kets and resturants. So the next
time you eat a piece of delicious
beef remember it took 2 years to
get to your plate!!

The following is one family's
story and their part in getting that
beef to you:

When askedtowrite alittle about
ourselves and what we do, | really
struggled. How do you write about
what you do, it is all so busy, fun
and hard work but it is a Labor of
Love. The Adcock Family is so
typical of the agriculture industry
because they love what they do.
We all know that in our lifetime we
will neverbe richinmoney, but rich
in Family and Traditions.

The LAZY 11 brand was first
used in the early 1900's by Bob
Adcock's grandfather Frank Har-
ris, Sr. Bob and his eleven broth-
ers and sisters grew up working
with his parents Elwood and Helen
Adcock on the Cobb Ranch near
Ramona, OK. Most of the family
today are actively involved in the
ranching business. Upon Gradua-
tion from High School he married
his High School sweetheart Glenda
and remained working there while
leasing pasture and establishing
his own operation. Glenda was
raised on a Dairy Farm near
Bartlesville, they both were active
in 4-H and FFA. They have four
children Dewayne, Burke, Julieand
Bobbi.

In 1976, they bought their first
land. Starting out with 370 acres
and leasing 2100 for the cow/calf
and yearling operation. In 1978
Bob left the Cobb ranch to start his
own operation leasing 2000 acres
of Ranch country near Oologah
and 750 acres of Farm ground
near Collinsville. Making a place
for their two sons whom were be-
ginning families of their own in the
early eighties We started an oil
purchasing business in 1981 and
we run that business as well as
helping the boys with the cattle
and farming.

In 1299 theteam quali-
fied to gothe World Championship
Finals in Amarillo and won the
steerdoctoring event and stillholds
the arena record in the wild horse
race.The team consisted of
Dewayne, Burke, Todd, a nephew
Burr Gagan, nephew Jay Adcock
and Jeff Begley.

Correct Steps In Planting Trees, Shrubs

March 3, 2002 - As wintercomes
to a close and spring begins to
emerge, homeowners and agri-
cultural producers alike begin to
plant trees and shrubs. The best
time to plant hardy native trees
and shrubs is when the weather is
not frosty, or excessively windy
and drying. Ideally, months such
as March and April also provide
much needed rainfallto help water
newly planted trees and shrubs.

The first step in planting trees
and shrubsistofind a species that
is most tolerant of the climate in
your area. For help in finding the
righttrees or shrubs foryour home,
office, recreational area, farm, or
ranch, you can call your local Soil
and Water Conservation District
(SWCD).

ing. Dig a test hole to determine
drainage in the area. Also, con-
sider weed control in the planting
area, as weeds compete for water
and nutrients that are beneficial to
your young tree or shrubs. Soil
should also be examined for com-
paction before planting. If soils are
compacted, consider replacement
with a good loam, or incorporating
severalinches of an organic mate-
rial such as composted yard waste.

Site preparation first dig a shal-
lowplanting holetwoto threetimes
as wide as the root ball. Wide,
shallow holes encourage horizon-
talrootgrowththattrees and shrubs
naturally produce. Next, backfill
half the soil, then water thoroughly
to settle out air pockets. Finish
backfilling, then water again. Cover
any exposed root ball tops with
mulch. You may choose to incor-
porate slow-release granular fer-
tilizers into backfill soll to provide
nitrogen or other nutrients. Avoid
using fast-release agronomic fer-
tilizers that can dehydrate tree
roots. Your local SWCD can per-
form a soil test for your chosen
planting area.

Treecareafterplantingcanalso
help 1o increase tree health and
hardiness. First, remove tags and
labels from trees and shrubs to
prevent girdling branches and
trunks. Following up with good
watering helps promote root
growth. Two to three inches of
mulch around the new tree or
shrubs helps prevent weed growth
and retain moisture. Finally, only
stake trees with large crowns or
those situated on windy sites or
where they can be easily knocked
over. If your tree must be staked,
only stake for a maximum of one
year and allow for a slight amount
of flex

Natural Gas Prices
Raise Energy Bills

Escalating costs of natural gas
used at power plants to generate
electricity are forcing Xcel Energy
to ask Texas utility regulators to
increase the “fuel cost recovery"
portion of monthly bills for eight
months, beginning in May.

If the Public Utility Commission
of Texas approves a request Xcel
Energy filed yesterday, residential
customers using 1,000 kilowatt-
hours of electric service would see
an increase of $1.05, or 1.7 per-
cent, through December.

Commercial and industrial cus-
lomers use larger amounts of en-
ergy, and would see higher per-
centageincreases duringthe eight
months, said Davidson, Xcel En-
ergy director of regulatory admin-
istration. The overall increase
would be about 5 percent.

If costs of natural gas continue
to stay high, or to climb, as is
expected, Xcel Energy may ask
for another increase, as well,
Hudson said.

“Even with these potential in-
creases, Xcel Energy's overall
prices—for all class of customers,
everywhere we serve—will con-
tinue to be among the lowestinthe
Southwest and even the nation,"”
said Hudson.

Price comparisons on the
PUCT's website,
www.puc.state.tx.us, show Xcel
Energy served residences on av-
erage use 812 kWh at this time of
year, at a price of $50.97. The
average Xcel Energy residential
bill is the lowest among the com-
pared uiliities. The highest com-
parable average billis $94.57; the
average among the utilities is
$65.30.

Thefuel cost recovery portion of
an electric billchanges whenboiler
fuel costs increase or decrease.
Under Texas law and regulations,
utilities must pass through power
plant fuel costs to customers on a
penny-for-penny basis.
