Information About
Soil, Water District

Wheeler Soil ana Water Con-
servation District was organized
on April 6, 1948. Wheeler Soil and
Water conservation is located in-
side the Natural Resource Con-
servation Office. Both of these of-
fices work side by sideto conserve
soil, water and other related natu-
ral resources.

Soil and Water Conservation
Districts are political subdivisions
of state government without au-
thority to tax or take property for
public use. The Soil and Water
Conservation purpose is to bring
about anunderstandingofthe need
to take care of soil and water con-
servation and to inform the public
that it is each of our responsibility
to conserve the soil and water.
SWCD's aid farmers and ranchers
in their district through a voluntary
program. The Districts are assisted
by Federal and State government
to accomplish their objectives.

There are around 201 soil and
water conservationdistricts to pro-
mote voluntary conservation pro-
grams. Each of the districts is gov-
erned by five elected resident land-
owners chosen by landowners.
These officials called district direc-
tors, whomustbe actively engaged
in farming or ranching. Their re-
sponsibility is to coordinate and
administer the conservation ac-
tivities within their district.

The creation of soil and water
conservation districts was made
possible by the passage of State
Soil Conservation Law in 1939.
The law established the Texas
State Soil and Water Conserva-
tion Board. Five elected board
members chosen by a delegation
of soil and water conservation dis-
trictdirectors also head this board.
This agency is in charge of coordi-
nating all of Texas' soil and water
conservation program with state’s
SWCD's.

The Wheeler Soil and Water
District Board members would
like to urge you to come by the
office on the first Thursday of ev-
ery month and meet with each of
the directors. This committee is
committed to conserving our soil
and water in our district. Wheeler
SWCD is looking forward to work-
ing with our farmers and'ranchers.

Health Risk May Face Those
Doing Spring House Cleaning

The annual ritual of “spring
cleaning” may result in people
becoming exposed to the virus
that causes hantavirus pulmonary
syndrome (HPS). Since 1993, 21
Texas residents have been con-
firmed as having HPS, with 10 of
thecases resultingindeath (48%).
Residents of the South Plains and
Panhandle counties account for
11 of the cases, six of which (55%)
were fatal. Statewide, almost30%
of the cases have occured in the
April-June time period statewide,
but in the Panhandle and South
Plains area, 45% of the cases were
recorded in those months.

Exposure to the virus usually
occurs during cleaning, but may
happen at any time that humans
and rodents coexist. As residents
begin to clean their property, cer-
tain precautions should be exer-
cised. Since people may become
exposed to the virus when dust
contaminated by rodentdroppings
and urine is disturbed, the goal is
to eliminate the dust or protect the
person doing the cleaning. If ro-
dents have been present in an
enclosed space that is to be
cleaned, wear rubber gloves, eye
protection and agood quality mask
to prevent inhaling contaminated
dust.

Prior to initiating the cleaning
process, open any windows and
doorsinthe roomto allowthe airto
circulate. Spray the area with a
solution of 1 partbleach in 9 parts
of water, or use another disinfec-
tant that will Kill viruses. If rodent
carcasses or nest materials are
found, spray them thoroughly with
the disinfectant too. Allow the dis-
infectantto remainonthe surfaces
for at least 30 minutes. To keep
the amount of dust at a minimum,
spray the disinfectant a second
time just prior to beginning the
cleaning process and before re-
moving any nesting materials or
carcasses.

Steps should be taken to pre-
vent rodents from entering living
quarters. Sealing holes in the ex-
terior walls and floors and remov-
ing brush, woodpiles and debris
from around houses will help re-
duce the risk of rodents entering a
house. Keeping pet food in sealed
containers, cleaning up any thatis
spilled, and taking pet bowls in at
night can also be beneficial.

If a person develops flu-like
symptoms after being in an area
that has had rodent-infestation, a
physician should be contacted and
the possibility of HPS should be
evaluated.

Pregnant Women
Prepare For Baby

Many people know about the
Women, Infants and Children
(WIC) program and what if offers
mothers and their young children.
What they may not realize is that
eligible participants can receive
WIC services fromthevery begin-
ning of their pregnancy.

WIC,
your area by Outreach Health Ser-
vices, is a well rspected, federally
funded program that gives chil-
dren a healthy start by encourag-
ing optimal nutrition during the criti-
cal stages of development, includ-
ing the prenatal period. WIC par-
ticipants have access to vouchers
for healthy foods, nutritional as-
sessments, ongoing nutrition edu-
cation classes, meal planning as-
sistance, immunizations and
breastfeedinginstruction and sup-
port.

These free services are
availabvleto middle-tolow-income
women who are pregnant,
breastfeeding, postpartumorhave
an infant and/or children younger
than five years of age. WIC staff
work with their pregnant clients to
make sure they are eating a nutri-
tionally sound diet and help them
prepare for their baby's arrival.
Here are some of the issues the
OHS WIC staff discuss with ex-
pectant mothers:

1. How will you feed yourinfant?
The American Academy of Pedi-
atrics recommends breastmilk as
the best source of nutrition for in-
fants up to age 1, but even a few
months of breastfeeding is better
than none at all. Breastfeeding
can.decrease the incidence or
severity of infantilinesses such as
diarrhea, earinfections and bacte-
rial meningitis. A benefit for the
breastfeeding mom is the natural
weight loss most experience.

2. What type of diapers will you
use?if you plan to use disposable
diapers, you'll need 60 to 80 per
week. If you use cloth, you'll need
seven or eight dozen (if you wash
once per week). According to the
Web site parenthood.com, some
babies have a sensitivity to paper
and plastic especially when am-
monia, which is in urine, touches
the skin. So cloth can be better in
preventing the kind of rashes that
result from an allergic reaction to
the plastic or paper in the dispos-
able diapers. The disadvantage to
cloth is that the urine and stool
have no place to go whenthey are
in the cloth, so they stay against
the skin. In general, the Web site
says, most babies have fewer
rashes wearing disposable dia-
pers.

3. What steps have you taken to
baby-proof yourhome? Babies are
naturally curious. Once they begin
to crawl, look out world! Check
your home for potential hazards
and eliminate them. Long cords
such as those hanging from cur-
tains or blinds should be kept out
ofbaby's reach. Staircases should
have properly-installed child safety
gates at the top and bottom, Keep
electrical cords and wires out of
the way and cover wall outlets with
safety caps.

The Texas State Soil and Water
Conservation Board will co-spon-
sor, “Buying, Selling, and Export-
ing Groundwater: A program for
Groundwater Conservation Dis-
tricts, Landowners, and Citizens,”"
on May 28, 2003 in College Sta-
tion, Texas.

For landown-
ers, such topics will be addressed
as landowners negotiating options,
groundwater sales and leases,
what water marketers want and
need, and how to protect your land
and water assets when selling or
leasing.
