OBSERVATIONS from the Superintendent

By Dayman White, Superintendent Wheeler |.S.D.

Due to our declining enroliment
we are eligible for 6-man district
assignment for the 2004-2006
school years. Our total school en-
rollment has dropped from 406
students in 1993 to 297 on Octo-
ber 1, 2003. Our high school en-
rollment was 141 in 1993, stayed
between 122 and 128 from 1994-
1999, and dropped to between
106-110for2000-2003. Presently,
ourenrolimentis 90 students. With
an enroliment of 90 we would be
assigned by the UIL to a 6-man
football district due to our school
size unless we request to be as-
signed to an 11-man football dis-
trict.

When our school board was
made aware of this possibility in
March, they did not feel this was a
decision they should make with-
out asking for input from all those
thatareinvolved, socommentfrom
the community was requested. The
schoolboard is gratefulto allthose
who have taken thetime to give us
your opinion. Those who wrote out
their opinions in the forms of let-
ters or petitions did avery good job
of describing their concerns and
their reasons. :

One point made was that the
prospect of having to drop down in
classification to play 6-man does
say something sad about what Is

happeningto Wheeler. As a school
board we do not like what has
happened and are most aware of
the fact that we have lost a lot of
people.

Keeping The Home
Fires Burning

Author shares experiences as a
U.S. Air Force wife

With veterans of World War |
and lland the wars in Vietnam and
Korea aging, recording the memo-
ries is as important as ever. How-
ever, they aren't the only ones
whose war memories should be
immortalized. Thousands of
women endured hardship as mili-
tary wives. Author Anita Hamilton
iIs one such woman. In her new
book, Life As an Air Force Wife
(now available through 1stBooks),
she describes her experiences
"keeping the home fires burning"”
during her husband military ca-
reer.

Hamilton writes about her 49-
year marriage to her late husband,
afighter pilotinthe U. S. Air Force.

She writes of the good that came
from her family's experiences, the
love between her and her hus-
band and the love for God that tied
them together, no matter where
they were in the world.

WheelerISD. Inthe spring of 2001,
yourschoolboard made some very
difficult and very unpopular deci-
sions regarding the reduction of
staff. Our district had lost a lot of
students in the preceding 8 years
and yet the staff had not been
reduced to coincide with the loss
of students and funding. If the
school board had not radically re-
duced and continued to reduce
the staff of our district, we would
be operating with a deficit fund
balance and would be facing state
monitoring.

We do not view the choices that
were made asgivingupon Wheeler
ISD.

2) "Let's walit at least two more
years and see how we stand be-
fore making such a big decision."

When do we go to 6-man? Pro-
jecting our high school enrollment
based on what we have in our
lower grades, we will have less in
high school in the years to come
than we.do now. Do we wait until
the point that ourteamis nolonger
competitivein 11-man? Do we wait
until we cancel part or all of a
season due to not having enough
players fo play 11-man? These
are the questions that must be
decided.

Withthe footballplayers we have
returning, willwe have enough foot-
ball players to field a team in an
11-man program in 2004 & 2005?
Inarecent survey of our 8th - 11th
gradefootballplayers, 18indicated
they would be playing next year.
Eighteen would make us the small-
est 11-man squad in our district if
notin our region, but with our level
of talent and our players' willing-
ness to work hard, we could cer-
tainly be competitive. (Note: The
UIL did reject the proposal to add
a small school and large school
division in the playoffs for all clas-
sificationsincluding Class A.) How-
ever, of those 18 we are counting
on, itappears 5 could easily notbe
here or not end up playing next

season. Itis possible that we gould
have only 13 to 15 football vqrslty
players participate. Can we ex-
pecttobe able to field a varsity 11 -
man football team with only 13
players?

As a part of the survey thatwas
conducted, the majority of |8t
11thfootball players alsoindicated

they preferred to play 6-man next
year. Eleven of our 14 varsity foot-
ball players also signed a pelmon
asking that they be allowed to play
6-man next fall. Some have sug-
gested that this is not a decision
for our players to make. It is a
decision that our school board will
make, but we did askformputfrom
everyone involved. Should we ig-
nore what our players have stated
they would prefer? How difficult
will it be to face them if we choose

Lemon Law Gives Consumers Millions In Relief

Consumers purchasing or leas-
ing new vehicles proven defective
received $5.9 million in relief
through the Texas Lemon Law in
2002.

The 2002 Lemon Law report,
released bythe Texas Department
of Transportation's Motor Vehicle
Division, lists number of complaints
filed, defects reported and com-
plaint disposition.

Of complaints closed last year,

. 62.5 percent of consumers re-

ceived some form of measurable
relief from defective vehicles —
approximately 25 percent had ve-
hicles repurchased, replaced or
traded by the manufacturerand an
additional 37.5 percent received
repairs, extended service contracts
or other remedies.

“The numbers indicate the
Lemon law continues to do what it
is intended to do— help consum-
ers with defective vehicles to get
relief," said Brett Bray, Director of
TxDOT's Motor Vehicle Division.

Todetermine whether a particu-
lar model has received more or
less than its “expected share” of
complaints, the report calculates
anindex based on number of com-
plaints filed and the model's mar-
ket share.

According to the repont, five of
the most popular selling vehicles
have the highest complaint index
ratings. The vehicles in this group
are (from highest to lowest)
Volkswagen Jetta, Dodge Cara-
van Van, Chevrolet Malibu, Ford
Focus and Jeep Grand Cherokee.

The report also lists the most
popular selling vehicles ‘with the
best complaint index rating. From
this group, the top five vehicles
with the fewest number of com-
plaints are (from lowest to highest)
Toyota Corolla, Toyota Tacoma
Pickup, Buick Century, HondaCRV

Consumers complained most
frequently about engine perfor-
mance or emissions. Other de-
fectsincluded engine mechanical,
electrical, body and trim, suspen-
sionand steering, automatictrans-
mission, brakes and air condition-
ing and heating.

Underthe Lemon Law, TxDOT's

Motor Vehicle Board can order a .

vehicle replaced, repurchased or
repaired by the manufacturer.
Some manufacturers choose to
settle complaints rather than con-
testing them at a formal hearing.
Thereportshows DaimlerChrysler
Motors Corporation and General
Motors Corporation continued their
trend of resolving more complaints
priorto hearing. In addition, Mazda
North American Operations, Sat-
urn Corporation and Volvo Cars of
North America improved their
settlement rates significantly.
The Texas Lemon Law covers
new or leased vehicles, including
cars, trucks, vans, motorcycles,
all-terrain vehicles, motor homes,
towable recreational vehicles and
neighborhood electric vehicles.
The Motor Vehicle Board amended
its rules recently to require that a
manufacturer, distributor, or con-
vertor re-title a vehicle reacquired
under the Lemon Law. The re-
titing requirement will facilitate
enforcement of disclosure require-

State law also requires manu-
facturers to issue a disclosure
statement and affix a disclosure
label to the front window of ve-
hicles ordered repurchased, re-
placed to reacquired to settle a
Lemon Law complaint. The disclo-
sure requirements are also man-
datory for vehicles reacquired un-
der another state's Lemon Law
and transferred to Texas for re-
sale. Disclosure statements were
required for 275 vehicles in 2002.
