An Open Letter

AnOpen Lettertothe Wheeler
ISD Community from Wheeler
ISD School Board:

Although the Wheeler Mus-
tangs are In the midst of a great
football season, Wheeler ISD has
a realignment question for 2004-
06 to answer by the end of Octo-
ber. Around the first of November
allpublic high schools in Texas will
submittheir enrolimentstothe UIL,
or University Interscholastic
League. The UIL will use these
enroliment figures to draw up the
new districts for UIL competition
forthe 2004-06 schoolyears. Pres-
ently, Wheeler High School has 91
students enrolled. Based on the
class limits fromthe alignments for
2002-04, Wheeler will be eligible
to play 6-man football if we so
choose. (UIL officials have indi-
cated that anything under 100 will
be eligible for 6-man football for
the 2004-06 alignments; presently
that limit is 94.5.) Even though we
will be small enough to play in 6-
man we will be given the option of
playing in an 11-man district for
footballonly. Ourdistrictis required
to indicate our intention to partici-
pate in 11-man or 6-man football
when we submit our realigment
enroliment at the end of October.
Regardless of our district's deci-
sion regarding 6-man or 11-man
football, we will be in the smaller
Class Aschooldivision for allother
district UIL competitions: basket-
ball, cross country, all spring sports,
and academic competition begin-
ning with the 2004-05 school year.
Our school board and administra-
tion has been considering this
matter since last spring and last
March an article appeared in our
local newspapers to inform you of
the situation. These are some of
our realignment questions:

These schools also
tendto keepthe 6-8football coach-
ing positions they had while in
Class AA. Wheeler, like most of
the old Class A schools in the
Texas Panhandle, struggles to
keep 3 or 4 football coaches. We
have great coaches who year in
and year out have our young men
prepared to compete on a very
high level. But having more
coaches allows the larger schools
the advantage of being able to
better develop their players by
spending more time coaching indi-
vidual positions and by having
more eyes to see what needstobe
corrected not only in practices but
also in the games. The larger
schools are also fielding full junior
high 7th & 8th grade teams along
with a junior varsity team both of
which allow for more development
for their athletes.

The UIL is "considering™ an
option that might helpinregards to
the great variance of size in Class
A schools: this fall a proposal will
be presented that would have the
top fourteams from each districtin
the playoffs. Currently only two
schools from each Class A district
enter the playoffs: the first and
second place team.
