Surgery Speeds Up 
Colon Canc. Healing 

A new surgery to remove colon 
cancer speeds recovery time and 
allows patients with the disease to 
start chemotherapy sooner. 

The experimental procedure, 
called a laparoscopic colectomy, 
removes cancerous growths in the 
colon through small incisions in 
the abdomen. Baylor college of 
Medicine in Houston is recruiting 
120 subjects for its study of the 
procedure for colon cancer. The 
procedure has been used to re-
move benign colon tumors since 
the 1990s. 

"The amount of pain the pa-
tients have and the rapidity with 
which they recover are advantages 
of this procedure over the tradi-
tional colectomy," said Dr. William 
Fisher, an assistant professor in 
the Michael E. DeBakey Depart-
ment of Surgery at Baylor who 
performs the surgery. 

Using the traditional approach 
to removing cancerous growths in 
the colon, surgeons make an inci-
sion that extends from the bottom 
of the sternum to the pubic bone. 
Since an incision that large takes 
time to heal, patients take at least 
six weeks to recover. The larger 
the incision, the more painful the 
recovery. 

Most patients who undergo a 
laparoscopic colectomy recover in 
about a week and can start che-
motherapy. 

"We don't haveto wait six weeks 
for the patient to heal and can start 
chemotherapy right away, Fisher 
said. "The best chance for chemo-
therapy to work is right after the 
tumor is removed, when the total 
number of cancer cells is reduced 
to the minimum." 

Using the laparoscopic proce-
dure, surgeons make small inci-
sions in the abdomen and insert a 
thin, telescope-like instrument, 
called a laparoscope, through a 
small incision in the abdominal 
wall. The laparoscope is connected 
to a tiny video camera, smaller 
than a dime, which projects a view 
of the area of the operation onto 
video monitors located in the oper-
ating room. 

The surgeon then makes four or 
five small incisions through which 
he or she inserts instruments to 
cut out the portion of the colon 
containing the tumor. Looking at 
the video monitors, the surgeon 
pinpoints the location of the tumor, 
places it in a small specimen bag

and removes it from the abdomen 
through the incision. 

"Even though we are working 
through an extremely small inci-
sion, we can still remove the same 
amount of tumor and surrounding 
tissue that we do in a traditional 
colectomy," said Dr. John Sweeny, 
who performs the surgerry. 
Sweeny is principal investigator of 
the study and an associate profes-
sor of surgery and chief of mini-
mally invasive surgery at Baylor. 

The laparoscopic procedure al-
lowed patient Ernie Yankee, who 
develops cancer drugs, to go back 
to work one week after he had it 
done. 

"In our company we don't have 
a lot of people and we have a lot of 
things going on and everybody 
matters," Yankee said. "So I was 
very pleased to come back to work 
so quickly and function basically 
as normal."

Radiation Therapy 

In 1981, the Radiation Therapy 
Department at The Don & Sybil 
Harrington Cancer Center began 
treating patients. At that time, there 
were only 2 registered radiation 
therapists in Amarillo; however, 
the department would require 6 
radiation therapists to meet the 
patient load. Therefore, Harrington 
Cancer Center decided to begin a 
training program that would meet 
our community's needs and help 
decrease the shortage of radiation 
therapists nationwide. Harrington 
Cancer Center wanted the pro-
gram to be affliated with an aca-
demic institution. Therefore the 
Cancer Center approached Ama-
rillo College and they agreed to 
collaborate. 

The program accepted its first 
class in 1983. As of August 15, 
2003, it has graduated 125 entry-
level radiation therapists. The 
graduates are employed from the 
east to the west coast with the 
majority staying in Texas. Past 
graduates are employed as staff 
therapists, supervisors, directors, 
application specialists and educa-
tors. The Cancer Center employ-
ees fourteen graduates.

Don't ever dial area code 809. 
This one is being distributed all 

over the the US. This is pretty 
scary, especially given the way 
they try to get you to call. 

Be sure you read this and pass 
it on to all your friends and family 
so they don't get scummed! 

Major Scam: 
Don't respond to E-mail, phone 

calls, or web pages which tell you 
to call an "809" area Phone Num-
ber. 

This is a very important issue of 
Scam Busters. 

Because it alerts you to a scam 
this is spreading "extremely" 
quickly, can easily cost you $2400 
or more, and is difficult to avoid 
unless your are aware of it. 

We'd like to thank Verizon for 
bringing this scam to our attention. 

This scam has also been identi-
fied by the National Fraud Infor-
mation Center and is costing 
vicitms a lots of money. 

There are lots of different per-
mutations of this scam. 

Here's How it Works: 
You will receive a messge on 

your answering machine or your 
pager, which asks you to call a 
number beginning with area code 
809. 

The reason you're asked to call 
varies. 

It can be to receive information 
about a family member who has 
been ill, to tell you someone has 
been arrested, died, to let you know 
you have won a wonderful prize, 
etc. 

In each case, you are told to call

Since there are so many new 

area codes these days, people 
unknowlingly return these calls. 

If you call from the US, you will 
apparently be charged $2425 per 
minute. 

Or, you'll get a long recorded 
message. 

The point is, they will try to keep 
you on the phone as long as pos-
sible to increase the charges. 

Unfortunately, when you get 
your phone bill, you'll often be 
charged more than $24,700.00. 

Why It Works: 
The 809 area code is located in 

the British Virgin Islands. (The Ba-
hamas). 

The 809 area code can be used 
as a "pay-per-call" number, similar 
to 900 numbers in the US. Since 
809 is not in the US, it is not 
covered by U. S. regulations of 
900 numbers, which require that 
you be notified and warned of 
charges and rates involved when 
you call a pay-per-call number. 

There is also no requirement 
that the company provide a time 
period during which you may ter-
minate the call without being 
charged. Further, where as many 
U.S. Homes that have 900 num-
ber blocking to avoid these kinds 
of charges, do not work in prevent-
ing calls to the 809 area code. 

We recommend that no matter 
how you get the message, if you 
are asked to call a number with an 
809 area code that you don't rec-
ognize, just disregard the mes-
sage. 

Be wary of e-mail, or calls, ask-
ing you to call an 809 area code 
number. 

It's important to prevent becom-
ing a victim of this scam, since 
trying to fight the charges after-
ward can beome a real nightmare. 

That's because you did actually 
make the call. 

If you complain, both your local 
phone company and your long dis-
tance carrier will not want to get 
involved and will most likely tell 
you that they are simply providing 
the billing for the foreign company. 
You'll end up dealing with a for-
eign company that argues they 
have done nothing wrong. 

Stahl and McElvaney's images 
accompany a regional guide to 
growing trees; information on the 
potential size and growth rate of 
trees valuable for landscaping; a 
list of native and non-native trees; 
species descriptions that include 
height, growth rate, commercial or 
wildlife value; family; vegetation 
region of the trees; and captivating 
folklore and interesting cultural and 
historical annotations. 

"We hope this method of orga-
nizing the book, together with the 
clear, life-sized illustrations, will 
help you to identify Texas trees 
and will launch you on a voyage of 
discovery," the authors write. "As 
you press forward with your explo-
rations, you will find that these 
apparently mute and stoic beings 
scattered here and there through-
out your yard, neighborhood, and 
beyond tell stories of Indian lore, 
of explorers and conquistadors, of 
frontier medicines and deadly poi-
sons, of animal uses and archaic 
tools and weaponry." 

For the more knowledgeable 
reader who may not need help 
with actual identification, scientific 
and common names appear in the 
index. And just for fun, the authors 
have added appendices contain-
ing wild edible recipes, light and 
water requirements, and a list of 
butterfly host trees, making Trees 
of Texas perfect for people who 
want to learn to identify trees with-
out wading through confusing tech-
nical terms. 

Naturalists John and Gloria 
Tveten say Stahl and McElvaney 
have done a commendable job in 
producing Trees of Texas . 

"Crisscrossing this enormous 
state, they found and photo-
graphed a vast array of fascinating 
species and share the results of 
that quest with their readers," the 
Tvetens say. "Here beginner and 
experienced naturalists alike can 
learn to identify most Texas trees 
while, at the same time, delve into 
the folklore, history, and wildlife 
ecology of the Lonc Star State." 

About the authors : Carmine 
Stahl is a naturalist and forester, 
recently retired as program coor-
dinator at Mercer Arboretum and 
Botanic Gardens and the Jesse H. 
Jones Park and Nature Center in 
Houston, Texas. Ria McElvaney 
Is an attorney, writer, and illustra-
tor, whose idea for this book origi- 
nated with her own desire to learn 
about trees and herfrustration with 
the organization of available state 
tree books.
