But my favorite description of
snowinthe Bible isin a contrast
recorded for us in Isaiah 1:18.
The second par of that verse
says "Though your sins are like

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as snow; though they are red as
crimson, they shallbe like wool."
The contrast is in color: scarlet
and crimson vs. snow and wool.
Dirtied and stained by sin still
has the potential to be as clean
and bright as snow. That is the
power of forgiveness and salva+
tion from our Lord. It is some-
thing all of us crave and need.
King David had sinned and
was, atleastin hisownmind, so
far away from the Lord when he
composed Psalm 51. He cried
out to God in the seventh verse
of that Psalm "Cleanse me with
hyssop, and | willbe clean; wash
me, and | will be whiter than
snow."” Tounderstand the power
of forgiveness is like covering
over everything with snow. The
snow obscures everything dirty
and ugly underneath. But with
the Lord, allthings dirty and ugly

are actually taken away.
