Pentecostal Sunday Celebration

The Assemblies of God was
founded as a result of a religious
revival which swept around the world
in the early 1900s. During that time,
many Christians in the United States
and other parts of the world felt a
need to pray and seek for more of
God’s power operating in their lives.
In response, the Holy Spirit infilled
large numbers of them, prompting a
joyous, spontaneous worship and an
intense desire to spread the gospel.

The beginning of the modern
Pentecostal revival is generally traced
to a prayer meeting at Bethel Bible
College in Topeka, Kansas, on Jan-
uary 1, 1901. The revival spread
rapidly to Missouri and Texas, then to
California and elsewhere. A 3 - year
revival at Azusa Stree Mission in Los
Angeles attracted believers from
across the nation and overseas and
served as springboard to send the
Pentecostal message around the
world.

By 1914, the rapid spread of the
revival created a number of practical
problems. There was a growing
demand for doctrinal unity, gospel
literature, formal recognition of
ministers, and approval and support
of missionaries. Consequently, on
Aparil 2-12, 1914, some 300 preachers
and lay people gathered from 200
states and several foreign countries
for a ‘‘general council’”” in Hot
Springs, Arkansas.

Property Tax Protest and Appeal Procedures

The law gives property owners the right to

protest actions concerning their property tax

appraisals. You may follow these procedures

if you have a concern about:

e the value placed on your property,

exemptions that may apply to you;

cancellation of agricultural appraisal,

whether your property is taxable;

which local governments should be taxing

your property; or

e you think the appraisal district has done
something else that adversely affected you.

Informal Review: Contact the Wheeler County

Central Appraisal District Office at
806/826-5900. Larry Schoenhals, Chief
Appraiser.

Review by the Appraisal Review Board: If
you can't resolve your problem informally
with the appraisal district staff, you may have
your case heard by the appraisal review
poard.

The appraisal review board (ARB) is an
independent board of citizens that reviews
problems with appraisais and other concerns
listed above. They have the power to order
the appraisal district to make the necessary
changes to solve problems. Ifyou file a written
requestforan ARB hearing (called a notice of
protesl) before the deadline, the ARB will set
your case for a hearing. You'll receive written
nolification of the time, date, and place of the
hearing. The hearing will be informal. You
and the appraisal district representative will
be asked to present evidence about your
case. The ARB will make its decision based
on the evidence presented. You can get a
copy of a protest form from the appraisal
district office at P.O. Box 1200 Wheeler, TX. 79096

Note: You shouldn’t try to contact ARB
members outside of the hearing. The law
requires you to sign an affidavit saying that
you haven't done so before the ARB hears
your case.

Review by the District Court: Afteritdecides
your case, the ARB must send you a copy of
its order by certified mail. I you're not satisfied
with the decision you have the right to appeal
to district court. If you choose to go to court,
you must start the process by filing a petition
wilthin 45 days of the date you receive the

ARB's order. If the appraisal district has
appraised your property at $1,000,000 or
more, you must file a notice of appeal with the
chief appraiser within 15 days of the date you
receive the ARB's order.

If you believe the appraisal district or ARB should have sent
you a nolice and did not, you may lile a protest until the day
before taxes become delinquent (usually February 1), The
ARBdecides whether it will hear your case based on evidence
about whether a required notice was mailed to you
