All Show Animals 
Must Be Tagged

All Wheeler County 4-H and FFA 

members who plan to exhibit lambs or 
hogs in the 1991 Wheeler County 
Junior Livestock Show must have their 
animals tagged by Saturday, Novem-
ber 10. November 10 is also the entry 
deadline for the county stock show. 

There has been a change in the 
tagging procedure for this year. The 
Livestock Show Association has de-
cided to allow the Agriculture Science 
Teachers (AST) to tag the lambs and 
hogs in their community. Potential 
exhibitors should contact the AST in 
their school to let him know they have 
an animal or contact Joe Don King, 
County Extension Agent. 

Exhibitors who do not have their 
animals tagged by November 10 may 
bring the lamb or hog to the Wheeler 
County Show Barn between 10:00 
a.m. and 12:00 noon on Saturday, 
November 10 to have it tagged. 

As mentioned above, November 10 
is also the entry deadline for the 
county stock show. Exhibitors must 
complete and turn in the entry blank, 
along with the entry fee of $10.00 per 
head, by November 10. Exhibitors will 
be able to get a refund on any animal 
withdrawn from the show by January 
4, 1991. 

To be eligible to enter and partici-
pate in the Wheeler County Junior 
Livestock Show, the exhibitor must be 
a member of a Wheeler County 4-H 
club or FFA chapter and attend a 
public or private school in Wheeler 
County.

From The Minister's Desk: 
I recently read a short, but 

profound prayer that was 
prayed by a child. This prayer 
was: "Oh, Father, help me to 
be good. And if at first you 
don't suceed, try, try, again." 

When I read this prayer, I 
was immediately reminded of 
an event in the life of Jesus. 

This event occurred in the 
Garden of Gethsemane when 
Jesus went to prepare Himself 
for the ordeal of Calvary. 
(Matthew 26) 

He was accompanied by 
Peter, James, and John who 
were asked by Jesus to 
"--keep watch--" with Him. 
(verse 38) Jesus then "--went 
a little beyond them, and fell 
on His face and prayed--." 
(verse 39) But when He retur-
ned to the place where He 
left the three disciples, they 
were not watching. Rather they 
were asleep! And Jesus said: 
"So you men could not keep 
watch with me for one hour?" 
(verse 40) 

What was Jesus emphasizing 
to these three disciples when 
he asked: "So you men could 
not keep watch with me one 
hour?" He was apparently em-
phasizing to these disciples 
that they had failed. They 
could have been of help to 
Him, but they had miserably 
failed. 

After this initial failure, 
Jesus departed from them two 
more times to pray. And each 
time that He returned to these 
disciples, they were asleep. 
Jesus then said: "Arise, let us 
be going; behold, the one who 
betrays Me is at hand." (ver-
se 46) Notice that Jesus said: 
"Arise, let us be going--." He 
did not say: "Get away from 
Me! I will not associate with 
failures like you." Regardless 
of their failure and regardless 
of the number of times that 
they had failed, Jesus was 
willing to be their Master if 
they were willing to be His 
disciples. 

Here is one of the greatest 
blessings of Christianity. Jesus 
is not like the individual who 
says: "No one fails me, but 
once." There is no failure or 
sin so bad that Jesus cannot 
and will not forgive. He is not 
only the Lord of the second 

chance. He is the Lord of en-
dless chances. 

With this blessing as 
background, let me emphasize 
two truths. These two truths 
are:- 

1. If you have failed, do not 
quit. Try, try again! Seek the 
forgiveness of God that is 
found in Jesus Christ. The 
Apostle Paul described this 
forgiveness when he wrote: 
"In Him we have redemption 
through His blood, the 
forgiveness of our trespasses, 
according to the riches of His 
grace, which He lavished upon 
us." (Ephesians 1:7-8) 

God is not only willing, but 
pleased to use any life that is 
cleansed by the blood of 
Jesus. It may be a life that is 
filled with many failures, but 
when God forgives, He forgets. 
(Hebrews 10:17-18) 

Do not accept your failures 
as final. Accept the invitation 
of Jesus who said: "Arise, let 
us be going--." 

2. If you know someone who 
has failed, but who is now 
trying to live a godly life, do 
not be cynical about this per-
son, questioning their sincerity 
and honesty. 

The Bible is filled with the 
stories of people who repented 
and were used by God in His 
eternal plan. For example,-- 

Abraham was a liar and a 
worshipper of idols. But he 
became the father of the 
nation of Israel. 

Moses was a murderer, but 
he was the man who was 
selected by God to lead the 
Israelites from the bondage of 
Pharaoh. 

Peter openly denied the Lor-
d, but he was God's 
spokesman on the day of Pen-
tecost, preaching the gospel of 
the crucified Christ. 

Saul of Tarsus was 
"--blasphemer and a persecutor 
and a violent aggressor." Yet 
he became the Apostle Paul 
who wrote the majority of the 
New Testament. 

How maligant is sin. But 
how great is the forgiveness of 

God. It allows people who fail 
to "try, try again.'

With winter approaching it is 
important to check home heating 
devices. Heating devices are high 
on the list of fire starters in the 
home and should receive periodic 
attention. The best time to check 
them is just before the heating 
season. Most stoves and furnaces 
do their jobs pretty well when 
the weather outside isn't severe, 
but when they're overtaxed, 
usually during the coldest part of 
the winter, they may let you 
down with disastrous results. 
Before each season, inspect all 
parts, including smoke pipes and 
flues; repair all 	defective or 
questionable parts, and give your 
system a good cleaning to insure 
safe operation. 

FIREPLACES: 
Have the brickwork checked in 

older fireplaces. Use a screen to 
prevent flying sparks and logs 
from rolling out of fireplace. 
Keep dampers open. Never use 
flammable liquid to start or 
freshen fire. 

STOVES: 
Coal and wood-burning stoves 

have a poor fire record because 
they require and do not receive 
special knowledge of installation 
and constant, careful tending. 
Here are a few of the major fire 
causes of wood burning stoves: 

* Heat radiation from stove, 
stovepipe or chimney igniting ad-
jacent combustible materials 

* Sparks escaping into house 
* Sparks from chimney top 
* Fires from creosote ac-

cumulation in chimney 
These fire hazards can 

be greatly reduced with: 
* Proper equipment selection 
* Proper stove installation. . 

.including adequate air space 
clearances and circulation
