Wheeler County Sheriff’s
was notified Friday noon at 1:20
of the Oklahoma Highway Patrol
being in pursuit of a speeding
vehicle. The vehicle, believed to
be a Porsche crossed the state
line into Texas on Highway 152.
Road blocks were set up and
shots were fired, but the vehicle
continued into Wheeler and
pulled into the self-service at
Frankenbery's Texaco. With the
approach of the law vehicles,
Steffan pulled out after putting
in a little over two gallon of gas
and headed east. A roadblock at

the east edge of town caused
Steffan to make a ‘‘u’’ turn and
head back west. The officers

then continued the chase through
Wheeler to the stop light; left to
Shamrock and right onto In-
terstate 40,

The car involved later proved
to be a Nissan 300 ZX and was
finally stopped at the rest stop
west of Shamrock.

The chase began in Oklahoma
about 12:26 p.m. orn Interstate 40
outside of Clinton, Oklahoma,
when a highway patrol officer
tried to pull over Steffan's Car
for speeding. Steffan had been
clocked at 130 mph.

According to the
Highway Patrol sppkesman,

Oklahoma
Lt.

Stewart Meyer, the officers were
unable to determine the make
because of the speed. The
speeding car continued west
through a roadblock in Clinton
and another in Elk City.

Texas law officers set up a
total of six roadblocks in an ef-
fort to stop Steffan.

Adams reported: ‘‘He would
turn back and try to out
maneuver us, and then he would
turn back and come back past

us. We just didn’t have anything
that would keep up with him.
He ran past our roadblocks two
or three times.”

Adams said the chase covered
about 165 miles at speeds up to
140 mph.

At one time, the vehicle was
running 100 mph on two tires,
he said.

Five vehicles, including
Nissan were damaged in the
chase, Adams said. One of the
Wheeler County’s vehicles, a
Texas Cattle Raisers Association
brand-inspector’s  vehicle, a
private vehicle and a Texas
Department of Public Safety
vehicle were damaged. The
engine on the DPS Mustang ex-
pired.

Adams said
from several
involved in the
chase, including
of Public Safety, the Shamrock
Police Department, the Wheeler
County Sheriff's Department, the
Shamrock constable and one
brand inspector.

“It was a concentrated effor-
t—it had to be,”’ Adams said.
““We had all the agencies around
the east Texas Panhandle notified
because of the way he had run,
but he never did leave Wheeler
County after he got into Texas.

Adams said shots were fired at
the Nissan outside of Wheeler in
order to try and disable the
vehicle.

“We were trying to keep him
from entering a populated area,”
he said. ‘“We didn't want him
killing a bunch of people in
town.”’

One of the reasons the vehicle
was finally stopped was because
it was running low on fuel,
Adams said.
