TAX DEFERRAL AVAILABLE 
FOR ELDERLY HOMEOWNERS 

Texans, aged 65 or older can postpone paying 
delinquent and current property taxes on their 
homesteads by taking advantage of a tax opin-
ion called over-65 deferral. The elderly 
homeowner simply signs a deferral affidavit at 
the Wheeler County Appraisal District office. 

This special form of tax relief can also halt a 
lawsuit already filed to collect delinquent prop-
erty taxes on an older Texan's homestead. To 
stop a delinquent tax suit, the over-65 
homeowner files the deferral affidavit with the 
court in which the suit is pending. 

Once a homeowner files an over-65 tax defer-
ral affidavit with the appraisal district, no tax-
ing unit can initiate or pursue a suit for delin-
quent taxes as long as that person owns and 
lives in that homestead. 

Tax deferral for the elderly only postpones 
paying delinquent taxes on the homestead; it 
does not cancel them. During the deferral pe-
riod, taxes and delinquent interest continue to 
add up. When the elderly taxpayer no longer 
owns or lives in the home, those accrued amounts 
become due. Taxing units can then sue to collect 
all the deferred tax and interest. 

While a penalty may not be imposed on the 
delinquent taxes during the deferral period, 
the filing of the deferral affidavit will not for-
give penalties which were already due. Also, an 
additional penalty associated with referring 
the account to a delinquent tax attorney may be 
charged if taxes remain delinquent more than 
90 days after the deferral ends. 

Forms for filing a tax deferral affidavit are 
available at the appraisal district office. 
"Homeowner must fill out the form and have 
the signature witnessed by a notary public". 
For more information, taxpayers may contact 
the Wheeler County Appraisal District, 826-
5900, Box 1200, Wheeler, Texas 79096.

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"EXTENSION UPDATE" 
SUPPORTING ADOLESCENT 

PARENTS 
Texas leads the nation in adoles-

cent pregnancy and parenthood. Most 
adolescent mothers keep their ba-
bies and raise them as single par-
ents. These young parents are faced 
with the frustrations of being forced 
into early maturity, coping with low 
income and sudden family expecta-
tions. 

Adolescent parents typically have 
little knowledge of child growth and 
development. They tend to be impa-
tient, insensitive, and irritable and are 
more likely to use physical punish-
ment. Their lack of information can, 
and frequently does, result in unreal-
istic expectations and inappropriate 
interactions with their infants leading 
to increased incidence of child abuse. 

Young parents love their children 
and want to be good parents, unfortu-
nately they often don't know how. 
Adolescent parents, like all other par-
ents, can learn to do a better job of 
child rearing and can increase their 
parenting skills. 

The Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service and the Children's Trust fund 
have joined together to provide ado-
lescent parents with the resources 
needed to increase their knowledge 
and skills needed for parenting. For

From the Minister's Desk: 
Did you hear about Morris 

Siegel? 
Mr. Seigel was a homeless man 

who was recently found dead in an 
alley in Los Angeles. When his 
body was discovered, it was lying 
beside an old shopping cart that 
supposedly contained all of his 
worldly goods. 

But when Mr. Siegel's family 
claimed his body, they revealed 
that he had a bank account that 
totaled more than two hundred 
thousand dollars. According to the 
family, this money was a gift that 
had been given to Mr. Siegel by his 
deceased father. But Mr. Siegel 
refused to accept this gift, choos-
ing to live a life of privation and 
poverty. 

While we recognize the foolish-
ness of the mistake that Mr. Siegel 
made, many of us are making a 
similar mistake. This mistake does 
not involve a monetary gift that 
someone has given us. Rather it 
involves a spiritual gift that God 
offers to us. this gift is plainly de-
scribed by the Apostle Paul in the 
third chapter of Romans, saying: 
"—The righteousness of God has 
been manifested, being witnessed 
by the Law and the Prophets, even 
the righteousness of God through 

faith in Jesus Christ for all those 
who believe; for there is no distinc-
tion; for all have sinned and fall 
short of the glory of God, being 
justified as a gift by His grace 
through the redemption which is in 
Christ Jesus; whom God displayed 
publicly as a propitiation in His blood 
through faith." (verses 21-25) 

God offers to us the justification 
of our sins "—as a gift by His grace 
through the redemption which is in 
Christ Jesus—." And as a result of 
this gift, we can live the abundant 
live, enjoying such spiritual bless-
ings as the promise of eternal life, 
the indwelling of the Holy Spirit, and 
the providential care of God. But 
before these blessings can be en-
joyed, we must accept by an obedi-
ent faith the justification of our sins 
by the substitutionary death of Jesus 
Christ.

Siegel refused to accept a gift that 
could have affected his temporal 
life, some of us are refusing to ac-
cept a gift that can affect our spiri-
tual lives.
