WASHINGTON --A nutrition or-
ganization was hopeful that a nutri-
tionally complete ‘‘hi-tech’ food
tablet would help erase world hun’gam
problems, until a study revealed
one of the ingredients could cause
significant weight loss.

Although other studies and sci-
entists may not agree, researchers in
Europe found that the ingredient, a
natural plant colloid, actually caused
people to lose weight, even though
specifically instructed not to alter
normal eating , according
one study publi edmthepream
ious British Journal of Nutrition. Rc-
searchers in an earlier study had specu-
lated that weight loss with plant col-
loids was due (o a decrease in the in-
testinal absorption of calories.

While the project of National Die-
tary Research, aptly named Food
Source One, would not be used to
successfully fulfill its original goal,
the formula which has since been
improved with other natural colloids
has been a windfall for some over-
weight people. A Metairie, Louisi-
ana nurse lost 71 pounds. She stated
"I never had to sacrifice the foods I
dearly crave!” "Food Source One is
very easy and anyone could do it."
says a Niagara Falls, New York woman
who lost 26 pounds and 15 inches.
"The results are great.” she added.

Food Source One tablets are part
of National Dietary Research's com-
prehensive plan to bring a rapid end
to obesity in this country.

Some oays you wishyou could pack-
age your child's energy and sell it, or
you wish you could borrow some of it.
They seem to have more energy than
their parents much of the time. How-
ever, theirenergy is limited. Resource-
ful youth recognize their energy has
sources. They realize that they feel
better and get the most done when
they manage their personal energy.

Explore resourceful energy use with
your child. Our energy depends on
how much we sleep and rest, what we
eat and how much physical activity we
have. Healthy eating and exercise
habits can also help maximize achild's
athletic and academic performance.
Also, healthy eating should be fun.

Help your child get the best start
with healthy foods for breakfast, chil-
dren may feel fatigued, sleepy and
unmotivated. Promote healthy snack-
ing by stockingthe kitchen with healthy
choices. For children, snacking may
account for 30 percent or more of daily
calories and 20 percent or more of
nutrients.

Routine physical activity is helpful
for several reasons. It burns more
calories and allows children to eat
more healthy foods during the day.
Also, inactivity is one of the biggest
contributions to weight gain, obesity
and sluggishness.

Even if eating on the run is part of
the family lifestyle, children can be
taught to make healthier choices from
vending machines and fast food es-
tablishments. High-fat foods take
longer and more energy to digest so a
diet heavy in fat may drain energy.

Help youth see how personal deci-
sions abouteating, sleeping and physi-
cal activity affect their “go power”.
Make energy banks from seven glass
jars. Mark one for each of the follow-
ing: Sleep, exercise, breads and cere-
als, fruits, vegetables, milk and cheese
and meats. Use dried beans and drop
one in for each hour of sleep they get
each night, one for each serving of
breads and cereals, milk and cheeses,
fruits and vegetables and meats they
eat a day, and one for each hour of
physical activity or exercise they get
during the day. At the end of the day,
have them write on a piece of paper
how many beans are in each jar. Have
them rate how energetic they felt dur-
ing the day, with 1 meaning little en-
ergy, 5 meaning average level of en-
ergy, and 10 meaning super ener-
getic.

At the end of the week compare
their ratings for each day with the
number of beans in each jar. What
seemed to make the biggest differ-
ence in how energetic they felt? What
was different about the days they felt
best 'and-the days they felt they had
less energy? If interest in tracking
their energy level continues, let them
give a monthly report. When they look
back over the month, particularly if
they changed any of their “energy
habits” during the month, what did
they find made the biggest difference
in how much energy they had to do
things that were important to them?

Letthem make a big stop sign to put
on the door to their room. On the stop
sign, have them write each day what
they did to stop “energy drainers”. Let
them share with you about the choices
they make to build their energy.

Children’s energy can be a real
drainonsome parents, butwhen youth
know how to manage their personal
energy, it can be rescurceful to the
whole family.

Erom The Minister’s Desk:

On November 29, 1963, Presi-
dent Lyndon Johnson issued an ex-
ecutive order that created a presi-
dential commission. This presiden-
tial commission was directed by
President Johnsonto investigatethe
assassination of President John
Kennedy which had occurred on
November22, 1963. President John-
son also directed this presidential
commission to issue a report on its
findings when it had concluded its
investigation.

This presidential commission was
chaired by Earl Warren, the Chief
Justice of the Supreme Court. For
this reason, this commissionbecame
known as the Warren Commission
and its report as the Warren Report.
After a lengthy investigation, the
Warren Commission released its
report on September 24, 1964, con-
cludingthat Lee Harvey Oswald was
the lone assassin of President
Kennedy.

Since the release of the Warren
Report, several books have been
written by researchers and histori-
ans which openly challenge its con-
clusion. Some of these researchers
and historians in their books even
suggest that the Warren Commis-
sion conspired to “cover-up”the truth
about the assassination of Presi-
dent Kennedy.

While several books have been
written which criticize the Warren
Commission and its report, only one
book has been written which offers
some defense of the Warren Com-
mission and its report. This book is
entitled, Conspiracy Of One, and it
was written by Jim Moore, an inves-
tigative reporter who has done ex-
tensive research on the assassina-
tion of President Kennedy. In his
book, Mr. Moore candidly questioned
some of the objections that critics
have raised about the conclusion of
the Warren report. For example, he
wrote: “From the nearly eighteen
thousand pages that comprise the
twenty-six volumes, almost any au-
thor can select nearly any quote to
prove literally any point. The critics
have done just that. From the
Watergate burglars to zombie CIA
agents, they've been able to make
the public believe that almost every-
one within the Dallas city limits that
Friday had a hand in the assassina-
tion of President Kennedy."

| think that Mr. Moore made an
importantobservation when he said:
“—Any author can select nearly any
quote to prove literally any given
point.” With this observation, Mr.
Moore emphasized that the Warren
Report should be studied in its con-
test. So should the Bible! The pri-
mary principle of effective Bible study
is that a text or a portion of a text
should never be isolated from its
contest. When this principle is vio-
lated, the meaning of the text will be
misunderstood.

For example, Matthew 18:19is a

This text says: “Again | say to you,
that if two of you agree on earth
about anything that they ask, it shall
be down for them by My Father who
is in Heaven.” Some Bible students
believe that this text teaches that
people can “agree together” in
prayer and receive divine healing
fromiliness or disease. These Bible
students should study this textin its
contest. If they would, they would
learn that it is a statement that is
included in the instructions that
Jesus gave about the correction of
obstinate disciples. This test is
grossly misunderstood by some
Bible students because they isolate
it from its contest.

The last sentence in Mark 16:18
is another example of a iext that is
often misunderstood because it is
isolated from its contest. This text
says: “—They will lay hands on the
sick and they will recover.” Some
Bible students believe that this text
teaches that disciples of Jesus can
lay their hands on the sick and “—
they will recover.” But these Bible
students conveniently overlook the
first part of this text which says: “—
They will pick up serpents, and if
they drink any deadly poison, it shall
not hurt them—." If this text teaches
that disciples of Jesus can heal
people who are sick, it alsoteaches
that they safely handle snakes and
drink deadly poison. It would be
terribly inconsistent to believe that
the last part of Mark 16:18 is appli-
cable to disciples of Jesus, but the
first part of Mark 16:18 is not appli-
cable.

To correctly understand Mark
16:18, it must be studied in its con-
text. According to verse 15, Jesus
commanded His apostles 1o go into
the world and "—preach the gos-
pel”, baptizing those people who
believed. (verse 16) He also stated
thatthey would be able to do certain
“—signs—" which would confirm
their preaching and teaching. (He-
brews 2:1-4) One of these “—
signs—" would be that they would
be able to heal people who are sick.
The text then says: “—When the
Lord Jesus had spokentothem, He
was received up into heaven, and
sat down at the right hand of God.
And they went out an preached
everywhere, while the Lord worked
with then, and confirmed the word
by the signs that followed.” (verses
19-20)

Notice that the verb tenses in
verses 19-20 are pasttense. These
verses simply report that the prom-
ise of Jesus was fulfilled. The
preaching and teaching of the
apostles was confirmed the the “—
signs—" that Jesus had promised
to them.

Like Matthew 18:19, Mark 16:18
cannot be correctly understood ff it
is isolated from its context. Like the
Warren Report, a Biblical text must
be studied in its contest if it is to be
correctly understood.
