We un-
derstand some circumstances re- 
quire prompt drilling (replacemnt 
well), but majority of the time land-
owners can plan for future drilling, 
allowing the District ample time to 
complete the permitting process. 

However, if you are planning to 
drill multiple wells 4" or larger, 
(which may produce 265 gallons 
per minute or more), in the same 
year within the landowner's con-
tiguous acreage, you will need to 
complete a multiple well permit. 
This permit requires a minimum of 
60 days from start to finish. The 
permitting process is longer due to 
the fact that as hearing must take 
place and all bordering landown-
ers must be notified. Please con-
tact the office for help in determin-
ing if a multiple well application is 
needed. 

The following will help you to 
determine if you need to complete 
a permit or registration applica-
tion: 

Well Permit Applications are re-
quired for: 

Wells to produce over 17.4 
gallons per minute 

Domestic or livestock wells to 
bedrilledon lessthan 1 Oacres 

All multiple wells to be drilled 
on a tract of land 

Well Registration Applications 
are required for: 
Wells to produce 17.4 gallons 
per minute or less on a tract of 
land 10 acres or larger 
Monitoring and Rig Supply 
wells 

One final note, all pew wells, 
with 4" pumps or larger, will re-
quire a meter at landowner's cost. 
Please check with the District for 
proper spacing of meter installa-
tion. You may purchase a meter 
from the District at discounted cost, 
or you may purchase a meter from 
a commercial manufacturer that is 
approved by the District. 

By following these rules, not only 
will you help expedite the permit-
ting or registration process, but 
you will also be helping conserve 
water for your own use and for the 
use of future generations.

While the promise of financial 
aid in the form of cash benefits is 
often the major attraction of the 
US Department of Agriculture's 
Trade Adjustment Assistance Pro-
gram (TAA), in the end, it is the 
technical training elements that 
provide the greatest overall ben-
efits, users say. 

Farmers, fishermen and other 
producers of raw agricultural and 
seafood commodities impacted by 
foreign imports of competing prod-
ucts have until January 31 to peti-
tion the USDA if they hope to take 
advantage of the technical train-
ing benefits and even potentially 
qualify for financial relief 

"The technical training benefits 
available through TAA are de-
signed to help producers and fish-
ermen improve productivity and 
explore additional commodities, 
marketing opportunities, and al-
ternative enterprises," says USDA 
Trade Adjustment Assistance Co-
ordinator Jean-Louis Pajot. The 
program is designed to provide 
financial relief, technical support, 
retraining services and even a

potential outreach strategy for pro-
ducers who suffered from a 20 
percent or greater decline in pro-
ducer prices due to competing 
imports. "All eligible producers re-
ceive technical training and may 
receive cash benefits up to 
$10,000, depending on the amount 
of production marketed and if they 
meet certain income criteria." 

According to Pajot, the cash ben-
efits available throug h the program 
are what initially attract producers, 
but at the end of the day, the 
training system winds up yielding 
the greatest results. 

"Here in Maine, we created an 
educational program designed to 
help wild blueberry producers 
evaluate their cropping practices, 
become educated on ways to im-
prove their efficiencies and de-
velop alternative strategies to keep 
their operations economically vi-
able," said Dave Yarborough, Blue-
berry Specialist and Professor of 
Horticulture at the University of 
Maine, one of several dozen coop-
erative extension services respon-
sible for providing the technical 
training. "Working under the direc-
tion of the Northeast Center for 
Risk Management Education at 
the University of Delaware, we 
developed power point presenta-
tions on 'World Trade Situation 
and Outlook,"Enterprise Budgets,' 
'Production Efficiencies,' Improv-
ing Quality,' and 'Marketing Op-
portunities.' These werecombined 
with business and financial pre-
sentations developed by the Uni-
versity of Minnesota and presented 
as a web-based course and a 120-
page printed 'Wild Blueberry Tech-
nical Assistance Curriculum' avail-
able online through the USDA. 

"Furthermore, six members of 
the University of Maine Coopera-
tive Extension county faculty as-
sisted the blueberry specialist in 
presenting this program to Maine 
growers. This training has provided 
Maine's wild blueberry growers the 
educational resources to produce 
a crop that will be competitive with 
Canadian wild blueberries and 
cultivated blueberries produced in 
North America." 

Clear across the country, the 
University of Alaska Marine Advi-
sory Program created a similar 
curriculum to aid Alaska fisher-
men who also qualified for ben-
efits under TAA. Torte Baker, an 
Assistant Professor of the School 
of Fisheries and Ocean Sciences, 
Marine Advisory Program, Univer-
sity of Alaska Fairbanks, is based 
in Cordova, Alaska, and she plaited 
the dual role of training coordina- 
tor 	

log 
and program beneficiary. 

Owner of her own small fishing 
operation, Bakercoordinated more 
than 300 statewide workshops that 
trained more than 4,300 fisher-
men and crew within a five- month 
period. Information such as ac- • 
cess to new loan programs, mar-
keting grant information, alterna-
tive training opportunities and di-
rect marketing strategies and ma-
terials comprised much of the in-
formation. Nearly all workshop 
evaluations deemed the informa-
tion "extremely valuable." 

"Once a particular industry has 
qualified for TAA assistance, the 
technical training program is man-
datory before they become eligible 
for cash benefits," Baker said. "Af-
ter completing the training, appli-
cants who receive a cash benefit 
are eligible to apply for benefits 
through the US Department of 
Labor's Employment and Training 
Administration program ." Depart-
ment of Labor benefits, according 
to USDA personnel, may also in-
clude education grants and train-
ing designed to facilitate a mi 
producers departure from farming 
or fishing. 

If a producerdoes, in fact, qualify, 
the cash benefits also help. "I was 
extremely fortunate," Baker said. 
"In 2002, 1 caught a lot of low-
valued fish, and the cash benefit is a 
based on poundage. As a result, I ‘ml  
paid for half of my boat loan pay-
ment for this year with the financial 
benefits I received through TAA. 
That helped a lot!" 

Producers interested in formally 
petitioning to USDA's Trade Ad-
justment Assistance program must 
complete their paperwork and 
send, via fax, prior to January 31 to 
the USDA headquarter in Wash-
ington at (202) 720-0876, They 
may also be sent via e-mail. Peti-
tion forms are available online at 
www.fas.usda.gov/itp/taa/ 
FAS0930.pdf. They may also be 
requested by phone at (202) 720-
2916 or by e-mail at 
trade.adjustment@fas.usda.gov. 
Petitions must be filed by a group 
of three or more producers or an 
authorized representative, and , 
they may be made on behalf of a ‘1111 
state, region or the nation as a 
whole.
