How long
was a day back in the begin-
ning? What does being created
in God's own image mean?

And that is by no means the
end to the questions that have
been, and will be raised. The
early conclusion we have
reached, though, is thatthe early
partof Genesis was not recorded
tobe specifically scientificorspe-
cifically historical. It is instead
intended to be theological. After
reading this section of the Bible,
the reader is supposed to go
away without the answer to ev-
ery question, but the understand- -
ing that God does know all of the
answers. We should end up trust-
ing that God is in control of ev-
erything.

We will continue in this study
for a little while. You are invited
and encouraged to be a part of
thisclass.
