Large Area Without
Electricity June 17

The Xcel Energy power system
in Texas and New Mexico experi-
enced a disturbance on the power
grid Tuesday evening at approxi-
mately 8:35 Central Daylight Time
(7:35 in New Mexico). Approxi-
mately 20 substations across the
service area lost power, affecting
around 8,500 customers and trip-
ping off some of the company’s
generating facilities. The cause of
the disturbance has not been de-
termined. Once we stabilized the
system, we began to restore ser-
vice to the customers. By 11 p.m.
CDT we had restored service to
around half the substations that
were affected, and our generat-
ing system was operating
smoothly. We will assess the situ-
ation and will report more infor-
mation on Wednesday.

A news release later Wednes-
day read:

“If you are still following infor-
mation on last night's power out-
age, | wanted to take minute to
update you.

We do
know the frequency, or speed of
the system, slowed momentarily.
This caused more than 20 sub-
stations around the area to trip,
as well as four generating units.
We were able to stabilize the sys-
tem and pick up the customer load
by around midnight, Central Day-
light Time. Some customers may
still have been out after that time,
but some of these outages were
related to the storms-passing
through.”

“While we do not know for sure
the cause of this under-frequency
event, we are suspecting that se-
vere weather, especially lightning
near some of our generating units,
may have played a role. We are
continuing to ask questions and
review data from last night so we
can pinpoint a cause. This pro-
cess may take a few more days.”

“We reported last night that
around 8,500 to 9,000 customers
were without power. | want to re-
vise those numbers upward to
more than 16,000."

GPRMC Will Offer
‘Hospitalist’ Prog.

Improved patient care will be
the key goal of a new program
adopted by Great Plains Regional
Medical Center.

Called a “hospitalist” program,
the plan is to have physicians on
staff that only treats patients who
have been admitted to the hospi-
tal. The program will begin on July
1st of this year.

Hospitalists are internal medi-
cine physicians responsible for
coordinating a patient's hospital
stay. Their goal is to improve the
quality, efficiency and safety of
care and to improve communica-
tion with patients and families.

“These doctors have no offices
or patients outside the hospital,”
said Robin E. Lake, CEO of
GPRMC. “They are in the hospi-
tal 24 hours a day. They will be
able to see patients multiple times
every day. They can respond to
urgent patient needs in minutes
and are available to order lab
work, x-rays and other tests and
procedures, see the results when
they're available and react to
those results immediately.”

The hospitalist does not replace
a patient’s personal physician.
Lake says the hospitalist will stay
in close contact with patients, their
families and their family doctor. He
calls the hospitalist another inte-
gral part of the care giving team
at GPRMC.
