Twelve-Year-Old Boy Succumbed on 
Saturday Morning— No Fear 

of Epidemic

Tholm an  Baker, 12-year-old son 
of A. J. Baker, who passed aw ay  
ea r ly  last S a tu rd a y  m o rn in g  was the  
e igh th  v ic tim  o ’ a  m a lad y  w hich  
p rac t ica l ly  wiped ou t th re e  g e n e ra ­
t ions  of th e  i l l -fa ted  family. Six 
o th e r  m em bers  of th e  fam ily  died 
w i th in  th e  week of Nov. 30 to  Dec. 
4. T he  f irs t  f a ta l i ty  was a year- 
old d a u g h te r  of Mr. and  Mrs. Hoyt 
Baker, who died Nov. 4.

It is reported  t h a t  Tho lm an  a p ­
peared to  su ffe r  w ith  a com pla in t  
s im ila r  to  t h a t  w hich  claimed the  
lives of h is  k insm en. An a t ta c k  of 
in te s t in a l  com plications,  which in ­
cluded a form of m en ing it i s ,  took 
h is  life.

Deceased w as born  May 4, 1922, 
and  died Dec. 8. 1934, a t  th e  age of 
12 years, seven m o n th s  and  four 
days.

F u n e ra l  services were  conducted  
a t  th e  W h e e le r  cem etery  S a tu rd a y  
af te rnoon ,  Dec. 8, by Rev. Alamo 
S tarkey , assisted by Rev. A. C. 
Wood.

Two m em bers  of th e  family, A. J. 
B aker  and  H oyt Baker, who h ave  
been ill w ith  th e  disease, a re  con­
sidered out of d a n g e r  and  expected  
to  recover. O ther  su rv ivors  a re  Mrs. 
Abra  Bentley of C anad ian ,  and  W e l­
don Baker. W ic h i ta  Falls ,  d a u g h te r  
and  son of A. J. B aker.  T hey  have 
not co n tra c te d  th e  malady.

According to  th e  best advices 
ava ilab le ,  th e re  ap p e a rs  to  be l i t t le  
d an g e r  of an  epidemic oir even 
l im ited  sp read ing  of the  fa ta l  d is­
ease. A p paren t ly  it possessed a v i r ­
u lence confined to th e  B aker  family. 
Since no o th e r  cases have developed 
th u s  f a r  am ong  those who assisted 
th e  u n f o r tu n a te  sufferers,  th e re  is 
no cause for u n d u e  a la rm  or  fea r  of 
an  epidemic.

In rega rd  to the  A. J. B aker  fam i­

ly and  th e  condition  which caused so 
m uch  discussion. T he  B aker family 
was t rea ted  by W. I. Joss, M. D., and 
several o th e r  doctors were called in 
consu lta t ion .  A fter  several reliable 
labo ra to ry  e x a m in a t io n s  the  report 
was: a  mixed in fec tion  of th e  in te s ­
tines. com plicated  w ith  m eningitis .  
T he  d isease of in f luenza  was not 
present.  T he  condition  was very 
d ange rous  and contagious .  A fter  
the  necessary  p rec au t io n s  were t a k ­
en. th e  disease was checked. The 
fam ily  w as q u a ra n t in e d ;  how-ever, 
th is  was no t ca rr ied  o u t  by all who 
visited th is  house, o r  by th e  family.

A fter  th e  house is cleaned and 
fum iga ted ,  th e re  should  be no d a n ­
ger. T h e re  should be no d ange r  to 
an y  person v is i t ing  th e  town of 
W heeler  to  t ra d e  a t  th is  time, as 
the  d isease seems to  be u nder  con­
trol. It is only spread  by contact.

T h is  inves tiga tion  w as m ade a f te r  
so m a n y  reports  were m ade as to 
th e  disease not being  dangerous.

Light Out Saturday

Deputy Locked in Cell Block—Trio 
Includes W. L. Parrish. Under 

20-year Sentence

T hree inm a tes  of th e  W heeler  
county  ja i l  made th e i r  escape abou t 
noon S a tu rd ay  when they  pulled a  
clever ruse  on J. I. Maloy, depu ty  
sheriff. T h e  fug it ives  a re  W. L. 
P arr ish ,  convicted in the  c u r re n t  
term  of d is t r ic t  cou r t  and  sentenced 
to 20 years  for robbery  of the  Alli­
son bank, and O. B. T u rn e r  and  J .  
M. Davis, recen tly  ind ic ted  on a 
charge  of cotton  the ft .  The la t t e r  
claim A m aril lo  as th e i r  home.

F e ig n in g  illness, Davis had  per­
suaded Maloy to ta k e  h im to a doc­
tor  for t r e a tm e n t .  Upon th e i r  re­
tu rn  to th e  cell block on th e  second 
floor of the  ja il ,  Maloy unlocked the  
door while  Davis stood to  one side 
and s l ig h t ly  in th e  rea r .  A fter  th e  
key was tu rned ,  Davis pinioned th e  
depu ty 's  a rm s  to  his  sides and  P a r ­
rish and the  o th e r  m an leaped 
th ro u g h  th e  door. Maloy's gun  was 
taken  from him and he was th r u s t  
in to  th e  cell, where he  was locked 
in.

P roceeding  dow nsta irs ,  th e  tr io  
encoun te red  M i s s  Ada McCray, 
housekeeper, whom they  forced to  
go u p s ta i r s  upon which they  locked 
th e  low er door. Mrs. J. R. Porte r ,  
m o th e r  of sheriff  Jo h n  P o rte r ,  who 
was re s t in g  in a f ro n t  room, was 
overlooked.

A fte r  locking the  ja i l ,  th e  escap­
in g  p r isoners  took ca r  keys and a 
purse belonging  to Mrs. P o r te r  and 
made th e i r  escape In a ca r  belonging  
to her. w hich  th e y  found outside. 
They drove east from W heeler.

S hortly  a f te rw a rd  Mrs. P o r te r  
gave th e  a la rm  and Fred F a rm e r  
and Leslie W om ack s ta r ted  in  p u r ­
suit . Sher iff  P o r te r  was in Sham rock  
a t  the  bedside of his  wife w hen  the  
break occurred.

Several sea rch ing  par t ies  were 
qu ick ly  organized. The abandoned 
car  was found in a p as tu re  some 15 
miles eas t  of W heeler.  Possees 
scoured the  v ic in ity  S a tu rd ay  a i ie r -  
noon and  n igh t,  bu t  no trace  of th e  
fug itives  was found. W hile  efforts  
are  being made to  apprehend  them, 
th u s  f a r  they  have escaped capture.

• BUSINESS RARIN’ TO GO!”

" F o r  th e  first t im e since depres­
sion began ,"  said H enry  I. H arr i -  
man, p res iden t of th e  United  S ta te s  
Cham ber of Commerce, recen tly  
"bus iness  is r a r in ’ to  go.”

H a r r im a n  did not e lab o ra te  upon 
th a t  s ta te m en t ,  bu t  th e  th o u g h t  be­
h ind  it is not d if f icu lt  to trace. 
W hen  th e  crash  came, business men 
could not believe th a t  it was t r u e —  
p rac tica lly  all of them , in com pany 
w ith  th e  n a t io n 's  p r inc ipa l  econo­
m is ts  and  most governm ent experts ,  
were of th e  op in ion  th a t  the  se t­
back was purely  tem porary ,  and  th a t  
recovery would follow w ith in  a very 
shor t  time. Recovery d id n ' t  come, 
and  for th e  next year  o r  two indus­
try  s taggered  a round  blindly, going 
from bad to  worse, w ith o u t  a single 
b r ig h t  cloud being  observed in the  
economic skies.

T hen  came th e  Dem ocratic  vic­
t o r y —and  business, w hich  had  con­
side rab le  fa i th  in Hoover, even 
th o u g h  he cou ldn 't  pu ll  good tim es 
o u t  of a h a t ,  w as f ra n k ly  worried. 
T he  Roosevelt ex p e r im en ts  obviously 
m arked  a  new e ra  in American gov­
e r n m e n t— no pres iden t in  history  
had  been so dar ing ,  none had ta m p ­
ered so much w ith  the  ex is t ing  f in ­
ancia l an d  in d u s t r ia l  m achinery .  
D uring  th e  f irs t  tw o  years  of the  
Roosevelt ad m in is t ra t io n ,  th e  a t t i ­
tu d e  of business was one of s l igh tly  
hosti le  obse rva t ion— it waited, not 
on ly  to  see w hat was going to  h a p ­
pen. bu t  w hat th e  verdic t of the  
public would be a t  th e  polls.

T h a t  verdic t was given last 
m onth ,  w hen  th e  voters, in the  
words of W illiam  Allen W hite,  all 
b u t  crowned Roosevelt. According 
to  an Associated Press d ispa tch  of 
Nov. 17. business and  government 
have defin ite ly  un ited  in a  m igh ty  
jo in t  effort  to  produce recovery. 
The rep resen ta t ive  of business in 
th is  m a t te r  was H a r r im a n — govern­
m ent was represented  by NRA’s head 
man. Law yer Donald Richberg, and 
Jam es  A. M offatt.  head of th e  great 
housing  ad m in is t ra t io n  which hopes I

to put new f in an c ia l  blood in to  
heavy in d u s t r ie s  by m a k in g  it pos­
sible for people to bu ild  new homes 
and repa ir  old ones m ore cheaply  
th a n  they could in th e  past.

H a r r im a n  made th e  s ta te m e n t  
th a t  heads th is  a r t ic le  a f te r  he 
called on Mr. R ich b e rg — and  he a d d ­
ed a sentence of g rea t  im portance :  
T h a t  th e re  was no diffe rence of 
opinion between the  tw o men. He 
then  said th a t  business was e n te r in g  
a new period of " re a l is m ,” and  was 
leaving the  pa in fu l  period of " r e ­
ad ju s tm e n t  ’ behind.

W h a t  th a t  means, of course, is 
th a t  in d u s t ry  and  th e  a d m in is t ra t io n  
are  g radua l ly  a r b i t r a t i n g  th e i r  d if ­
ferences. Many observers  a re  of the  
opinion th a t  Roosevelt is now mov­
ing  tow ard  the  " r ig h t . ” so fa r  as th e  
legis la tive t rend  is concerned, while 
business is g row ing  less conserva­
tive. m ort  w illing  to  ta k e  a chance. 
N e i th e r  side is sa t is f ied— It Is a 
known fac t th a t  h igh  a d m in is t ra t io n  
offic ia ls  have a num ber  of reform s 
in mind which they would put fo r ­
ward If i t  were not for fear  of 
f r ig h te n in g  cap ita l ,  while  indus t ry  
would prefer  th a t  th e  a d m in is t ra ­
tion go much f a r th e r  tow ard  the  
conservative  side th a n  it is likely to 
go. But both seem to be ag ree ing  
on a middle ground which will be 
reasonably  sa tis fac to ry  to all con ­
cerned.

T h ere  may be one d lf icu l ty  w ith  
t h e  new g o v ern m e n ta l - in d u s tr ia l  
r app rochem en t— labor. Labor heads 
are  d is t ru s t fu l  of both  business and  
governm ent— they  feel th a t  they  are  
ge t t ing  th e  short end of the  deal. 
Recent news dispa tches  ind ica te  th a t  
a num ber  of new s t r ik e s—-princ ipa l­
ly in the  tex ti le  in d u s t ry — a re  in the  
offing.

C u rren t  business, in the  l igh t  of 
depression s tandards .  is neither  
good nor bad. T here  have been few 
changes d u r in g  the  last few months. 
The seasonal drop th a t  a lw ays  comes 
with fall has  been of ab o u t  th e  size 
th a t  was an t ic ipated .  A d m in is tra ­
tion leaders are f ran k ly  disappointed  
with the  progress of the  recovery 
m ovem ent— it is obvious th a t  the 
c réâ t  hopes held ou t for im prove­
ment two years ago have not m a te r i ­
alized. On the  o th e r  hand , most of 
the business periodicals have la tely 
reported th a t  business leaders are  
more confiden t— th a t  they feel a 
m arked change for th e  b e t te r  will 
take place before long.

The la tes t reports  show : A larger- 
than-seasonal drop in autom obile  
production: a decline in carload ings  
to below the  level touched  in th e  
com parable period last year; a slight 
fall in the  commodity price level: 
im provem ent in soft coal and  Rteel 
activity.

ta ttou . e n te r ta in m e n t ,  periodicals, 
books the  tax bill is a su b s tan t ia l  
item in th e i r  cost to th e  consumer.

It is obvious th a t  these  Indirect 
laves w hich  provide the  bu lk  of 
governm en ta l  revenue— fall more 
heavily  on persons of m odera te  
m eans th a n  on those w ith  h ig h e r  in ­
comes. A loaf of bread will las t  a 
m il l iona ire  as long as it will a la b ­
o re r— and th e  tax  is th e  same on 
the  loaf each  buys. Tax reduction 
would be th e  g rea tes t  boon th e  av e r­
age A m erican could have— a boon 
th a t  would a t  once be reflected in 
more Jobs, more pu rch a s in g  power, 
more spending  for the  necessities 
and  luxuries  which keep th e  in ­
d u s tr ia l  m ach ine  tu rn ing .

W e will have tax  reduc tion  when 
we spend less tax  m oney— and not 
un t i l  then. Only massed public 
opinion, backed up by knowledge of 
the  facts, can b r ing  it about.  The 
cost of governm ent can and  m ust be 
reduced all the  way from W a sh in g ­
ton down to th e  sm allest ham le t  in 
the  land.

TOO MANY SUCH DEATHS

The num ber  of d ea th s  in Texas 
due to  au tom obile  acc iden ts  du r in g  
the  past five years more th a n  equals  
the  d u m b e r  of T exans killed du r in g  
the  World W ar,  accord ing  to  a s t a te ­
ment issued by th e  Btate D epartm en t 
of H ealth .  Las t  year  over 1.200 
persons met dea th  in th is  m a n n e r  
and from th e  f igures  compiled so fa r  
for 1934, the  num ber  of dea ths  will 
be e '  en h igher.

Most of the  au tom obile  acc iden ts  
occur on week ends or  holidays. This 
is a su rp r is ing  fact since fewer 
pedestr ians  are  abroad  and tra f f ic  
congestion in tow ns and ci ties  is less 
on Sunday th a n  on o th e r  days of th e  
week. This  paradox  m ay be ex­
pla ined in p a r t  from h av in g  more 
inexperienced drivers  on th e  road, 
toge ther  w ith  th e ir  f a i lu re  to  observe 
tra f f ic  rules.

Some of the  most f re q u en t  v io la­
tions of t ra f f ic  ru les  a re :  exceeding 
the  speed limit, d r iv in g  on th e  
w rong  side of the  road, fa i lu re  to  
give r ig h t  of way. and r u n n in g  w i th ­
out lights. The observance of ru les  
and regu la t ions  is not enough to 
prevent all accidents. The car  i t ­
self must he in good shape, espec ia l­
ly th e  b rakes  and s te e r in g  connec­
tions. Then common sense m ust  be 
used in all s ituations.

The consequences of an au to m o ­
bile accident a re  so d isa s trous  th a t  
no one can afford to s tand  on th e i r  
legal r ig h ts  in a s i tu a t io n  of im ­
pend ing  danger.  Only if you have 
conceded such r ig h ts  and  have made 
every possible effort  to  avoid an 
accident,  can you consider  yourself  
blameless In case of accident.

TAXES—THEN MORE TAXES

r h “ purchase r  of a loaf of bread, 
accord ing  to th e  N a tiona l  Inves t­
m en t T ra n sc r ip t ,  pays 17 kind of 
taxes when he lays h is  dime on the
counter.

I t  he w alks home on leav ing  th e  
store, he Is w earing  ou t shoes w hich  
are  taxed 23 times.

I t  he rides In an au tom obile ,  he 
is pay ing  42 d if fe ren t  k inds of taxes.

If he takes  a subw ay  or an elec­
tric car. the  to ta l  num ber  of visible 
taxes which are p a r t  of the  cost of 
hla fare  runs  to  abou t 58.

All of these  taxes, obviously, a re  
ind irect  and very few of us  know 
th a t  we pay them. As th e  T ra n s ­
cript says. "T ax  ignorance  Is the  
c row n ing  elem ent In mass Ignorance 
today .” Most of us pay  few or no 
taxes d irec t ly— and we th in k  be­
cause of th a t  we are  c o n t r ib u t in g  
no th in g  to  the  cost of governm ent.

T here  is not a th in g  in th e  world 
•h a t  Isn’t  taxed. The house we live 
in rep resen ts  a legion of ta x es  - 
ru n n in g  a "  the  way from taxes on 
s ta n d in g  t im ber  to taxes  paid by the  
s to re  which sold th e  f in ish in g  p a in t  
and  th e  m a n u fa c tu re rs  w hich  p ro ­
duced It.

“A PANTRY TALKS"
By Mrs. C. E. Elder, Mobeetie 

Home D em onstra t ion  Club

“ I ex tend  a h e a r ty  welcome to 
you, th e  m em bers  of the  Home Dem­
o n s t r a t io n  club and  to those o th e rs  
of o u r  com m unity  who a re  present.

“ My prospects  of being a model 
p a n t ry  th is  y ea r  were m igh ty  
gloomy. T he  fam ily  had ea ten  most 
every j a r  of the  foodstuffs  th a t  had 
been canned  th e  previous au tu m n .  
T he  d ro u th  and  th e  hall killed n e a r ­
ly ev e ry th in g  in o u r  gardens,  and  I 
w as b eg in n in g  to  worry.

“ T hen  my o w n er  got 18 q u a r t s  of 
peas by ca n n in g  them  on shares.
I was glad to see those ja r s  of peas 
come in to  my domain, but c a n n in g  
peas on sha re s  in th is  country ,  I 
never  h ea rd  of such a th in g  before. 
T h a t  seemed a bad omen to me.

" T h is  ins t inc t ,  however, proved to 
be a false one for soon a f te r  I re ­
ceived the  peas, o th e r  var ie t ie s  of 
foodstuffs  came pou r in g  in. Among 
these  were  apples, peaches, pears, 
g rape  juice, s t r in g  beans, corn, 
hom iny, E ng lish  p e a s ,  m us ta rd  
greens,  tomatoes, beets, waterm elon  
rind  pickles, squash  and sweet p o ta ­
toes.

“ D u rin g  th e  pas t  year  my shelves 
have contained  7 25 q u a r t s  and  61 
var ie t ie s  of foodstuffs. Produce 
from the  fa rm  covered the  to ta l  cost 
of e v e ry th in g  canned which was 
$7 10. T h e  value placed on the  
canned  goods is $189.75.

“ In my life tim e my walls  have 
encompassed m any  more ja r s  of 
canned  foods and more var ie t ie s  of 
foodstuffs, but for the  unfavo rab le  
cond it ions  ex is t ing  th is  year  an d  the  
l i t t le  money expended on goods, I

MAKING A MATTRESS

The following in s t ruc t ions  for 
co n s tru c t in g  a m a t t re s s  a re  issued 
by the  coun ty  home d em o n s tra to r ’s 
office.

Making a Mattress Tick
Cut off two s tr ip s  of t ick ing  82 

inches long, full 32 inches wide; 
te a r  a five inch s t r ip  from the  re ­
m a inder  of the  m ater ia l .  Cut two 
or  m ore 82 inch s t r ips  which will 
be 27 inches wide; te a r  th e  rem aind­
er  of the  m a te r ia l  in five inch s tr ip s  
to piece ou t the  boxing, approx i­
m ately  e igh t  yards.

S titch  one 82x32 s tr ip  and one 
82x27 inch s t r ip  to g e th e r  lengthw ise  
w ith  a  p la in  seam. Sew for abou t 
two inches a t  each end the  o th e r  
82x32 inch s tr ip  and  82x27 le n g th ­
wise so th e re  w ill be an  open seam 
down the  middle. Cut the  corners  
of the  top and bottom  so they will 
he rounded like the  bed springs.

S titch  boxing a round  the  edge of 
th e  bottom. P in  th e  top in place 
and  then  s t i tch  so you w on’t have to 
rip. T hen  the  completed t ick ing  
will be open dowhi th e  middle. Make 
m a ttre s s  hand les  ( fo u r)  two inches 
wide and five inches long, s t i tch  on 
both  sides. Place these abou t one 
and one-ha lf  feet from each end of 
the  m a ttre s s  as th e  boxing is sewed 
in.

Making the Bat
Have scaffold w ais t h igh  o r  at 

easy w ork ing  he igh t.  Cover sp r ings  
w ith  a sheet. Roll ou t  cotton  and 
work to g e th er  w ith  th e  h ands  as 
well as possible. Make it f i t  the  
springs.

Putting Bat in the Ticking
Lay the  t ic k in g  over th e  bat ,  open 

seam down. S tu ff  one co rner  in as 
well as possible, th e n  th e  co rner  at 
the  o th e r  end on th e  same side. 
T rea t  the  o th e r  side likewise. Push 
the  open seam as  fa r  u n d e r  th e  bat 
as possible a f te r  th e  co rners  have 
been stuffed  in. F l ip  th e  m a t t re s s  
over and sew th e  seam w ith  a  s t rong  
cotton th rea d .  P in  th e  seam up  all 
the  way down to keep th e  seam from 
puckering.

Making the Roll
Count n ine  s t r ipes  up from th e  

boxing seam and  in se rt  roll needle; 
come out in th e  f irs t  s t r ipe  below- 
boxing seam. Make s t i tches  one  and 
one-ha lf  inches a p a r t .  In ro u nd ing  
co rners  ta k e  s h o r te r  s t i tches  on top 
of th e  roll th a n  on the  bottom. Make 
roll on top am i on bo ttom  of the  
m attress .

Beating
B eat th e  m a t t r e s s  when th e  bat 

has  f irs t  been p u t  in to  the  t ick ing  
and  th e  t ic k in g  sewed up. B eat it 
well in to  th e  corners. T u rn  it  over 
several t im es  d u r in g  th e  bea ting .  
Beat it ag a in  w hen  the  roll h a s  been 
m ade on one side. Beat it well in to  
th e  co rners  on th e  side w ithou t the  
roll. Beat ag a in  when the  m a t t r e s s  
is completed. S un  th e  m a t t re s s  two 
days a f te r  it ha s  been made before 
using.

Treatment of Mattress
T u rn  th e  m a t t re s s  end to  end ana  

side to side tw ice  a week. Sun  once 
a  week. W hip  it up  as you would 
your  pillow every  m o rn in g  when 
you m ake  it  up. B eat  i t  every 
m onth .  Use sp r in g  cover. Use m a t­
tress  cover. Use m a t t r e s s  pad.

B e tte r  w ork will be accomplished 
w ith  heavy m a t t re s s  needles. Heavy 
flaxon m a t t r e s s  cord is b e t te r  for 
m a ttre s s  th a n  an y  o th e r  k ind  as  it 
will last  longer, will not b reak  and  
will m ake more su b s tan t ia l  rolls and 
tufts .  T u f t s  in  a  m a ttre s s  a re  not 
necessary. I t  m akes  a n ice r  so fter  
bed w ith o u t  tu f ts .  If used, m ake 
five across and  seven deep.

The str iped  f e a th e r  t ic k in g  is 
much b e t te r  th a n  any  o the r ,  as it 
is more conservative in design th a n  
flowers and will keep its color long­
er, and will look nicer  longer. Also 
th e re  is no loud design to show 
th ro u g h  the  sheet. F e a th e r  t ick ing  
is b e t te r  th a n  reg u la r  m a ttress

Miss 
Sallie Lee W illiam s was the  editor,  
Alonzo Wood, as s is tan t  and R alph  
Handel, instruc tor .  This edition of 
the  paper  contained  news of the  
W heeler-C anadian football gam e in 
which the  scores were 63 to 0 in 
favor of the  Mustangs.

A no ther  paper was "T he  M ustang  
Echo." a mim eographed paper, p u b ­
lished Oct. 10. 1928. The ed i to r  
was V erna  Young: as s is tan t ,  C urtiss  
Ashley and T. L. McBride, in s t ru c ­
tor. This  paper was abou t th e  o r ­
gan iza tion  of the  ju n io r  and sen ior  
classes of ’28. Of the  seniors. V erna 
Young was chosen president,  Jennee  
Bradford ,  vice presiden t,  and Misp 
Zula Taliferro . sponsor. The ju n io rs  
elected Ollen Johnston , p residen t;  
Doris Wilson, vice president,  and  T. 
L. McBride, sponsor.

This  paper  changed  its  nam e to 
"T he  T ouchdow n” soon af te rw ards .  
It had th e  same s ta ff  as "T he  Mus­
ta n g  Echo." The edition of Nov. 21 
1928, told of the^organiza tion  of the  
Ukelele club, a football p a r ty  and 
English  notes.

"T h e  W heeler  News R eview" 
was a n o th e r  of the  papers. It was 
a pape r  published by J .  D. M err i­
man. On May 24, 1928, it con tained  
p ic tu res  of the  f irs t ,  second, th i rd ,  
f if th ,  seventh , e igh th ,  n in th ,  te n th  
and e leventh  grades. The faculty ,  
baske tba ll  team s and Miss Viola 
Jones, home dem onstra t ion  agen t,  
were also shown. The senior class 
will,  prophecy and  h is to ry  were 
given.

"T h e  W h ir l ig ig ” was a n o th e r  
pape r  once published  by the  h igh  
school s tudents .  I t  was not in the  
collection  but it was p r in ted  in 1930.

T h e  in ference  in Mr. Beene’s le t­
te r  is t h a t  th e  p resen t a d m in is t ra ­
tion  is co n s t i tu ted  of "p o l i t ic ian s” 
w ho  a re  e n t i r e ly  at v a r ia n ce  w ith  
th e  best in te re s ts  of th e  fa rm ers  of 
o u r  na t ion .  Now' 1 th in k  Mr. Beene 
should  be a l i t t l e  m ore ch a r i tab le  in 
h is  op in ion  of th e  "pow ers  th a t  be” 
for  th e y  h av e  come a t  a t im e of 
em ergency  an d  a re  compelled to 
m eet a s i tu a t io n  o u r  na t ion  has 
n ev e r  faced before. Not only  th a t ,  
b u t  a  cond it ion  th a t  never  existed 
before, an d  th e  a u th o r i t ie s  m ust 
e x p e r im en t  to  m eet p resen t need—  
th e  necessary  relief  of fa rm ing  
in te res ts .

B u t  to  th e  point.  Our co t ton  pro ­
g ram  h a s  been b ro u g h t  to its  p res­
e n t  s ta te  by th e  sec re ta ry  of a g r i ­
c u l tu r e  an d  h is  aids. All a re  men 
of w ide business  experience and 
p a t r io t ic  to th e  core. Very few, If 
any .  can  be classed as polit icians, 
fo r  th e y  have never  held positions 
of pub lic  t r u s t  before and  were 
p ra c t ic a l ly  d ra f ted  for  the  occasion. 
And o u r  good Democratic congress 
saw  fit to  au g m e n t  th e i r  effo rts  of 
superv is ion  by th e  passage of the  
B a n k h ea d  Law.

Is Mr. Beene, who proclaimed 
a loud his  a l leg iance  to Democratic 
p r in c ip les  in ask in g  for the  sover­
e ig n  votes of th e  populance to elect 
h im  to  th e  Texas leg is la tu re  of 
" y e s te ry e a r ” now ready to  r igh t  
ab o u t  face and  condemn those  in 
whom a u th o r i ty  has been vested?

T h e  B ankhead  L aw  is fa r  from 
perfec t  and  most of its im perfections 
h ave  been m an ifes t  in i ts  adm in is ­
t r a t io n .  B u t  as to  vo ting  w h e th e r  
to  con t inue  th e  law or  no t:  I am
s tro n g ly  in Its favor. I w a n t  an 
expo r t  m a rk e t  and will co-operate 
to  get one. In 1931 and  1932 we 
had  an  u n re s t r ic te d  export m arke t ,  
and  fa rm ers  d id n ’t receive enough 
for th e i r  p roduc ts  to  live m eagerly  
and  pay taxes. So we have to  con­
s ide r  o u r  ow n In teres ts  some. I 
p red ic t  if th e  B ankhead  Law is in ­
opera tive  in 1935 all  ava ilab le  land 
will be p lan ted  to  cotton, and th e  
price will be 5c per  pound or  below. 
O ur ca r ryove r  has  never  been re­
duced su bs tan t ia l ly .

P ersonally .  I had  r a th e r  raise 
seven bales of cotton  and  sell a t  12c 
p e r  pound th a n  21 bales and sell 
a t  5c per  pound.

In 1931 and  1932 there  was a  full 
crop of n e a r  40 m illion  acres h a r ­
vested and  business  for gins, com­
mission m erchan ts ,  oil mills and 
compresses w as good, as was th a t  
of al l  persons engaged in any  de­
p a r tm e n t  of th e  cotton business. 
B u t  farm ers ,  of which th e re  were 
2.000,000 w i th  th e i r  families, were 
In d es t i tu t io n .  W ith  a controlled 
p roduction ,  we can live and pay 
o u r  deb ts ; th is  we canno t do on 5c 
co t ton .

W hy should fa rm ers  lis ten to men 
whose business, t r a d e  or  profession 
Is w holly  d if fe ren t  from our  own, 
to  m ake  up  o u r  m inds abou t o u r  
ow n In te re s t s ’ F arm ers ,  le t ’s plow 
a s t r a ig h t  fu rrow , a t ten d  to  o u r  
own a f fa i r s  in a  business like m a n ­
ner ,  and  o u r  export m a rk e t  will

solve i t s  own des tiny .  A controlled  
production  may "p inch  a few toes” 
b u t  th e  s logan of a Republican  form 
of governm ent,  " th e  g rea te s t  good 
to  th e  g re a te s t  num ber,  is Demo­
c ra t ic  and  should  sa tisfy  every 
» a t r io t ic  citizen.

T hen ,  th e  opponen ts  of the  Bank- 
head  Law offer  n o th in g  to  in  a n y ­
way help us to  a b e t te r  condition. 
T he  problem of m any  of the  basic 
com m odities  is solved by drou th ,  
bu t  not so w ith  cotton. In fact,  
one-lialf  of o u r  land will raise 
enough  co t ton  for o u r  needs. W hy 
im poverish  ourselves? L e t’s hold 
on to  w h a t  we have til l  som eth ing  
b e t te r  is offered. F o r  years  so- 
called "b u s in ess” has  sough t and 
ob ta ined  leg is la tion  in its  favor and 
th e re b y  gained  vas t subsidies from 
th e  governm ent.  Nor did they  "kick  
o u t  of th e  h a rn e s s ’ if th e y  d id n ’t 
get al l  they  w an ted  th e  f irs t  time, 
but clamored for am endm ents .

S hou ldn ’t fa rm ers  be as  wise as 
th e y ?  F a rm e rs  w an t  no subsidy, 
b u t  a contro l led  production  to in ­
su re  a price by which we can live 
and  pay o u r  debts. F o r  50 years 
fa rm ers  have  sough t on ly  occasional 
aid from congress. Now we have 
the  a d m in is t ra t io n  on o u r  side; why 
cast aside o u r  in te res ts?

OLD-AGE PENSIONS

Until a  y ea r  ago I could never 
have agreed to  such a  m ethod  as the  
old-age pension for public h ea l th  or 
co n tr ibu t ion  to  o u r  old people, of 
whom I am one. B u t t im es have 
changed . In fac t  a g rea t  ch a n g e  has 
come over th e  whole world in the  
last few years. T h ere  is no longer 
th e  o p p o r tu n i ty  to  pull up s takes  
and  load in to  a  covered w agon and  
go west to  p la n t  a new  home. 
M achinery  has  replaced so m any 
men In the  var ious  lines of indus t ry  
th a t  it is Impossible for  m a n y  men 
of fam ilies  to  f ind  em ploym ent th a t  
w ill enable  th e m  to  give an  adequa te  
suppo r t  to  th e i r  fam ilies  th a t  it 
seems best to  th in  th e  r a n k s  of able- 
bodied men a s  m uch  as possible. 
M any of us who a re  too old to  rea l­
ly m ake  good h a n d s  a re  yet com­
pelled to  work for a  liv ing, not be­
cause we w ere  to  t r i f l in g  to  lay  up 
su f f ic ien t  s to res  for  o u r  dec lin ing  
years, b u t  because we w’ere  not 
g iven th e  g if t  of f in an c ia l  acum en 
In o u r  m e n ta l  o rg an iza t io n .  Many 
th e re  a re  w ho  would su f fe r  before 
they  would accept c h a r i ty  as such; 
b u t  if  th e  g o v e rn m e n t  adop ts  a poli­
cy to Help th e m  as a class and  get 
them  o u t  of com peti t ion  w ith  you n g ­
e r  men and  wom en w ho a re  now- 
hand icapped  by th e i r  presence in 
th e  v a r ious  lines  of p roductive  
labor or  in places of necessary  dis­
t r ib u t io n ,  th e y  will accept it as  th e ir  
d u ty  to  help  in th is  g re a t  task , of 
r e a d ju s tm e n t  seem ingly  so necessary 
in o u r  special and  economic life.

As to th e  am o u n t  of such  " p e n ­
sion.” T h a t  is of l i t t le  im portance  
a t  th is  t im e;  we can safe ly  t r u s t  to  
o u r  rep re se n ta t iv es  in congress— if 
it is to  be a federa l proposition ,  or 
to  o u r  r ep re se n ta t iv es  a t  o u r  s ta te  
cap ito ls  if i t  is to be a  s ta te  propo­
sition.

If more "b u y in g  pow er"  is needed 
in o u r  c o u n t ry  I know of no b e t te r  
way to  s t r e n g th e n  it  th a n  to g ra n t  
a reasonab le  pension to  th e  old peo­
ple who h ave  done th e i r  best In the  
developm ent and  ad v ancem en t  of 
these U nited  S ta te s  of A m erica  in 
th e  years  of th e i r  m anhood  and  
womanhood. As a g if t  we a s k  
n o th in g :  b u t  as  a reasonab le  re ­
m u n e ra t io n  for the  y e a rs— the  best 
years— of o u r  lives spen t  In the  
hum ble  w alks  of labor, se rv ing  o u r ­
selves. o u r  families , o u r  l i t t le  n e ig h ­
borhood, o u r  chu rches  and  o u r  coun­
try ,  we h um bly  ask  th a t  we be re ­
membered by o u r  m ore fo r tu n a te  
b re th ren  In th is  t r ag ic  e ra  of re ­
construc tion ,

The co t ton  in d u s t ry  of the  South 
is facing: an  em ergency, and  dras t ic  
m easu res  w ill be necessary to avoid 
serious im pa irm en t  of s ta n d a rd s  of 
l iv ing  of p rac t ica l ly  the  e n t i r e  pop­
u la tion .  a s se r ts  Dr. A. B. Cox. d irec t­
or  of research  bu reau .  U n ivers i ty  of 
Texas. The em ergency  co t ton  p ro ­
g ram  m u st :  P rovide m eans  for re ­
s to r in g  export  m a rk e ts  for A m erican

F o u r th ,  to  s tep  governm ent In te r ­
ference w ith  th e  free  movement 
ami m a rk e t in g  of cotton  w h e th e r  by 
some p r ice -f ix ing  scheme or  the  ac ­
q u i r in g  ami ho ld ing  of cotton. F if th ,  
to  en c ou rage  r a th e r  th a n  res tr ic t  
co t ton  production .

Cotton grow ers  and  m a n u fa c tu re rs  
need ex pand ing  m arke ts .  E l im in a ­
t ion  of th e  processing tax will ex ­
pand  th e  m a rk e t  for cotton  goods. 
T he  co t ton  processing tax should be 
e l im ina ted  because it is th e  worst 
form of a sales tax  in th a t  it is 
levied on the  raw  m a te r ia l  and m ust 
be pyram ided  th ro u g h  the  various 
s ta g es  of m a n u fa c tu re  as well as 
th ro u g h  commission selling, whole- 
sa le ing  and  re ta i l ing .  It is heaviest 
on those  least ab le  to  bear  it. I t  Is 
based on w eigh t  so th a t  it falls 
heav ie s t  on th e  coarse heavy goods 
and  these  a re  th e  ones th e  poor 
people buy. D urab le  goods Indus t­
r ies  buy  very  la rge  q u a n t i t ie s  of 
hea v y  cotton  goods and  yarn .  The 
cotton  processing ta x  is a tax  on 
th e i r  recovery, and  th e i r  recovery is 
essen t ia l  to  n a t io n a l  recovery.

T a r i f f  bu rdens  m ust  be equalized. 
T h is  should  he done by ta k in g  su ff i­
c ient cash  from c u r re n t  ta r i f f  rev­
enues  to  pay  cotton  fa rm ers  a bonus 
suffic ien t to  give cotton  a buying  
pow er com parab le  at least w ith  the  
1509-1 ■» level. R edac tion  in bene­
fit p ay m en ts  should be m ade over a 
period of from th ree  to  five years, 
and  ta r i f f  du ties  should be reduced 
p ropo rt iona te ly  over the  same tim e 
to a revenue base.

U ltim ate ly ,  the  ta r i f f  bu rdens  of 
a co u n try  fall on th e  ci tizens who 
sell commodities and services In 
world m a rk e ts  and  buy in th e  pro ­
tected m arke t .  These pro tec ted  In­
dus tr ie s  tn the  United S ta tes  a re  
now s h o r t - r i r c u i t ln g  th e  cotton pro ­
ducers  th ro u g h  abso rb ing  ava ilab le  
foreign exchange  f requen t ly  by 
dum ping  surp luses  abroad  to  m a in ­
ta in  prices in th e  United States.

The cotton  fa rm ers  can ca r ry  the  
burden  no longer w ithou t becoming 
enslaved. Cotton g row ers  h a v e  
v i r tu a l ly  paid t r ib u te  to  ta r i f f  p ro ­
tected  industries ,  o rganized labor 
pro tec ted  by s t r ic t  m ig ra t ion  laws, 
and th e  federa l governm ent In th e  
form of ta r i f f  revenues for many 
years. The tim e has now arr ived 
when it will be necessary to  lower 
the  ta r i f f  and  th e  costs of m a n u ­
fa c tu r in g  th ro u g h  lower labor and 
cap ita l  costs o r  re tu rn  to th e  cotton 
g row ers  In th e  form of a bonus a 
fa ir  p roportion  of the  t r ib u te  they 
are  paying.

Cotton growers  are  w illing  to face 
world com peti tion  and  base th e ir  
s ta n d a rd  of l iv ing  on th e i r  effici­
ency. Given a reasonable period of 
ad ju s tm e n t ,  t a r i f f  protected  indus­
tr ie s  and organized  labor should be 
w ill ing  to do the  same th ing .

Toothache Unnecessary
Between 99 and  100 percen t of 

too thache  is unnecessary .  W hen  one 
gets to the  bo ttom  of th e  cause it is 
found th a t  a very  small percen t of 
pain  from te e th  is necessary. In  fact, 
the  percent is so small th a t  th e  word 
necessary is well used. Regardless 
of th e  cause, it can genera lly  be p re ­
vented if the  “ s t i tch  in t im e” is a p ­
plied.

It  is not my theo ry  nor in ten tion  
to crit ic ize people for doing th in g s  
w hich  I do myself; to scare people 
and  tell them  they  have s inned 
ag a in s t  the  laws of n a tu re  beyond 
redem ption; but it Is my f irm  con­
viction. g a th e red  from 20 years 
practice , t h a t  people, as a rule, p u n ­
ish themselves.

For instance,  decay. I t  is common 
in most every m outh  from ear ly  to 
dec lin ing  years. Decay has  been 
made a trem endous  obstacle In the  
p rese rva tion  of tee th .  If te e th  were 
given r e g u la r  exam ina tions ,  decay 
could be n ipped in th e  bud. This 
prac tice  is very reasonable  and  its  
observance th e  only  sa lvat ion  Tor 
the  e l im ina t ion  of suffering ,  expense 
and  p rem a tu re  loss of teeth .  If the  
day ever comes when people, young 
and old alike, adopt th is  system of 
preven tion ,  most d en ta l  t roub les  will 
have  vanished. Everyone should 
bear  In m ind th a t  th is  a rg u m e n t  
helps no one except th e  pa t ien t .  On 
the  con tra ry ,  it takes  do lla rs  from 
th e  pockets of those  who give th e  
w arn ing .

Take  th e  loss of te e th  caused by 
gum diseases, which is th e  chief 
cause of loss: T here  Is no question,
w hatever ,  bu t t h a t  an  overw helm ing  
m a jo r i ty  of people w ho lose th e i r  
tee th  from th is  cause could avoid it 
for  m any years, if not for th e i r  en ­
t i re  life, by o rd in a ry  care a t  home, 
r e g u la r  exam ina t ions  and  profession­
al t r e a tm e n t  w hen  needed.

It seems t h a t  too m any  people 
place too l i t t le  value  on th e i r  teeth. 
W hile  It would requ ire  a separa te  
volume to explain  the  value of teeth, 
I a s su re  you th a t  they  have more 
value th a n  th e  average  person gives 
them . In no p lace  in life does the  
old adage,  " a n  ounce of prevention

—j
is w o rth  a pound of cu re "  fit In b e t ­
te r  th a n  it does w ith  regard  to the  
lee th .

Most every com plication  a f fec t ing  
th e  te e th  arises  from neglect.  Most 
every  serious d iscom fort a r is in g  
from decay or from diseased gums 
could be avoided by sy s tem a tic  a t ­
ten tion .  Im pacted  te e th  ( t h o s e  
w edging  againRt o thers ,  genera lly  
wisdom te e th )  and malocclusion 
( Im proper  con tac t  w ith  th e  opposing 
te e th )  compose th e  p e rcen tage  which 
give unavo idab le  pain . However, 
these  causes can gene ra lly  be cor­
rected before se rious discomfort 
ar ises by g iv ing  them  ea r ly  a t t e n ­
tion.

In connection  w ith  ex a m in a t io n s  
and  preven tion  It is not unw ise  to 
m en tion  th e  fac t t h a t  o u r  profession, 
as well as al l  o thers ,  is burdened  
w ith  “ quacks .” However. I am con­
f ident t h a t  an y  d en t is t  who lives 
and  o p era tes  in an  In te l l igen t  m a n ­
n e r  will no t  m alic iously  ill-advise 
a pa t ien t .  In fac t,  a f te r  yea rs  of 
study , observa tion  and fac ts  g a thered  
from s ta t is t ic s  convince me th a t  our  
“ black l is t"  Is as  small as t h a t  of 
any  o th e r  profession, regard less  of 
Its na tu re .  T he  m in is te r  bears  a 
bu rden  w hich  is placed on  h is  
shou lders  by th e  u n fa i th fu l  pas to r  of 
a n o th e r  ch u rc h ;  th e  physic ian  Is de­
graded  by th e  u n sc rup lous  ac ts  of 
"ome m em bers  of his  profession; the  
legal f r a te rn i ty  Is m ade th e  object 
of considerab le  cr it ic ism  on accoun t 
of a few “sh ys te rs .” And so in 
every a r t ,  ca ll ing ,  trade ,  business  or 
profession we have  th e  “ ch is le r .” 
B u t I am proud to  s ta te  th a t  the  
h o n o r a b l e  ones ou tw eigh  th e  
"q u a c k s” In unques t ionab le  p ropo r­
tions.

So as a ru le  th e  co n su l ta t ion  com­
in g  from those  who have  th e  a u t h ­
o r i ty  to  give It. Is s t r a ig h t  from the  
h ea r t  and  is w o r th w h i le  to  follow. 
It is for th e  benef it  of those who re­
ceive it and  not for th e  giver. In 
d e n t is t ry  th e  on ly  p la in ,  sensible 
a rg u m e n t  supported  by everyone who 
believes In th e  p rese rva tion  of life 
Is. early ,  co n t in u o u s  care, r eg u la r  
ex am in a t io n s  and  Im m ediate  t r e a t ­
m e n t  w hen  needed.
