Wheeier County Commission-
ers' Court met in regular session 
on Monday, March 12, 2007, at 
10:00 a.m. in the commissioners' 
courtroom. 

Seventeen items were on the 
agenda. 

The commissioners approved 
the minutes of the previous meet-
ings as presented. 

The reports of the Justices of 
the Peace, County Treasurer, 
County Tax Assessor, County 
Clerk and District Clerk were ac-
cepted as presented. 

The court approved the pay-
ment of the hourly payroll time 
sheets as presented. 

The bills were approved for pay-
ment as presented. 

The burn ban was tabled. 
No action was taken on the sal-

ary and benefits of Constable for 
Precinct 2. The salaries for Pre-
cinct 1 and 2 are to be equal. 

The county is going to have to 
buy new radios for vehicles, equip-
ment and mobile radios. The com-
missioners are to count and report 
on the number of radios needed 
so bids can be taken. 

The court discussed the consoli-
dation of precincts for the upcom-
ing special election for May 12 
ONLY!. With such a small percent 
of voter turnout for special elec-
tions and the new voting ma-
chines, the state election will be 
combined with the city/school 
elections. A map showing voting 
precincts for this election will be 
published at a later date. 

The commissioners, voted to 
purchase two additional voting 
machines.

then that is all we hear about 
him. What about Nineveh? 
There is more about them. 

You would have to turn over 
two more books later in the Old 
Testament and you would come 
to a book called Nahum This 
book was written about 120-150 
years after Jonah and it con-
cerns the wickedness of the 
people of Nineveh. Although 
they had repented of their ways 
in the days of Jonah, enough 
time has passed now that the 
people have forgotten God's 
generous nature and they had 
gone back to considerable sin. 
It is a not happy ending for the 
people of Nineveh because this 
time God does destroy them 
Too bad they couldn't remember 
the lessons about God. If they 
had, they would have recalled 
that 'The Lord is good, a refuge 
in times of trouble. He cares for 
those who trust in him" (Nahum 
1:7)

SPECIAL ELECTION MAY 12, 2007 

PROPOSITION I (SJR 13) 

SJR 13 would amend the Constitu-
tion to authorize the legislature to 
adjust the public school ad valorem 
tax or tax rates for taxpayers who 
are aged 65 or older, or are dis-
abled, and who are owners of an 
exempted homestead. The amend-
ment would thereby allow the leg-
islature to provide tax relief to such 
elderly or disabled taxpayers who 
did not receive tax relief as a result 
of the school tax rate reduction 
passed in the 79th Legislature, 3rd 
called session. 

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: "The
