last unfavorable weather of the
year comes in a cold spell
sometime between April 20 and
May 10, Foundation researchers
urge farmers to plant their cot-
ton during this last cold period,

At the time of planting, a band
of 18-46-0 fertilizer at the rate
of 100 pounds per acre waspla-
ced about one-inch to the side
of the cotton seed, The plant-
ing and fertilizer operations
are combined by use of planter
modifications recommended by
Foundation staff members,
Earlier 100 pounds of anhy-
drous ammonia was chiseled
broadcast,

Using optimum irrigation
practices recommended by
Foundation researchers, apre-
plant and two irrigations were
applied, ‘‘Most farmers make
a mistake in not getting the
first irrigation on early enough
(first squares)’’, Jim Valliant,
Foundation irrigation specialist
states,

For weed control, conven-
tional cultivation equipment
plus a flame cultivator were
used, A special sweep cultivator
with a knife blade welded from
sweep to sweep is used during
the cultivation operationto con-
trol -‘weeds in the skipped row,
Later nearer to harvest, aflame
cultivator was used to remove
remaining weeds from the
blank,

Harvest began on November
24 and still continues, ‘‘Most of
the cotton harvested this year
was harvested too green, Cot-
ton like any other crop has to
get ripe, Lint ‘‘turnout” started
increasing December 15 be-
cause cotton was coming out of
the burs better,”” Moore said,

Moore is harvesting his crop
with a self-propelled stripper
which utilizes Moss~-Gordon lint
cleaners to remove up to 80
percent of the burs from the
cotton, ‘“This way, Iam return-
ing about 400 tons of cotton
burs back into the field without
hauling them to the gin first,”
he pointed out,

He expects to save $4.00 per
bale in ginning costs due to the
field-cleaned cotton, He also
takes care to harvest all the
‘cotton he makes,

the gin are tarped to keep cot-
ton from blowing out,

‘It takes only a few minutes
to tarp a trailer’’, he said,
‘“‘and it pays big dividends’’,

On one 120-acre plot, Moore
harvested 250 bales of cotton,
‘“The potential of the Foundation
Cotton System is fantastic, Al-
ready we know that with theuse
of micro-nutrients, we could
have increased our yield still
more’’, he said,

Moore is speaking of a 1970
Foundation study in his cotton
fields with micro-nutrientsona

field size scale which showed
that 60 cents worth of zinc
per acre increased yields as
much as 100 pounds per acre,

The High Plains Research
Foundation begins its 15th year
in development of its cotton
system of optimum production
which will provide big dividends
for High Plains farmers,

As Tom Longnecker discus-
sed these farm size tests of
cotton production practices,
“Narrow row (10 to 20’’ rows)
cotton seems to be a certainty
for the future but cotton varie-
ties adapted for narrow rows
plus production and harvesting
practices are still in the de-
velopment stage, Proven pro-
duction practices are known now
that can keep us in the cotton
business, The production prac-
tices developed by the Founda-
tion and put into practice on
Frank Moore’s farm in 1970
are things that we can do now
to increase yields and cut pro-
duction costs of cotton’’,

TCTA Speaks
Out Against

Code 0| Ethies

The executive committee of
the 45,000 member Texas
Classroom Teachers Associa-
tion, reaffirming the unanimous
decision of the TCTA Board
of Directors, today called on
all Texas educators to reject
the entire proposed Code of
Ethics and Standard Practices
prepared bythe fifteen-member
Teachers’ Professional Prac-
tices Commission and urged the
substitution of the CODE OF
ETHICS OF THE EDUCA-
TION PROFESSION alreadyad-
opted by the delegate assemb-
lies of TSTA and TCTA,

In a letter to local TSTA and
TCTA presidents, Oather E,
Raynes, president of TCTA,
asks all certified public school
employees to vote ‘No” on
every item on the ballot, then
write across the ballot, “Isup-
port the CODE OF ETHICS
OF THE EDUCATION PRO-
F ESSION,’’

According to Raynes, opposi-
tions to the proposed code cen-
ter around the feeling that the
code is imprecisely written and
in some instances even in-
fringes on educators’ rights,

It is the opinion of the TCTA
Board that standards 4re in-
cluded in the code, the viola-
tion of which should not war-
rant de-certification, Raynes
said, “We are skeptical of any
instrument which might allow
teachers to be coerced or fired
for engaging in legitimate ac-
tions.,

If this code is adopted, Tex-
as teachers will be bound pro-
fessionally and ethically by one
code (the CODE OF ETHICS
OF THE EDUCATION PROFES-
SION) and bound legally by an-
other code (the code prepared
by the Commission).,

Raynes pointed out that the
proposed code includes stan-
dards of behavior of a nature
that does not warrant decerti-
fication for violation, He em-
phasized, “We must make every
effort to insure that the teach-
ing profession in Texas is go-
verned by an instrument which

LUBBOCK,,.Texas boassea
the largest increase in swine
numbers from a year earlier
among all 50 states, And a big
part of that increase is right
here on the High Plains, reports
Dr, Gilbert Hollis, area swine
specialist with the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service,

Hollis cites figures compiled
by the Texas Crop and Live-
stock Reporting Service which
show a total of 1,419,000 head
of hogs and pigs of all ages
on farms on December 1, 1970,
a 48 percent increase from 959,
000 a year earlier,

“‘It’s safe to say that at least
65 percent of the statewide in-
crease inswine numbers occur-
red in the High Plains area,”
points out Hollis, “This means
an increase of more than 299,
000 head,’”’

The specialist adds that the
state showed a 33 percent in-
lcrease in the total pig crop for
1970, with the number being I,
987,000 head, For the High
Plains, he estimates the pig
|crop to have increased byabout
319,000 head, Other figures
show that farmers across the
state intend to farrow 163,000
1sows during the period, Decem-
ber, 1970 to May, 1971. This in-
dicates a 37 percent increase
over the same period a year
ago,

Swine numbers in the U.S, on
December 1, 1970, totaled ap-
proximately 67,5 million, up 19
percent from the previous year,

Nationwide, producers intend
to farrow 7.2 million sows from
December, 1970, to May, 1971,
one percent more than a year
earlier, Hollis notes that if
these intentions are realized
and the number of pigs per
litter are average, the pig crop
