Weldon D. Tankersley Named
Outstanding Farmer In District

The Upper Leon Soil and
Water Conservation District
named Weldon D. Tankersley
as the outstanding Resident
Conservation Farmer for the
year 1975 at the Upper Leon Soil
and Water District’'s third
Conservation Awards Banquet
at Procter Recreation Center
Wednesday evening.

Weldon and his wife Delores
and two daughters, Thresa and
Melissa own and operate a dairy
farm about four miles north of
Eastland. Weldon has been in
the dairy business ten years and
his management ability is
evident in that he continued to
make money through the past
and current periods of high feed
Cost

Weldon tries to keep about 75
cows in lactation at all times. To
do this, he actually runs about
100 cows because the cows only
produce about nine months
during the vear. He raises his
replacement heifers and uses
artificial insemination to pro-
duce the best cows possible
from his herd

He uses a mixture of coastal
bermuda grass and alfalfa hay
All of the coastal hay is baled
from two coastal meadows on
his place. He uses fertilizer to
increase the protein content of
the coastal and makes two
applications each year using 200
pounds of 33-0-0 in the spring
and 200 pounds of 14-18-3 after
cach cutting. His coastal ber
muda grass meadow consists of
110 acres. The last 3O acres was
cstablished in 1973, This 30
acre ficld produced 2,300 bales
in onc cutting that tested 11.5
perce nt prnlrln

Weldon has been a coopera
tor with the Upper Leon Soil and
Water Conservation District

since 1968 when with technical

help from the Soil Conservation
Service he developed a conser-
vation plan on his place. This
first plan covered 384 acres
which was later developed into
a Great Plains Conservation
Program contract.

Since Weldon was interesied
in getting his complete conser-
vation plan applied as quickly as
possible and his financial
condition would not permit this,
he applied for and received cost
sharing assistance through the
Great Plains Conservation Pro-
gram. This program is adminis-
tered by the Soil Conservation
Service and cost-shares high
priority practices up to 80% of
the average cost. This has
allowed Weldon to apply a
conservation program in three
years that without help would
have taken ten years

One of his first major jobs
was to establish his cropland to
grass. He plans to make this
place his lifelong home and
hopes one of his daughters will
some day make her home here
also. Since he can do a better
conservation job with grass he
decided to establish all his
cropland to grass

Some of his land was infested
with mesquite and other unde

sirable brush. In 1974 he
grubbed 50 acres of this
undesirable brush. Following

grubbing, a good seedbed was
prepared and the area was
sceded to K.R. bluestem, side
oats grama and greensprangle-
top. The excellent stand of
grass in the fall of 1974 is a
testimony to the good work
carned out

Another 40 acres of undesi-
rable brush was controlled in
1972, A severely eroding drain
crosses this area and required
special attention in shaping

before planting grass. Because
of the danger of erosion from
the outside water crossing this
pasture, coastal bermuda was
selected. It has been planted
and is providing satisfactory
cover and grazing.

To help in providing year-
round grazing, he established
31 acres of kleingrass in 1972,
Results were such that in the
summer of 1974 he grazed 46
head of stockers on this and
maintained good ground cover
for erosion control. During
1974, in addition to the grazing
he also harvested 600 bales of
hay and 150 pounds of pure live
seed from this 31 acres of klein

grass.

He uses coastal bermuda
grass as grazing for his
lactating cows. Since they

require high quality forage for
maximum production he grazes
them two and one-half hours
each day during the growing
season. With the help of a
well-trained border collie dog,
this is an easy job.

His operation also requires
the help of one additional hand
who helps with the milking and
other farm work

Weldon believes in keeping
his farm clean and is one of the
few land owners in the district
who has developed a private
sanitary landfill. He puts all the
household waste and trash in
the pit and covers as needed
with soil

Weldon is recognized by
others for his outstanding con-
servation work. In January of
1973, he was selected as the
outstanding farmer in the
Eastland trade area by the
Eastland Chamber of Com-
merce

His interest in helping to
improve the area has led him to
become involved in community
affairs. He has served as a
Director on the Eastland Me-
morial Hospital Board since
1968. He also served on the
building and finance committee
and helped to complete a 42 bed
addition to the hospital in 1971

He has served on the board of
directors of the Morton Valley
Rural Water Supply Corpora-
tion. Through this, about 125
families now have safe drinking
and household water.

His two daughters, Thresa, a
senior, and Melissa, a freshman
at Eastland High School, also
help around the dairy and farm
when needed.

Weldon and Delores en-
courage their daughters to
become involved in activities
outside the farm. Thresa plays
the piano, likes water skiing,
and plays basketball. Melissa is
a member of the Eastland High
School Band and plays drums
All the family enjoy an
occasional fishing trip or picnic

During 1972 - 73, the 50 per
cent or more catogory belonged
to the Lower Rio Grande
Valley. Land values jumped 40
to 50 per cent in the Houston, El
Pason and San Antonio areas

The economist based his
figures on rural land 10 acres or
more in size

Schmedemann pointed out to
the fact that rural land quality
is not always a guide to market
value. For example, Brazos
County's rolling, post oak
uplands, not noted for soil
fertility, are in the $1,000 and
acre range Highly fertile
Brazos bottomlands go for $550
to $800 per acre

He said gasoline rationing, if
it comes, will probably have a
negative effect on the land
market, particularly if such
real estatte is far from urban
centers

Another speaker, Dr. AV
Wolfe, management professor
at A&M, advised the com
missioners to be wary of federal
“‘technical help.”" he also
urged conference members not
to panic and "‘run into the arms
of civil service type’’ systems in
the fact of outside pressures

He said union efforts to
organize employees is looming
ever larger.
