According to Sheriff Williams, 
Kelly, who was being held on 
charge of assault with attempt to 
rape his little step - granddaugh­
ter. had fashioned a wire noose 
out of a coat hanger, hooked it on­
to a rod in the wall and stepped 

!o ff  a bunk, after applying the 
| noose.

gus said the verdict would be 
suicide. He stated that Kelly also 
had slashed his wrists with a safety 
razor blade but that strangulation 
from the wire had caused death.

He stated that Kelly left two 
notes, one directing disposition of 
his body, the other to his wife, in 
which he complained of “ lies" and 
the divorce proceedings; also that 
his wife had not visited him.

Kelly had told authorities he 
was innocent of the offense charg­
ed. Officer* said that Mrs. Kelly 
told them the attempted attack 
took place in a back room of their 
home while she and the victim's 
mother watched television in the 
front part of the residence and the 
authorities said that over a period 
if years he had paid fines for ex­
cessive drinking.
