To D isaste r Paym ents E lig ib ility

Producers in Eastland 
county are being alerted to the 
disaster payment provisions of 
the 1975 feed grain, wheat and 
cotton programs administered 
by the Agricu ltu ra l 
Stabilization and Conservation 
Service. (ASCS).

We want to do all we can to 
explain how producers become 
eligible for prevented planting 
and low yield payments. David 
Martin said P reven ted  
planting means that the farmer 
is unable to plant because a 
severe natural disaster, or the 
disaster conditions beyond the 
farmer's control striking at 
planting time, prevented him 
from  planting at anytim e 
during the planting period Ltw  
y ie ld  is when a disaster 
seriously affects the potential 
yield of a crop after planting

In the case uf wheat and feed 
grains, if the producer is 
prevented by a disaster from 
planting an acreage of annual 
nonconserving crop at least 
equal to the sum at his wheat 
and feed grain allotments, he 
may qualify for a prevented 
planting payment.

Low yield payments apply 
only to program crops of w heat, 
com, grain sorghum, barley 
and upland cotton that have 
been planted, and when a 
disaster totally destroys the

IN IT'S 100th YEAR

Eastland: More Than Just A Name

Have you ever wondered where 

Eastland County got its name? Most 
folks probably have not. but will be 
Interested to know that the county and 
county teat have the name o f an 
important historical forefather. W il­
liam M. Eastland.

Eastland was born at Woodfarm. 
Woodford County. Kentucky, on 
March 21, 1806. After spending his 
childhood in Tennessee, he moved to 
Texas, settling near La Grange in 
Lafayette County in 1834. Being a

Antonio. Again on September 11. 1842. 
General Woll unexpectedly raided the 
town, and captured many prominent 
men who were attending District 
Court. This was a hard bloc to 
President Sam Houston, who decided 
to retaliate by invading Mexico and 
taking Mexican hostages to exchange 
for the Texas citizens.

General Alexander Somerville was 
placed in command of said expedition, 
and reached the Rio Grande on October 
19. It was here that orders were issued 
by acting Adjutant General John

died of thirst and starvation. Only four 
made their way back to Texas: the rest 
eventually were recaptured. General 
Santa Anna sent orders for punishment 
--execute every tenth man One 
hundred and fifty-nine white beans and 
seventeen black ones were placed tn an 
earthen jar and each man was forced to 
draw one from it, with the understan­
ding that those drawing black beans 
were to be shot Captain Eastland was 
the first Micr man. and only officer to 
thus receive the death sentence.

As the black beans were drawn, the

f f i

patriotic individual, Eastland inffne-j 
d iately volunteered for the W ar o f 
la dependence, and served as a first 

lieutenant. Company F., of Burleson's 
Regiment o f Volunteers at the Battle of 
Saa Jacinto, where Texas finally won 
her independence from Mexico.

Although Eastland remained an 
officer in the fighting forces o f Texas, 
be was allowed to return home, and 
engaged in the sawmill and lumber 

His first wife died in 1837 
in 1839 he married Louise M.

k seemed that the Mexicans would 
not accept defeat, and on March 5, 
1842, General Vaquez invaded San

Hemphill for the troops to march to 
Gonzales and be disbanded. About 
three hundred men decided to 
disregard instructions and continue the 
march into Mexico. Eastland, who had 
by this time been promoted to captain, 
was in charge of one of the companies 
formed. This small army was soon 
overcome in a battle fought at the 
border town of Mier, Mexico, and on 
December 26. 1842. wax forced to 
surrender.

They were at first imprisoned in 
Mexico City, and by February, were 
moved to the Hacienda o f Salado. 
Here, still supported by their fighting 
spirit, they overcame their guards and

Captain Eastland sent back to 
Texas these words: “ Let no T en n  lay 
down his arms until pence has been 
permanently established h has buna 
said that 1 am a timid man. bat as God 
is my witness. I am not afraid to dis far 
Texas".

During the war between the United 
States and Mexico. Major Walter F. 
Lane, on a scouting expedition to San 
Luis Potosi. made a detour to Salado 
and the remains o f these gallant men 
were exhumed. Brought under escort 
to La Grange, they were placed in a 
brick vault on a hill overlooking the 
Colorado River and the city. Their Inal 
resting place it  now known at 
Monument Hill.

Thus ends the story o f the man for 
whom Eastland County was named. Its 
forefathers chose w ell when they 
picked this brave servant o f the caaae 
o f independence to honor as long as the 
county is in existence.

Whatever may be the special 
interest o f  the Institute for 
American Strategy, and what­
ever expertise Dr. Lcfever may 
or may not have in the field w ith 
which his "study" deals, we 
view the study with serious­
ness.

The exceedingly complex 
study covers two full years of 
CBS EVENING NEWS WITH 
W ALTER  C RO N K ITE  broad­
casts. and it took the Institute 
over two years to complete and 
publish its findings. A problem 
arises with the fact that despite 
the study's huge array o f 
statistics, it does not provide 
citations to the stories which 
underly the statistics. It is for 
this reason that, rather than 
counter-attacking prematurely. 
CBS has asked the Institute for 
its underlying data.

Meanwhile, it might be worth 
noting just what basic issues are 
listed by the Institute’s study. 
Only a careful reading of the 
study discloses the real thrust of 
its attack.

The study does not charge 
that there was a lack of reason­
able balance in the Evening 
News between the viewpoints of 
the Administration (on detente, 
military expenditures and Viet­
nam), and the viewpoints o f 
those who favored more rapid 
withdrawal from Vietnam and 
lower m ilitary expenditures. 
Indeed, in several places, the 
study concedes that there was 
reasonable balance of the two 
viewpoints on those issues. 
Rather, the study does charge 
that CBS News did not give 
enough exposure to a third 
viewpoint (which the study calls 
Viewpoint A); that is. to those 
who believed that there should 
have been significantly higher 
military expenditures, more of 
an effort to win in Vietnam and 
a rejection of the whole notion 
of detente and Nixon negotia­
tions with the Russians and 
Chinese. I would guess, as we 
examine this further, that we 
gave considerably more atten­
tion to Viewpoint A than the 
study credits us with but. on the 
other hand, we did not give 
Viewpoint A as much attention 
as what, for purposes of con­
venience. we would call the 
Administration viewpoint and 
the dove viewpoint.

This was simply a matter of 
news judgm ent: we did not 
think that the hard line, renewal 
o f Cold War viewpoint was 
sufficiently in the news main­
stream to g ive  it as much 
attention as the other two 
viewpoints. The whole situation 
is roughly analogous to the 
judgment we have to make 
during every Presidential elec­
tion yea r-ju dgm en t as to 
whether we ought to treat the 
viewpoints o f the various 
minority party candidates on a 
quantitative parity with the 
Republican and Democratic 
parties.

Until we get the underlying 
material from the Institute 
which we have requested, our 
conclusions have to be tentative 
and subject to further study. 
Meanwhile, you may he assured 
that fairness, balance and 
ob jectiv ity  w ill remain the 
cornerstones of our news policy 
and that our judgments will he 
based on news, not advocacy, 
considerations.

CHURCH FESTIVAL 
The Ladies A id Society o f 

Eastland met at the M E. 
church Thursday, and resolved 
to give a public supper and ice 
cream festiva l at the church 
next Thursday. July 27th. The 
proceeds will he applied to the 

construction o f a neat fence 
around our cemetery. Admis­
sion fifty cents, children under 
twelve years o f age. 25 cents.

A ll are invited. W orking 
committees have been appoin­
ted and the entertainment itself 
w ill be well worth the price 
charged. This is a step tn the 
right direction no more laudable 
object could have been selected. 
It is true our cemetery is as yet 
small and the little hiilocks that 
mark the resting places o f our 
dead are few in number, but 
they are none the less deserving 
of attention and protection.

The little emblems o f devo­
tion with which the living hands 
of affection love to adorn the 
quiet graves o f friends and 
kindred should not be exposed 
to depredation and destruction. 
The tramping of hoofs should 
not beat upon the sacred soil 
above the breasts of our loved 
ones, nor the forest fires sweep 
unrestrained above their heads. 
We hope everyone will take an 
interest in seeing that the object 
o f this organization is fully 
attained and that this occasion 
be honored by their presence 
and contributions.

From the Eastland 
Review. Julv 22, 1882.

First United M ethodist • 
Church in Eastland will cele­
brate its 100th anniversary 
Sunday. It was a proud day on 
NOT 20, 1956. when the
Telegram reported in an article 
that the church's endebtedness 
had been paid 

The article reported:
Final payment of the First 

church. Eastland, mortgage has 
been made following an "unor­
ganized" drive among church 
members to pay o ff the 
indebtedness so that the church 
building could be remodeled.

As Rev. Richard SMith. III. 
puts it, "T h e  members just 
decided that they would raise 
enough money to pay off the 
indebtedness. It wasn 't any 
organized drive, members just 
put on rummage sales and did 
such things as serve refresh­
ments during the election."

Organized or not organized, 
the Methodists got the job 
done. Now plans are being 
made to remodel the 28 year old 
building. This building was 
completed in 1928 and the first 
service in the sanctuary of the 
church was held April 22 o f that 
year. M em bers had been 
meeting in the basement even 
before that.

First church was organized in 
1919 when members began 
meeting in a tabernacle on East 
Commerce.
