Navajo Nation of Arizona is 
making a major effort to 
improve communications and 
the exchange of information 
among the almost 800.000 
American Indians in the United 
States.

In Denver, there are plans to 
build a complex for Indian 
people and families from reser­
vations who seek to make a life 
in that citv's urban community

The Smithsonian Institution 
is preparing a 20 volume set 
summarizing the prehistory and 
changing cultures of all Indian 
groups north of Mexico, which 
w ill become the standard 
reference on North American 
Indian history and anthropology

From ambitious, miltt million 
dollar projects of the Navajo 
Nation to the display of Indian 
arts and crafts by the Candel­
aria Indian Council in Oxnard. 
Calif . the descendants of the 
original American settlers are 
taking full part in the nation s 
Bicentennial.

The American Revolution 
Bicentennial Administration - 
(ARBAl has to date officially 
designated seven Indian com­
munities as Bicentennial Com­
munities. entitling them to use 
the national Bicentennial sym­
bol in the ir projects and 
programs

In addition to the Navajo 
nation of Arizona, the Bicen­
tennial Communities are The 
St. Francis Sioux Indian Mis­
sion in South Dakota, the 
Seminole Nation of Oklahoma, 
the Li-Si-We-Nwi Community 
and the Potowatomi Indians of 
Oklahoma, the Winnebago tribe 
of Nebraska, and the C h ili 
macha Reservation in Louisi­
ana

The Navajo Nation of Arizona 
has one of the most significant 
Bicentennial programs of any of 
the over 1.500 communities in 
the country which have been 
officially recognized.

In addition to the effort to 
improve communications am­
ong Indians., a Navajo Imga 
turn Project w ill provide water 
for cultivating 110.000 acres of 
otherwise and land Other 
projects include a S2.5 million 
N avajo  Heritage Center, a trade 
center where arts and crafts of 
all tribes can be shown and 
sold, a Navajo Land Outdoor 
Theater and an amphitheater 
in Canyon de Chells National 
Monument on the Reservation

The Si Francis Sioux Mission 
in South Dakota will commem­
orate the history of the mission 
bv honoring Christian Sioux 
leaders, as well as the founding

Jesuits and Franciscan Sisters. 
Projects include a published 
history, a pageant, a pow wow 
and an Indian feast.

The Seminole Nation of Okla^ 
homa is planning a museum and 
library to house priceless 
objects of the cultural heritage 
of the ir ancestors, w ritten 
materials and recordings of the 
language, legends and folk 
tales of Seminole history.

The 110th annual Winnebago 
Pow Wow w ill h igh light the 
deeds of Little Priest, a W h 
century patriot. Other Bicen­
tennial efforts by the 2.800 
members of the Winnebago 
Tribe include a conversation 
and ecology program to pre­
serve and improve timberland 
areas of the reservation and 
expansion o f a lib rary into 
full fledged learning center.

Other examples illustrate the 
widespread efforts by and fot 
native Americans as part of the 
nation s Bicentennial

Thief River Falls. Minnesota, 
will unveil a statue of a major 
Indian landow ner in conjunction 
with a Pow Wow staged by the 
Red Lake Band o f Chippewa 
Indians.

Tuolumne County. Calif ., will 
reconstruct an assembly house 
of the California Miwok Indians.

A 44-foot steel sculpture of a 
Plains Indian w ill mark the 
historic camp ground of the 
W ichita Tribe in W ichita. 
Kansas. The surrounding area 
will be made into a park with 
bike trails.

The Phoenix Symphony will 
perform for Indian audiences 
throughout the State during 
1175. featuring music w ith 
Indian themes.

In North Dakota, a Plains 
Indian studies curriculum  is 
being developed for use in all 
primarv and secondary schools.

In New York City, there will 
be an exhib it reviewing the 
American Indian from 18'b to 
1976.

Across the land. Americans 
will discover more than 2.000 
years of cultural heritage and 
traditions as they commemorate 
200 years of independence 
during ihe Bicentennial.

Europeans will also have an 
opportunity to learn o f the 
cultural heritage of the Ameri­
can Indian The ARBA recently 
designated as an official Bicen­
tennial project. "Two Thousand 
Years of American Indian A t", 
a major exhibit comprised of 
r>00 to 700 art objects to be 
presented in cooperation with 
the Arts Council o f Great 
B rita in in September and 
October 1976.

AUSTIN • - Bicycles turn up 

frequently on Christmas gift 
lists for children - • and for 
adults, too. these days 

The B icycle Ins titu te  of 
American estimates that there 
are about twice as many bikes 
as families in the country 
today In 1972 alone, more than 
12 million new bikes were 
bought.

So bikes are undoubtedly 
popular consumer items Since 
they are also relatively ex­
pensive items, consumers 
should shop carefully to get the 
best machine for the money - • 
and that means the machine 
best suited to the rider and the 
type of rid ira  he or she w ill do 

Such a machine w ill probably 
also be the safes', too. since 
many bike injuries result from 
problems occurring w ith a bike 
unsuited to its rider Other 
causes of injury are lass 
control, mechanical and 
s truc tu ra l problems, en­
tanglement. s lipping from 
pedals, and collisions 

More than 400.000 persona 
suffered bicycle ■ related in­
juries serious enough to need 
hospital emergency room 
treatment last year, according 
to the U S Consumer Product 
Safety Commission 

The Commission is 
developing safety standards for 
bicycles to eliminate many of 
the in ju ries caused bb 
mechanical or s truc tu ra l 
failures The new regulations 
w ill set strict performance and 
construction standards (or 
brakes wheels, steering 
system, and frame They w ill 
require reflectors on front, 
back, sides, and pedals to make 
bikes visible at night, and also 
w ill require e lim ina tion  of 
uncovered sharp edges and 
jutting parts

These new standards aren't 
expected to go into effect for 
several more month In the 
meantime, however, if  you're 
bike - shopping for Christmas, 
the Attorney General's Con­
sumer Protection D iv is ion 
recommends avoiding possible 
d is s a t is fa c t io n ,  r e p a ir  
problems, and even danger, by 
looking for these points when 
choosing a bicycle 

If you're buying for a child, 
get a bike that fits his current 
size Don’ t select a larger one, 
thinking he w ill grow into it. A 
bike that’s too big w ill be hard 
to handle and could contribute 
to accidents

A bike should suit the rider 
and the purpose A youngster 
who has never owned a bike 
before may need a more basic 
model than an adult who has 
hiked frequently for years 
Uckewise, a bike that w ill be 
used mostly far jaunts to the 
park can be less complex than 
one used for cross - country 
competition

Make sure the bike is the 
correct size First check to see 
that the seat post extends the 
recommended two inches 
Have the rider stand over the 
bike seat and rotate the crank 
so one pedal is all the way 
down If the bike fits, the 
rider s leg should be straight 
when the heel i f  resting on the 
pedal

Check brakes carefully lor 
fast, easy stopping I f  the bike 
is for a youngster, and it has 
caliper hand brakes, make sure 
the child has the strength and 
hand size it takes to operate 
them easily.

Check the entire frame of the 
bike for sharp points and edges 
and for any protruding bolts or 
other structural problems 

Inspect pedals Plastic ones 
may be slippery Rubger - 
tread pedals or metal ones with 
serrated edges or toe straps are 
usually safer

If the bike doesn't come with 
headlights, taillights. and all 
the reflectors recommended by 
the Consumer Product Safety 
Commission, consider pur- 
chasing them, along with extra

If the bike is for a child under 
12, the safest choice may be a 
single speed model with pedal 
operated brakes. In must cases, 
a three - speed bike with pedal 
brakes is the most eleborale 
model a child should have, 
according to bike safety ex­
perts Five or 10- speed models 
are relatively complicated for a 
child to operate and may cause 
more concentration on gear 
shifting than on traffic A three 
or five - speed model may be 
all an adult needs, loo. after 
considering how the bike w ill be 
used

If you know little about bikes, 
choose a reputable dealer who 
has a variety of models for 
comparison, who can help you 
make a decision, and who can 
service the bike after the sale

assistance of two broadly based 
teams of scholars.

One group of eight academi­
cians served as news transcript 
analysts.

Another group of eight 
distinguished scholars served 
as an Independent Review 
Panel to evaluate and to 
improve the methodology and 
the manuscript.

The FCC's Fsirncss Doctrine, 
against which the study mea­
sured CBS News performance, 
requires that the broadcast 
media must serve “ the para­
mount right of the public in a 
free society to be informed and 
to h tve presented to it for 
acceptance or rejection the 
d ifferent attitudes and view­
points concerning these vita l 
and often controversial issues 
which are held by the various 
groups which make up the 
community.”

Using su different methods 
of content analysis, the study 
reached the following primary
conclusions:

(D  "CBS national security 
news was so spotty and lopsided 
that it fa iled to provide the 
essential facts for understan­
ding U.S. defense and military 
issues, the Soviet definition of 
detente or the forward surge in 
Soviet military m ight."

(2) . "CBS News was an adivc 
advocate...of a position that 
implied or called for a lesser 
commitment to American allies 
and lower defense expendi- 
tures."

(3) “ CBS News failed to seek 
out adively all opposing views" 
on defense issues, particularly 
those calling for a stronger
policy

(4) CBS News “ almost totally 
negleded" the views of millions 
of citizens calling for a stronger 
defense and “ failed to provide a 
reasonable opportunity for the 
presentation and discussion of 
related national security • 
views."

(5) CBS Vietnam War cover­
age was found to be “ strongly 
and persistently critical of U.S. 
policy and of our South Vietnam 
allies and was mildly favorable 
to North Vietnam."

Thus, in an analysis of 
recurring themes in CBS 
Evening News during 1972. the 
study found that 83.33% of the 
themes in stories about South 
Vietnam were critica l o f our 
ally. On the other hand, it found 
that 57.32*o of the themes in 
stories about North Vietnam 
were favorable to our enemy.

"Overwhelming attention - 
was given to problems within 
and criticisms of the m ilitary". 
During 1972 and 1973 nearly 
two-thirds (66.1%) of the 
stories on U.S. military affairs 
were unfavorable to the military 
whereas only 13% were favor­
able.

Mr. Fisher said that in 1972 
CBS News did give reasonable 
coverage (35.03%) to adminis­
tration viewpoints; a much 
larger coverage (61.42%) to 
critics who advocated a reduc­
tion in defense and foreign 
policy commitments: but almost 
no coverage (3.73%) to those 
who advocated a stronger 
defense and foreign policy.

Thus, on the vital subject of 
U.S. vs. Soviet military posture, 
substantial air time was given 
by CBS in 1972 to those who 
advocated reduction of the U.S. 
defense budget. But nonc--not. 
even one second--to those who 
advocated U.S. superiority over 
the Soviets.

In contrast, the study reports 
an Opinion Research Corpora­
tion poll which found in 1972 
that over two-thirds (68%) of 
the American people were in 
favor of a U.S. "po licy  of 
military superiority over Rus­
sia."

Mr Fisher said that "The 
omission of this and other 
viewpoints held by a majority of 
the American people violates all 
the rules of fair play, reduces 
the parameters of debate, and is 
a denial of the democratic 
process."

Mr. Fisher called for CBS-TV 
News (1) to begin providing fait 
and balanced coverage ol 
national security news and 
viewpoints and (2) to provide 
compensatory coverage for the 
viewpoints neglected in the 
past.

"And it came to pas*, as he 

went to Jerusalem, that he 
passed through the midst of 
Samaria and Galilee. And as he 
entered into a certain fiilage. 
there met him ten men that 
were lepers, which stood afar 
off And they lifted up their 
voices, and said. ‘Jesus. Mas­
ter. have mercy on us.' And 
when he saw them he said unto 
them. ‘Go. shew yourselves 
unto the priests. And it came to 
pass. that, as they went, they 
were cleansed. And one of 
them, when he saw that he was 
healed, turned back, and with a 
loud voice glorified God. and 
fell down on his face at His feet, 
giving Him thanks, and he was 
a Samaritan And Jesus ans­
wering said. Were there not 
ten cleansed1 but where are the 
nine1 There are not found that 
returned to give glory to God, 
save this stranger And he said 
unto him. Arise, go thy way: 
thv faith hath made thee whole 

Luke 17:11-19 KJV

There were two boys caught 
in a field with an angry Billy 
Goat They ran for the fence and 
the first boy made it over safely 
but the second boy caught his 
pants in the barb wire With the 
goat approaching for a hit the 
boy bowed his head to pray the 
words his dad used many times. 
"Lord, make me thankful for 
that which I am about to 
receive!"

We need to be thankful in all 
things, good or bad. blessing or 
curse, because can use the bad 
for good and the good He can 
make better

Leprosy is a dread disease 
that has been recorded as a 
blight to man from antiquity. 
The very mention of the word 
strikes feat into the heart of 
humanity. The twisted body, 
distorted by the rages of the 
disease, the stubby fingers and 
toeless feet tear at our 
heartstrings. Leprosy brings 
horrible pictures to mind.

The physician. Luke, records 
the story of ten such men. 
Tiesc men were drawn together 
y their common misery They 

were driven from their homes, 
from their families, from the 
city where they lived, into a life

being alone, alienated from 
society. Leprosy had its effects 
on these men. physically, 
psvchologically. materially 
They could not hold a job to 

‘ support the ir fam ilies They 
could not fellowship w ith 

.anyone, save somebody with 
leprosy Added to this was the 
degrading duty of warning 
anyone who approached with 
the cry of "Unclean! Unclean! 
Stjy away!”

It was such a day as today, 
perhaps, when Hcsus came 
near their village on His way to 

-Jerusalem Perhaps they had 
heard of Jesus and his healing 
miracles They cried out as he 
went past them "Lord, have 
no res on use ”  Their cry for 
mercy did not go unheeded, as 
always the cry to God for mercy 
has never gone unheeded God 

^alwass hears and always an­
swers It may not be the answer 
we desired, however!

I Jesus spoke "G o  show 
•Voursclses to the priests" He 
commanded them and his 
command called for obedience 
as does all the commands that 
Christ has given in his Word. In 
Leviticus 14 there is given the 
laws concerning lepers It was 
the law that a man who had any 
skin rash or erruption was to 
report to the priest for 
inspection of the rash. The 
priest then made the pro- 
^iiinccment that cast him from 
society Like wise when the 
time came that a cure was 

ted. the man was to return 
>e priest for his pronounce* 

nt of cleaning.
Vs these men obeyed the
imand of Jesus and went to 

hi priest they were made 
whole. (If we have faith in Jesus 
and ovey His commands we are 
always rewarded by God's 
healing and blessing The

healing ot the bPint comes to us 
as we act in faith and obey 
Christ's commandments !

The priest said "This is a 
miracle! I remember you guys 
and you really had a case of 
severe leprosy but now you are 
whole, you are cured.”  What a 
miracle! Miracles seem to be 
discredited today. I heard of an 
ultra-liberal professor at one of 
our seminaries who tried to 
discount and explain the mir­
acles in the Old Testament. As 
he was explaining the crossing 
of the Red sea by Moses, he 
said that it was really not the 
Red sea but the Reed sea and 
the water was only two or three 
inches deep at the most. One of 
the students jumped up and 
exclaimed. "This is the greatest 
miracle that I have ever heard of 
Imagine. Pharoah and all his 
army, horses, and chariots 
drowning in two inches of 
water!"

And these ten men went each 
into his own place, back to the 
job. back to the farm, back to 
the family, except for one This 
minority of one said there is 
something that I must do first. 
He looked at his body, his 
hands, his feet, and said " I  
must go to Jesus!"

Then he comes to Jesus, falls 
at His feel and GIVLS 
THANKS He probably said " I  
have no life but the life that you 
have given me. I was cast out of 
society, diseased, looked down 
upon, but you restored me. you 
made me whole again' Thank 
you Lord!"

Jesus said “ Were there not 
ten Lepers1”  "Ye*. Lord, there 
were 10 of us'“  "well where are 
they?" The Samaritan says 
"W ell. I guess they just forgot 
to sav thank you but I know they 
appreciate it . "  Jesus told him to 
"Go thy wav" and the Bible 
says he was made whole, in 
body and soul

At this Thanksgiving season 
we would look at this event and 
we should see the ingratitude of 
these nine Jews. Is there 
anything worse1 There were ten 
hopeless desperate men and 
Jesus made them whole again 
but they did not so much as 
thank Him.

Paul in the first chapter of the 
hook of Romans talks about the 
wrath of God toward unregen­
erate man "Neither were they 
thankful to God who made 
them, who created all the earth 
and put man in it along with all 
the blessings of i t . ”  The 
beginning of degeneration in 
the individual or a nation occurs 
when there is no thankfulness in 
ihc heart.

Ingratitude is a common 
frailty of modern man. I read of 
a lifeguard who had saved over 
one hundred people from 
drowning When avked how 
many had returned to thank him 
he replied "Only two."

Why are we so ungrateful? 
Why does ingratitude so many 
times occupy our hearts when 
thankfulness should reign? 
What keeps us from being 
thankful?

F irst, our mental outlook 
keeps us from being thankful. If 
your mood is negative all the 
time, if you see only the faults 
of everyone and everything, 
then it w ill be hard to give 
thanks for everything. How 
easy it is to tune our ears to the 
discords of life and fail to hear 
the beautiful music that is being 
placed. We look around and sec 
the many things that are wrong 
with our church, our communi­
ty. our nation and we fail to see 
the many more things that arc 
right and are a blessing. 
Brooding over the negative and 
having a negative mental 
outlook hinders our thanks- 
giving

Secondly. Pride keeps us 
from being thankful. Paul in 
Romans One again says that the 
people did not give thanks, they 
were stiffed-necked. arrogant, 
proud. They thought they had 
made the breaks, they created 
the good fortune themselves. 
Don't we posess that attitude 
today? Haven't you heard that

saving "Can't keep a good man 
down" or “ i am a self-made 
man", or “ I made the breaks."

Look at this Samaritan. There 
is nothing arrogant about him. 
There is nothing swaggering 
about him. He doesn't say 
"Man I had will-power to pull 
myself through" or “ S just have 
the talent to be at the right 
place at the right tim e" No. he 
comes to Jesus with humility. 
That’ s H U M I L I T Y .  He 
says "Lord I eve it all to you. 
you did it. y ou healed me!”

Pnde can keep us from giving 
thanks, make us conceited and 
make us over-confident in 
ourselves We then begin to 
think that we have made the 
breaks, we brought good things 
into our lives instead of 
realizing that God is the giver of 
every good and perfect gift.

The third thing that keeps us 
from being thankful is JEA 
LOUSY. We can be happy and 
say that God has really blessed 
us. That is, un til we see 
somebody else whom God has 
blessed more. Then we cease to 
be thankful for our blessings 
and envy robs us of our 
gratitude We tend to be happy 
with a Chevy until our neighbor 
gets a Lincoln. This is the way 
we live in America always 
try ing  to keep up w ith the 
Joneses. This causes us to fail 
to see the blessings we have 
already. We must, in order to 
be thankful, be able to say how 
wonderfully God has blessed 
someone else w ithout any 
jealousy and envy on our part.

This is a hard adjustment of 
life but we have to learn to live 
and be content with what wc 
have Paul said " I  am resolved 
in whatsoever state I am. 
therewith to be content." This 
is the key. the secret to a happy 
thanktul life. Sometimes we are 
rich, sometimes we are poor; 
sometimes we are sick, some­
times we are well, sometimes 
we are sick but we must 
recognize that in it all is (he 
blessing and Goodness of God 
and I am content in it.

Once there was a mountain 
boy who lived in a cabin high 
upon a mountain. Every morn­
ing he would look out across the 
valley to another mountain and 
there upon it was the most 
beautiful house of gold. He 
looked behind him at his shack 
with dirty windows and unpain- 
ted siding, wishing that he 
could live in the golden house 
across the valley. One day he 
decided to go down the 
maountain and across the valley 
to the house of gold. When he 
climbed the mountain he could 
find nothing hut an old house 
with dirty windows and faded 
siding A boy like himself came 
out of the cabin and the 
mountain boy asked him where 
the house o f gold on this 
mountain was located. The boy 
answered him and pointed to 
the mountain from which the 
hoy came He said that was the 
mountain with the house of 
gold. He saw it every evening 
He pointed right to the other 
boy's house We look across the 
valley, always wanting, always 
wishing that wc had what wc 
see there But when we get it 
we discover that we are no 
different lhan wc were before' 
We arc already living in the 
house with the golden windows.

So we look at the 10th man. 
the minority of one. the better 
Samaritan. Let us take him as 
our example. Let us say thank 
you to our Lord and to those 
who have blessed us.

Let us join this minority of 
one at the ffet of Jesus. Thank 
you Lord. I have no life but the 
life lhal you have given me. All 
good things have come to me 
because of you. I acknowledge 
you and the giver of every good 
and perfect gift.

Go on down the list: Thank 
you Lord for my country, for mv 
job. for my home, for my family, 
for the material blessings of 
life.

Thank you Lord for the 
blessings that we have as 
Christians: For grace, for 
forgiveness. Christian love, for 
the access of prayer, for your 
acceptance of us as we arc. and 
for a church in which we can 
worship in freedom.

We have talked of positive 
things but also we should be 
thankful in all things. I 
Thessolonians 5:18 says " In  
everything give thanks for this 
is the w ill of God in Christ Jesus 
concerning you." Now. I am 
going to ask you to do 
something that will be very hard 
to do. Thank God for the 
difficulties of the past. How. 
thank Him for the difficulties of 
the present. And the hardest 
part, thank Him for the troubles 
and difficulties of the future.

American bought one Rhode­
sian dollar. Today, it takes 
SI.75 for the same dollar

To build a special emergency 
fund, the clinics charge a 
patient 25 cents (about a day’s 
wages) for each case which 
generally averages four visits 
One year Dr Garrett's emer­
gency fund of S2.000 was 
v irtua lly wiped out when his 
area was h it by a measles 
epidemic and he bought needed 
medicines

The hospital keeps the total
cost for a hospital stay to $10 
regardless of the say. One year. 
Dr. Garrett planned to increase 
the patient fee to 50 cents to 
build up his emergency reserve 
again, bul didn’t because there 
was a complete crop failure and 
the people just couldn't pay. 
Naturally the patients are 
treated whether they gave the 
money or not.

The missionaries work toge­
ther in the field in a common 
cause, and the work that's 
being dose with the people is 
the best work in the world, he 
said, because we're not only 
working to m inister to their 
physical needs, but we're also 
working to m inister to their 
spiritual needs, and when you 
help a person find Christ, 
you've made him a completely 
new person.
