Sun Was Not So
Rare Solar Halo

That clrele arcund the sun
Monday noon-—in case you saw
it and were interested—was &
solar halo,

Not an unusual condition, sald
the US. weather bureau, but ons
not oftan noted by tha lay ob-

server, It might or might not
be an Indication of stormy
weather.

The phsnomenon, according to
bureau aitaches, waa produced
by refrection of the sun's rays
through high clouds of lce crys-
tals. This produces a circular
eoffect, the inner color of the sky
baving & dark appesrance.

The halo was classed as a 13
degres affair, & common variety,
distinguished from the 48 degres
typs which plays such illusionary
tricks as a triple moon or sun.

Repercussions Due In Seizure Of Axis Ships

Ship Sabotaging
Spreads Widely

WASHINGTON, March 31 (AP) — The sabotaging of
axis ships tied up in American waters spread to Central
America today when their crews set fire to a German and an

Italian vessel in Costa Rica.

This development followed yesterday's seizure by the
United States coast guard and navy of some 300,000 tons of
Italian, German and Danish shipping docked at widely scat-
tered ports. More than 60 vessels were taken into “protec-
tive" custody after a discovery was made that at least 20 of
the Italian ships had been badly damaged by their crews.

Official Reaction Show In

Coming

From Berlin And Rome Authorities

Official reactlon was aslow In
coming from Berlin and Rome, but
in New York, Italo E. Verrando,
general manager of thes Ttallan
line In the United Biates, sald that
“everybody knew" that the Upited
States government was golng to
seize the shipa “for us as plannsd.”
The “prearranged plan,” he sald,
had been "in the offing for some
time "

“Thay (American officlals) have
been talking about it for monthe™
Verrano declared, "and all that
remained was to find & legal way
to do "

The Itallan embassy In Wash
Ington, he added, would study the
legality of the sction,

Authorities In Rome withheld
camment, but observers predicted
that eventual reaction would be
wirong. The Itallan radlo question-
od the truth of the selzure reports,
asserting that since no confirma-
tion had been recelved the reports
might be “another Instance of
British propoganda.”

The broadcaster said, however,
that if the action were (true, It
“would surprise us because, being
unjustified, It would appear to be
inspired by motlives far from
penceful” He added that If the
Itallan erews had intended to sadb-
otage the ships “they already

would have had opportunity w do
‘ﬂ-.

United States Likely To T ake Over
$60,000,000 Normandie In New York

Unnamed federal officials In
New York wers quoted as saying
that aithough no order had been
Issued It was “quite possibile” that
ths government would take over
the §60,000,000 French liner Nor-
mandis and five French freighters
tied up in New York. (In Berlin,
it was sald the German govern-
ment's attitude probably would be
made known Iater today,)

When the Danish ships were sels-
od, two Icelandic vessels berthed
in New York wers not disturbed,

although Iceland ls a Danish crown
possession. No officlal explanation
was given, but It was pointed out
that while Denmark is oocupled by
the Germans, Iceland haa been oo-
cupled by the Britlah,

WASHINGTON, March 31
While no governmental agency can
be judged except by Its works, It
Is at least cerinin that the “con-
tral staff™ Harry L. Hopkins has
been quietly gathering around him
possesses great potential Impor-
tance. For L may fill the aching
vold which has existed In the cen-
ter of the administration ever
since the Amerioan war effort be-

The natare of this vold Is slm-
ple. The ereaking governmental
machinery has been suddenly re-
quired to produce a tremendous,
quite abnormal head of power.
It has badly needed a super-
charger, to keep It up te the
mark. Beeause the Fresldent
has been too preoccupled with
the endless routine of his office,
no such super-charger has been
oreated,

But now, If all goes well, Hop-
kins' central staff will be the su-
percharger, tackling war proh
loms as they arise instead of when
they become too acute to be Ignor-
ed, and in general pushing the ef-
fort forward on a broad front,
Subject Te Change
The central staffs history, to
date, ia brief. Having been the
chisf apostie of compromise in the
President's immedidte circle, Hop-
kins suffered a complete conver-
slon during his thres yeeks in Brit-
aln with Winston Churehill. Re-
turning to this country a burning
advocate of allout ald for Britain,
he wanted to help. Aoccordingly,
whent  the ' President made the
Becretaries of Btate, Treasury,
War and Navy a four man War
Cabinet to administer the lease-
lend law, he named Hopkins the
War Cabinst's secretary.
And sven befors tha leass-lend
law was enacted, Hopkins began to
recrult masistants, borrowing o
lawyer, Oscar Cox, an economist,
George Haas, and an expert on
British needs, Phillp Young, &l
from the Treasury, and a military
expert, Major Genernl James H.
Burns, from the War Department
This quartet and Hopkins im-
mediately started work with the
“plus-four ecommittee,” as Secre-
tary of War Henry L. Stimson
nicknamed the War Cabinet. To-
gether they drew wup the rough
British-American joint production
schadule, arranged the transfers of
war materials to Britaln under the
lsase-lend law, and prepared the
§7,008.000,000 ald-Britaln approp-
riation bill. Meanwhile the Presi-
dent had econferred on them an
even broader responsibility, asking
them to serve as generators of long
tarm war poliey. For this purpose
A permanent staff was obvioualy
required.

ed ten hours a day, his poor health
Is bound to limit the effectivensss
of the new body.

Never the loas, the great po-
tentinl lmportance of the cen-
tral staff ocannot be guestioned.
Hitherto, because of the press of
peity dally business, baslo war
problems have been neglocted
until they hecaime urgently scute.
Evenn now, for exampls, the
OMF has not received a really
detalled breakdown of material
requirements, with deadlines for
dellvery. The baslc war prob-
lems are not insoluble. But the
intelligenoe and energy to tackle
them has simply not been avall-
nble.

Now, however, If the eentml
staff doea s job properly, an im-
pressive amount of Intslligence
and energy will be specially devot-
#d to considering the blg questions
of war strategy. The Prealdent,
through Hopkina, who has daily
access to him, can bs warned of
what |s ocoming long befors the
questions present themselves to
him. The views of the various de-
partments can ba collected, and in-
sofar as possible, reconclled. Care-
ful memoranda ean be prepared
on alternative policies. And In
short, decisions ean be promptly
and wisely reached, because the
data behind the decisions will come
to the President, not as a babble
and clamor from ecompeting de-
partment heads, but In organized,
reasonably intelligible form.

It
probably would do more good
through regular channels than
through the devious and dublous
track route, Through regular trade,
the money would accumulate about
as much taxes as it would through
a mutuel

Gambling is an economic orphan,
whether legal or illegnl. There's too
much of it goes on without en-
couraging suckers to sink their
hard funds by legalizing It, If we
give in on racing we might as well
sanction ths football betting rack-
ot, baseball pariays, lotteries, ete.

War Brings Hoadache—
Legislature Worries Over
New AntiStrike Measures

Herald Austin Bureau

AUSTIN, March 1.—Ths peopls
of Texas may nol yet be feeling
the effects of World War IT, but
the Texas legislature e getting a
big headache from national defense
efforts,

The headache comes from deal
ing with the problem of preventing
postly strikes In national defense
effortis

Governor W. Lee O'Danlsl offer-
ed an antletrike bill which Attor-
ney General Gerald Mann ruled
unconstitutional, ODanlel then
oame back with the proposal that
the Jegisiature pass a HIN prohibit-
Ing viclenee In labor disputes, and
the houss of representatives quiek-
Iy complied with the request.

Meanwhile, Attorney G eneral
Mann s working on a strike-eurh-

ing bill which ha fesls will be con-
stitutional.

The spotlight now turna, how-
over, on s proposal by Rep. John
Lyl of Corpus Christl and others
to stremgthem a 486 year-old arhi-
tration law te provide for compul-
sory arbitration of all labor dis-
pubes,

Lyle proposes soveral chafigea fn
the law, the chief of which s te
require a submission of the dis
pute to the arbliration board be-
fore any strike or lockout takes
plate. Then, he provides, after the
district court has made its sward,
a strike or lookout ean be held only
if notioe ia given to the other pare
ty, mnd the dissatisfied party must
wait ten days after the court de=
clsion before giving notice.

In effoct, the bill provides for

n enoling-oft perlod before strikes

or lockouts oocur. To speed up
the boards, Lyle proposes that
the board declsion must be made
within 20 days after the case Is

submitted to them.

There are very gmve doubts as
to the conatitutionality of the. pres-
ent statute and the Lyle amend-
ments, The compulsory arhitration
proposal and law has been held
uneconstitutional many times, and
the cooling-off period would have
the effect of making many eme-
ployes stay on the job against thelr
will which, the courts say, amounts
to “involuntary servitude” which
is prohibited by the constitution,

But the bill la significant of the

great  difficulty which legislators
have had in trying to find m cone
stitutionnl method of curbing

strikes which are holding up many
national defense efforts. There ia
no clear-cut answer to the prob-
lem; it s a matter of gautious,
fearful groping for the light.
