Only a smidgeon of the
qualified voters in Eastland
County went to the polls

Tuesday to mark ballots in the
Constitutional Amendments
election, the results of which
may or may not have any
bearing on the State Con-
stitution which is scheduled for
a general overhaul next year

839 strong, generally agreed
with voters across the state. in
flatly rejecting three of the
proposed amendments:. ap-
proving four. and splitting
choices on the other two.

Tidwell Has Anniversary

Marvin Tidwell, Gilmer
Mirror linotypist and print-
er, this fall completes a half
century in the printing
trade.

Twenty-seven of those
years heve been spent in
Gilmer and it was here that
he and Mrs. Tidwell reared
their five children, all now
grown,

Mr. Tidweli was born at
Athens, Ark, on Oct. 8, 1910
A premature baby, he has
been almost totally deaf
since birth. He spent his
early years on a farm and
when he was nearly 10 he
entered the state School for
the Deaf at Little Rock,
where he learned his full
name for the first time and
was taught to read and
write,

The school offered several
vocational programs and the
young Marvin started out to
learn the tailoring trade. He

switched to printing and
quickly demonstrated the
manual dexterity, mechani-

cal aptitude and general in-
telligence that were to make
him an asset to all the firms
he's worked for. With only a
little formal instruction at
deaf school, he became a
basically self-taught machin-
ist able to repair his own
linotype machine
Handset Newspaper

He made 25 cents an hour
working after school on
printing college catalogues at
cge 13, but his first fulltime
job was on the Nashville
News in Arkansas. a handset
newspaper

In 1934 when he married
a classmate, Miss Lucille
Nance, who lost her hearing
after an illness in infancy,
he was making $1 a day and
they needed a garden to get
by. The youne printer’s next
job was at Mineral Springs,
Ark.. ncar Ashdown,

After he moved on to the
Sevier County News in Ash-
down their first child, Billy,
was born and he started
learing the linotype. There
followed a series of moves
to get linotype operator jobs.
During the Tidwells' six-
year stay in Idabel, Okla.,
their daughter Deloma was
born. After a year in Monti-
cello, Ark., the family moved
tc Eastland in West Texas
bu Deloma cried to go to
school when she was 5. Since
this was possible in Arkansas
but not in Texas, Mr. Tid-
well sent his family back t
Wickes.

While Deloma
started school he stayed
with the higher-scale Texas
jobs. moving on to Athens.

Star area is turning out to be a
good average, perhaps above
average crop, considerably
better than was anticipated at
the beginning of the season, but
below last year's record yield.

Mr. Winfrey estimated that
the percentage of the crop
harvested was nearer 75 per-
cent of the total. The yield, as a
whole, has been spotty, he said,
as also did the Pioneer plant

The estimates were in
general agreement with deposit
figures at the First State Bank
which, in 1972, received in
deposits about $3,100,000 from
the peanut crop. Jimmy
Rutherford, vice president,
said that to October 31st the
bank had accepted $971,181.52
in Commodity Credit Cor-
poration peanut checks with the
bulk of the income yet to be
deposited. He estimated that
total deposits at his bank from
the 1973 crop would run about
$2.500,000, not too far below last
year's high yield and much,
much better than was forecast
at the beginning of the harvest.

The difference in the yields
for the two seasons resulted
from less timely rains this fall,
Mr Winfrey agreed

He pointed out that the
average support price for
peanuts is now approximately
$328.00 per ton based upon
grade. This figures out to be
about $340 - - per ton for 70
grade peanuts and $323.00 for 68
grade, a difference of $18. An
increase in the support price
makes this difference in the
overall gross income of less
significance in the comparison
with the 1973 figures

But most significant in
relation to the future of the crop
and its economic impact upon
communities in peanut growing
areas, are certain fundamental
changes in support price
policies and administration
which the Department of
Agriculture h has inaugurated,
Mr. Winfrey said

As a result of these changes
the Southwestern Peanut
Growers Association and

‘Above Average’

similar regional organizations
will no longer supervise field
and price support ‘functions.
This supervision has been
wholly transferred to the
Commodity Credit Cor-
poration. It will result in a loss
of grower interest in these
organizations, whose direct
importance to them has thus
been much diminished, and in
their posssible disbanding, it
was predicted.

President James Rutherford
of the First State Bank
suggested that a consequent
change in the procedure of
disbursement of CCC payments
to growers could cause a
considerable ‘time lag' in
receipt of the checks and a
substantial interest loss to
them.

Other changes in the ad
ministration of the support
program announced by the
Department of Agriculture
include:

Elimination of transfers by
sale, lease or owner. All
previously approved tem-
porary transfers that extend
beyond 1973 will be honored for
the duration of the approval
An increase of $2 per ton in
storage, handling, and in-
spection charges. (From $15 to
$17 per ton).

Elimination of tolerance in
program compliance deter-
minations relating to measured
acreage. Any acreage in excess
of the allotment will cause the
peanuts to be ineligible for
price support.

Commodity Credit Cor-
poration’'s (CCC) minimum

4. Elimination of transfers by lease, sale or by
owner privileges now permitted for acreage allot-
ments, resulting in reduced peanut acreage.

5. An increase of $2 per ton in storage, handling and
inspection charges (from $15 to $17 per ton) assumed
by producers in order to recover more of Commodity
Credit Corporation’s outlay for these charges.

6. No tolerance will be allowed in program com-

pliance determinations
acreages.
