A total of 43 nuts of any 
variety constitutes an entry in 
the pecan show The pecans 
entered must have been grown 
in 1972 and be entered by the 
person who produced the

Pecans are judged on the 
basis of size, percent kernel, 
quality of kernel and at- 
•tractiveness of the pecan. 
Natives, variety seedlings and 
improved varieties may be 
entered in the show A grower 
may bring one entry of each 
variety and as many different 
entries of natives as he chooses 
All entries become Ihe property 
of the Pecan Growers 
Association Entries winning 
firsi. second and third will be 
sent to the Kegional Pecan 
Show Ribbons will hr* given to 
exhibitors who have first, 
second and third place entries

Trophies will be given to the 
exhibitor of the Champion 
Shelling Pecans. Champion 
Native Pecans and Champion 
In Shell Pecans 

*. Pecan entries may be left at 
the County Agent's office in 
Eastland or with the*Chamber 
of Commerce office in Ranger 
or CiscfL Members of the pecan 
growers organization will also 
collect entries to bring to the 
show

County Agent De Gordon said 
ihe idea of pecan shows began 
in East land County in 1952 The 
late J M Cooper. County 
Agent, and local grower staged 
the first pecan show in the 
state Other counties adopted 
the idea This year there will be 
34 county pecan shows, three 
regional pecan shows and one 
slate pecan show in Texas 

Gordon said the county pecan 
show has proven to be an ex­
cellent educational tool in 
building interest in Ihe use of 
high quality pecan varieties 
that are adapted to this area

A SHORT HISTORY 
OF LATHAM SCHOOL

I H)Ct
Near Carbon.

Eastland County. Tex.
In 1873. Mr. C B Jordan, my 

father brought his family with 
an infant son from Alabama to 
Texas and settled in Picket 
Community on a small stream 
called Hunting Shirt about 4 
miles southeast of what is now 
known as Carbon. Texas This 
community, the first set- 
ilement of this area, was 
established prior to our arrival 
in 1873 There were 12 families 
in this community which were 
living in log homes

Their subscription school had 
heen built of log pickets, a roof 
of poles and logs covered with 
brush, and had dirt floor with a 
chimney fireplace of rock 
dauhed logelher with clay The 
men with families at this lime 
were John B Schular. Henry 
Hamilton. CB Jordan. AM 
lalham. Mr Bentley. Peachy 
Malone Mr Whitson. Vander 
McDaniels. Crate Mansal. 
Reverend Isaac Reeves 
i Methodist i. Reverend Cohb 
Baptist i and Reverend James 

Zacora (Church of Christ i.
These people lived mostly by 

hunting and fishing with some 
small scale farming They had 
free excellent range that was 
well stocked with wild cattle 
and wild hogs

The range was good both 
summer and winter and these 
animals remained fat both 
summer and winter A cow if 
wild would bring four or five 
dollars Any unbranded cattle 
were yours by sticking your 
tvanding iron to them Deer 
were not available dm- to the 
fact that Indians hunted out the 
animals before the settlers had 
routed out the Indians These 
families produced their own 
corn, tobacco, some cotton. 
Irish potatoes, sweet potatoes, 
various vegetables and a few 
sheep for wool

The cotton was picked in 
baksets and both cotton and 
wool was worked by hand by 
the housewives and spun into 
thread and yarn on spinning 
wheels for weaving and knit­
ting into clothing These 
families used mostly oxen for 
breaking out the sod for far 
nung. but had a few horses 
Protracted religious meetings 
were held in summer under 
brush Arbors

l.atham school had its 
beginning in 1883 when the 
railroad sidetracked the first 
carload of lumber available for 
Picket Community Log houses 
were added to. and new homes 
were made for new settlers in 
nearby areas

This caused overcrowding of 
Pickett school which caused 
the construction of l,atham 
school on land donated by A M 
laitham The school was built 
near Picket school of boxing 
plank walls, roof. dirt floor, and 
a rook chimney fireplace Mr 
C (• Jordan burned limestone 
to make lime to cement the 
rocks together to make the 
chimeny fireplace Seats were 
made of boxing planks 

Mrs McKenney taught two 
years being followed by 
professor 1 rain All the 
children of Picket community 
and surrounding area went to 
luitham school Years later 
Carbon area became settled 
and built a larger school and all 
ihe children of Latham School 
wore sent to fartion 

In I95«. in July, I ac­
companied Mr Elam Peck to 
(he site of Latham School and 
described the construction, 
pointing out the exact location 
of ihe schoo l from which Mr 
Peck made a sketch from 
which he painted this likeness

logs were hauled in front 
eastern part of stale and splices 
lias to be made in the logs The 
structure of the log house was 
with rock chimney and one 
window space at the hack that 
was covered with oiled paper 
in the place of glass Limestone 
was fired by Mr Jordan to 
construct the chimney and also 
the chimney of Pickett School 
Clay was used to chink up or till 
the log cracks of the log walls 
The lumber for the big house 
was brought in by wagon from 
Cisco. Texas, the nearest 
railroad town at this time

Pickett School was built of 
lumber, being the first school 
Ixnlt in this part of County and 
was the first school attended by 
James \  Jordan 1 son of C B 
Jordan.)

A windmill was erected near 
the big house on the hunting 
'hirt creek over a dug w ell w ith 
abundance of water for C B 
Jordan as well as a source of

Miss Crawford made the trip 
with a small group of seven 
Presbyterians, headed by 
Virginia Pruitt of Dallas, the 
tour director Mrs Pruitt had 
formerly been in Africa as a 
missionary and her wide 
acquaintance with people and 
places added to the interest of 
the trip. Miss Crawford said 

Leaving Dallas on <»ct 10th. 
the group flew to Rome where 
they spent two days A 
highlight there was a tour of 
Vatican City, including the 
recently opened Pope's Gar­
dens

From Home, the group flew 
to Addis A tuba Ethiopia, for a 
stay of several days. They lived 

in a modern Hilton Hotel 
across the street from Emperor 
Haile Selassie's palace The 
party found Ethiopia to he a

1  While other kids a te  candy for lunch, I had 
I  to ea t  a sandwich, and, a s  you can g u ess ,  

my supper was different from the other 
kids too! My s is te r  and two brothers had the 
same mother a s  I did.

"My mother in s is ted  upon knowing where 
we k id s  were at all t imes. You’d think we kids 
were on a chain gang. She had to know who our 
friends were, what we were doing. She in s is te d  
if we said we’d be gone an hour that we be gone 
not one hour and one minute. I am asham ed to 
admit it ,  but she actually  struck us,  not once 
but each time we did a s  we p lea sed .  Can you 
imagine someone ac tua lly  h it ting a ch ild  just 
b ecau se  he disobeyed? Now you can begin to 
see how mean she really  was.

" T h e  worst is  yet to come! He had to be .n 
bed by nine each night, and up early  the next 
morning. Ve couldn 't  s leep  ti ll  noon like our 
friends. So, while they slept, my mother actually 
had the nerve to break the child  labor law. .She 
made us  work. Ve had to wash d ishes ,  make beds, 
learn to cook, and all sor ts  of cruel th ings. I 
believe she laid awake at night thinking up mean 
th ings to do to us. She always in s is t e d  upon our 
telling the truth, the whole truth, and nothing but 
the truth, even if it k il led  u s .  . .  and it nesrty  did.

" B y  the time we were teen ag ers  she was 
much wiser, and life became even more unbear­
able. None of th is  tooting the horn of a car in 
front of the house  for u s  to come running. She 
embarrassed us  to no end by making our daces 
and friends come to the door to get us.

"1 forgot to mention, while our fr iends were 
dating at the 'mature a g e ’ of 12 and 13, my old- 
fashioned mother refused to let us date until the 
age of 13 and 18. Fif teen, that is ,  if you dated 
onlv to go to school functions, and that was 
tw ice a year.

"My mother was a complete failure as  a 
mother! None of us has  ever been a rres ted  or 
beaten h is  mate! Each of my brothers served h is  
time in the service of h is  country. And whom do 
vou think we have to blame for the terrible way 
we turned out? You are right, our mean mother! 
Look at all the things we m issed  . . .  we never 
got to march in a p rotest patade , take  part in a 
riot, burn draft cards,  or a million th ings that 
our friends did. She forced us to grow into God­
fearing, educated, honest adults .

"U sing  th is  as  a background, I am trying to 
ra i se  my three children. I stand a l i t t le  ta l le r  and 
am filled with pride when my children call me 
’mean'. B ecause  you see, I thank God. He gave 
me the  m ean es t’ mother in the whole world!”
