“l MUST SEE the toad,” said the
President of the United States. So back
in 1928, Old Rip, an Eastland, Texas,
horned toad was fetched to the White

" House lor President Calvin Coolidge's

inspection. Old Rip was very much
alive when he made his trip to Washing-
ton. And the horned toad was famous
because he was supposed to have lived
for 31 years while sealed up air-tight in

- the Eastland County Courthouse corner-

Now in 1972 Dr. Albert C. Outler told
me: “I need some material on that
toad."” He meant Old Rip. Why would
Dr. Outler of SMU, one of the nation’s
most distinguished theologians, be - in-
terested in the resowned lizard?

The answer to this question is con-
cerned with the fact that Dr. Qutler is
now engaged in sweat-neck research on
the sermons of John Wesley (1703-
1791). the founder-father of Methodism.
Albert Qutler is the editor and one of an
army ol scholars compiiing a 25- t0 30
volume edition of John Wesley's works.
He has taken off a year from his chores
as professor of historical theology at
SMU to complete a 4-volume compila-
tion of Wesley's sermons with notes an
the sermons (rom Outler’s research.

Frog in an Oak

Dr. Outler’s interest in toads such 43
Old Rip began from the reading of 2
Wesley sermon called on “On Living
Without God™ in which the Methedist
chnrech founder mentions a “late inck
dent, the truth of which cannot be rea
sonably doubted, there having been sa
large a number aof witnesses. An an-
cient oak being cut down and split
through the midst, out of the very heart
of the tree crept a large toad and
walked away with all the speed he
could. Now, how long may we imagine
had this creature continued there? [t is
not unlikely it might have remained in
its nest above 100 years. It is not im-
probable it was nearly if not altogether
coeval with the oak; having been in
some way or other enclosed therein at
the time that it was planted. It had
‘ived that strange kind of life at |east a
century."”

WHILE RESEARCHING in Eng
land, Dr. Outler somehow traced to the
source of John Wesley's story about ine
toad in the oak tree to a little known yet
S8-volume work of Oliver Galdsmith
called 'An History of the Earth and An-
imated Nature” published in 1774,

He had to wade through a lot of
Goldsmith before he found this in Vol-
ume 7: “What shall we say to its (a
toad) living for centuries lodged in the
bottom of a rock or cased within the
body of an oak tree without the smallest
access for nourishment or air, and yet
taken out alive and perfect . . . We
have the highest authorities bearing
witnesses their truth, and yet the whole
analogy of nature seems to arraign
them of falsehood. Bacon asserts that
toads are found in this manner; Dr.
Plot asserts the same . . . "

Long a Legend

THERE HAS long been a legend in
the Southwest that horned toads can
live for 100 years or more without
food, water, or air. This belief caused a
child named Will Wood ta place his pet
herned toad inside the cornerstone of
the Eastland County Courthouse on July
29, 1897. This was witnessed by county
dignitaries and the toad was sealed u\
the cormerstone.

Will Wood was still living in East-
land when the cornerstone was opened
on Feb. 18, 1928 at a time when the old
courthouse was being torn down. Sever-
al days before the cornerstone was
opened stories had appeared in newspa-
pers  all over the country about Mr.
Weod putting the toad in there 31 years
before. So there were about 1,500 wit-
nessed gathered for the opening of the
cormerstone, with 2 Eastland preachers
and. County Judge Ed S. Pritchard
charged with the duties of watching ev-
ery move from the time the wall was
pulled off until the workmen's picks
hroke through into the cornerstone. The
Rew, F. E. Singleton pointed a finger
inta the cavity when the cormerstone
was broken open and said: “There's the
horned frog!" Eugene Day, an East-
land oilman, reached in and brought
out the living lizard by the tail.

After that Old Rip became one of the
most famous creatures on earth. First
Will Wood took his pet te the White
House for Coolidge to see. In St. Louis,
40,000 people turmed out to see the an-
cient toad. Oid Rip died on January 19,
1529, probably from the rigars of a thea-
trical tour. His body was embalmed
and is now on display in the Eastland
County courthouse

THE WITNESSES get angry if you
suggest there was some sieight of hand
when the cornerstone was opened. I've
spoken with many of those 1500 wit-
ness. They're all convinced the toad
taken from the stone in 1928 was the
same one placed there in 1887.
