Southwestern Public Ser­
vice was chosen for the 
honor by a panel of judges 
on the basis of its strong 
financial performance in 
the face of • difficult fuel 
supply situation, its inno­
vative efforts to solve the 
fuel problem, and ita 
success in bringing order 
to the rapid growth in its 
service territory.

Southwestern,  which was 
virtually 100 percent fuel­
ed by natural gas,  made a 
decision in 1972 to convert 
to a low-sulfur Wyoming 
coal. In August 1976, the 
company brought on line 
the first of three 350-MW 
coal-fired units. The sec­
ond unit went into service 
in mid-1978, and the third 
is due for completion in 
1980. As a result, South­
western has gone from a 
situation where the com­
pany had practically no 
coal generation in mid- 
1976 to approximately 25 
percent coal generation 
this year.

By 1985, the company 
expects to generate ap­
proximately 75 percent of 
its kWh from coal, thus 
insuring its customers of a 
continuous, economic and 
uninterrupted electrical 
supply for many years to 
come. "Significantly,”

TEXAS FUR TRADE 
Increased demands 

for Texas furs have boost­
ed the furbearer harvest 
and the 1978-79 season 
should show a continued 
increase in the number of 
pelts harvested across the 
state.

Included in this rich 
variety designated by law 
as furbearers are badgers,  
beavers, foxes (gray, red, 
kit and swift), mink, musk­
rats, opossums, river ot­
ters, raccoons, ringtails 
and skunks (striped, spot­
ted, hognosed and hood­
ed).

Although not presently 
classified as furbearers,  
coyotes, bobcats, weasels 
and nutria also are market­
ed for their furs. The new 
bobcat season in Nov. 15 • 
Feb. 15.-

Open season for the tak­
ing of furbearers for sale 
include: mink, Nov. 15 
through Jn.  15; muskrat,  
Nov. 15 through Mar. 15; 
and all other furbearing 
animals, Dec. 1 through 
Jan. 31.

A $5 resident trapping 
license is required of those 
who take for the purpose of 
barter or sale, and those 
who sell or offer for trade 
the pelts of any furbearing 
animals of the state.

A $200 non-resident t rap­
ping license entitles non­
residents to take for the 
purpose of barter  or sale 
the pelts of any fur-bear­
ing animal in Texas.

A $50 Beaver - Otter 
license is required of any 
resident of Texas to trap or 
take beaver or otter out­
side the county of his 
residence.

Total furbearing animal 
populations is unknown, 
but based on cecent har­
vest estimates,  it could 
number several million. 
This coupled with a repro­
ductive capacity averaging 
four young per litter, re­
veals the t remendous eco­
nomic and recreational po­
tential involved.

Soaring prices since 1975, 
brought about by an in­
creased demand for wild 
furs in Europe and the 
Orient, have focused na­
tional attention on the 
resource.

Trapping licenses in Tx. 
increased from approxi­
mately 5,000 during the 
72-73 season to more than 
32,900 during the 77-78 
season. The estimated 
number of furbearing ani­
mals harvested increased 
from 277,535 in 72-73 to 
1,026,800 in 77-78. The 
value of these furs rocket­
ed from $1,205,809 to 
more than $16 million dur ­
ing these six years.

Wholesale and retail fur 
dealers increased from 34 
to 106 respectively in the 
aformentioned years.

In addition to the growing 
army of trappers,  there are 
about 25,000 coon and cat 
hunters and 30,000 fox and 
coyote hunters who enjoy 
pursuing these furbearing 
predators with packs of 
baying hounds entirely for 
sport alone. Their expendi­
ture alone could be in the 
realm of $75 million an­
nually for their sport.

Even though hound men 
and trappers are the pri­
mary users of the furbear­
ing resource, they are not 
the only Texans whose 
recreational needs are ful­
filled and interests s t imu­
lated by these animals.

Landowners on whose 
land these animals dwell 
also have a vital interest in 
them. The p>redat<rrs fill 
an ecological toiche Md 
maintain a balance neces­
sary for the existance of all 
living things in a healthy 
state upon the land.

In March 1978, a state­
wide program was estab­
lished for furbearer man­
agement  with the primary 
objective to provide the 
greatest  possible sustain­
ed yield of furbearing ani­
mals for hunters and trap­
pers to harvest for mone­
tary gain.

The P&WD must obtain 
accurate information re­
garding the population of 
furbearing animals, their 
distribution, reproduction.

IN RELATION TO
THE LANDOWNER 

Hunting on someone 
e l se ’s land is a privilege 
and should be regarded as 
such.

It takes time and effort to 
get permission to hunt and 
much less time to close 
gates that you have open­
ed. A display of thought­
fulness of the rights of the 
one on whose land you 
hunt will insure future 
hunts.

Problems between land- 
owners and hunters affect 
all of the sportsmen and 
the P 4 W D .  More often, 
the problems are left with 
the landowner and excel­
lent hunting areas are 
posted by the owner who 
has had enough of policing 
up trash, chasing livestock 
that have wondered 
through open gates and 
examining damage  caused 
by a very small minority of 
hunters each season.
The majority of hunting 

in Texas is on private lands 
and continued violations of 
the landowners rights can 
only reduce the total prime 
hunting areas this fall for 
you and your children.

Let’s show our good man­
ners as the hunting sea­
sons continue this fall.

HUNTER PREPARATION
There is something 

about our national charac­
ter that makes most Tex­
ans feel they are born with 
a natural flair for shooting 
well which is not neces­
sarily so.

Preparation for hunting 
should include sighting-in 
of rifles and practice with 
shotguns,  physical condi­
tioning to be able to cope 
with the unaccustomed 
physical effort, study of 
the game, its habits and 
identification of game as 
well as other hunters.

It is not enough to shoot 
well. The hunter must also 
know when to shoot and 
when to lift his finger from 
the trigger.

Responsible conduct to­
ward the sport of hunting 
demands that the hunter 
do it well. The general 
public, while continuing to 
be tolerant of hunting, is 
less tolerant of ill-prepared 
hunters going afield.

The warm glow of a 
cheerful fire in a wood 
burning stove may be ir­
resistible. But before this 
cozy scenario becomes a 
reality, there is work to be 
done, says the Insurance 
Information Institute’s Tx. 
Insurance Information 
Center (TIIC).

Improperly installed 
stoves -  most notably the 
potbelly, the box, the 
Franklin -- Lcan be fire 
hazards in disguise' . '

The Inkfitdie advises po­
tential0 dtdv’e owner's to 
follow some important 
guidelines set forth by the 
National Fire Protection 
Association (NFPA) and 
Underwriters’ Laborato­
ries (UC) for purchasing^ 
installing and operating a 
wood burning stove.

The following guidelines 
are essential for safety: 
.. .Select a stove made of 
sturdy >in»attrial such as 
cast IroutW steel. Look for 
those listed by UL or other 
recognized testing labora­
tories. Used stoves should 
be checked carefully for 
cracks or other defects. 
. . .To determine where the 
stove can be best placed, 
make sure there is enough 
clearance between the 
stove and Doors, walls, 
and ceilings. At least 36 
inches. If adequate clear­
ance is impossible, near­
by combustible surfaces 
must be protected by a 
panel of fireproof material 
such as sheet metal or 
asbestos millboard spaced 
at least one inch from the 
wall.
. . .Place the stove on a 
fireproof base. Commonly 
used in one quarter inch 
asbestos millboard cover­
ed with sheet metal ex­
tending at least 18 inches 
beyond the ash removal

door.
...If using an existing fire­
place chimney, it must be 
sealed off below the stove­
pipe's point of entry to 
prevent toxic gases from 
backing up into the room. 
Have a mason or other 
qualified person inspect 
the chimney.
. . .Burn only dry, well sea­
soned wood. Green wood 
may cause a buildup of 
flammable creosote which 
could start a chimney fire.
.. .Open ^  window slightly , 
for v e n ^ t i o q n j f , !  ydMq 
house is securejy ipsulat- ■ 
ed.
.. .Dispose of ashes in a 
closed metal container out­
side {he house.

Prqperly ventilating a 
wood burning stove is ex­
tremely important to pre­
vent odorless toxic fumes 
from building up in the 
house. ^ u J 4 bnevfiftt
extend , . ^ove pip* ,
through a wall or ceiling 
unless there is no alter­
native. If it must go 
through a wall or ceiling, 
the pipe should be passed 
through a thimble which 
must be installed within 
the ventilation space. The 
thimble is a metal sleeve 
which should be at least 12 
inches larger in diameter 
than the stovepipe for 
insulation against flam­
mable wall or ceiling 
material.

Wood burning stoves 
were not designed for 
burning of trash or flam­
mable liquids; these mate­
rials could start a chimney 
fire.

The Institute urges wood 
burning stove owners to 
check and clean their 
chimney and stovepipes 
carefully before each sea­
son and make any needed 
repairs.

Dechant said, “ Contrary 
to the President 's  pro­
nouncements of the meat 
import bill being inflation­
ary, it would have exactly 
the opposite effect on 
future spiraling increases

in the price of beef  to 
consumers.  The counter­
cyclical formula contained 
in the legislation would 
have allowed more foreign 
imports into the country 
when domestic beef pro­
duction was insufficient to 
meet our needs,  and would 
have limited them in times 
of adequate U.S. produc­
tion. In effect what the 
President has done is to 
exacerbate the volatile 
swings in beef prices 
which are detrimental to 
both producers and con­
sume rs .”

The NFU spokesman also 
had harsh criticism for 
Stuart Eisenstat,  the Pre­
s ident’s Chief Domestic 
Policy Advisor, for advo­
cating lower returns for 
farmers than for other 
sectors of the economy, 
under the President’s 
wage and price guidelines.

“ Eisenstat’s comment 
that ‘We don' t  consider 
this (feed grain program) 
to be an unreasonable 
burden to bear for the 
fa rmers’, is so callous as to 
be grounds for his dis­
missal.  Furthermore,  
these actions show that 
what is voluntary for labor 
and industry,  is mandatory 
for farmers .”

Under the feed grain 
program which was an­
nounced by the President 
Saturday, farmers are ask­
ed to voluntarily set aside 
twenty percent of their 
feed grain acreage in order 
to be eligible for disaster 
and price support pro­
grams.

“ The set-aside first of all 
is too small, and the dime 
increase in the target price 
is not enough to get the 
producer participation in 
the program that we 
need ,”  Dechant said.

“ Holding farmers price 
increases to 2.5 percent for 
feed grains, as projected 
by Mr. Eisenstat,  while 
allowing wages to increase 
7 percent and prices to

increase up to 9.5 percent 
per year, will have further 
devastating effects on 
farm income,”  the Farm­
ers Union spokesman said.

“ The two actions taken 
by the Administration con­
firm the fact that they are 
willing to use farmers as

the ‘whipping boys'  for the 
anti-inflation program and 
further, are willing to sac­
rifice the Agricultural eco­
nomy for a cheap food 
policy. It is now impera­
tive that the new Congress 
convening in January take 
immediate action to re­

verse the disastrous de­
cisions announced by the 
President ,”  Dechant said.
