Farm Demonstration
Celebrates 75th Year

Extension’s technique for
teaching people--the farm
demonstration method
which began in Texas on
the Porter farm of Kauf-
man County in 1903, is
being used in much of the
world today, according to
Bailey County Agent
Spencer Tanksley.

The Walter C. Porter
farm near Terrell was the
site selected for the de-
monstration which was de-
signed to show farmers
how to use scientific
methods to increase yields
and income, said Tanks-
ley.

It’s Time
To Change;
Fall Back

Did you wonder why no
one was there when you
got to church this morn-
ing? If so, you may be
among the thousands of
people who forgot to move
their clock back at 2 a.m.
today (Sunday) for the
twice a year time change.
By doing so, you could
have slept an hour later
this morning, and still
made it to church on time.
Although unpopular, the
Daylight Savings Time,
which went into effect on
the last Sunday in April
has changed back to Cen-
tral Standard Time for the
next six months.

A rule of thumb to use to
know which way to turn
your clock has been de-
vised. It is ‘Spring For-
ward’ and ‘Fall Back.’
When you turn your clock
back amn hour, you will
actualy be sleeping an
hour later, and going to
bed an hour later at night.
Many persons have ob-
jected to the changing
back and forth of the clocks
twice each year, but most

states have traditionally
gone along with the
change.

Only a small handful of
states and U.S. posses-
sions have never turned
their clocks.

So, hope you had a good
night of sleep on Saturday
night, and didn't forget to
turn your clock back for the
next six months.

DRIFTING TOWARD
CONTROLS

For weeks the White
House has been laying the
groundwork for a Phase 2
anti-inflation program.
With each new piece of
bad news of how badly
Phase 1 is faring, the news
media report the Admini-
stration in Washington is
inching nearer the likeli-
hood of so-called voluntary
wage and price controls.
The tempo of this drum-
beating in advance of a
new battle plan picked up
when President Carter
spoke to a steelworkers’
union convention in Atlan-
tic City. The President
spoke obliquely of ‘‘re-
straint’’ and ‘‘sacrifice”’
and new proposals that
would be both ‘‘fair’’ and
‘‘tough.”’

Meanwhile, his chief in-
flation trouble - shooter,
Robert Strauss, says: ‘“‘We
are not getting at the
fundamentals of inflation
yet. We must do more.”’

When wholesale prices
for September surged up-
ward 0.9 percent, setting
off a new price shock
wave, the unofficial word
became even more speci-
fic: Reporters said a pro-
gram of guidelines impos-
ing a 7 percent cap on
wage increases and a 5.75
percent cap on prices was
under consideration.

The drift toward some
form of federal controls
seems unstoppable, ac-

cording to a chronology of
events by Dr. Richard L.
Lesher, president of the
Chamber of Commerce of
the United States, which
along with the AFL-CIO
opposes wage-price con-
trols.

Dr. Lesher, noting that
White House rejection of
controls in January had
turned soft by mid-sum-
mer, as inflation worsen-
ed, observed: ‘‘There is a
consistent pattern of wage-
price controls in the poli-
cies of the Carter admini-
stration.”’

Cut back on production of
new money, which is con-
trolled by government,
and 2. Produce more goods

worse?

When the government bor-
rows huge amounts of
money to finance budget
deficits, it tends to drive
up interest rates and to dry
up sources of money,
mainly at the expense of

business seeking capital
funds to invest in new
iohe

In a recent message to its
national membership, the

chiran of the Chamber

Vo e tordi vt N Sedig
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of Commerce of the United
States, Shearon Harris,
made the point that not
much can be done to curb
inflation if the government
continues to move ‘‘in the
opposite direction’' by
running repeated deficits,
even in good times.

““There is no question,’’ he
says, ‘‘but that govern-
ment is the main inflation-
ary force...through exces-
sive spending that breeds
huge budget through
tax policies that discour-
age saving and investing,
and stifle the productivity
improvements necessary

to restrain inflation...and

S
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through runaway regulat-
ions that impose ever-in-
creasing costs on business.
‘“To illustrate the size of
the problem, the federal
government’'s tax receipts
in 1950 averaged $260 per
capita. By 1977, the aver-
age rose to $1,634. That
tells you something about
the rapidly growing gov-
ernment scale in our
society,

‘‘It's not surprising, there-
fore,'‘says Harris, ‘‘that
inflation has become such
a plague.”’

Inflation averaged barely
more than 1 percent in the
1960’s but soared to an
average of almost 7 per-
cent in 1970-75. In this
year, it may run as high as
8 or 9 percent.

If you haven't noticed,
the federal debt--a product
of deficit budgeting -- is
rapidly moving toward the
trillion-dollar mark. It soon
will be an estimated $850
billion. In 1900 the Nation-
al debt at the end of the
fiscal year was $1 million.

Mr. Krueger voted in
favor of giving the District
of Columbia two U. S.
Senate votes while Senator
Tower voted against it. |
commend Senator Tower
for taking the more
thoughtful position on this
issue, for it is clear that an
objective look at this
matter demonstrates that
the District should not be
given such votes.

My first reaction to giving
the District of Columbia
voting representation in
Congress was maybe that

PLANS FOR SPRING
FLOWERING BULBS...
For an array of land-
scape color from spring
flowering bulbs such as
crocus, snowdrops and
winter aconite, plant now,
suggests a landscape hor-
ticulturist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension
Service.

a year and a half old. He
said buffalo requires little
attention to produce a
good carcass.

Buffalo do not need to
receive shots, as they carry
no disease, and need no
supplemental feed. He ex-
plained that he had sold
three of the buffalo that
were being processed, in
Muleshoe, and was having
the other three head pro-
cessed for himself.

Porter said that although
his family uses the buffalo,
he provides a head of beef
each year for a married
daughter, who said she
does not like buffalo meat.
‘“She does eat buffalo
when she comes home to
visit,”" he laughingly com-
mented.

He and his son farm and
have the buffalo operation
and explained that only
young buffalo makes a
really good eating type
meat. And, properly pre-
pared, mamy (people pre-
fer buffalotoisthe tradi
tional beef. G )

said buffalo cooked over

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edible. It must be removed
from the fire while it is still
‘red’ and it will then turn
brown, showing that it is
ready to eat. Most people
cook buffalo until it turns
brown, and at that time, it
is too tough and stringy to
be good.

By processing the six
buffalo, Porter said he still
has a herd of 11 on the
farm north of Clovis.
When asked if he plans to
expand his herd, he said
he did not, as there is not a
sufficient outlet for buffalo
in this part of the country.

He told of an operation in
Wyoming, where at least
3,000 head are produced
yearly. He said the opera-
tion in Wyoming even
includes a packing plant
and established outlets.

Careful skinning of the
animals was being con-
ducted by Shorty Aguirre,
an employee of Winkler
Meat Co., to presetve the
buffalo hides. Winkler in-
dicated he would be using
at least one of the skins
himself, to make a buffalo
rug for his home. Othef
skins were expected to B¢
used the same way. : ;

Many other observances
of Farm Demonstration
Month are being  held
throughout the state. A
special statewide salute
was held October 12 in
Dallas and at the Porter
farm.

Dr. Seaman A. Knapp, a
former president of lowa
State College and a special
agent for the U.S. De-
partment of Agriculture,
went to Terrell in 1903 at
the request of area citizens
to set up a demonstration
to ‘‘improve farming
methods.”’

Knapp asked them to find
a demonstration site and a
farmer who would farm
precisely as he recom-
mended. Local citizens
selected Walter Porter
from several volunteers
and also quickly raised
$1,000 to cover any losses
that might arise from
farming with ‘‘the new
methods.’’ But, the money
was not needed.

The farm demonstration
was a financial success,
and the technique spread
rapidly to other areas.
Soon, farm demonstrations
were evident in many
counties. And they are still
popular! There were 4,300
established in Texas last
year, including every
county in District Two.

A big is: > in the U.S,
Senate race here is a
signature. It is a big bold,
cursive signature, and it

belongs to Sen. John
Tower.
The three-term incum-

bent Republican uses the
signature in all his mess-
ages to underscore that he

forthrightly ‘‘Stands for
Texas." Specifically, he
declares that he stands

against the power grabs of
George Meany, the Demo-
cratic-dominated federal
government and the Rus-
sians.

But it is also used by the
Democratic candidate,
Congressman Bob Krue-
ger. A widely shown
Krueger TV commercial
simulates the Tower sig-
nature while declaring,
‘“After 17 long years, there
still is not one piece of
major legislation called the
John Tower bill."”’

The great signature war
is turning into one of the
most bitterly fought and
expensive elections of
1978. Both national parties
consider it one of the most
important of this year’s
Senate races.

The 53-year-old John
Tower is a political pheno-
menon in Texas. Elected
by a fluke in 1961 to take
then-Vice President Lyn-
don Johnson's seat, he has
been handily reelected
twice. Sen. Tower remains
the only Republican to win
a statewide race here in
100 years. All this in Texas
from a former political
science professor who is
only five-feet, six-inches
tall.

Bob Krueger, 43 years
old, meets this state’s
expected height require-
ments, standing six-feet,
three-inches. But there the
stereotype ends. He is a
Shakespearean scholar
and former English pro-
fessor and ‘dean at Duke
University, he returned to
his family home in New
Braunfels, Texas, and was
elected to Congress in
1974. His speech is more
reudite than down home,
and his appearance is
more formal than folksy.
Mr. Tower and TV
As of now, the race is
rated exceptionally close,
encouraging most Texas
Democrats to believe this
is the year they finally will
knock off their GOP neme-
sis. “‘Any time an incum-
bent is running even four
weeks before an election,
he has had it,"”" ventures
one politician here. But
another top Texas Demo-
cratwarns itis a mistake to
underestimate Sen. John
Tower: ‘‘Tower uses TV
better than anybody in this
state; he has got that deep
voice, and you can’t tell he
is so short.”’

Whatever happens, it is
going to be a rough-and-
tumble, Texas-style finish.
Ideologically, the two men
aren’t that far apart. John
Tower tends to be staunch-
ly conservative while Bob

Krueger is moderately
conservative. But the two
ex-professors are not en-
gaged in an academic de-
bate. Indeed, they down-
right dislike each other.

"“The difference is | have
a political philosophy and
he does not,”” asserts Sen.
Tower. Charging that his
foe is ‘‘uninhibited by the
truth,”" he adds: "‘Krueger
is so driven by personal
ambition he will do any-
thing.”’

Bob Krueger feels just as
strongly about his oppon-
ent. ““John Tower always
has thrived on fear and
division; he is a fear
monger,’" he charges.
What's more, Mr. Krueg-
er maintains, Mr. Tower
isn't an effective Senator:
‘‘He’'s a nonachiever in a
state of achievers.”

The two are spending
enormous sums of money
to deliver these attacks.
Although unopposed in the
May Republican primary,
Sen. Tower still spent over
$1.4 millin and overall is
expected to spend more
than $4 million in his effort
to get reelected. Rep.
Krueger probably will
spend around $2.5 million,
coming closer to matching
Sen. Tower than the GOP
Senator’s previous oppon-
ent.

Nowhere is campaign
money more essential than
in this huge and diverse
state. Texas has 17 major
media markets, 61 tele-
vision stations, 350 radio
stations, 101 daily news-
papers and more than 600
weekly papers. The geo-
graphical dimensions for a
political campaign are
awesome: There are 254
counties, and it is farther
from Brownsville to Ama-
rillo than it is from New
York to Chicago.

So the two candidates are
relying on the media to get
their messages across.
One bloc is getting spe-
cial attention: the Mexi-
can-Americans, who con-
stitute about 12 percent of
the vote here. Sen. Tower
is advertising heavily on
Spanish-speaking radio
stations. He stresses his
support for bilingual edu-
cation and minority bisn-
ness and notes that his
administrative assistant is
a Mexican-American. He
expects to get up to one
third of this vote, which
would be critical in a close
race. The incumbent, how-
ever, is making little effort
to attract the black vote,
which is about 10 percent
of the electorate.

Rep. Krueger, who has a
solid pro - civil rights
record, is confident he will
get the lion’s share of the
Mexican-American vote
and the black vote. He
assails as ‘‘disgraceful”’
Sen. Tower’s votes against
civil-rights bills, the voting
rights acts and a proposed
constitutional amendment
to give the District of
Columbia representation
in Congress.

The overall campaign ef-
forts for both candidates
consist largely of charges
and countercharges. Bas-

ed on their advertise-
ments, press releases,
speeches and interviews,
here is what they are
telling Texans:

Bob Krueger, according
to the Tower campaign, is
a pawn of big labor; he
voted this year for the
so-called labor-law reform
bill, which passed the
House but which was kill-
ed by a Senate filibuster.
One ad shows John Tower
manfully resisting a big
bull-dozer driven by AFL-
CIO President George
Meany, who has a piece of
paper in his pocket saying,
‘““Krueger’s vote.”” The
Senator even dismisses
Rep. Krueger's efforts to
deregulate natural . gas:
‘““Krueger made a miser-
able showing in the House.
He was only interested in

covering himself with
glory."’
Moreover, the two-term

Democratis depicted as an
‘‘overly ambitious million-
aire’” with an atrocious
absentee record. In one
Tower radio commercial, a
scatterbrained woman pur-
porting to be a receptionist
in the Congressman's of-
fice tells an inquiring call-
er the lawmaker didn’t
vote on bills relating to
gun control, agriculture,
tuition tax credits or the
military. But she adds he
did vote for the labor-law
bill--*“You know, the AFL-
CIO bill.”

On the other hand, Sen.
Tower paints himself as a

man of principle who
stands up against the
Panama Canal treaties,

against big labor and for a
strong military. He fre-
quently notes that U.S.
News and World Report
magazine has rated him
one of the five most influ-
ential Senators.

Rep. Krueger also stress-
es the issue of Mr. Tower’s
influence, or rather what
he says is the lack of it.
Although the Senator is
the ranking GOP member
on the Armed Services
Committee, his opponent
charges that 11 military
bases have closed in Texas
because ‘‘John Tower was
not tending to your busi-
ness.”” He dismisses the
incumbent’'s seniority in
the Senate: ‘‘Senfority
only means something if
you are in the majority
party.”’

On issues, he criticizes
Sen. Tower's support for a
big GOP-sponsored tax cut
as ‘‘dishonest’’ because
the plan isn’t accompanied
by comparable spending
cuts, And he says John
Tower has been ‘‘insensi-
tive’’ to minorities, the
elderly and farmers.
‘‘John Tower has operated

a closed shop for 17
years,”” Rep. Krueger
argues. ‘‘We can't have a
Senator whose door is

open only to big business
and big cities.”’

By contrast, the Demo-
cratic lawmaker says that
he sees all sorts of diverse
groups and has been an
independent and effective
advocate; specifically, he
says natural-gas deregula-
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tion started moving
seriously through legisla-
tive channels only after he
started pushing it. “‘Texas
has an opportunity for
national leadership (in the
Senate) such as we have
not had in recent years,”
he declares.

Most of the rhetoric is
more emotional than edify-
ing.

Mr. Krueger’s Record

In reality, Bob Krueger is
a hard-working and highly
regarded lawmaker. His
attendance record in the
House has been poor this
year only while he was
home campaigning in a
tough primary and in the
current campaign. He did
play a key role in the gas
deregulation fight, al-
though the final bill to
gradually phase out price
controls isn’t supported by
either candidate.

Moreover, Bob Krueger
hardly is a George Meany
lackey; he voted against
several labor-backed mea-
sures, and he usually
champions business inte-
rests on regulatory and tax
issues. He has forged a
fragile coalition, appealing
to conservatives with his
pro-business record on
economic issues while at-
tracting liberals due to his
civil-rights stance and his
intellectual background.

But he is also a politician
every bit as calculating as
he is independent. Some

Itis time for a last minute

checkup. Look at your
automobile registration
plate.

Does the validation stick-
er expire in October, 1978?
If so, you have until
October 31 to get a new
validation sticker for your
vehicle.

R.W. Townsley, director
of the Motor Vehicle Divi-
sion of the State Depart-
ment of Highways and
Public Transportation, re-
minded motorists today
that they should have re-
ceived October renewal re-
gistration applications by
mail.

If you do not have the
new three-part registration
renewal card, you must
take your most recent re-
gistration receipt, car title
and the registration fee to
your county tax assessor-
collector to obtain a new
validation sticker. Many
county assessors-collectors
twill not accept checks and
require cash or money
orders with the applica-
tion.

Under the new year-
around registration law,
about 700 thousand vehicle
registrations expire each
month. They must be re-
newed for one year during
the month of registration,
since the last of the short-
term transition registra-
tions expired in Septem-
ber.

The staggered registra-
tion system was conceived
to eliminate long lines at
the last minute when more
than 10 million registra-
tions were filed in two

months. You can make the
short lines shorter still by
promptness in registering
your vehicle.
