Dialysis Machine Now
Used In Local Home

Following a mini-medical 
course, along with psychological 
tests, a dietician test, and 
mechanical tests. Earl Ladd Jr. 
has come home to Muleshoe 
with the first dialysis machine in 
Muleshoe.

After kidney failure from dia­
betes last October, Ladd be­
came a patient at the South 
Plains Dialysis Center in Lub­
bock where he stabilized on the 
machine before he brought it to 
the Ladd home this week.

For five hours each time, three 
times a week, his blood is 
circulated through the machine 
and purified to remove poison 
and urea from the blood as he 
sits in a chair and waits.

As he trained at the dialysis 
center in Lubbock. Mrs. Ladd 
trained right with him as his 
'back-up'. This was required, 
along with a three month stabili­
zation, before he could come 
home.
The Ladds were both required 

to learn medical terms which 
explained complications which 
could arise from the use of the 
machine and how to handle 
them; mechanics for mainten­

ance and quick repairs of the 
machine; a dietician test to 
determine the very stringent 
diet required for Ladd and were 
given a psychological test to 
determine stability, emotional 
level and other factors in the use 
of the dialysis machine.

"The secret of success with the 
dialysis machine," commented 
Ladd, "is mental attitude and 
diet." He explained that both he

Jailkreaker

In Muleshoe

Three jailbreakers from the 
Lamb County jail in Littlefield 
found they enjoyed short free­
dom Wednesday after the third 
and final jailbreaker was cap­
tured in Muleshoe around 10 
p.m.

According to a Lamb County 
Deputy Sheriff, the trio man­
aged to slide through a very 
narrow duct in the jail around 8 
p.m., with two of the group 
being picked up in Littlefield 
shortly after the impromptu 
escape.

Acting on information receiv­
ed, Muleshoe was notified that 
the third jailbreaker was possib­
ly enroute west on Highway 84, 
Muleshoe prepared to intercept 
the vehicle occupied by the 
would-be escape. After a chase 
by the sudan city marshal, the 
vehicle and its four occupants 
was stopped on West American 
Blvd. in Muleshoe and the four 
taken into custody for Lamb 
County officers.

Legislation Causes 
Reduction Of Funds
Holding the 1976-1977 School 

Budget with only an increase of 
$3,648 over the 1975-’76 budget 
failed to make up the difference 
with the loss of some $29,940 in 
federal funds and $141,732 in 
state funds for Muleshoe 
Schools.
This was the final budget 

figures for the upcoming school 
year, as reported to the mem­
bers of the Muleshoe Indepen­
dent School Baord Board of 
Trustees during the official bud­
get hearing early Thursday mor­
ning.

As a result of the loss of state 
and federal funding, a school 
tax increase was necessary, 
explained the board as they 
raised taxing to the approximate 
book value of 100 percent and 
lowered the tax rate. The new 
rate is $1.04 w hich is a decrease 
of .80 in the rate and an increase 
of 55 percent in the assessment. 
Overall, it means approximately 
a 25 percent increase in school 
taxes.

Not only has Muleshoe been 
faced with a tax increase, ex­
plained Superintendent Neal 
Dillman, but all schools in the 
state have been affected by the 
loss in state and federal fund­
ing. Checking area papers has 
borne out the fact that in all 
school districts there has been a 
24 to 27 percent increase in 
school taxes for this year.

At this time, total valuation of 
the county is $104,873,480 
which is $59,252,580 more than 
last year, and is a result of new 
property added to the tax roll, 
explained Dillman, and chang­
ing from the 45 percent assess­
ment to 100 percent book value.

Instruction has been lowered in 
the new budget to $1,192,120 a 
decrease of $34,575 from last 
year. As a result of paring the 
budget, three teachers have 
been dropped from State and 
Local Programs and one teacher 
and seven aides have been

General Welfare, an 
educational atmosphere, dignity 
of the individual, decency and 
pride in our schools and com­
munity. the following Dress 
Policy for students will be 
followed:

1. No shorts or cut offs of any 
kind are to be worn by students.
2. Shirts tailored in the style of 

man's undershirts shall not be 
worn (No tank-style shirts) by 
students.
3. Shirts with advertising of 

such things as alcoholic bever­
ages, tobacco, etc., or shirts 
with imprintings of poor taste 
shall not be worn by students. 
Neatness in dress for the occa­
sion for which it is used shall be 
appropriate at all times.

4. Hair must be well groomed, 
clean, out of the eyes and worn 
in a manner generally accepta­
ble to general community stan­
dards prevailing in the school 
district.

5. Blouses and shirt tails 
designed to be worn inside of 
skirts or trousers must be worn 
in that manner. Blouses and

shirt tails designed to be worn 
on outside of skirts or trousers 
must cover the "mid riff" and 
backs in the standing, sitting, or 
bending position.

6. In the interest of each and 
everv student's health, safety,

footwear must be
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and welfare, 
worn.

7. Students will wear belts on 
trousers tailored with belt loops.
8. No conspicuous or ridiculous 

costumes can be worn that will 
distract other students' atten­
tion and detract from a learning 
environment.

9. The factors that should be 
considered in selecting clothing 
and determining over-all good 
grooming that will contribute to 
a good learning atmosphere are: 
Neatness, Cleanliness, Comfort, 
Trimness, Modesty, Discreet­
ness. and Non-Embarassment 
to the wearer or others.

10. This policy is not designed 
in an effort to make every look 
or dress alike. It is written in the 
belief that young people should 
be encouraged to take pride in 
their personal appearance, for it 
has been demonstrated many 
times that there is a direct 
relationship between dress and 
behavior. If young men and 
women take pride in their 
personal appearance, they will 
also take pride in their personal 
behavior, habits, and achieve­
ments.

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Comptroller 
Gives July 
Collections

Comptroller Bob Bullock said 
the July enforcement program 
of his Lubbock district office 
totaled $110,667 in field collec­
tions and revealed through au­
dits $48,041 in additional taxes 
owed the state.

Bullock said the office conduc­
ted 25 audits during July, 
yielding an average $105 in 
additional taxes owed per audit 
hour.
The Comptroller emphasized 

that collections by the Lubbock 
office are in addition to state 
taxes routinely paid from the 
Lubbock area directly to Austin. 
"This is money we can't put in 

the bank until we go out and get 
it,” said Bullock.
Statwide field collections by 

the Comptroller's 36 district 
offices totaled $4.9 million dur­
ing July, with the combined 
audit efforts producing $3.3 
million in additional revenue 
owed the state.

Hullock said field audits alone 
totaled $15 million for the month 
-- compared to $18.6 million for 
the entire calendar year 1974.

In-state audits during July 
totaled $11.7 million, while au­
dits of out-of-state Firms totaled 
53.3 million, said the Comptrol­
ler.
< "Investing in a sound, aggres­
sive audit program is better 
khan hitting it lucky on the stock 
imarket," said Bullock.

The Comptroller said field 
audits and enforcement officer 
desk examinations have turned 
up $88.6 million during fiscal 
1976 so far. exclusive of field 
collections.

Also Friday, Bullock mailed 
checks totaling $14.5 million to 
659 cities and towns as their 
August rebate check of the 
one-cent city sales tax they 
collect.

The August remittance checks 
brought the calendar year total 
of city sales tax rebates to 
$173.1 million, he said.

eye.

Since a kidney doctor moved to 
Lubbock approximately two 
years ago. some 38-40 patients 
are at the dialysis center at one 
time from throughout the south­
west. The Ladds said that as far 
as they know, their home dialy­
sis machine is the first in 
Muleshoe. In the past, for 

I dialysis treatment, patients 
were required to go to Dallas or 
Albuquerque.

He will be on the machine 
permanently unless research 
comes up with something better 
he added, although he did say 
he had no complaints, as the 
alternative was to die from 
poisons collecting in his system. 
One corner of the living room 

in the Ladd home has been 
offset and converted to a dialy­
sis treatment room, with the 
chair, a sink, closet to accomo­
date the special water required 
for the machine, wastebasket 
and table to hold the centrifuge. 
The centrifuge is used to check 
Ladd's blood, although he is 
required to report to doctors in 
Lubbock once a month for a 
thorough checkup.

When not on the machine. 
Ladd can do almost a day's 
work, although he does have 
lifting limitations because of the 
special arm surgery. He said 
that three or four years ago, cost 
for a dialysis treatment was 
some $375 for each treatment. 
Now treatments can be conduct­
ed at the center for $150 each 
treatment, but for such people 
as he. who takes the home

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training, costs are cut into 
approximately half the $150 
required.

He issued a word of optimism 
for persons who have kidney 
problems. Ladd said there arc- 
several areas to check into for 
financial aid for Ihe expense 
involved. They are through Me­
dicaid. administered through 
Social Security, The Texas Kid­
ney Foundation or the VA.

Ladd exhibited some of the 
things done in the event of an 
emergency with the machine, 
such as power failure. The 
machine has a pump which can 
be operated manually to return 
his blood to his body, it also has 
lights and buzzers in case of 
malfunction.

When the cleansing process is 
completed, a saline solution is 
run through the tubes to clean 
the tubes and prepare the 
machine for the next use. Ap­
proximately one teaspoon, or 
less, of blood is lost each time 
the machine is used, although 
he said he could lose up to a 
quart of blood in case of an 
emergency, such as a fire, and 
not be in a dire situation. In the 
event of an emergency, the 
Ladds were taught, clamp off 
the tubes, remove the needles 
and leave the machine.
They are optimistic and en­

couraged others who may face 
the same situation to check into 
the home dialysis treatments.

The Northwest Texas Chapter 
of the Myasthenia Gravis Foun­
dation announces the date for 
the Melba Bandy Masters Me­
morial Clinic for Myasthenia 
Gravis patients. It will be held 
September 3 and 4, 1976, at the 
Hi-Plains Hospital in Hale Cen­
ter. The free patient clinic has 
been funded by a trust set up by 
the E.E. Masters family of 
Cotton Center and Amarillo, in 
memory of E.E. (Melba) Mas­
ters who was a victim of 
myasthenia gravis. The fund is 
maintained through contribu­
tions, enabling the free clinic to 
become an annual affair. The 
time will be 10:00 a.m. each 
day.

Dr. J.E. Tether of Indianapolis 
will be in Hale Center to conduct 
the clinic, and he will be 
assisted by the medical staff of 
Hi-Plains Hospital. Dr. Tether is 
a noted authority on the diagno­
sis and management of Myas- 
thenis Gravis, having been ac­
tive in the field for over 20 
years. He is Professor of Neur­
ology at the University of Indi­
ana School of Medicine, and is 
the physician in charge of the 
Myasthenia Gravis Clinic, at the 
Indiana University Medical Cen­
ter. As a member of the 
National Foundation of Myas­
thenia Gravis, Dr. Tether has 
served on the Medical Advisory 
Board since its inception, and is 
the author of several textbooks 
and articles on myasthenia gra­
vis.
The Northwest Texas Chapter 

supports free patient clinics and 
a Drug Bank where the myas­
thenia patient can buy the 
essential medicine at less cost.

The Chapter also sends out 
educational literature to pa­
tients. and has available "A 
Nurse’s Manual" which will be 
sent on request. They also 
handle many letters regarding 
myasthenia gravis problems.
J.E. McVicker of Muleshoe is 

the chapter chairman, E.E. 
Masters, Cotton Center, is Trea­
surer, and Mrs. H.J. Carlisle, 
Plainview, is the Secretary.

Myasthenia Gravis is a neuro­
muscular disease, characterized 
by varying weakness of the 
voluntary muscles of the body. 
It is aggravated by exertion, 
emotion, infection, or stress. It 
is relieved, in part, by rest and 
anticholinesterase drugs. Onset 
may be insidious or sudden. The 
initial symptom may only be 
unusual fatigability, which may 
be accompanied by aching in the 
neck, back, or legs in milder 
cases. Ptosis of one or both 
eyelids, blurred vision due to 
difficult focus, or actual diplopia 
are the most frequent early 
signs and symptoms. Slurring, 
nasal tones, jaw weakness, and 
fatigue on chewing may occur in 
early or more severe cases. 
Many complain of arm fatigue 
on reaching up, as in the care of 
hair or in shaving. Legs tire on 
stairs or short walks, or may 
collapse without warning.

On Friday evening, September 
3 at 7:30 in the evening, a 
meeting of the Northwest Texas 
Chapter of Myasthenia Gravis 
will be held in the Dining Room 
of the Hi-Plains Hospital in Hale 
Center.

Now That I Have In-Laws, 
What Do l Call Them

Editor’s note: This is second of 
a four-part series on in-law 
relationships. Part two deals 
with deciding how to address 
parents-in-law.

COLLEGE STATION -- What 
to call their parents-in-law after 
marriage makes some couples 
highly ill-at-ease. Debby John­
son. a family life education 
specialist, says.

"The terms ‘Mr.’ or 'Mrs.' 
used before marriage may con­
tinue, or another means of 
address may be substituted. But 
some simply do not know what 
to call their parents-in-law — so 
they do not call them anything," 
she said.

Miss Johnson is with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service, 
The Texas A&M University 
System.

“ Research indicates that cou­
ples who refer to their parents- 
in-law by an affectionate term, 
such as a first name, nickname, 
or a parental term (mom, mo­
ther, dad) tend to have more 
satisfying relationships with 
their in-laws than those who 
continue to use 'Mr.' and ‘Mrs.’ 

“ Each have their own advan­
tages and disadvantages. For 
example, many couples object to 
using a mother- or father-relat­
ed term, contending that the 
parent-in-law is not their mother 
orfather.

"For some, the use of ‘Mr. or

'Mrs.' does not imply a close, 
warm and loving relationship 
between family members. Many 
young couples today would pre­
fer to be on a first-name basis 
with their parents-in-law -  it 
denotes for them a casual yet 
warm friendship on an equal 
basis," she said.

But the best solution seems to 
be for the parents-in-law to 
indicate their preferences to 
their son- or daughter-in-law. 
But each couple will have to deal 
with the situation individually, 
she said.

"So if you are a parent-in-law 
and think your new son or 
daughter may not know what to 
call you, discuss it with him or 
her, and decide together," she 
said.

Research and management 

programs have improved every 
stage of swine production in the 
last 15 years -• that is, every 
stage but one, fertility, accord­
ing to Dr. Leif H. Thompson, 
animal science professor at Tex­
as Tech University in Lubbock.

Dr. Thompson is presenting 
results of one of his swine

reproduction studies during the 
68th annual meeting of the 
American Society of Animal 
Science at Texas A&M Universi­
ty August 15-18.

Studies by Thompson and his 
associates indicate swine repro­
duction probably could be im­
proved if more emphasis were

State Regulates Private 
Security Handgun Use
“ All security guards in Texas 

who carry a handgun in the 
course of their duties are in 
violation of State law if they 
have not obtained a Security 
Officer Commission from the 
Texas Board of Private Investi­
gators and Private Security A- 
gencies,” stated Wayne N. 
Whatley, Executive Director of 
the Board.

Whatley went on to say, “To­
day is the day of the hired gun in 
America. Private security has 
grown dramatically because of 
the fear of crime which now 
pervades our entire society. The 
citizenry is turning to armed 
private security guards, in actu­
ality ‘hired guns' for protection. 
Last year $23.6 billion was lost 
to ordinary crimes against busi­
nesses alone with an expected 
loss of $26.2 billion in 1976.

"The need for better private 
security in terms of training and 
screening of private security 
guards becomes obvious in en­
suring better crime prevention 
and preventing commissioning 
of unqualified persons. All 
guards must receive special 
training and their fingerprints 
processed through the Texas 
Department of Public Safety. 
Failure to comply with the law 
or falsifying training affidavits 
is a serious offense," stated 
Whatley.
The Texas Legislature enacted 

new amendments to the law in 
1975 which make it a criminal 
offense punishable by a fine not 
to exceed $500 or imprisonment 
in the county jail not to exceed 
one year or both for a private 
security officer to carry a hand­
gun during performance of du­
ties if the Board has not issued 
him a security officer commis­
sion. The employer of the 
private security officer is subject 
to the same criminal punish­
ment for this violation of the 
law. The law applies to both 
contract private security firms 
and those private businesses 
who employ their own armed 
security personnel.

Since the law and Board Rules 
implementing the program have 
become effective some 9,000 
temporary security officer com­
missions have been issued with 
the Board processing hundreds 
of applications per week. “ This 
is expected to increase," said 
Whatley, "as our enforcement 
program swings into full gear. 
We have given everyone plenty 
of time to become familiar with 
the law and to get their applica­
tions in. Anyone needing to 
make application should contact

the State Board by calling 
512-475-3944 or writing P.O. 
Box 13509, Capitol Station, Aus­
tin. Texas 78711. While enforce­
ment of the law is the Board's 
responsibility, we are receiving 
full cooperation from law en­
forcement agencies throughout 
the State. Citizens can also 
report violations directly to the 
Board."

School Safety  
Receives Boost 
From State Law

As nearly three million Texas 
students return to public, pri­
vate and parochial schools, the 
threat of traffic accidents has
increased.

Ken Nevil, administrator of the 
Office of Traffic Safety, said, 
“ During 1975, 562 persons un­
der the age of 18 were killed in 
traffic accidents. This repre­
sents and increase of nearly five 
percent over the previous 
year.”

Nevil said many motorists are 
acutely aware of the dangers 
during the first few days of 
school but many then forget the 
hazards as time passes.
Calling attention to the impas­

sive attitudes by some drivers, 
Nevil said, “These school aged 
youngsters are in their prime 
and nearing the threshold of 
adulthood. But. the pathetic 
killing of these students 
removes their chances to be 
productive citizens.”
To work toward reduction of 

school related accidents, Nevil 
said the Office of Traffic Safety 
would continue working with the 
Texas Education Agency, relat­
ed associations, and the many 
schools across Texas to get 
teachers and students involved 
in traffic safety. “ We are conti­
nuing the Ranger Kit Program, 
which allows students to partici­
pate in about ten hours of 
instruction on traffic safety. 
Additionally, we are developing 
other classroom packages relat­
ing to bicycle, pedestrian, and 
passenger safety. By working 
with elementary level students, 
we think we can develop atti­
tudes that will remain positive 
during their formative years. 
We trust many of these behav­
iors will be carried with them as 
they begin to drive automobiles. 
Admittedly, our plan is long 
range, but we think education is 
the ultimate solution to the 
traffic safety problems of Tex­
as," concluded Nevil.

placed on selecting herd re­
placement gilts for stress resis­
tance and fertility characteris­
tics.

Less emphasis should be plac­
ed on growth rate when select­
ing gilts to rebuild herds, 
Thompson said.

“ Especially in swine produc­
tion, the trend has been to breed 
the well-muscled animals," he 
said, “ but the fact is these 
well-muscled animals are often 
poor reproducers -  especially 
under stress conditions."

Thompson said the ideal situ­
ation would be to breed a gilt 
with low susceptibility to stress, 
high tendency to bear large 
littlers and acceptable muscling 
qualities. However, since breed­
ing in recent years has aimed at 
feed-weight-gain efficient hogs 
and carcass traits and not at the 
other two traits, a gilt with all 
four qualities is difficult to find, 
he said.

A recent study of hormone 
levels and fertility shows that 
gilts more susceptible to stress 
such as confinement prove to be 
late breeders while under the 
stress conditions, the animal 
scientist said.

"Reproductive cycling in con­

finement is the problem because 
the gilts have to be taken to 
outdoor breeding facilities to 
begin the estrous cycle. If gilts 
were selected for stress resis­
tance, then the cycling might 
occur without need for moving 
the gilts," Thompson conti­
nued.

Prior research had shown that 
environmental stress causes 
more of a hormone labeled 
ACTH -  for adreno cortiocotro- 
pic hormone -- to be circulated 
in animals.
Thompson hoped to determine 

whether increased amounts of 
ACTH in gilts decreased levels 
of the fertility hormones and 
thus delayed or reduced repro­
ductive performance in the gilts.
Two groups of crossbred gilts 

were used in the study. One 
group of 21 was reared in 
confinement but moved to out­
door breeding facilities after 189 
days. Another group of 28 was 
reared in confinement but mov­
ed only to four pens in the same 
confinement finishing house af­
ter 186 days. Blood samples 
were taken, immediately refri­
gerated and checked for levels 
of ACTH at two specific times 
following each move.

I he confined group was also 
moved to the outside breeding 
area aft'-r 31 days in the four 
pens. Again ACTH levels were
checked at two specific times 
following the move.

Results of the tests show that 
•he higher the ACTH in the 
gilts' blood, the longer period of 
time required for gilts to reach 
puberty, Thompson said.
However, he said, the relation­

ship wasn't as strong as the 
scientists would have liked.

“ Levels of ACTH are constant­
ly changing, and the mere 
handling of the hogs and collect­
ing of blood could have caused 
some increases in ACTH in the 
hogs.” Thompson said.

In another effort, now under­
way, Thompson and his associ­
ates are taking urine samples 
from groups of gilts in order to 
check levels of a second stress 
related hormone, cortisol. Corti­
sol formation is stimulated by 
the presence of ACTH, Thomp­
son said, but cortisol is much 
easier to collect than ACTH, and 
the collection does not disturb 
the normal activity of the hogs.

“ Stress susceptible animals 
should produce five times as 
much cortisol as those hogs 
non-susceptible," he said. "We 
should find an even more nega­
tive relationship between corti­
sol and reproductive perfor­
mance in stress situations."
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Pioneer Delivers Hearing Results
Pioneer Natural Gas Company 

today delivered detailed gas 
purchase information to the 
various city governments 
throughout its West Texas sys­
tem. The packets contain com­
pany testimony and exhibits for 
Pioneer's hearing to be held 
before the Texas Railroad Com­
mission (RRC) in Austin, on 
September 14 1976.

In May, Pioneer petitioned the 
RRC for a Special hearing to 
enable Pioneer to publicly re­
view its cost of gas for its West 
Texas system, to evaluate the 
correctness of the company’s 
cost-of-gas adjustment, as well 
a to determine the appropriate­
ness of the policies of Pioneer in 
maintaining its gas supply.

In announcing this action. K.B. 
Watson, Pioneer President said, 
“ We are confident that Pioneer 
gas acquisition practices have 
been in the best interest of West 
Texas. Our testimony shows 
that we have the lowest gas 
costs of larger companies in 
Texas and, in spite of this, we 
have been able to buy more gas 
than we have sold in each of the 
past two years.”

Watson went on to say, “ With­
out these purchases Pioneer 
would have been unable to fulfill

its gas commitments to custo­
mers." He said the Pioneer’s 
West Texas system has a peak- 
day requirement of approxi­
mately 598,000 Mcf. As of July 
1, 1973, Pioneer had a daily, 
availability of 544,281 Mcf from 
its old lower price contracts. By 
July I, 1975, the daily availabili­
ty from these older contracts 
had decreased to 295,444 Mcf. 
“This reduction in deliverability 
from Pioneer’s old contracts 
would have drastically reduced 
Pioneer’s ability to serve its 
customers’ requirements had 
not Pioneer continued to pur­
chase new gas," Watson said.

The approximately 700 pages 
of material furnished to the 
various cities contains state­

ments by Pioneer officials as 
well as exhibits of various' 
contracts and documents used 
by the company in its gas 
acquisition and distribution ac­
tivities.

In commenting on the material 
given the cities, Watson said, 
"The testimony clearly demon­
strates the continued need for 
the cost-of-gas adjustment, if 
the company is to maintain its 
current excellent gas supply 
position.”
The hearing in Austin on 

September 14, will be open to all 
interested parties and will be 
held in the Ernest O. Thompson 
building, 10th and Colorado 
streets, starting at 9:00 a.m.

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All For One, Or Nothing...?
GUEST EDITORIAL

Now that the curtain has come down an the 
Republican Convention and the delegates have 
chosen the team to lead them in battle against the 
Democrats, one big question still remains.

Put simply, it is: Can or will the two factions who 
have waged a bitter eight-month struggle now join 
forces for a two-month showdown with Jimmy 
Carter and Sen. Walter F. Mondale?

Or. worded a bit differently, are those who call 
themselves Republicans - of whatever conservative 

'philosophy - willing to work together not only to 
perhaps win in November, but to ‘‘save" the 
party?

In choosing President Gerald Ford to head the 
ticket over the very strong bid of challenger Ronald 
Reagan, the Republicans have chosen wisely, in 
our estimation.

Mr. Ford, considering the circumstances in which 
he assumed the presidency, the fact that he has 
had to deal with a heavily dominated Democratic 
Congress and that he has had almost as much 
criticism within his party as from the Democrats, 
has done a most respectable job.

Basically, he has steered the nation on a steady 
course, both in the domestic and foreign areas.

He has managed to •'tame” through his wise use 
of the veto and his appeal to a growing number of 
concerned Americans some of the irresponsible 
acts and legislation of a runaway Congress.

He has brought a wholesome approach to the 
White House, both as a family man and as one of 
the world’s most powerful men. In brief, through a 
dignified and honest "partnership” with those he 
has served, he has attempted to restore confidence 
in the American way of life.

All of this may mean nothing to the disappointed 
backers of Ronald Reagan.

It well may be that the Californian’s supporters 
will follow him into political "retirement” and sit 
on their hands or stay away from the polls come 
November.
This would be suicide - for President Ford, for the 

Republican Party and perhaps even for the nation.
The basic philosophies of Mr. Ford and Mr. 

Reagan are not that far apart. Mr. Reagan waged 
an intensive, honorable and forthright battle.

His efforts brought into focus some of the issues 
which needed to be discussed. In so doing, he 
performed a service to the Republican Party, and 
to the nation.
The zeal and organizational ability of the Reagan 

forces must be admired for the manner in which 
they turned the challenger’s campaign around and 
made him a most viable candidate in midstream, 
so to speak.

But, if their efforts are to count for anything, if 
they are to gain any respectability as responsible 
Republicans and as American citizens, then they 
will throw that same effort behind President Ford.

Anything less and the whole exercise of the past 
eight months, as well as their high-sounding 
pledges of wanting to help move America forward 
will go for nought.

The Speaker 
Reports

AUSTIN— The State De­

partment of Highways and 
Transportation is inflation- 
strapped and cash-short and 
we must supply a transfusion 
if Texas is to maintain a 
level o f repair on its roads 
and com plete needed new 
construction.

If we do not support our 
highway system , then we 
will be impairing the eco­
nomic vitality and mobility 
which we have in this sta te  
today. The resulting losses 
will be in jobs, new busi­
nesses, goods and services 
and above all the well-being  
of our people who use our 
highways and roads.

Therefore, I believe dedi­
cating three-fourths of the 
motor vehicle sales tax to  
the Highway Fund has merit.
It is a method I have sug­
gested for several months 
and one with which Gover­
nor Briscoe agrees.

I would likewise support 
the governor's position on 
dedication revenues from 
taxes on item s such as tires, 
parts and accessories.

Before we go further, 
however, we need to have a 
full accounting of what af­
fect additional steps in sup­
plying funds from general 
revenue would have on the 
sta te  treasury.

I have commended the 
Highways and Transporta­
tion Department for first 
looking at itse lf and recog­
nizing that there were many 
places where it could reduce 
itse lf and strip fat and cost.

The result has been a re­
duction in the size  of the

department and this has 
been good for the sta te . I 
would not want to see any 
new funds used to re-estab­
lish the department to its 
former size in number of

em ployees.
The department, along 

with other state agencies, 
should be looking closely at 
using the services of free 
enterprise whenever possi­
ble. One example is weed 
mowing on highway right-of- 
way. In-house cost of such 
an operation is much more 
costly than contracting for 
the same services in the 
private sector.

Another example is the 
in-house engineering capa­
b ilities of the Highway De­
partment. In the past it has 
been the department's policy 
to sta ff  for peak loads. 
When the work was caught 
up, the department was left  
with a huge tip of fat and 
nothing for the em ployees to 
do for long periods of time.

Historically it has been 
shown that the private sec­
tor can perform more eco­
nom ically than government. 
My research shows that in 
the instance of highway en­
gineering, the private sector 
can perform highway engi­
neering design for 8 to 11 per 
cent of construction cost.

By comparison, the e s ti­
mated range for in-house 
design can run from 18 to 23 
per cent of construction  
cost.

It would be more advanta­
geous to s ta ff  for the nor­
mal course of work and call 
in the private sector when
we reach peak periods.

It is my position that gov­
ernment should not be in 
com petition with private 
business. I would much 
rather see additional job op­
portunities in the private 
sector than in government.

New School Lunch Policy Outline
Muleshoe Schools has long 

recognized the need for hoping 
meet the nutritional needs of its 
students, said Superintendent 
Neal Dillman. The following 
schools, Richland Hills Primary, 
Mary DeShazo Elementary, 
Muleshoe Junior High and 
Muleshoe High School serve a 
well balanced nutritious lunch 
each school day. The charge to 
students who pay is 50 cents for 
Kindergarten, first and second 
grades; 55 cents for third, fourth 
and fifth grades; and 65 cents 
for the sixth through 12th 
grades. However, since some 
families find it difficult to pay 
this full price, the school will 
provide these lunches free of 
charge or at a reduced price to 
those children determined by 
the Director of Special Programs 
to be unable to pay the full price 
for their lunches.

Lazbuddie School Superinten­
dent Sam Barnes has also 
released a school lunch policy 
identical to the one released by 
Muleshoe. The policy is requir­
ed by all schools in the state and 
all schools are required to notify 
the school districts of the lunch 
policies as outlined.

Families who feel that their 
children may be eligible for free 
or reduced price lunches may 
apply. Copies of the application 
form were sent home in a letter 
to parents earlier this week. 
Additional copies may be ob­
tained from each building Prin­
cipal. The complete application, 
signed by an adult member of 
the family should be returned to

the building Principal. Such 
applications will be reviewed 
prqpiptly within 1-3 days the 
faigily will be notified as to the 
decision made. All information

provided on the application will 
be held in the strictest confi­
dence. Decisions for approval 
will be based on the following 
Income Scales:

THE RAPTURE
The Bible makes it clear that 

the first thing that will happen 
in the future, will be the 
“ Rapture Of The Church".

This event is given more 

clearly in I. Corinthians 15:51-52 
"Behold I show you a mystery; 
we shall not all sleep (die), but 
we shall all be changed in a 
moment, in the twinkling of an 
eye, at the last trump; for the 
trumpet shall sound, and the 
dead shall be raised incoruptible 
and we shall be changed."

So we see that the "Rapture" 
is a time when the Lord is going 
to come back and is going to 
transport His church from Earth 
up to Heaven. There are many 
today who think very little of the 
Church. When He comes for His 
church they will be left behind.

At His coming, the dead who 
have been saved, will be imme­
diately resurrected and in their 
new bodies will be taken up to 
Heaven.

Bailey County  
Logs 3Wrecks  
During Ju ly

The Texas Highway Patrol 
investigated three accidents on 
rural highways in Bailey County 
during the month of July, 1976 
according to Sergeant T. Keffer, 
Highway Patrol supervisor of 
this area.

These crashes resulted in no 
persons killed and four persons 
injured.
The rural traffic accident sum­

mary for this county during the 
first seven months of 1976 
shows a total of 25 accidents 
resulting in one person killed 
and 18 persons injured.

The rural traffic accident sum­
mary for the 60 counties of the 
Lubbock Department of Public 
Safety Region for July, 1976, 
shows a total of 592 accidents 
resulting in 22 persons killed 
and 338 injured, as compared to 
1975, with 568 accidents result­
ing in 22 persons killed and 398 
persons injured. This was 24 
more accidents, the same num­
ber killed, and ten less injured 
in 1976 at the same period of 
time.

The 22 traffic deaths for the 
month of July, 1976, occurred in 
the following counties: three 
each in Archer, Wise, Dallam; 
two each in Foard, Wichita, 
Lubbock; one each in Hale, 
Young, Deaf Smith, Hall. 
Moore, Sherman, and Wheeler.

Farming Changes Conference
Changes in farm operations 

and in the look of the landscape 
throughout the world -- but 
particularly in America’s west­
ern states -- will come about in 
future years as agriculturists 
learn to manage irrigation water 
with increased levels of salt.

An international conference 
dealing with the problems on a 
global basis will take place at 
Texas Tech University August 
16-20, drawing participants 
from 20 countries and seven 
southwestern states.

The problems of saline water 
are increasing in West Texas, 
particularly in the Pecos area, 
but they have international im­
plications including disputes be­
tween nations relating to salt 
pollution of rivers common to 
two or more countries.

Seven cooperating organiza­
tions are supporting the Texas 
Tech conference on managing 
saline water for irrigation and 
planning for the future. They 
are the International Society of 
Soil Science’s Subcommission 
on Salt Affected Soils, the Soil 
Science Society of America, the 
U.S. Environmental Protection 
Agency and the U.S. Salinity

Laboratory and three universi­
ties: Texas Tech, Texas A&M 
and New Mexico State,

Dr. Harold E. Dregne, who has 
long made special studies of the 
use of saline water for irriga­
tion, is chairman of the organiz­
ing committee. He is director of 
Texas Tech's International Cen­
ter for Arid and Semi-Arid Land 
Studies.

Approximately 100 delegates 
are expected to attend, but 
persons professionally concern­
ed with the management of 
irrigation systems are welcome.
Tuesday’s session will be high­

lighted by the first official 
presentation of a world map of 
salt affected soils by Istvan 
Sz.abolcs of Budapest, Hungary, 
president of the subcommission 
on salt affected soils of the 
International Society of Soil 
Science.
The map has been in the 

making for several years under 
the sponsorship of the United 
Nations' Food and Agriculture 
Organization and UNESCO. At 
this international conference, 
delegates will have an opportu­
nity to suggest any needed 
changes before the first printing

of the map.
Wednesday's sessions will also 

have special significance in 
future planning for agriculture. 
They will deal with the special 
problems of salinity in irrigation 
return flows.

Water taken from a river for 
irrigation and then returned to 
the river increases the salinity of 
the stream. Mathematical mo­
dels have been developed to 
predict the increases in river 
salinity, and the Wednesday 
sessions will analyze field re­
sults achieved from these math-

because of increased costs.
"In all areas it will demand 

changes in management of irri­
gation farming,” he said. "How 
it will change depends on the 
composition of the salts in the 
water and the soil characteris­
tics but wherever salt is present, 
more water is used,"

He said the increase in the 
amount of water is necessary to 
wash the soil and keep the salt 
content down. The irrigation 
increase results in increased 
energy costs.

West Texans could expect to 
continue to produce cotton, 
which is a salt tolerant plant, 
and sorghum and wheat which 
are moderately salt tolerant. 

Soybeans, corn and other vege­
tables are salt sensitive, Dregne 
said, and cannot be expected to 
do well as the salt in irrigation 
water increases.

Dregne said that the confer­
ence will not deal with desalina­
tion of irrigation water because 
that is not economically sound. 
The conference is important 

worldwide, Dregne said, be­
cause the increased need for 
food demands that more of the 
world's marginal agricultural 
lands be brought into produc­
tion.

“ Many of these will be depen­
dent upon saline irrigation wa­
ter," he said.

Conference participants will 
attend from the United States, 
Hungary, Iran, Iraq. Venezuela, 
Yugoslavia. Israel, Italy, 
France, India. Spain, Egypt, the 
Netherlands, Canada, West 
Germany, Romani, the Soviet 
Union. Greece, Yemen and 
Mexico States represented in­
clude Texas, California, Colora­
do. Utah, New Mexico, Okla­
homa and Hawaii.

All sessions will be in the 
Business Administration Build­
ing at Texas Tech.

The Lieutenant 
Report By Bill

AUSTIN-The 64th 
Texas Legislature
established an 18-member 
committee, the Joint Ad­
visory Committee on 
Government Operations, 
to review the functions 
and responsibilities of 
agencies of Texas govern­
ment. This Committee, 
also referred to as the 
“Little Hoover Commis­
sion,” is composed of 
nine citizens. seven 
legislators and two
members of the execu­
tive branch. It is investi­
gating ways to increase 
the economy and
efficiency of state govern­
ment and will submit its

Governor’s
Hobby
recommendations to the 
65th Legislature which 
will convene next 
January.

Continued increases in 
the cost of state govern­
ment and difficulties in 
monitoring and controlling 
the programs and opera­
tions of a state 
government with over 200 
state agencies are two of 
the principal reasons for 
the creation of the Joint 
Advisory Committee.

State appropriations 
for the current 1976-1477 
biennium reflect an overall 
increase of 257? over the 
previous biennium.
Almost one-half of the

current SI 2.1 billion 
appropriation b allocated 
for education. Colleges, 
universities, and associated 
institutions absorb S2.2 
billion, or 187? of the 
Total budget, and the 
state's contribution to 
public school education 
accounts for an additional 
$3.7 billion, or 31" of 
the total.

Current appropriations 
for health, welfare, and 
rehabilitation services are 
$3.2 billion, or 267? of 
the total. The two other 
major budget items arc 
highways and public 
transportation ($1.6
billion or \ 4r ' ol the total) 
and executive and adminis­
trative agencies (SI.3 
billion or 117? of the

total)
In working for greater

economy and efficiency 
in government, the Joint 
Advisory Committee will 
be faced with the problem 
of targeting areas where 
savings can be made 
without reducing needed 
services or passing on costs 
to other units of 
government. A large- 
portion of the state’s 
budget is allocated to 
other governmental units, 
particularly local school 
aiu! community junior 
college districts. Changes 
in other state programs 
could also affect local 
government revenue and 
expenditure requirements.

Similar studies in other 
states have concentrated

on organization and 
management. Most have
favored consolidation of 
agencies with similar 
programs, usually under 
functionally integrated 
departments. More
limited efforts in many 
states have typically 
resulted in the consolida­
tion of agencies under 
such headings as natural 
resources, environmental 
protection, transportation 
and administration. Other 
states have concentrated 
more specifically on 
management issues.

Although the Joint 
Advisory Committee may 
study major reorganization 
questions or issues 
concerning executive 
policy direction, the

committee’s early
emphasis has been 
directed toward
management and program 
evaluation questions. 
These include the 
identification of programs 
or activities that are 
unnecessary, inefficient, 
or duplicative and those 
whose goals conflict with 
other programs.
