They 
believe tha t it is possible to 
get a ‘-bargain” by im porting 
c iu a p  m eat from  A rgentina 01 
mechaiKti.se from  Indonesia 
w here a man w orks for a few 
pennies a day.

In o ther words, they  would 
like to  receive A m erican wag­
es and pay D <Jonesian or South 
A m erican prices. Obviously, 
if they could get by w ith  it, 
it would skyrocket th e ir  stand­
ard  of living.

But only a  few mom ents of 
thougnt will show a person 
why such a system  w ill not 
w ork. A ssum ing th a t we all 
decided to buy cheap and in­
expensive item s from  A rgcn- 
Ltva and Indonesia, w h o  would 
provide th e  m arket to buy the 
m ore expensive item s which 
we A m ericans m anufacture 
and produce’ C ertain ly  the 
A rgentina housew ife and the 
Indonesian  wage earners 
w ould not bo able to  purchase 
ou r $800 te lev ise11 set* and 
our $7,000 autom obiles.

To bring  th is lesson closer 
to home . . .  it w orks the game 
way here.

W hen we export m ore d o l­
lars loan we keep, w e are 
headed for trouble. _

T he person who lives here, 
acquires local dollars, th^n 
spends them  out of county i$ 
seldom aw are th a t he is a sa ­
boteur. He th inks th a t when 
he belongs to a c a t  pool and 
buys groceries o r o th er ttmes 
som ew here else he is hurting  
no one but the local grocery 
store  If he do e n ’t p articu ­
la r ly  like th e  local m erchant, 

e  perhaps enjoys Spending 
th a t hollar elsew here instead 
of Wish the local m erchant 
even ftfcoUgh.yie price is the

If th e  local m erchant was 
the  only one to  suffer, w e’d 
have no problem. But the  fact 
is . . .the local m erchant is 
only one of hundreds here  who 
suffer. Because the m erchant 
loses tha t do lla r (and m any 
m ore ju s t like them ) he has 
to  get by w ith one less clerk. 
T hat c lerk , unab le  perhaps to 
find ano ther job, moves lira 
fam ily to  ano ther com m unity 
w here a job is available. W hen 
he learves, he deprives the 
m erchant, ond o th er local 
m erchan ts  of his patronage., 
and still ano ther c lerk  has to 
be laid off. A nd we have a 
vicious chain  reaction.

B ecause we have m ade the 
illustration  extrem ely  elem en­
ta ry  and simple, some will r e ­
fuse to  believe th a t it w orks 
th a t way. The fact is, the  p rin ­
cip le  is valid . To spend m on­
ey out o f tow n reduces our 
tow ns total re ta il trade  . . . 
and  th is loss is felt by every 
residen t in th e  com m unity one 
w ay  or another.

So it is r /t  a pergonal thing. 
W e’re not ju s t slapping Old 
Jo e  Blow when we don’t tra d e  
in  his store. We’re slapping 
everyone in the com m unity, 
including ourselves, sooner o r 
la te r. . .usually  sooner.

E ven if a  person saves a 
few  cents. . .if ne rea lly  does 
. . .he has lost tha t savings 
m any tim es over in o ther 
ways.

If for any  reason a person 
ju s t can ’t find it in his heart 
to  trade  a t home, he would 
be doing th e  com m unity a se r­
vice by moving to th a t place 
and earn ing  his money w here 
he  spends it. If he left, som e­
body m ight move in and take 
his place, som eone who could 
find it  in his h e a rt to  support 
th e  tow n th a t supports him! 
If a  tow n isn’t good enough 
to  dem and one’s loyalty  and 
support, i* isn’t good enough 
to  live in.

I t takes m ore than  new in­
dustry  to m ake business boom 
in  a com m unity. All the new 
industry  in Texas can ’t bring 
p rosperity  to  a com m unity if 
th e  w age eraners a re  hellbent 
on  trad in g  out of tow n.

On the N. P. Powell Ranch in Meridian, Texaa, 
hards of wild deer roam the rolling 28,000 acres and, 
occasionally, a riding horse gets bitten by a  ra ttle ­
snake.

This is mesquite country . . . home of the spiny 
shrub or small tree which exudes a gummy, com­
mercially worthless sap. Its lacy, shadeless foliage has 
no grasing value and its roots sometimes penetrate as 
deep as 70 fest.

Ranch manager Ray Jackson has learned to live 
wMi it. His is a light-stocked operation supporting 
1,400 cows and 125 bulls, wliich include a registered 
herd of 150 cows producing 140 calves a year on the 
avt-rsge. That's 93 percent and close to  perfection.

Lean and cattle-wise, Mr. Jackson is strong in his 
preference for cottonseed cake as a supplemental fead. 
Good grass plus the P.E.P. (Protein, Energy, Phos­
phorous) content of the cske during the winter main-

•ir

tains strong, healthy cows and bulis and, therefore, 
big, growthy calves.

Aware of the many faddish feeds on the market 
today, Mr. Jacluon insists, ”1 get better performance 
using one pound of cottonseed cake, which contains 
41 percent protein, than three pounds of 20 percent 
range cubes.”
’ Young bulls from the pure-bred Angus herd get a 

special ration on the Powell Ranch. As calves, they 
are placed in a  special feed lot a t weaning time and 
given grain, cottonseed hulls, cottonseed meal and mo­
lasses. After a m onth or two, they are turned out to 
pasture, to  self-feed on cottonseed hulls, meet and cake 
for a week or so to  get used to eating the cake. Thons- 
aftcr, the young bulls get two pounds of cake per head 
per day until they're old enough to  join the bull herd 
or be sold.

Mr. Jackson gets $450 or more for an 18 m onths- 
old breeding bull.
