The Eastland group was a 
part of the 828 who heard fea­
tured speaker E. R. Brandt, 
district supervisor, speak on 
the subject “Withstanding the 
Pressures of Our Day.” This 
was the highlight of the three- 
day meeting. Mr. Brandt said, 
“Our time is one o f intense 
personal pressures, pro­
ducing unusual tension.” 
He mentioned three major 
causes if anxiety inflict­
ing all mankind with ab­
normal concern: 'Earning a 
decent living, coping with sick­
ness or accidents, and the in­
security due to increasing 
crime and violence" He con­
tinued. "Many, trying to get 
relief from such pressures and 
avoid a nervous breakdown or 
ulcers, turn to tranquilizers 
or alcohol. These, however, 
do not begin to represent the 
solution. It would be only log­
ical to look to God for the 
solution to difficult pressures, 
rather tihan sociologists or 
psycholigists who face the 
same problems.”

Then Mr. Brandt in his 
closing remarks encouraged 
those preset to carry home 
with them the Bible instruc­
tions they hiad received at the 
assembly and put them into 
use in the door- to-door min­
istry that tihe group carries on 
worldwide.
