Men Try Drink 
On Smuggy Days

PITTSBURGH, Pa. —  P i t t s ­
burgh’s smoke is driving men to 
drink. The men said so.

This was only one of the inter­
esting replies produced by a re­
cent ail pollution survey in which 
Pittsburghers were asked what 
effect, if any, the city’s smoky 
atmosphere had on their health.

One man, who blamed air pol­
lution for his asthma, stated: “ 1 
take gin when my sinus hurts, 
which is two or three times a 
week.” * Other sufferers wtote in 
the questionnaire that they drank 
on an average of "four ounces 
daily”  to combat the smog— Pitts­
burgh’s name for its characteris­
tic combination of smoke and liv­
er fog.

The survey, the first of its kind 
in an American city, was conduct­
ed by the Pittsburgh Health De­
partment and science institutions. 
Voluntary questionnaires were 
distributed throughout the city by 
milkmen.

A government official who has 
lived in many parts of the world 
took the opportunity to declare 
that “ Pittsburgh’s smog is worse 
than London’s.”

A housewife wrote that after 
her husband suddenly lost his 
hearing in one ear on a foggy day 
doctors attributed his ailment t.o 
the air conditions.

Another woman who said “ the 
soot comes down like snowflakes” 
blamed the dirty air for extra 
cleaning bills and housecleaning 
difficulties.

Still another Pittsburgher com­
plained: ‘Dark, smoggy days af­
fect, more than anything else, jay- 
general attitude, causing depres­
sion, inefficiency and general las­
situde."

Almost everybody who answered 
the questionnaire on Pittsburgh's 
traditional smoke pgreed that 
something should be done about it.

Oil Will Cushion 
Big 200-Inch hens

By United Pres*
PITTSBURGH, Pa.— Engineer­

ing details of a giant 200-inch 
telescope that will double man’s 
vision of interstellar space from 
its position atop a California 
mountain have been determined 
through tests made with a tiny 
“ toy” on a laboratory table in Phil­
adelphia.

Engineers of the Westinghouse 
Electric company’s turbine divi­
sion revealed they had been called 
upon to assist in designing and 
building a support for the giant 
cosmic mirror.

The new telescope, which will 
scan the heavens from the crest 
of Mt. Palomar in California, will 
be the largest in the world, with 
power approximately twice that of 
the Mt. Wilson telescope in the 
same state. Engineers, thus faced 
with a problem in which they had 
no precedents to guide them, 
turned to a celluloid model to vi­
sion the completed structure of 
steel and glass.

Through the operations of this 
model -made o f celluloid to per­
mit a view of the working inner 
paris—  experts determined, with 
accuracy, construction details that 
will give the huge telescope struc­
ture a base rigid enough to hold 
the heavy superstructure firmly in 
all positions and at the same time 
keep natural vibrations at a mini­
mum.

An unusual arrangement de­
signed by the engineers will float 
the mounting in oil, which pumps 
will maintain at a supporting pres­
sure of 250 pounds per square 
inch.

Technicians have pointed out 
that drawn plans frequently meet 
difficulties when excessive angular 
and linear distortions become 
troublesome in actual construction 
work. When as in the rnse of the 
Mt. Palomar telescope, the appa­
ratus is designed for highly minute 
measurements and observations 
the elimination of vibration as far 
ns possible also becomes essential.

Canal Is Urged 
As Safety Measure 

For the Americas
DALLAS, Tex.— To insure the 

safety of the democracies of the 
western hemisphere, the United 
States should build a canal across 
Nicararua, William K. St. Claire 
censul general of the Central 
American republic, believes.

“ In these times, when not only 
the economic and spiritual solid­
arity of the western hemisphere, 
but its political security as well 
is threatened by the invasion of 
ideas alien to the democratic sen­
timents of the American nation* 
it is highly important that the ties 
hat bind be strengthened," he said 
in a speech before a Dallas civic 
organ izaion.

“ Paradoxically, in this case a 
cleavage of physical unity can 
do a great deal to knit the new 
world closer together ir the bonds 
ol trade, brotherhood and secur­
ity.”

Construction o f  the canal would 
save considerable time for ships 
traveling between the Atlantic 
and Pacific coasts, St. Claire said. 
He added that traffic in a fc* 
years will be too great for the 
Panama canal to handle.

Provision for a canal, utilizing 
l#»ke Nicaragua and the San Juan 
river, was made in the Bryan-Cho- 
morro treaty several years ago, 
but St. Claire warned that foreign 
interests were attempting to have 
the treay set aside.

“ I is conceivable that failure or 
America's part to move rapidly 
toward the completion o ' the ca­
nal might result in interests for­
eign to the political theories of 
the United States attempting to 
find loopholes in the Bryan-Cha- 
morro treaty that would permit of 
this work being undertaken by 
others than the United States,”  he 
said.

“ Today Nicaragua has a strong 
government and one favorable 
and friendly to the United State* 
nnd linked by the closest ties of 
trade and affection.

"The time for America to move 
toward the construetion of this 
important work is today while it 
ran be done quickly and besides 
serving the interests of trade and 
peace, be also a great boon to both 
♦he United States and Nicaraguan 
people during a period of strin­
gent economic stress in both 
countries."

Besides being useful in times of 
peace, another canal would make 
it possible to move naval vessels 
more rapidly from one coast to 
the other in time of war, St. 
Claire added.

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The ‘Oppressed’ Minority 
in Czechoslovakia

Moat of us are pretty cynical nowadays about that proat 
slogan of the World War— “ Make the world safe tor dem­
ocracy.”

By and large, there is substantially le«s democracy! in 
Europe now than there was in 1D14. and the democracy 
that remains seems in a fair way to diminish. If those four 
horrible years were indeed devoted to saving democracy, 
one can only sav that they were tragically wasted.

Yet there is one spot in Europe which has demoi racy 
now and which did not have it in 1014 — whose democ­
racy is, in fact, a direct result of the war and does justify 
the wartime slogan. That spot is Czechoslovakia. And 
now that the pressure is being put on. no American can 
tail to have a keen interest in Czechoslovakia’s democracy 
and its gallant fight to survive.

Indeed. America is by way of being that nation’s god­
father. Masarvk, the man who founded the Czech tepublic 
and became its first president, did the bulk of his work 
in America. The country’s constitution was written in Am­
erica. its independence was proclaimed in Washington, 
and the active sympathy o f our government was one of the 
chief reasons why that independence was made god. And 
Czechoslovakia, incidentally, is one of the few spots in 
Europe where the name of Woodrow Wilson is still remem­
bered gratefully.

All of which simply means that in that one place the 
high ideals which brought America into the war have 
actually justified tem selves. The cause of human free­
dom— which, in the long run, means human happiness— 
was actually advanced by the allied victory there Czechos­
lovakia’s independent existence is to he cherished as one 
of the few indisputably valuable fruits of the World War.

Now that independent is menaced by Nazi Germany; 
and it might be as well for American:- to understand just 
how hypocritical is the Nazi concern o 'e r  the “ oppressed”  
German minority in Czechoslovakia.

First of all. that minority is p rob a b ly  the lea«t oppress­
ed minority in all of Europe. It enjoys free speech, a free 
press, freedom to conte aad go as its members please; 
it is hard to see how the Czech government could give it 
a fairer break and still retain its own existence

Secondly, there exists nearby a German minority w hich 
undeniably is oppressed—the Germans of the Italian Ty- 
roy. If Nazi concern for abused compatriots liv ing under 
foreign tyranny were sincere, it would be Italy and not 
Czechoslovakia which would he the target of German 
pressure right now.

What is going on is sin plv a bare-faced attempt at 
conquest, with even less to justify it than there was in the 
case of the Italian seizure of Ethopia. Considering all the 
facts, it is hard to see how any American’s sympathies can 
fail to lie 100 per cent with the Czechs in this crisis.

War may be the cesspool ot 
abomination hut propaganda is 
the womb in which it is procreat­
ed. Ordinary people do not hate 
strangers whom they have never 
even heard about without cause 
or reason. It is something that 
does not give them a moment'* 
thought. So. in order to establish 
a reason, propaganda is brought 
into play. By means of it certain 
information is pa-sed out with th* 
hope of enlisting the sympathy of 
r ’itsider*. This information may 
he either tiue or false.

Propaganda is not somethin? 
out of hte ordinary, in fact it is a 
natural trait of man. Every fight- 
« r wishes to feel that the sympa­
thy of the crowd is with him and 
ir case he is losing woo’d hardly 
object to a little assistance. If 
this feeling of good will can be 
promoted by injecting a few ideas 
into the mind- of others, the fight- 
ei will be wise to take advantage 
ot such an opportunity

Much the same principle is ap­
plied in war. Frequently it is nec­
essary to spread propaganda in 
order to get people to fight for 
their own country, especially if 
the ju-tice of the cause i« doubt­
ful. Most people will fight but 
t)ey do like to feel that their 
cause is just and that that o f the 
enemy is wrong. Once this task is 
accomplished then it is necessary 
to convinc- all non-c •mtatant? of 
tiie same thing. If the response is 
favorable, just so much morn 
will victory he assured.

Thu we can see that subject 
i'ely, propaganda is nothing mor- 
than self protection but consider­
ed objectively is something else 
again. In fact it is in its accept­
ance that it steps out of the ordi­
nary. Some people seem willing t j 
believe anything. During the 
World War things were -aid about 
hi* Germans that were afterward- 

proven false. Yet there were many 
who believed them to be true at 
the time. One of the most famil­

iar forms of propaganda is making 
monstrosities out of the enemy 
such as killing and eating babies 
and the like. Now while it is more 
than likely that many babies wilt 
be killed during any modem war, 
that is no reason that they wi * I 
afterwards be devoured. In fact 
they will not be killed because the 
enemy hates babies but rather be­
cause they are in war zones. Yc 
when such stupid information la 
passed out gullible people accept 
it without question because it it 
sô  easy to believe the worst about 
those w> hate. Sane people see red 
and, apparently losing all vestige 
of reason, their one thought is to 
kill the perpetrators of such cruel­
ty. This is only one example, there 
are many others.

It is worthy o f note that once 
non combatants have developed a 
seething hatred for the enemv 
they no longer consider them hu 
man beings of flesh and blood 
They become monsters who are 
immune to pain. Suffering, the 
searing sting of a bullet, a gaping 
wound dripping blood, a body 
mangled beyond recognition, no 
longer are cause for pity. And yet 
there are many good people on 
both sides who are convinced that 
it is their cause that is just.

But no matter whether or not 
the cause be right or wrong there 
is no moral obligation on the putt 
of this country to police thn 
world. For one thing it seems that 
foreign nations are always fight 
ing. For another we have enough 
trouble on our hands that we are 
unable to rope with, or at least 
have not done so as yet. Enthusi­
astic fanatics who would finance ; 
a foreign war, will turn a deaf ear 
on the sufferings of their ow.i 
countrymen.

America's neutrality policy will 
prove of great benefit to this 
country if it is adhered to, with 
out making exceptions. It is well 
to remember that this country fi- j 
nanced the World War and the 
debt is still with us. It takes mon 
» y to fight and it is probably this ; 
fact more than any other that has ; 
kep foreign nations from each oth­
er's throats. Beside this, America 
derives no advantages from such 
wars, not e'en the satisfaction of 
feeling that she has made thi 
world .-afe for one thing or anoth­

er. In the last one it was to make 
the world safe for democracies. 
Now if anything is more danger­

ous for such than at any time in 
history.

If we allow propaganda to ef­
fect us to the extent that we will 
make an exception in one ease 
then we are apt to do it in others. 
Each individual group will feel 
that their pet theories demand a.- 
mueh consideration. If we shir 
arms to the Leftists in Spain the.i i 
why not the other countries? In 
fact there are many in this coutt- [ 
try who believe that it is the other j 
faction in Spain that is fighting 
te just cause. They may want to 
send munitions to that side amt 
feel that they have as much right 
to do so as the Leftists sympathix- 
<rs. Thus contention would be 
risked right here at home.

While it is true that our neu- 
tiality attitude will not please out 
foreign neighbors, nevertheless it 
will help protect our people and 
save our money. Secretary of 
State Cordell Hull is to be com­
plimented on the stand he has tak­
en with regard to this matter. He 
seems to be one man who has the

VANCOUVER. —  British Co 
lumbin’s Forest Development Pro­
ject, a program providing winter 
work for single, unemployed men, 
has closed its second season with 
evidences of increasing returns in 

' reclamation of men as well as 
trees.

Acting under the provincial de­
partments of lands and labor, the 

i F. I). P. removed 4,000 men of 
all ages and types from city 
streets and rebuilt them in body 
and spirit as they in turn rebuilt 
forests. I

Enrolled in Vancouver, the men I 
worked in 25 camps in forests and 
beauty spots on the mainland and 
on Vancouver Island. By a sys­
tem o f deferred payment they 
earned enough money to last them 
after leaving camp at the rate of 
*4 a week until the first week of 
May. Groups of men left the 
ramps in rotation as their defer­
red pay reached the required 
amount.

Half the cost of the project, ex­
cluding administration expenses, 
was provided by the Dominion 
government. Staffs and foremen 
were supplied by the provincial 
forestry department.

The wo:k consisted mainly of 
developing natural parks and for­
ests, protecting and developing 5,000 snags, partly burned trees as in the case of direct relief. Re 
watersheds, improving provincial left by loggers and constituting a fori station and development of

wages to a high-priced mechanic,
ail for the sake of hi* pet theory 
on a mechanism that would go 
forever.

One lawyer has had for 10 years 
blueprints of a perpetual motion 
machine.

Three years ago a Vancouver 
patent attorney received a sample 
of grass seed stuck to a piece o f 
paper. “ Simply lay the paper 
down, sprinkle it with earth and 
you will have a perfect, weedless j 
lawn.” was the explanation. Th ■ | 
lawyer found the idea a good one,]

and suggested the inventor get a 
patent.

That was the last he heard o f it 
until a month ago, when another 
man in England made headlines 
and a potential fortune by think­
ing of the same idea—and patent­
ing it.

But most o f the contraptions 
patent lawyers arc asked to pro­
tect are highly impractical, and 
sometimes these weird and won­
derful bits of wire and string ar­
rive without even an explanatory 
note.

Lawyers say that most inventors 
lack capital to market their prod­
ucts. and that today’s financiers 
aren't dreamers and they won’t
back the inventor*.__ “ Invention
calls for inspiration, but market­
ing calls for perspiration,”  one at­
torney said.

Altogether, the chances are that 
the attic-born “ great idea”  will

become just another slip o f pep4r 
among the 12,000.000 odd pat­
ents that are huld throughout the 
world. Hut this does not stop the 
dreams and tinkering of the in­
ventor, who still sees visions o f the 
world beuting a path to his work­
shop door. And occasionally'!! 
does.

Britain Shaping 
Work for Everyone

Bjr United Pr«M
LONDON — A $5,000,000,000 

five-year plan to aboliah unem­
ployment in Great Britain, where 
there are still 1,500,000 jobless, 
i* being drafted by the British 
government.

Government experts are now 
drawing up the full framework o f , 
the plan scheduled to go into op­
eration at the beginning of 1030.

The main difficulty has been to 
co-ordinate plans for the future 
with the pressing work on r« arm- 
ament and defense. While for the 
next two years defense works will 
have priority, the scheme for 
finding work for all unemployed 
will be put into effect simultane­
ously.

Unskilled labor forms the 
greater proportion of Britain's 
jobless. One of the tasks of the j 
experts working out the govern­
ment plan in to provide means of 
fitting the unemployed to their 
part in industry. To provide thi- 
training, the government is plan­
ning to open schols for workmen 
in various sections of the country. 
The cost o f the scheme probably 
will be met partly out of the 
Unemployment Insurance Fund.

Reports by the committee of 
imperial defense has shown that t 
defense work is being held up in j 
many case* by public work scheme- 
put in hand by local authorities. 
The government now has decided 
that all public works for the next 
five years will be scheduled in 
order o f importance, and the gov­
ernment will decide in what order 
they will be carried out.
