Japanese and Manchukuans re­
portedly continued their fighting 
in O uter Mongolia. Japanese dis­
patches to  Hsinking said Japanese 
Manchukuan troops had driven 
O uter Mongolian-Russian forces 
from a strategic hilltop in the Bal- 
shagal sector, a f te r  a severe aerial 
and in fan try  battle.

The Japanese trium ph was re ­
ported in a Domei News Agency 
dispatch from the Manchukuo- 
O uter Mongolian border, where- 
fighting has been in progress for 
weeks, and where Japanase claim­
ed this morning th a t they had shot 
down 53 Soviet arm y planes.

In London there still was confi­
dence tha t Britain and the Soviets 
would get together in an alliance, 
bringing Moscow into the security 
front. It was obvious, however, 
that new difficulties had arisen in 
connection with the small nations 
whose independence would be 
guaranteed by Britain, Russia 
and Farnce.

Nazis appeared willing, for the 
moment, to let the tension over 
the Free City of Danzig die, at 
least until a  few weeks hence 
when they have indicated they ex­
pected the free city would be 
ready to re tu rn  to  the Reich.

392.85; Taylor county’s is $5,854,- 
732.85, and Borwn county’s is $4,-

THIRTY-EIGHT 
PEOPLE DROWN 

IN BIG FLOOD
MOREHEAD, Ky., Ju ly  5.—  

Thirty-eight persons were known 
to have drowned today in a cloud­
burst which struck Rowan Coun­
ty and overflowed T riplett creek 
before most residents realized 
there was a  m ajor flood.

Hundreds of homes were wash­
ed away in the surge of w ater.

Joseph Duncan, m anager of the 
telephone exchange a t Morehead. 
in a brief, long distance call to 
Ashland, a f te r  limited telephone 
service had been restored, con­
firm ed th a t 38 had drowned and 
said he believed tha t the death list 
would reach a t  least 50.

Duncan was one of the volun­
teers who started out, a t the risk 
of their own lives, in small fishing 
boats when the w ater began run­
ning several feet deep in the 
streets of Morehead before dawn.

W orking in the swift current, 
the volunteers rescued all the 
trapped persons they could find.

Eleven of the drowned werc 
said to have been identified, but 
only the name of a  Mrs. Minnie 
G. C arter was reported because of 
the disrputed communication.

The storm struck shortly a fte r  
midnight.

ogists estim ated as they made 
the ir annual w arfare  against rhe 
insects which every year sweep 
across New Mexico, the Texas 
Panhandle, Oklahoma, Colorado 
and Kansas.

The entomologists said this 
was a “ very satisfactory kill.”

CAMP BILLY GIBBONS

Scouts in the eight counties 
comprising the Comanche Trail 
Council a re  making plans to at- 
tr nd C airp Billy Gibbons, accor­

d in g  to inform ation received from 
Scoutm asters o f the troops in the 
p.rea. A larger percentage of 
Scouts from each troop will be in 
attendance this sum mer than dur­
ing any other ram p in the history 
of the council. In preparation to r 
this large num ber of bovs, a  crew 
o f workmen will ci mplcte within 
the next week the rock mesa hall 
a t the campsite. This building 
will accommodate 256 Scouts, and 
is located on much higher ground 
than wa« the old mess hall

Since the dam wns built acrost 
Brady creek a t the campsite sev­
eral years ago Camp Billy Gibbons 
has one of the best swimming 
pools in the country.

A mess hall is under construc­
tion a t Camp Billy Gibbons, camp 
for Boy Scouts of the Comanche 
Trail Council. A erew has hem  
working a t the camp the ,i.tst two 
weeks, and Monday, Juno 26, the 
num ber of men and boys on the 
job was increased to twenty-two. 
A crew of this sire or larger will 
be kept at work as long as they 
are needed to complete the struc­
tu re  in the shortest length of time 
possible.

The structure , when completed, 
will be one for all Scouts, Scout- 
ers and friends o f Scouting to be 
justly  proud of and will add much 
to the efficiency of carry ing out 
the campaign program  each year.
