Fruit trees, shrubbery, flowers 
and gardens were severely dam­
aged by the hail and wind.

Hailstones almost as large as 
goose eggs virtually covered the 
ground in some sections o f the 
city.

From casual observation the 
First Methodist, First Christian 
and Church o f Christ church 
buildings were among those heavi­
est hit. There were few if any 
whole windows left in the south 
sides o f  these structures.

The -Parker Floral Company's 
greenhouse, constructed largely of 
glass, was also heavy hit.

A good portion of the loss is 
covered by insurance. One insur­
ance agency had received more 
than 100 calls early Saturday 
morning.

Enlist Students Is 
Told At Meeting

The United Stales Navy expects 
to .enlist SO.000 college students] 
and high school seniors in its ac­
credited college training program 
for future officers of the Naval 
Reserve, I-ieutenant Commander 
Ralph A. Sentman told ripresenta- 
tives from ac<4cditi*d colleges in 
Texas, Oklahoma and Arkansas, 
meeting at Southern Methodist 
University in Dallas.

Male college freshmen and 
sophomores, and high school sen­
iors furnishing certificate o f ad­
mission to an accredited college, 
who arc between the ages o f 17 
and 20 will be enlisted in Class 
V -l o f the Naval Reserve and, un­
der certain conditions, deferred 
from active service until comple­
tion o f work necessary for de­
gree, Lieut. Commander Sentman 
said.

Under the recently announced 
program, those entitled in CllKs 
V-l will be given a Navy competi­
tive examination and a certain 
percentage of volunteers will be 
selected for flight training to be­
come commissioned officers in 
Naval Aviation. Others will con­
tinue in college until completion 
o f work necessary for degree and 
then be ordered to active duty 
for training leading to commission 
as deck or engineer officer in the 
Naval Reserve.

V-l men who drop out o f col­
lege, or whose grades are not 
high enough at the end o f their 
sophomore year, will be ordered 
to active duty as apprentice acu­
men in the Naval Reserve and will 
have opportunity to advance in 
rating and pay. All Naval Reserv­
ists will be released from active 
duty as soon after the war as 
their services can be spared, Lieut. 
Commander Serttman said.

Recruiting Stations at Abilene, 
Amarillo, Big Spring. Dallas, Fort 
Worth, Longview, Lubbock, 1’aris, 
San Angelo, Sherman, Waco and 
Wichita Falli.

ARRIVE ON A 
FRENCH ISLAND

WASHINGTON'. D. C.. April 
25.— American troop* have landed 
on the island o f New Caledonia, 
Free French possession in the 
Southeast I'acific, the War De­
partment announced today in a 
special communique.

The troops, with the approval 
o f the local Free Flinch forces, 
will assist in defending the island, 
it was announced.

The announcement o^arrival of 
the American forces was made in 
a War Department Communique, 
the first since Wednesday morn­
ing. The text o f the communique, 
which was No. 205, was issued at 
4 p. m. Saturday, and stated:

1 New Caledonia—- 
“ The War Department announc­

ed toduy that American troops 
have arrived at the island o f New 
Caledonia, a French possession in 
the Southwest Pacific. These 
troops will assist in the defense 
o f  the island and Were sent there 
with the approval o f  local auth­
orities.

*‘ 2 —  There is nothing to re­
port from the other areas.”

New Caledonia is 800 miles 
east of Australia and about 1,200 
miles from Sydney.

The size o f  the American force 
was not disclosed, either in the 
communique, nor by the War De­
partment spokesman.

She told 
attendants she was waiting for a 
sister who would call to arrange 1 
for confinement. She visited with 
several mothers, including Mrs. 1 
Franchone, and admired the Fran- 
chone twins.

Louis was taken to his mother 
between 7 and 7:30 p. m. He was 
returned td his crib and his broth­
er taken from the nursery.

Louis Francone, 27, father of 
the tw ins and an employe o f a San 
Gabriel, Cal., vineyard company, 
was with Mrs. Francone when the 
kidna|>er left, carrying the baby ] 
in a pink blanket. She passed ! 
Mrs. Francone’* door.

“ That looks like our blanket, 
Lucy,”  Francone commented. But 
he did not suspect it was his baby.

Francone prepared to leave a 
half hour later and stopped at the 
nursery for a last look at the \ 
twins. He saw Louis was missing 
and called attendants, who notifi- 1 
ed police.

Authorities broadcast a descrip­
tion o f the suspect and assigned 
patrol cars to search for her. She ] 
was believed to be about 40 years 
o f age. Attendants could not iden- ] 
tify her.

The baby weighed five pound.^ 
and had blonde hair and blue 
eyes. An adhesive plaster identi­
fication tag, pasted to his back, 
bore the number “ 1” , signifying 
he was the first born.

Well informed sources said 
that more than 400 British tons 
(o f  2,240 pounds each l o f high 
explosive and incendiary bombs 
had been dropped on Rostock in 
the last night and the night be­
fore.

Flying high. Royal Air Force 
j planes raced down the Thames 

Estuary in great force at noon to­
day for the second big sweep o f 
the day on occupied- territory.

Aviation circles said the KAF’s 
recent operations were aimed 
largely against German U-boat 
facilities and were thus intended 
to aid in fighting enemy submar­
ines in the Battle of the Atlantic.

The recent daylight attack on 
the Augsburg plant that manufac­
tures submarine engines was part 
o f this campaign, us was Friday's 
daylight attack on the Flushing 
submarine depot where U-boats 
are assembled.

The attacks on Rostock were 
aimed in part at the Neptune ship­
yards where small craft, including 
U-boats, are built, while a num­
ber of raids have been made on 
submarine bases at Lorient and 
Brest in France.

SOUTH DAKOTA 
IS NEW SOURCE 
OF MANGANESE

By JOHN L. ROSE

CHAMBERLAIN, S. D-— Bleak, 

barren, windswept bluffs along the 
Missouri river in this south-cen­
tral section o f South Dakota will 
yield great quantities o f one of 
Uncle Sam's most precious war 

| time metals—manganese.
I It's the stuff that helps make 
I steel tougher, so that heavy ar- 
I tillery can withstand the shock of 
I high explosives, so ships can take 

the strain o f pounding through 
heavy seas and so railroad rails 
can bear the rush of trains carry­
ing tons of war materials.

Supplies of manganese from In­
dia have been shut o ff, Russia is 
using most o f  her own, and the 
U-boats have cut shipments from 
Brazil, so America has turned to 
her own supply.

With the exception o f some de­
posits in Montana and Minnesota, 
L*. S. ores arg o f low manganese 
content and no economical meth­
od has been developed to refine 
it. Much o f the Minnesota iron 
ore is from one to 25 per cent 
manganese.

Peacetime economy has given 
way to wartime demand, so the 
federal government has ordered 
an expenditure of $8,500,000 at 
Chamberlain which will add 350,- 
000 tons of ferro-grade manga­
nese to the nation's stockpile this 
year.

Extensive mining operations 
with great open pits or deep 
shafts won’t be required. Nodules 
o f  manganese ore, mixed with 
gumbo and shale, are right on the 
surface or close to it. It can be 
scooped into trucks and cars and 
taken directly to the new mill at 
Chamberlain.

This deposit covers about 100,- 
000 acres and is estimated to con­
tain about 102,000.000 tons of 
manganese— eo*>ugh to last the 

| nation for 100 years during peace­
ful times.

Mining operations won't disrupt 
any agricultural or commercial 
enterprise. The gumbo bluffs sup­
port a minimum o f v egeta tion - 
bunches o f buffalo, grass and wild 
hay— which is considered poor 
range land.

Chamberlain has not had such 
activity since the coming o f the 
railroad in the early 1900s and 
when Oacoma, just across the 
river, was a booming cattle ship­
ping center. But Oacoma now is 
practically a ghost town. Cham­
berlain has held its own through 
a dozen years o f drought and 
grasshoppers because it is a coun­
ty seat and the only town o f  con­
sequence for miles and miles to 
the north, south and west.

It’s a typical western town of 
1,500 persons with the usual 
quota of nearby ranchers, wheat 
fanners and Indians. Coming up­
on it from the east on the high­
way, the traveler is afforded an 
awe-inspiring panoramic sweep o f 
the Missouri river valley with it.-, 
picturesque high bluffs, eroded 
gullies and cottonwood-covered 
bottomlands.

The lethargy engendered by all 
this is changing rapidly. Last 
year, the federal government 
spent about $300,000 on a “ pilot” 
plant and experimental operations 
to develop an efficient method of 
handling the ore.

Manganese has a place as an 
alloy along with chromium, vana­
dium, nickel, silicon, tungsten, 
and to a lesaer degree, molybde­
num, in the application o f steel to 
a thousand different uses.

VISITS IN BULLOCK

In Serbia, the guerilla army of 
150,000 men under Gen. Draja 
Mihaiiovitch was reported active 
again but their difficulties were 
indicated by an appeal to London 
for more arms and ammunition. 
The Serbians were said to be in 
a position to rail) additional guer­
illa forces if they could maintain 
a channel for supplies.

In Augusta, Sicily, it was re­
ported that the Italian police were 
forced to use clubs to break up a 
demonstration against Germans 
and that a number o f Italian ar­
my and navy officers had been 
arrested folowing a meeting which 
the Facists believed to be subver­
sive.

The Russian radio reported that
Bulgarian authorities were mak­
ing mass arrests at the Black Sea 
port of Varna, where some 5,000 
persons wera seised.

A report via Stockholm said 
that the Germans had closed Ath­
ens University because o f student 
demonstrations.

On the Russian front, there ap­
peared to be Little change in po­
sitions but the Soviet Press report­
ed that the Germans had been los­
ing men at the rate o f  50,000 a 
week since the Red Army winter 
offensive began last December 
and that the total loss now was 
about 1,000,000 in addition to 
many German bodies not yet un­
covered by the melting snow.

In France, it was reported that 
Hitler had sent 46-year-old Prince 
Josias, a pioneer Nazi, to take 
charge secretly o f the campaign 
against anti-axis terrorists. The 
prince was said to have the job 
o f coordinating the work o f Ger­
man police with the French police 
forces under Pierre La,val in an ef­
fort to en<) sabotage and attacks 
on occupation troops.

News from the Far East con­
tinued adverse to the Allies, de­
spite another raid by American 
a**d Allied air squadrons on the 
Japanese base of Lae, on New 
Guinea Island, north o f  Australia. 
The planes dumped heavy bomb 
loads on Japanese targets and 
fought o ff  seven enemy fighters 
that vainly tried to intercept them.

In Burma, however, the power­
ful Japanese drive up the Eastern 
flank to the Taunggyi sector, 
about 109 miles southeast ofM Jft- 
dalay. threatened to encircl* 
(Chinese forces on the Sittang riv­
er front and to collapse the whole 
AUied defease line.

Meager reports from the bat­
tle fronts indicated that the Chi­
nese repeatedly were counter-at­
tacking superior Japanese forces, 
which had tank ami airplane sup­
port. Mandalay again was heaifT- 
ly bombed *nd there was little to 
indicate that tbe Allied forces 
could form any solid new defense 
front against the enemy flanking 
maneuvers.

He explained that shippers will 
be required to satisfy the rail­
road that the ear will be unload­
ed promptly at destination before 
the railroad agent will issue a bill 
o f lading, or permit the ear to be 
loaded with grain.

The permit system for grain 
loadings has not been used since 
the first world war. Under that 
system, many farmers would be 
forced to dump their wheat on the 
ground, with heavy loss resulting 
from deterioration.

As the largest grain storage 
center in the southwest, Fort 
Worth has a bulk storage capa­
city of l'djSOO.OOO bushels. Hut al­
ready 11,800,000 bushels of grain 
are in storage here. Illustration 
o f the manner in which wheat is 
monopolizing storage space is 
found in the fact that nearly 10,- 
000,000 of the 11,800,000 bushels 
o f  grain now in storage in Fort 
Worth is wheat.

The wheat now in storage here 
will be depleted very little, if any, 
between now and harvest time, 
Campbell said, because other 
grain storage centers are glutted 
in the same way.

Most of the wheat in local ele­
vators, as elsewhere, he continued, 
is in storage under government 
loans.

Texas Can Supply 
Much Needed Fats 
By Three Methods

COLLEGE STATION—  Three 
methods by which Texas can con­
tribute its share towards meet­
ing the 104,'i increased demand for 
more fats and oils were presented 
at the state wide AAA cotifucnce 
in College Station this week.

Busd on an anticipated shortage 
of fats and oils at the end o f this 
year, Texas would be expteted to 
increase its proportionate share 
of the hationa! deficit, B. F. 
Vance, state AAA administrative 
officer and chairman o f the Texas 
UKDA War Hoard, told the con­
ferees who are preparing recom­
mendations for the 1943 AAA pro- 
this increase, as outlined roughly 
gram.

The three means of achieving 
by Vance, would be by any one 
or combination o f the following: 
first, planting additional acres of 
cotton with the lint as a by-pro­
duct which would increase our ad­
equate supply o f  lint; lecond. 
planting more acres in feed crops 
for coversion into livestock which 
supply fats and oils; and, third 
planting more acres to peanuts.

The conference was Earned to 
consider conservation of the land 
in its recomendations as to the me­
thod o f producing the increased 
pordurtion.

Vance stressed the importance 
of devoting more acreages to the 
production o f warcrops and cited 
the danger of expanding produc­
tion of surplus crops, such as cot­
ton and wheat..

Supplies o f American cotton on 
March 31 totaled 15,024,000 
bales of which 6,536,700 bales 
were in government stock and 8,- 
488,300 bales were what is known 
as “ free cotton,”  he said, pointing 
out that if the full cotton allot­
ment is planted this year, the nu- 
ion will have more than adequate 
supplies o f the lint cotton.

He also called attention to the 
wheat surplus, asserting that the 
1,400,000,000 bushels which will 
be on hand after this years har­
vest wil provide a two year sup­
ply.
