Quota Penalties 
To be Determined 
In Referendum

How farmers vote in the cotton 
marketing quota referendum to be 
held throughout the Nation's rot 
ton growing area on Dec. 15 will 
determine whether quota penal­
ties will apply, the kind o f allot­
ment program in effect, anil al ■* 
the level of price support for 1959 
crop cotton.

The referendum therefore is of 
vital concern to every cotton 
grower, says Searcy M. Ferguson, 
Chairman of the Texas Agricul­
tural Stabilization and Conserva­
tion Conimittee.

The marketing quota program 
w ill be in operation for next year's 
crop, the chairman explains, if at 
least two-thirds of the votes east 
in the referendum are in favor of 
the program. In that case, farm 
operators will havp an opportunity 
to elect a choice between (A )  com­
plying with their “ regular”  farm 
allotments —  with price support

available at not less than 80 per­
cent of parity for the 1959 crop 
of upland cotton, or (B ) comply­
ing with an increased farm allot­
ment 40 percent larger than the 
"regular” farm allotment with 
support at a level 15 percent of 
parity lower than under the first 
choice; quota penalties will apply 
to any cotton produced in excess 
of tile chosen allotment.

If more than one-third of the 
vote- are against quotas, there 
would be no quota penalties, only 
the "regular” allotments would be 
available, and the price support 
level to eligible growers would 
drop to 50 percent of parity.

All farmers who were engaged 
in the production of upland cotton 
in 1958 will bd eligible to vote in 
the referendum.

The "referendum will he held be­
tween the hours o f 8 a.in. and 6 
p.m. on Momlap, Dec. 15.

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Pilgrims Would Be Shocked Ii They 
Knew Thanksgiving Day Is Honored

1 he Pilgrim* would have been 
shocked to their shoe buckles on 
Dec. 13, 1621, if they had known 
.hat their day of thunks was to 
become a yearly national holidny 
eelebrated by millions of people in 
the United States and Canuda.

For the Pilgrims were dead-set 
against “ annual”  holidays, and re­
fused to celebrate Christmas and 
Faster.

According to research experts 
with The World Book Encyclope­
dia, the Pilgrims referred to the 
religious holidays o f the Church 
ol England as “ Roman corrput-

ions.”  They believed in celebrat­
ing only when Providence granted 
them a particular blessing.

As if to prove their disdain for 
yearly calendur-fixed celebrations, 
the Pilgrims did not have a thanks­
giving celebration the next year. 
However, other New England col­
onists picked up the idea and held 
“ thanks days,”  usually around the 
end of November.

The Pilgrim-inspired holiday is 
today a joyous family day cele- 
biated with big dinners and happy 
reunions, but the history of the 
holidays in the United States has 
been fraught with argument.

In 1789 a resolution was pre­
sented by a member of the Con­
gress proposing that a day be set 
aside to give thanks for the Con­
stitution. The resolution was fin­
ally adopted, but there was much 
o| position by those who believed

the Fedora! Government was med I 
(king in a matter that should be i 
the concern of the individual [ 
slides. Thomas Jefferson called j 
iuch Government proclaims nnn- 
days a “ Monarchical practice" and 
ignored thanksgiving during his 
i Ight years in office.

Mrs. Saiah Hale, editor of God- 
y‘s Lady’s Book, worked for 30 

years to promote the idea of a nat­
ional thanksgiving day. Mrs. Hale 
had a double-barreled attack—  
she printed editorials promoting 
the idea and also included tempt­
ing recipes for Thanksgiving del­
icacies.

In 1863 Lincoln proclaimed 
that the last Thursday in Novem- 
ho would be Thanksgiving Day. 
Each year afterward, the Presid­
ent of the United States formally 
proclaimed that Thanksgiving 
should be celebrated on the last 
Thursday of November.

However, some descendants of 
the original New England Puritans 
refused to observe the holiday, 
claiming that Thanksgiving should 
be inspired by the Deity, not by
