Plant Diseases 
Take Texas Toll 
Of 15 Million

College Station— Small grain 
producers in Texas lost an esti- 
n ated $15,471,000 because o f 
plant diseases in 1958. Harlan 
Smith, extension plunt patholog­
ist, said rusts accounted for most 
of the losses but that blights and 
sinuss also were o f considerable 
importance.

Wheat growers lost aa estimat­
ed 6,410,045 bushels; oat produc­
ers 5,138,205 bushels and barley 
losses due to diseases were esti­
mated at 103,821 bushels. These 
losses, pointed out Smith, were 
suffered but others also lost be­
cause the grains never entered the 
channels o f  trade. Too, market 
grades o f the harvested crops 
were lowered due to the plant 
d. scases.

Smith said disease losses were 
overlooked by many growers in 
1058 because of the high total 
state production. Rusts became es­
tablished in South Texas on oats 
during the early part of the grow­
ing season and increased fairly 
rapidly during late fall and early 
v inter. Cool weather during the 
spring season slowed the spread 
tu the north. I.ight infections of 
v heat stripe rust developed in I 
south and central Texas and later) 
reached epidemic proportions in | 
the major wheat areas o f north-1 
west Texas.

The plant pntholig'st suggested 
teat small erain growers by us­
ing a combination o f seed treat­
ment and crop rotation coul.l out 
the losses. He also pointed out that 
s-,me small «Tain rarities had re­
sistance to the diseases nnd recom­
mended that they be used in areas 
where ndantnb'e.
