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Skies to clear up
after a soggy week

Pampa and the Texas Panhandle can look forward to a
brighter day today. unlike the early morning fog which
caused the death of three cows on the Borger highway
Friday

A heavy blanket of fog covered much of the Pampa area
Friday morning and was the cause of an accident in which
three head of cattle died and a Jeep Wagoneer was *'pretty
close to totalled. "

According to Texas Highway Patrolman Mark Lockridge.
the Jeep. driven by James Wallace Forney of Borger, struck
and killed the cattle on the Borger Highway about two miles
east of Skellytown

About 5:10 a.m. the fog was so thick on that stretch of
Texas Highway 152 where it crosses White Deer Creek
between Skellytown and Pampa that Forney didn't see the
cattle until it was too late. Lockridge said

Sometime during the night, cattle belonging to Ronald
Maul of Pampa, had gotten out of their pasture - which
borders along the highway - and had wandered onto the road
According to Bill Arrington, an area rancher, it is not
uncommon for cattle to walk down a fence as they graze on
the new grass this time of year. He said the grass turns green
in the creek beds first. and as the cattle reach through the
fence for more grass. the weight of their bodies pushes the
fence down. Cattle are unaware of fences in their quest for
the green grass on the other side, he said

Lockeridge said the cattle were
together to keep warm. but they chose the wrong
stop. They were on the bridge crossing White De
when, Forney, headed east, came upon them

The fog was so thick Forney couldn 't see the three animals
intime to avoid hitting them, Lockridge said.

Traffic was blocked for about 30 minutes while the officer
and others tryed to herd the cattle back into the field.

Then, the “sun came up; the fog burned off; and
everybody said, Amen!' " said Lockridge.

No one, other than the three dead cows. was reported
injured

Fog was caused by a low pressure system which brought
warm moist air up from the Gulf of Mexico. said a National
Weather Service spokesman late Saturday. That same low
pressure system continued to move across the Kansas -
Oklahoma border Saturday producing scattered showers
and thundershowers across the Texas Panhandle. Childress
received .73 inch of rain and Memphis reported just more
than inch of rain Friday night.

As the low pressure system moved eastward. the winds
shifted from the south to the north. North - northwesterly
winds blasted the Texas panhandle all Saturday. While the
average winds at Amarillo airport were only 30 miles per
hour. gusts up to 60 miles per hour were clocked across the
area

The high in Pampa Saturday was 42 and was expected to
dip into the lower 20s Saturday night when the winds
subsided to 15 - 20 mph

The skies over Pampa should brighten today. with a high
in the low 40s. The winds will reach 30 mph. but under mostly
sunny skies, Pampans should find the weather a pleasant
change.

Sunday night's low will be in the upper 20s. but officials
expect temperatures to continue to climb into the 60s on
Monday and skies will remain clear

.Worst school crash in seven years

Youth swears never to ride a bus again

‘New execution date planned

'for condemned Amarillo killer

AMARILLO, Texas (AP) — A condemned killer. who tried
to hasten his own death when he grew impatient for the court
to set his execution date, will learn Tuesday the day he will
be scheduled to die.

State District Judge George E. Dowlen ordered Charles F
Rumbaugh to appear in his court Tuesday morning to hear
the scheduling of his execution date

Rumbaugh. 25, tried to force his own death by lunging with
a make-shift knife at a U.S. marshal during a mental
competency hearing Feb. 24. The marshal shot Rumbaugh in
the chest with his service revolver and the prisoner has only
recently recovered from his wound

Potter County sheriff’'s deputies will go to the Texas

artment of Corrections in Huntsville on Monday to pick
up Rumbaugh. said chief deputy Don Smith
U.S. District Judge Mary Lou Robinson cleared the way
for scheduling the exectuion when she ruled March 7 that
Rumbaugh is mentally capable of waiving further appeals of
his death sentence

‘Phe American Civil Liberties Union and Rumbaugh's

r appeals and asked a judge to schedule his execution.
expected to appeal.
Rumbaugh was convicted of capital murder in the 1975
robbery and shooting of Amarillo jeweler Michael Fiorillo
and sentenced to die by injection.

Dowlen originally set an execution date of July 22, 1982 at
Rumbaugh's request, but Rumbaugh's parents intervened
and the execution was stayed by a federal judge in Houston

Rumbaugh suffered a single gunshot wound to the chest
during the competency hearing last month, after he reached
into a coat pocket and brandished a knife-like weapon he
fashioned from a piece of metal that he took from a window
at Potter County jail

Authorities said Rumbaugh smuggled the weapon from
the jail to the courthouse by attaching it to his body. then
transferred it to a coat pocket while waiting in a holding cell
before his court appearance.

“It doesn’t matter to me what this court decides,”
Rumbaugh announced to the courtroom after taking the
witness stand during the competency hearing. ‘I have
already picked my executioner. I will make them shoot me. |
am going to make you kill me now."’

Rumbaugh walked from the witness stand toward the
federal deputy marshal and stood before him, waving the
knife and shouting, “‘Kill me! Kill me!'"’

The deputy marshal wounded Rumbaugh with a
.38-caliber pistol. He was rushed by the ambulance to
Northwest Texas Hospital, where he was admitted in critical
condition

He was released from the hospital March 4, and was
returned to state prison. Prison doctors removed the bullet
from his chest March 18

Clark leaves us a legacy o
of humor, spirit, courage |

SALT LAKE CITY (AP) — Ifi’ choosing a hazardous and
painful life in a controversial medical experiment, Barney
Clark proved not only that an artificial heart could work. but
it could sustain humor, love and courage.

From the start, Clark's doctors said the goal of the
experiment was not just to demonstrate that the plastic
heart could support human life, but to determine what the
quality of such a life might be.

Ultimately, that was determined by the quality of the man.

Much was at stake in the heart’s first implant in a living
human. Fifteen years of research. Professional reputations.
An unprecedented chance to expand medical knowledge.
Above all, a man’s life.

Dr. William C. DeVries, the surgeon who implanted
Clark's new heart at the University of Utah Medical Center,
said the day after the Dec. 2 surgery that he considered the
heart a technical success. But it would be Clark who would
have the final say on whether the heart was worthwhile.

At a news conference Thursday. the day following Clark's
death after 112 days on the mechanical pump, Clark and his
wife. Una Loy, were remembered by DeVries and others as
‘‘heroes and winners."’

The Clarks, said Dr. Chase Peterson, university vice
president for health sciences, were “‘co-investigators with
the research team in every sense of the word.” and they
share credit for any success.

While the medical team probed the complexities of the
heart’s effect on the renal, circulatory. pulmonary and other
body systems, Clark battled pain, depression and medical
setbacks.

Many times, his physicians said, Clark could have given

up and accepted death. He refused. )

“He had considerable anguish — something he knew he
might have — which Mrs. Clark shared.™ said Peterson.

*‘But he proved that an artificial heart could work in man *
for 112 days, for 2,688 hours, for 12,912,400 beats, plus or
minus a few. And he also proved that courage and good
humor and love of wife and children are sustained by an .
artificial heart.” he said. ‘

In the only interview with Clark made public. the
62-year-old retired dentist said March 1 that the operation
was worth it and that it had been his pleasure to help the *
research.

The 11-page consent form Clark signed before the surgery
was blunt about dangers he faced. At best, there would be a
severely limited life spent linked by six-foot air hoses to the *
compressor powering the air-driven heart.

But the form also warned there could be stroke, kidney
loss. lung failure, infection, bleeding, failure of the heart or .
its drive system or any of a dozen other hazards.

,Clark took those risks, and the way he accepted them won
him admiration.

Twenty days after his implant, after a violent bout of
seizures and two trips to surgery to repair leaks in his lungs
and a broken heart valve, Clark was visited by Dr. Willem
Kolff, head of the school's artificial organs division. Clark”
beckoned Kolff to come near and told him, **Don’t quit.™

Peterson said Thursday he didn't think it appropriate to .
judge what Clark might have gained from the experiment.

“All we can say is that Dr. Clark. by his voluntary actions
after reading 11 pages of disclaimer to say that nothing good
would happen if he did this, made himself available o prove ~.
the point the artificial heart works,”” Peterson said. ‘‘He’s
proved that."’

Wynne trial resumes

AMARILLO, Texas (AP) — Defense attorneys declined to
say if former Amarillo police captain L.R. Wynne will testify
in his own behalf during his trial on charges he shot an
oilman to death at a downtown intersection.

Wynne, 53, was overcome by a fit of passion after
discovering his wife and Mathis engaging in sexual
intercourse on a country road west of Amarillo, less than an
hour before the early afternoon shooting, defense lawyer
Travis Shelton said.

However, the lawyer would not say if either Wynne or his
wife would take the stand during the trial, which is expected
toend Tuesday or Wednesday.

Prosecutors rested their case Friday.

Wynne was captain of the detective division of the
Amarillo Police Department until resigning in the early

1970s to operate a private security firm.

DALLAS (AP) — The kidnapping of a 3-day-old boy from
Parkland Memorial Hospital by a woman masquerading as
a nurse remains a mystery. since no ransom demand has
been received, according to police and FBI agents.

Officers said Friday they doubt they will ever find the
6pound. 5-ounce infant unless someone provides information
about the abductor’s identity.

There could be “‘a thousand different reasons"’ why Harold
Deshawn Patterson was snatched from his mother's arms by
awoman wearing a white blouse, white pants, white shoes
and a lab coat, said investigators.

« “The only hope we have is to tell the public to notify

authorities if somebody sees a black woman who had not

been pregnant suddenly show up with an infant.” said police
kesman Bob Shaw. *“That's the only hope we have.”

~ The boy's mother, Gretchen Patterson, 18, told

investigators she was feeding her son at 6:15 p.m. Thursday

i a fourth-floor maternity ward when a woman dressed as a

nurse came into her room and said she needed to take the
baby for a checkup.

““She looked very professional,”” said Cathy Stradling, a
roommate who was nursing her infant daughter when the
abduction occurred. “She called the lady by her last name."

The woman told Ms. Patterson that she would have to hand
over her infant son because she had a fever and should not be
nursing him, officials said.

Mrs. Stradling said Ms. Patterson questioned the woman,
who said she would check Ms. Patterson's chart.

The woman left the room for a brief period, then returned,
saying, “‘Yes, I do need to take your baby. You have a
fever,” Mrs. Stradling said.

Then the woman walked away with the baby “at a fast
pace,” said FBI spokesman Joe Hersley.

“The girl across the hall saw her run toward the
elevators,” said Mrs. Stradling. “‘But the elevators are so
slow. she must have gone down the stairway.”

Ms. Patterson became suspicious because the woman

wore a blouse unlike those of the nurses, said police
investigator James Shivers.

She rushed to a nurses’ station to get help. The nurses
called security officers who immediately secured the
hospital’s exits, but did not find the woman.

Ms. Patterson, who is unemployed, believed the abductor
had visited her room in street clothes after the baby was
born Monday, saying she was looking for another patient,
Shivers said.

-The mother “‘is upset and acting like a mama ought to act
that just lost her baby,"” he said.

FBI agents suspected a kidnapping after employees could
not identify the nurse.

“In a situation like this,” said Hersley, ‘it would very
obviously appear to be an abduction.”

Officers said they believed the woman may have been a
Parkland employee because she apparently was familiar
'with Miss Patterson's condition. Ms. Patterson and her baby
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ing for mystery kidnapper

Shivers said police would pore through some 4,000
photographs of present and former Parkland employees to
see if any match the description of the kidnapper.

“We'll just follow every avenue we have,” said Herley,
who added that the FBI entered the case as a ‘‘preliminary
investigation" in case the chid is taken across state lines.

Police also questioned the baby's father and were
convinced he had no knowledge of the abduction,
investigators said.

Falwell’s group to
check libraries

HOUSTON (AP) — The Moral Majority will begin next
month checking every city and public school library from
coast to coast to determine if a conspiracy is keeping
conservative books off the shelves, says Rev. Jerry Falwell.

Several thousands members of the fundamentalist group,
armed with a list of 62 “‘quality books,” will interview
employees at each of the 20,000 libraries using public funds,
said Falwell, a Lynchburg, Va.. television evangelist.

The list, which includes ‘‘Gay Is Not Good." *‘Evolution :
‘The Fossils Say No,” and ““The Sweetheart of the Silent
Majority: Phyllis Schlafly,”” was published in the latest
Moral Majority Report.

“We're not trying to take from the shelves any books.
We:t'jre trying to have conservative books included.” Falwell
said.

A “preliminary survey" indicated only 10 percent of public
libraries have any of the 62 Moral Majority-approved books
and periodicals. he said.

“If we find that’s a national situation, we're going to find
out who is reponsible for it,”’ Falwell told the Houston Post in
a story published Saturday.

Falwell said he suspects the American Civil Liberties
Union, the National Education Association, the American
Library Association and People for the American Way.may
be responsible for the boycott.

The evangelist could not cite specific instances when the
“four organizations interfered with the purchase of
conservative books. Instead, he mentioned efforts of some to
remove Mark Twain’s satirical novel ‘‘Huckelberry Finn"
from schools.

* Falwell estimated it would take 90 days to check every
public library.

. "'Our people will ask librarians why they do not have these
books,"* Falwell said. 'If they tell us it’s a budgetary matter.
we’ll help them raise the money:”’ Falwell said.

“If they say it's a philosophical thing. we'll say ‘Isn't that a
~violation of the First Amendment?"’ he said.

Falwell said he wants to see more books by authors such as
Ms. Schlafly. Dr. C. Everett Koop. retired Navy Adm. Elmo
Zumwalt, polister Lance Tarrance and political
commentator Pat Buchanan.

Hudson’s credit just went down the sewer

HUDSON, Texas (AP) —
Mayor Don Deal says this
tiny East Texas town will
almost certainly become the
first to default on a state
Department of Water
Resources loan payment and
there is very little that can be
done about it.

Deal told the Lufkin Daily
News that there is no realistic
way the Angelina County
town of about 700 can come up
with the $60,000 payment it
must make in July on a loan
to construct the city's sewer
system.

But an official with the
Texas Department of Water
Resources said the town
council has reneged on a
promise to institute a
property tax if necessary and
the matter may be turned
over to the attorney general's
office.

“I've got a problem here

and there aren’t any quick
fixes,” Deal said. “‘We don't
have the money right now. It
isn't that we aren't trying to
pay, we just can't. We are
working on it."

He said it will be at least
two years before the city has
the money to pay the state.

“They haven't shown us
very good faith,” said
Department of Water
Resources spokeswoman Sue
Clabaugh. ** We gave them
the loan thinking that they
would hold up their end of the
bargain and they haven't
done that. When they took the
money they said they would
institute an ad valorem tax if
necessary to pay the money."

She said if the town does not
pay the $60,000 by July, the
department will refer the
case to the state attorney
general’s office.

Deal said a property tax is

not the answer and he is not
worried about the matter
being referred to the attorney
general.

*“This threat about giving it
to the attorney general; I
don’t care if they give it to the
attorney genegal of Soviet
Russia.” Deal said. ‘““The
attorney general is going to
find out it is going to take
some time to get the money
even if we get the tax.”

He said the city had
pledged to institute a
property tax if revenues fell
short, but he and the council
members refused to pass the
tax because they do not
believe that is the way to
raise the extra money.

He said the city would do
better to raise all of the
money through revenues
from sewer bills, but he is
against raising sewer rates
he said are already too high.

He said he pays about $25
each month for sewer
services alone.

Deal also acknowledged
that, because he signed the
loan ‘agreement with the
state, he may be personally
liable if the loan is defaulted
and that some action could be
taken against him.

*So what?’’ he said. ‘‘Look
at what we have here. The
quality of life is so much
better here now with the
sewer than it was before.”

The final answer to the
sewer problems, Deal said,
would be to have more péople
on the 47 miles of system
completed in 1980. If
everyone who could get on the
system did. rates could be cut
and the money still paid, he
said.

Mrs. Clabaugh said that by
not instituting a property tax
the city was violating the

bond ordinance that council
members signed and that the
city could be forced to have
an ad valorem tax.

*“This’will be the first time
the state has had a default on
a loan of this nature since this

fund was started in 1957
Mrs. Clabaugh said. “‘We
have loaned to areas far more
financially repressed than
Hudson, but they have always
paid.” .

Jury recesses in Algiers 7 trial

By TERRY LEONARD

DALLAS (AP) — The verdict in the three-week-long civil
rights trial of seven New Orleans policemen may hinge on
the testimony of a police detective who said he saw other
officers beat and threaten two men.

The officers are accused of conspiracy and of violating the
civil rights of men from a predominantly black
neighborhood of New Orleans’ Algiers section who claim
they were beaten and threatened by police interrogating
them about the killing of a fellow officer.

Before the jurors recessed for the weekend Friday. they
sent a note to U.S. District Judge Jerry Buchmeyer asking to
review the testimony of the key prosecution witness.

A defense attorney said jurors asked to go over New
Orleans police detective Oris Buckner's testimony about the
interrogation of Johnny Brownlee and Robert Davis, two of
five alleged beating victims. Buckner said he participated in
the beatings and saw Brownlee and Davis beaten by the
other officers.

Buchmeyer told the jurors, who had deliberated for two
full days, to go home for the weekend and resume Monday.
Thetrial began March 7.

During their final arguments, defense attorneys tried to
portray Buckner as an incompetent detective whose motives
are suspect because of his grant of immunity and because
his father died in the custody of New Orleans police in the
1950s.

“What kind of grudge did he harbor? What kind of
bitterness is in that man,”" asked defense attorney Ralph
Whalen. Buckner testified for five hours on March 10.

The prosecution argued that although Buckner was
granted immunity in return for his testimony he has not been

Detective Ronald Brink. 37, one of the defendants, said
confidently Friday that jurors had a lot of testimony to
review and that he was not surprised by or nervous about the
prolonged deliberations.

Ignoring the impact Freeman's work might have on
Mead's personal reputation, what should concern
everyone as the controversy unfolds is that Mead's
famous first book and its important conclusions were
accepted without examination or corroboration for such
a long period of time (more than five decades). As
Freeman notes: ''The entire academic establishment
and all the encyclopedias and all the textbooks that

accepted the conclusions are fundamentally in error.

There isn't another example of such wholesale self -

deception in the history of the behavioral sciences.™

Sherwood Washburn, a former chairman of the
anthropology department at Cal Berkeley. took the point
a step further when he commented in a New York Times
story that few anthropologists under the age of 50 will be
bothered by the Freeman book because their theories are
built on data in addition to Mead's (among them Ruth
Benedict, Alred L. Kroeber, Edward Sapir and Franz
Boas), but many older scholars will be upset because

“her book said what liberals wanted to believe at that
time."

Meanwhile, it is sad indeed to realize billions of tax
dollars were expended in pursuit of a theory that. by
Freeman's standards, was drivel when Mead at the age
of 23 apparently set out to prove her own pre - conceived
notions., while ignoring her obligation to remain
scientific.

The Episcopalian approach to Canada’s economy

Good churchmen aren’t necessarily sound economists
Economic models designed by churchmen who have a bias
against the free enterprise system are likely to lead to lower
standard of living by all affected people

These truths come to mind in reading an analysis of
Canada’s economic situation prepared by the Episcopal
Commission For Social Affairs of the Canadian Conference
of Catholic Bishops

The bishops have submitted an analysis of economic
conditions in our good neighbor to the North and also
recommended alternative economic strategies for Canada.
The “alternative approaches’' recommended by the bishops

involve a move away from the free enterprise system.
Among other things. the bishops propose creation of new
labor - intensive industries (back to the hoe and shovel?). a
larger role for labor unions in national economic planning. a
downplaying of the profit system. emphasis on ‘‘socially
useful forms of under - developed regions. Specifically. the
bishops favor *‘increasing community ownership and control
of industries where desirable.”" No mention is made of how
owners of collectivized industries would be compensated.

The report is shot through with hospitality to capitalism
and to technological advances. It expresses alarm that ‘‘we
are now preparing to move into the high technology
computer age of the 1990s."’

Just a few facts from the audit for fiscal - year 1982 —

Our 209 city employees’ salaries and wages have jumped
from $1,935.118 to $3.676,568 in the last four years.

Overall averages show that every employee is drawing
$17.000 per year

There are 9,000 water meters in town; the city has 30,
maybe. But four of each 14 gallons bought is used by the city.

The audit shows that from 1978 to 1982, there were 41
employees whose salaries were raised from $8.000 per year
to $15,000 per year — that's a 22 percent raise each year for
four years.

Pampa’'s income from city taxes increased from an
estimated $1.017.176 to an actual income of $1,701,914 during
{iscal 1982. )

~ Don Reed says he is a man of principles.

*'I was born a free man. and I'll die a free man.”

But because of his principles. Reed said he lost his job of 26
years and much of his life savings, was kicked out of the
Masons, and spent ‘‘nine months and four days" in a federal

+ What Reed did was become a member of the Tax Action
Patriots. a nationwide group of people who oppose federal
income tax laws and methods used by the Internal Revenue
Service to enforce the laws, laws the group says are
‘unconstitutional.

Reed said he no longer associates with the protest group,
and said he now believes one man can do nothing to change
the federal government and its tax laws.

“The only thing that might would be a total economic
collapse. That might wake up enough people to get
Something changed.' he said.

Reed, 52, was born in Shamrock. His family traveled all
around the western U.S. before settling in Pampa in 1944. His
father, R.W. Reed, opened an auto - repair shop. Reed's
{Garage, here in 1945 when Don was 15.

Reed worked part - time in the shop and attended Pampa
High School, where he graduated in 1949. After graduation,
he worked for Gulf Oil Company as a seismographer
.conducting oilfield surveys. Reed worked a short time in the
fabrication shop at Cabot, before finally starting work at the
Celanese Chemical Plant here in 1953.

About 26 years later, in May 1979, Reed was fired from
_pe_ldanese. with nary a gold or Timex watch to show for it, he
said.

He believes he got his walking papers from the plant
because of his tax protests. Reed said he and 12 others filed a
-federal class - action suit against the IRS in 1976. He said W -
4. witholding forms he filed with Celanese at the time
claimed “‘exempt." for no withholding of pay. Reed said an
-exempt status can be filed when a person paid no tax in a
previous year and expects to pay none in a current year. He
said he signed and filed tax returns during the same period,
but refused to answer questions on the form, claiming the
<Constitution's Fifth - Amendment right against self -
incrimination prohibits mandatory disclosure of the
information.

The “Fifth - Amendment’ tax protest can result in
‘prosecution and conviction in federal court. Reed learned
that the hard way, though he said he was prepared to serve

. time for his convictions.

“I knew what I was fighting when I took on Big Brother. I
was always told I'm bullheaded — I guess I am. But I believe
a gr;an lives by his principles, or life’s not worth living,”" he
said. v

A federal jury in Amarillo convicted Reed in June 1981 on
two charges of failure to file income tax returns and on a

“charge of falsification of W - 4 forms, he said.

Reed was sentenced to one year in the federal penitentiary
and two years probation. He served ‘‘nine months and four
.days” in the federal prison at Big Spring and is still on

* probation.

He said part of the terms of his probation are that he not
associate with tax - protest groups, and that he file tax
returns when required by law. terms with which he says he
complies. g vy 9 _gaii oo

He said he took his tax protest to the courts because. *'I
_believed I could get justice in the courts — it isn’t there,™ he
said. .

“in the federal court, you're presumed guilty until proven
innocent. In a federal trial, the judge tells the jury. ‘I will

s

decide the law — you decide the facts.' Federal judges have
told juries, ‘The Constitution does not apply — this case
involves IRS codes.’ People do what the judge tells them to
do," he said.

Reed said his conviction is on appeal to the Supreme Court.

The Pampan said the law creating a federal income tax
and the methods used by the IRS to enforce the law are
“‘ambiguous. unfair and unconstitutional.”

“The so - called tax protesters aren't rebelling against
their government. They are demanding officials follow the
Constitution. They're rebelling against bureaucrats who
have subverted our government. They are patriotic to a fault
and believe in our government. That's what they're fighting
for." he said.

Reed also said control of local schools, prosecution on civil
- rights charges after acquittal on criminal charges for the
same offense. money which is not backed by gold or silver
and gun - control laws are unconstitutional.

However. he said he does not urge protest and said he
believes in obeying the law.

I want all citizens AND the government to obey the law."
he said.

Besides the prison sentence, Reed said he thinks his past
tax protest cost him his job at Celanese. But he said the
company says he was fired for spoiling a batch of chemicals

*“They were told. ‘You can be audited every 30 days, ' he
said.

But the biggest blow of all his past troubles, he said. was
his ‘‘suspension’’ from the Masons, a group he still calls ‘‘the
finest organization ever founded by man."

“I'm still a Mason, but I can engage in no Masonic rites. |
can't attend a meeting and can’t have a Masonic funeral,”

he said.

“That was the greatest shock of the whole thing,"' he said
about the suspension from the Masons.

Reed said a Mason can be suspended for conviction of a
felony or a crime involving moral turpitude. He said his
conviction involves a misdemeanor and said the local
Pampa lodge upheld his membership in the organization.
But he said a Grand Deputy in the organization charged him
with several things before deciding on ‘‘un - Masonic"
activities. He said the Grand Lodge overruled the local
lodge's support.

Reed said he has not been actively employed since he was
fired by Celanese and said he owns no property. not even a
car.

He said all he does now is help out around his son Joe's
Pampa business, *'Sir - Plus’* on West Foster.

The shop began as a surplus store, but now stocks a wide
variety of items with no noticeable order to their display.

A sign in a barred front window advertises ‘‘Kung Fu
Throwing Stars and Knives."" A female mannequin under a
gray - haired wig and wearing camouflage fatigues stares
through the window at passersby.

Another sign warns would be - burglars a guard dog is on
duty. and “Fat Dog.”” a big black critter of unknown
parentage which greets customers from a resting place on
the concrete floor or from his standing position (yes,
standing) behind the glass - encased counter testifies the
warning is true.

American and Confederate flags grace the walls of the
three - room shop where one can buy a custom - made trophy

“We buy, sell. or trade,”’ Reed said.

The business policy creates an unusual assortment of
merchandise: machetes, brass. bongo drums. speakers.
stereos, old car carburetors, a gross of childrens’ diving
goggles. musical instruments. video games. sound
equipment, fishing worms which let off bubbles. (though the
Reeds quit stocking fishing equipment about the time people
started stealing five - cent hooks and sinkers and the little
nuts which secure reel handles. the ones which can’t be
bought separately and always fall off), camping and Army
gear, bows. loading supplies, ammo, holsters. targets, and
guns, guns and more guns.

Reed is a firm believer in the Second Amendment and the
right to bear arms, he said.

One of the other legal weapons on sale at Sir - Plus is a
device called a numchaku — again an Oriental creation: two
long. wood or metal cylinders attached by a rope or chain.
It's whirled around somehow to re- arrange an opponent's
facial features and body parts.

Reed married his second wife. Mary Ann. in 1974. He has
two boys and a girl by previous marriage, and she has a
matching set of two boys and a girl. Reed brags about the
kids and 10 grandkids with no shame. ;

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Former Soviet spy dies in London apartment

LONDON (AP) — Anthony Blunt, Queen Elizabeth II's
former art adviser who was unmasked as a spy for the Soviet
Union, died today of a heart attack at his London home. He
was 75.

‘‘He was having breakfast and got up to look up a number
in the telephone directory, then dropped dead,” said his
brother, Wilfred Blunt.

Prime Minister Margaret Thatcher told Parliament in
November 1979 that Blunt had spied for the Soviet Union
during and after World War II while he worked for Britain's
counter-espionage service.

Blunt confessed to British authorities in 1964 but was given
immunity in exchange for information on three other British
spies who fled to the Soviet Union: Kim Philby, Guy Burgess
and Donald Maclean, the prime minister said.

Maclean died March 6 in Moscow.

After Mrs. Thatcher’'s revelations, Blunt confessed in
public that he had spied and was stripped of his knighthood.
which had been awarded by the queen for his service to the
art world.

Blunt, who was surveyor of the queen's art collection from

(1952 until his retirement in 1972, was forced to give up his

academic honors as well as resign from the prestigious
British Academy.

Blunt said after he was unmasked that he spied for the
Soviets during World War II, a matter of ‘‘political
conscience.” now bitterly regretted.

“In the mid-1930s, it seemed to me and many of my
contemporaries that the Communist Party and Russia
constituted the only firm bulwark against fascism. since the
Western democracies were taking an uncertain and
compromising attitude towards Germany."’ he said.

He said he later regretted his ‘‘appalling mistake'’ and
grew to abhor the Soviet regime.

Maclean and Burgess, both British diplomats, defected in
1951 and Philby. a key figure in British intelligence. was
revealed as the ‘“third man" in the spy ring after his
defection in 1963. But rumors persisted that there was also a
fourth man in the spy network.

Former British Broadcasting Corp. journalist Andrew
Boyle published a book entitled **The Climate of Treason'’ in
1979 which did not name Blunt but dropped enough clues
about a fourth man that legislators raised the matter in the
House of Commons.

Mrs. Thatcher responded with a written statement on
Blunt and saying “there is no doubt that British interests
were seriously damaged '’ by his spying activities.

He’s Texas top skier

because he didn'’t fall

EL PASO, Texas (AP) —
An El Paso accountant says
he won the 1983 award as
Texas' top downhill skier
because he was the last of his
competitors left standing.

“‘There was no competition,
and I never fell in any of the
heats.” said Jim Dick. who
captured the coveted Texas
Cup over about 100
competitors from such

“renowned’’ ski resorts as
Lubbock. Amarillo and
Austin

Steve Moss coordinated the
two-day event. and said
**anyone who stays on his skis
all the way down (the slope)
has a chance to win the Texas
Cup.”

Texas doesn't pretend it's a
serious ski center but tales of
the Texas Cup races bring to
mind the popular
tongue-incheek posters of
skiers slaloming across a
Kansas cornfield or skiing
down an Oklahoma oil
derrick

Last month, carloads of
Lone Star skiers bearing
seldom-used skis and Texas
license pilates iraveied to
Sierra Blanca, N.M., to find
suitable slopes for its
downhill racers.

Texas does have
mountains: Guadalupe Peak
in the far southwest corner of
the state rises to 8.751 feet.
but is craggy and rarely
covered with a lasting snow.

Even Dick's hometown of
El Paso has the Franklin
Mountains, which were
buried under a 10-inch
snowfall last December. But
the closest ski area is in
Cloudcroft. N.M.. a 90-mile
run up Highway 54 from El
Paso in New Mexico's
southern mid-section.

Cloudcroft usually closes
too early for avid skiers.
some of whom ski
California’'s Mammoth
Mountain well into June.
Cloudcroft closed March 6
because of lack of snow and
its warmer location as the
southernmost ski resort in the
continental United States

For this year's Texas Cup.
skiers loaded up their
“‘buggies’’ — what New
Mexicans call Texans’
Cadillacs with Longhorns
glued to the front hood — and
galloped up to Sierra Blanca
just north of Cloudcroft for
the annual races.

Onlookers were amazed
because the Texans who
showed up at Sierra Blanca
knew how to slalom. Dick
said.

“People on the slopes get
kind of baffled when you tell
them you're from Texas and
then they see you can ski," he
said.

Usually. Texans have such
a reputation for big talk. big
bucks and big falls on the ski
slope that most don't tell the
serious skiers where they're
from. Dick said

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Idled land not far from prediction

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Agriculture Department says
the decision by farmers to take a record 82.3 million acres
out of production this year did not exceed projections by
nearly so much as many had thought.

When the payment-in-kind program was announced on
Jan. 11 a USDA *fact sheet” showed 1983 crop acreages
would be cut by about 30 million acres from 1982 under the
earlier acreage reduction program and PIK.

The PIK portion of the program. the department said on
Jan. 11. was expected to idle about 23 million acres. The
regular part of the program would account for nearly seven
million acres. according to the fact sheet

A new supply-and-demand analysis issued on Wednesday.
however. noted the 82.3 million acres farmers signed up to
take from production this year and added that the actual
signup was “‘up from an earlier estimate of around 52
million.”

Ray Waggoner of the department’s Agricultural
Stabilization and Conservation Service said Thursday that
the “earlier estimate " of 52 million acres — not 30 million or
so — was based on projections in an impact statement
circulated shortly after the Jan. 11 announcement.

The impact statement, however. did not mention 52 million
acres outright. Instead. it included separate figures which. if
someone took the time. added up to about 52 million acres

Waggoner said the figures were no secret and that he had
provided them upon request

But it still was not clear on Tuesday when Agriculture

Secretary John R. Block held a news conference on the crop
signup

Block was asked what his signup projections had been.

“Well. we from the very beginning have been projecting 23
million acres out of production, and certainly we've
exceeded that by a very large margin, more than doubled it
actually. And that's from the PIK program itself."

As it turned out. signup under the regular acreage
reduction program — which provides price suppor{s and
some cash payments in return for cutting back 20 percent —
will idle 13.2 million acres.

The remaining 69.1 million acres will be taken from
production under the PIK options. That means producers of
wheat, corn. sorghum. rice and cotton will get surplus
commeodities as payment for taking an additional 10 to 30
percent of the cropland from production — or their entire
base acreage in many cases

Block also said that ‘'setting land aside is not my cup of
tea.” even though in this case the huge surpluses and
depressed prices demanded stern action. He might have
recalled another comment almost two years ago.

The marketplace must signal farmers, not the
fglernmem. Block told a California audience on June 19,

“That means we aren't going to be providing any
enc:uragemem to idle land or divert it from food crops.’’ he

Farmers are deciding which fields will be planted to
summer crops now that the PIK sign - up period is over.
Making the most efficient use of the acres you grow crops on is
vital this year. Proper fertilization is of utmost importance.
Soil tests can be a valuable source of information and a
profitable investment

A soil test is a chemical laboratory analysis designed to
provide an index of the available nutrients in a soil. The soil
test report includes levels of nitrogen, phosphorus and
potassium. In addition. suitable methods have been developed
for determining levels of the micronutrients zinc. iron and
manganese

Even though solid tests can be made for other nutrients,
results have limited value where deficiencies have not been
detected in research studies

There are two important requirements for getting valid
information from soil tests. First, laboratory methods must be
correlated with field response data. Second. a good soil sample
is needed.

There are many procedures for testing soils and obtaining
numerical values. such as pounds per acre or parts per
million. However. unless crop removal and response data are
collected to establish whether or not the soil is medium and
high in nutrients, expected response results are essentially
meaningless. Therefore. a producer should make sure that the
laboratory doing his work uses procedures suitable for his
soils.

In addition to reliable testing procedures. the soil sample
sent to the laboratory must be carefully collected and must be

representative of the field on which information is desired.
Two aspects of sampling is emphasized. First, divide the
fle]ds into uniform sampling units. Each unit should be
uniform with respect to color and mixture of soil as well as
past cropping. and fertilization practices. If samples
represent large acreages, results will show only general
information. As fertilization becomes a regular practice, more
attention must be given to obtraining specific information for
each field or subdivision and developing fertilization practices
accordingly.

The second point of emphasis regarding sampling is the
number of spots at which soil is obtained. Collect soil from at
least 10 to 15 spots in each field. Soils vary considerably in
nutrient content even though they look uniform. Take a slice or
core from the plowlayer at each location, put in a clean bucket,
mix thouroughly and sent about a pint to the laboratory.

Soil tests can provide valuable information for profitable
fertilization practices. More information about soil testing is
available from the county Extension office.

In a few days, the fruit buds or fruit will
turn black if the freeze did kill them.

THREE WAYS TO SAVE
ENERGY WITH LANDSCAPING

Although it is not possible to contgrol temperature, wind and
other weather elements. certain landscape practices can
modify the climate in and around home significantly. By
placing trees. shrubs, vines and landscape structures
properly. the homeowner can reduce the energy required to
keep homes and surrounding areas comfortable during winter
and summer. If the landscaping is well done, one receives the
added benefits of beauty and increased ral estate values. A
well - planned landscape is one of the best investments a
homeowner can make.

TREES

Studies have shown that trees planted on the south and west
sides of a house can reduce inside temperatures up to eight
degrees. Needless tosay. this can significantly reduce energy
use for summer air conditioning or with non - air conditioned
homes, make them much more livable during our long
summer season. Trees places about twenty feet or more from
the house on the south and west sides not only shield out the
sun’s rays, but also contribute refreshing *umidity. For some
suggestions or recommended tree species for our area, call or

come by the county Extension office. _
During late fall and winter our deciduous trees drop their

leaves and let the warming rays of sunshine in, making our
homes warmer and saving heating energy
WINDBREAKS

Evergreen windbarrier plantings on the north and west
sides of the house can cut 10 to 40 percent off winter fuel bills.
The location of the windbreaks is ithe key to their
effectiveness. Since most cold winter winds come from the
north or west, plantings should be place on those sides with an
extension on the eastern side if space premits. Experiments
have shown that the maximum wind reduction occurs at a
distance from four to six times the height of the windbreak so
plantings should be established at this distance from the
house. Rapid growing species should be chosen which will
reach from one to one - and - one - half times the height of the
house at maturity.

Based on these recommendations, a 20 - foot tall house would
benefit most from a hedge of tall evergreens located 80 - 120
feet from the north side of the house. Single row plantings are
effective, but double and tgriple rows are even better.

VINES

Vines can have a tremendous effect in cooling house walls
during the summer. For masonry walls such species as Boston
Ivy and Virginia Creeper are excellent. Their leaves are born
in an orderly shingle pattern on four to six inch petioloes. The
leaf blades intercept and absorb the rays of the sun while

most effective on southern and western masonry u(alls which

receive a great deal of direct sun. Evergreen species such as

English Ivy are effective on sunless walls where their

persistent foliage deflects winter winds and their stems

provide an insulating effect.

All the vines mentioned are clinging types and are not good
for wooden walls since their stems and tendrils hold moisture
and can cause wood to deteriorate. The same cooling effect
can, however. can be achieved by training twining vines such
as wisteria. carolina jessamine, and muscadine grapes on
trellises placed near these walls and even overhead structures
over terraces. Fast growing vines such as morning glories can
be trained to grow on such structures and provide relief from
the same season in which things are planted.

Whether planting trees. windbreaks. or vines. living plants
can indeed be an energy saving gift from nature. For
additional information on how landscaping can reduce energy
consumption in your home, ask for a copy of **Landscaping for
Energy Conservation."

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EPA officials admit exposing children to health hazard

WASHINGTON (AP) — In what one congressman called an
“unforgivable situation. the Environmental Protection
Agency exposed children to increased health risks by not
forcing a cleanup of lead in the soil near three Dallas area
smelters. two EPA officials have testified.

Frances Phillips. an EPA official in Dallas, said Thursday.
1 don’t think I could deny™" that if the agency had pursued a
cleanup as planned in 198! “‘we would have reduced the
potential exposure of these children ' to ingesting the lead.

But she said that regional EPA officials’ plans to initiate
cleanup procedures were blocked in May of that year by John
Hernandez Jr.. then deputy EPA administrator and now

acting EPA administrator.

“The change in the decision to proceed with corrective
measures definitely had an impact on the health of the
children.” Dr. Norman Dyer. another EPA official from
Dallas. told a House subcommittee investigating the situation.

Dick Whittington, regional EPA administrator in Dallas,
testified that action was now underway to solve the lead
problem. saying that “'we may have taken a while to get there,

but we are going to get there.””

However. Rep. Elliott H. Levitas. D-Ga., subcommittee
chairman. responded that ‘“leaving the children at risk for 18
months™* while the problem was studied was ‘‘one of the most
unforgivable examples of how the public health was not

protected’” by the government.

Attorneys at the hearing said two hundred children living in
the area have filed suit against operators of the smelters.

Allyn M. Davis. another regional EPA official, testified that
studies in late 1980 showed what regional officials considered
to be unacceptably high levels of lead in the soil in parts of

West Dallas and East Oak Cliff near the three smelters.

But Mrs. Phillips, deputy regional administrator. said that
Hernandez ordered that the relationship between lead levels in
blood and in the soil be studied further before the EPA could

pursue any cleanup action.

Hernandez did not feel ‘‘we should spend any more to move
dirt ... until we could identify a specific health problem related

to this case." she said.

State seeks injunction to stop.leak

DALLAS (AP) — State officials are seeking a permanent
injunction and daily fines in an attempt to stop cyanide leaks
into a creek from an abandoned silver reclamation plant.

Cyanide leaks into Mills Branch Creek, a tributary of Lake
Ray Hubbard, from the plant weré documented in early 1982,
said Garland health officer John Teel.

The City of Garland sued the property owners last

month recommending that steps be taken to protect children
from lead in the soil within a half mile of the smelters, one of

which had closed in 1979.

But the CDC's report still did not establish the relationship
between lead in the soil and lead in the children's blood, Dyer

said.

“That's 18 months later, and we don’t even have the

answer," commented Levitas.

Bill McAnalley, a former toxicologist with the EPA in
Dallas, charged that the center’s report was based on faulty
sampling techniques, underestimated the seriousness of the
lead contamination problem and ‘‘must be a coverup.”

Patricia Spears, who lives within 10 blocks of one of the
smelters, told the subcommittee that her four children had had
constant health problems since birth.

“We're deeply concerned about our children's health, about
our property and what's going to happen to our community as

awhole,” Mrs. Spears said.

*...I've had to see my children suffer so,” she said.

* far-reaching decision

EDITOR'S NOTE —
This is the third instaliment
of a five-part Easter series
about the brilliant, energetic
Paul. 'a contemporary of
Jesus. initially a brutal foe,
later a dauntless. roving
advocate. This part deals
with a history-making
decision. :

The spadework had been
hard. but it accomplished
wonders. ‘‘Like a skilled
master builder | laid a
foundation. " Paul writes. But
aow it could be wrecked. In
city after city, despite
threats. lashing. stoning and
illness. he had labored
seaselessly to raise the new
banner, lifting hope and

* hearts. Now it could be struck
down. cut off from its roots.

* He glanced worriedly about
the packed hall in Jerusalem.
The 12 apostles of Jesus sat on
stone seats along the
platform with tabernacle
chests of the Torah and
scrolls of the prophets on a

.shelf behind them. They had
assembled in emergency
council to rule on the
revolutionary strategy of the
controversial Paul.
~ As the proceedings began,
whispered suspicions and
occasionally shouted attacks
.on him quieted. Asked to
explain his unorthodox
tactics, Paul stepped quickly
.to the empty chair beside the
reading stand. a man of
“'slight stature,” partly bald.
in faded blue-striped robe.

. "I am not ashamed of the
‘gospel — it is the power of
God for salvation to every one
who has faith. to the Jew first
-and also to the Greek...For
God shows no partiality."
_ That was the burning, critical
issue, whether this faith was
open to all people, including
uncircumcised Gentiles. On
_that matter hinged the future
impact of Jesus in the world.

“‘Since all have sinned and
-fall short of the glory of God.
they are justified by his
grace. through the
redemption which is in Christ

+Jesus.”" That insight had
| delivered Paul from a
§ gnawing dilemma about
) humanity's errant nature,
and his own. He remained
thoroughly dedicated to
Judaism, considering Jesus

4 .its crowning illumination_ but
wanted it extended to all
God's children.

. "Is God the God of Jews
only? Is he not the God of
Gentiles also? Yes. of
Gentiles also, since God is
one.’” That was Paul's
unwavering certainty, as it
was for Judaism, with its
singular devotion to one.

monotheism in a mocking sea
of polytheistic idolatries.

""He will justify the
circumcised on the ground of
their faith and the
uncircumcised because of
their faith. Do we then
overthrow the law by this
faith? By no means' On the
contrary we uphold the law."”
He repeatedly stressed his
own adherence to Judaism's
traditions. but didn't want to
exclude the people of other
customs.

It was a fundamental,
history-making question and
not just a remote, marginal
quibble over incidentals as
subsequent generations have

sometimes viewed it. It was ,

basic, far-reaching and also -
explosive.

The core stamp of Judaism
since its beginning, the mark
of its distinction, was
circumcision, the ‘‘seal of the
covenant” with God to be a
“light to the nations.”” Jesus
himself had been
circumcised, as were all
Jewish boy babies. It was a
tangible sign of their
commitment to God, of their
very identity, the backbone of
a people

But now Paul challenged
that age-old rampart. *‘He is
not a real Jew who is one
outwardly, nor is true
circumcision something
external or physical.” The
contentious, migrant Paul. a
Greco-Roman Pharisee,
expert in Jewish law,
variously considered by some
a turncoat or by others
untrustworthy because of his
past, struck at a central
nerve of his cherished
Judaism.

But he rationalized it
painstakingly in his many
writings. “‘He is a Jew who is
one inwardly, and real
circumcision is a matter of

That point, although
obscured through ensuing
centuries of prejudice. has
swelled anew in late
20th-century Christianity.
That term, ‘‘Christian,”
never appears in Paul's
writing. It apparently was
coined by pagan opponents in
ridicule of the ‘‘Christ-ers,"”
or in Greek, the
‘*Chrestianoi'’ or
*“Chrestini."”

The epithet first arose in
Antioch, capital of Syria,
third largest city of the
Roman empire, next to Rome
and Alexandria. It was the
center of Roman government
in the east, a potpourri of
idolatry, and the base of

aul’s far-traveling
excursions.

From there, he ranged
throughout Asia Minor and
the edge of Europe. With the
pivotal conflict swirling
around him from the start, he
made his first drama-packed.
1,000-mile journey about A.D.
46, prior to the decisive
council in Jerusalem.

Accompanied by Barnabas,
a trusted ally of the apostles,
and Barnabas' nephew, John
Mark. Paul had headed for
the island of Cyprus.
Barnabas was the brother of
Mark's mother, a widow in
whose house the apostles hid
after the Crucifixion and
from whence they later
plunged forth to tell of the
Resurrection.

“He appeared to Cephas
(Peter), then to the 12,"" Paul
writes in the earliest
recorded account of that
event, about 20 years
afterward. ''Then he
appeared to more than 500
brethren at one time, most of
whom are still alive. Then he
appeared to James, then to
all the apostles.”

Recalling his own
experience on the Damascus

M in
g{'ercy ::y. lo gengin w'i‘tch the
Jews are entrusted with the
oracles of God...God has not
rejected his people whom he
foreknew."

road that turned him from

persecutor to propagator,
Paul adds, “‘Last of all. as to
one untimely born, he

appeared tome."’

He and his partners sailed
first to Cyprus. center of the
cult of Aphrodite, preaching
from Salamis at the east end
to Paphos at the west,
exposing a magician's
trickery, converting the
Roman governor.

Back on the mainland,

Mark' quit them at Perga,
apparently irritated at Paul's
courting of Gentiles. Mark
later wrote the gospel bearing
his name, but Paul resented
his desertion and afterward
refused to travel with him.

From the swampy coasts
into the rugged highlands of
Pisidia (modern Turkey),
Paul and Barnabas taught in
numerous cities, stirring such
tensions in one of them that
Roman officials ordered
them whipped' with rods and
expelled. Paul's unspecified
*“thorn in the flesh,” possibly
malaria but supposedly
migraine, plagued him.

In Lystra, with its temple to
the sky-god Zeus, he inspired
an incapacitated man to
walk., and onlookers hailed
the pair as gods “in the
likeness of men’ — Paul as
Hermes, the taller Barnabas
as Zeus.

A procession formed to
honor them, but they were
aghast, protesting that they
were only men. The crowd
turned surly and began
stoning Paul. He crumpled
under the barrage, bloodied
and assumed dead. He was
dragged outside the gates and
dumped. Barnabas and new
friends tended him.

Returning to Antioch. they
found the work thriving but
shaken by complaints of
Jerusalem delegations about
uncircumcised participants.
“False brethren secretly
slipped in to spy out our
freedom." Paul writes tartly.
“To them we did not yield
submission even for a
moment.”’

The chief apostle Peter,
after a vision in which God
counseled him that no food or
person was ‘‘unclean.” had
accepted and baptized an
uncircumcised Gentile, the
Roman officer Cornelius. But
when Peter visited Antioch,
conservative critics
belabored him into
withdrawing from meals with
Gentiles. .

‘*‘He separated himself,
fearing the circumcision
party.”" Paul writes. I
opposed him to his face.
because he stood
condemned. "

It was a letdown to Paul
since in his earlier private
visit with Peter and James,
they agreed that he and
Barnabas should go to the
Gentiles. *'They gave me and
Barnabas the right hand of
fellowship."* Paul writes.

But since-then, much had
happened to dim Paul's
chances before the council in
Jerusalem. The apostle
James had been slain by

orders of the Judean puppet,
Agrippa 1. and another James
named among the 12. It was
the strictly orthodox James
the Just, a kinsman of Jesus,
who now presided. Also,
Peter had succumbed to
intimidation.

However. that
determinative council was
divided. Conservatives
trusted only established ways
which had held Jews together
through ages of persecution
and conquest. Liberals saw
promise in the new. Though
still uncertain, it stirred
greater vitality among more
people.

‘“*It is necessary (o
circumcise them, K '’
conservatives insisted. The
room dissolved into hubbub,
with outbursts on both sides.
The apostle Peter reared
back his shoulders. thrust out
his grizzled chin and growled

that God ‘‘made no
distinction between us and
them.” the Gentiles. Why

“put a yoke upon the neck of
these disciples?"

The room fell silent. Paul
related details of the grateful
devotion evoked among
Gentiles on his trip.
Gradually the mood changed
and unified. Sensing this, the
scrupulous James gazed
about. then pronounced the
decision.

“‘Brethren...My judgment
is that we should not trouble
those of the Gentiles who turn
to God. but should write to
them to abstain from the
pollutions of idols and from
unchastity and from what is
strangled and from blood. "

It was a conciliating
compromise. a model for
future church councils. It
insisted that Gentile believers
uphold moral standards and
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observe certain food
regulations of Judaism. but
on the underlying.
dynamite-laden issue, did not
require their circumcision to
be part of the
“‘commonwealth of Israel.”

*You who were once far off
have been brought near in the
blood of Christ.”” Paul tells
Gentiles. “For he is our
peace. who has made us both
one. and has broken down the
dividing wall of hostility." «

The decision liberated the
faith beyond any national
boundaries to all people

Paul and Barnabas carried
the letter of judgment back to
Antioch and read it to
believers there. In the first
grave internal crisis. the
“Way'" had not broken up but
held together. Otherwise it

might have perished on the
ash heaps of history. an
isolated sect without
historical roots or heritage.
But now, though grafted to its
mother religion, it had
latitude to cross all borders
and cover the earth.

“Thanks be to God. who in
Christ always leads us to
triumph. and through us
spreads the fragrance of the
knowledge of him
everywhere,' Paul writes.

‘Not that we are sufficient
of ourselves to claim
anything as coming from us:
our sufficiency is from God,
who has qualified us to be
ministers of a new covenant,
not in a written code but in a
Spirit; for the written code
kills, but the Spirit gives
life.”

Friday: Women and riot
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LANCASTER. Pa. (AP) — The beauty of brightly colored
and decorated eggs has enchanted many cultures from the
ancient Persians and Greeks to Europe's Ukrainians

But it is the Pennsylvania Germans who are credited with
bringing the tradition of the Easter egg to America, according
toresearchers at a company here that manufactures egg dye.

Long before Christianity, eggs were colored. blessed.
exchanged and eaten as part of the pagan rites of spring. The
egg was considered a symbol of the rebirth of the sun after a
long winter's sleep. \

With the spread of Christianity, the egg took on new
significance. As one of the many foods once forbidden during
Lent. eggs were a treat to eat on Easter Day.

The Polish. Slavic and Ukrainian people created elaborate
eggs which were included in baskets, taken to church and
blessed, and later savored at Easter breakfast.

These traditions had all but died out in Europe by the 1700s.
say the researchers for Hinkle Enterprises. The firm was
founded in 1893 by Samuel Hinkle, a pharmacist from
Pennsylvania Dutch country who had developed vibrant egg
colors that he distributed at Eastertime to local townspeople.

When a five and dime chain became a customer, Hinkle's
hobby turned into a business which celebrates its 90th
anniversary this year.

It was the German settlers in America, better known as the
Pennsylvania Dutch, who revived the glory of the Easter egg.
researchers report. These deeply religious people cherished
their traditions and among their contributions to American
folklore and practices are Easter egg decorating, egg rolls and
hunts, egg trees, and even the Easter Bunny.

Early coloring was a messy and time - consuming process.
Natural dyes were made by boiling onion skins to achieve
yellow colors, alder catkins and hickory for brown, madder
root for red and nuts, roots and berries for various hues.

Other methods were to wrap eggs in bright calico. boiling
them so the colors were transferred or pasting pieces of cloth

toeggs

Still more complicated was pysanky, which involved the use
of wax and dyes to create the most intricate of Easter eggs
The technique originated with the Ukrainians. the name
stemming from the verb ‘pysaty.’' meaning ‘‘to write."’

By the start of the 20th century, however, Easter egg
decorating was becoming a widespread American tradition.
thanks to Pennsylvania Dutch influence and the development
of new and simple egg dye treatments.

Today. egg decorating has become a highly sophisticated
craft with societies and national exhibits that feature beautiful
eggs created by talented designers.

Pysanky eggs continue to be the most popular, and
designers have developed a simplified way of making them
producing a pysanky - type egg in less than 30 minutes rather
than the days required for the authentic technique.

Materials needed for the pseudo - pysanky craft include
hard - boiled eggs at room temperature, paint - on egg dye,
cotton swabs and fine - tipped paint brush, beeswax or
paraffin. stylus (which can be made by sticking a pin through
a pencil eraser), slotted spoon with wooden or plastic handle
and cloth or paper towels.

—To draw injtial design on egg. heat stylus tip on stove
burner, then stick stylus into beeswax or paraffin. Apply
heated wax to egg. The wax will cool almost immediately and
will adhere to egg. ' o

—After wax on part of design you want to remain white is set
apply the first color using cotton swabs or paint brush. Before
using second color, apply wax over part of eggs you want to
remain first color. Then apply the second color. Layer darker
colors over lighter shades. Now if you were to remove wax,
you would have a design in white and two colors. but the
number of colors that can be applied is not limited.

—To remove wax, heat egg slowly and carefully over stove
burner using slotted spoon. Test every few seconds to see if
wax is soft enough to wipe off with cloth or paper towel.

Teach your child to listen

Today's children are
bombarded by sound —
traffic, radio, TV and more
srecently. the beeps and zaps
of electronic games.
Children, like aduits,
selectively tune out many of
—these sounds. It is when
children tune out their
parents’ voices that parents
become first annoyed, then
‘ concerned.

Do not give up hope.
Researchers tell us that
“working to develop listening
does improve the ability of
children and adults to listen.

Be a good listener yourself
“— that is the single most
important behavior you
exhibit in listening situations.
. It precedes and pervades all
efforts on your part to help
your child be a better
* listener. If your child feels
that you are truly attentive to
her taking. she will be more
motivated to listen to yours.

your child after showing your
own good listening. They are
getting your child's attention,
keeping your child's attention
and checking your child's
understanding.

The most important
element, initially, in any
listening situation is engaging
your child’s attention. Many
children admit that until their
parents use an "I mean it"
voice, they generally
disregard their parents’
words. But many parents do
not use their I mean it"”
voice until they have said
something five or six times.

Be sensitive about getting
your child's attention; avoid
interrupting her too often.
Give your child the same
courtesy you give adults
when it is necessary to
interrupt your child.

Establish a cue and preface
what you are saying with it.
‘“This an elephant ear
special’’ may be useful; you
can make your own cue. This
cue acts like the flashing light
which draws immediate
attention to a sale item in a
store.

Trim away excessive
words. By the time you get to
what you really want to say,
your child may have already
tuned you out.

Move close to your child;
avoid' talking across the
room.

Say things once in a low
voice. Tell your child you will
be doing this. especially if
this is a change of behavior on
your part.

“I] want you to think of this for one year, and the
reason why I say it:

“If you are sick, a doctor will treat you and he
won't be on drugs. The lawyer who represents you

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attention, keep outside
interference to a minimum by
turning off TVs. radios, etc.,
and allow spaces in the
conversation for your child's
response. Actively engage
her in the verbal exchange. A
question such as, ‘‘What do
you think?"" may help keep
your child's attention.

Avoid doing other things
while you are talking with
your child. Focus your whole
attention on your child and
the message you are
communicating.

Your child may have been
gazing at you with apparent
rapt attention while you were

talking. but that is no FOR A MORE
guarantee that active
listening has occurred.

Check to see if the message
was heard and understood.
Ask the child to tell you in her
own words what she thought
you said. Observe her when
she is following your
directions. Listen to your
child's conversations.

Brown ground pork and onion in large
frying pan. Pour off drippings. Drain
tomatoes, reserving liquid, and coursely
chop.

Dennis, 13, was deprived
and neglected in his early
years which probably
accounts for his limited
ability to learn and his short
attention span. But he is
making good progress in a
special education class and
his teachers feel he will soon
be ready to enroll in regular
classes. Dennis. who is in

ood health. enjoys playing

key. soccer and football
and thinks he might like to be
a sports announcer when he
grows up.

Dorothy. 6. and Sonia, 4%.
are sisters who, like Dennis,
were seriously deprived early
in life. When they came to the
foster home where th 1ow
live. they had ugly. terrifying
dreams. and Sonia would cry
uncontrollably. Dorothy
trembled at any hand that
reached out to touch her
Today they are in good health
and their attractive smiles
aretrusting and friendly.

Robert. 14, is mentally
retarded and has a seizure

disorder resulting from a
bout with spinal meningitis
when he was four months old.
With help, he has developed
many skills, learned to enjoy
football., swimming and
climbing monkey bars. He
has a wonderful smile and a
friendly disposition.

These children are only
four of an estimated 100,000 in
this country who are waiting
lo be adopted by permanent
families. Beginning this
month, a new national
program will substantially
increase their chances.

National Adoption
Exchange system. funded by
the U. S. Department of
Health and Human Services
($350.000 for the first year)
and operated by the Adoption
Center, a Philadelphia -
based organization, will begin
moving aggressively to find
adoptive families for children
who wait.

The children who are
waiting are those who have
been considered “‘*hard - to -

place.” They include children
who are older. who are
members of a minority
culture or are brothers and
Sisters who need a home
together. Many have
physical, mental or
developmental handicaps.
Some have been waiting for
years for a family of their
own.

The Exchange will be a
sophisticated network that
will be able to match, for
instance. a waiting child in
Oklahoma with a family in
Vermont. The “‘match” will
be accomplished through a
computerized information
network on which children
and families will be
registered, through wide
distribution of a photo - listing
book in which descriptions
and pictures of waiting
children will be published and
through cooperative efforts
with adoption agencies and
parent groups around the
country,

[ixpert urges more care
In taking prescriptions

PROVO, Utah (AP)
— Americans spend about
$286 billion annually on
health-care costs, but some of
that money is wasted because
too often they don’t properly
take the medicine that's been
prescribed, says a
pharmacology expert.

Dr. Bruce Woolley.
professor of applied
pharmacology and
therapeutics at Brigham
Young University, said 30
percent of all prescriptions
written out are never filled
and of those that are filled,

“only about 20 percent are
taken correctly.

**A serious communications
problem has developed in
America between the
physician and patient and the
patient and the pharmacist,”
Woolley said. ‘‘Doctors,
pharmacists and patients
need to know exactly what the
drugs are. as well as when
and how they should be taken.
All three have responsibility
in handling prescriptions. "

There is at least one
incident of a woman
overdosing on Valium < by

taking ‘‘one tablet 48 needed- '

for anxiety until exhausted”
which the label instructed, he
points out.

Generally. a fdmily
practitioner prescribes about
20 different drugs that he
knows very well, Woolley
said. Problems crop up when
the family has several
doctors involved in treating
an illness.

“‘The prescription label
should be very specific to cut
down on confusion,”" he said.
“If it says ‘take four times
daily,” does that mean while
the person is awake, or
during a 24-hour period? For
many drugs, those few hours
could make a difference.”

Woolley said that even
though doctors were busy
people, they shouldn’t be too
busy to explain what they
were prescribing. Likewise, a
pharmacist should be willing

to take the time to explain

what a drug is and how it
might affect the patient.

“If the pharmacist isn't
willing to do that, the
customer should change
pharmacies,” Woolley said.

He said that though nearly
a third of prescriptions were
never filled, more often the
problem was taking the
medicine incorrectly. rather
than not taking it at all

“The Boston Collaborative

Drug Surveillance Study has
shown that there is a
drug-related death among
every 200 people
hospitalized,” Woolley said.
“And one government study
during the past decade
showed that the nation's
health bill for hospital days
devoted to the care of drug
toxicity patients was in
excess of $3 billion in one
year.”

“Three Men on a Horse.”
“Pal Joey.” “The Pajama
Game,” “Damn Yankees.™
**A Funny Thing Happened on
the Way to the Forum™ and
“Fiorello.” for which he won
a Pulitzer Prize in 1960.

His style is best summed up
by the tale of the time an
actor versed in the
psychological murk of the
Actors Studio asked him,
“What's my motivation?"

“*Your job." Abbott
explained.

He died
at 86. He always trapped.
fished and hunted for a living.

“We didn't live in a house
until I was 12 years old. In
those days if you had 25 cents
in your pocket you were
better off than I am now with
a $100 bill in mine. You talk
about poor. All you had to do
was find us and you'd find the
poorest people in the world.

“When I got old enough I
shipped out. I've worked in
Singapore. Africa, the North
Sea. you name it. Once. I
worked for. the Geological
Survey for a dollar a day and
took a break from merchant
ships during the war to join
the Coast Guard. It's been a

life.”

Virden has fired off his
share of peevish letters to his
employer. the Corps of
Engineers. about
long-distance commuting.

Transferred from the New
Orleans district a couple of
years ago, Virden refused to
move from his home in a New
Orleans suburb to this rural
community some 50 miles
north of Baton Rouge.

So he works aboard the
Kent for a few days and on his
time off drives the 140 miles
to Marrero to be with his
family.

Inventions during his spare
time led to patents for a core
borer and an oil skimmer.

The borer could be used by
the petroleum industry
offshore but Virden said he
hasn't pushed it.
