Workers of America, was born to-

As the con-
vent opened, the last alterna-
tive appeared to have the best
chance, partly because many CWA
delegates are sore at the CIO for
setting up the TWOC—Telephone
Warkers Organization Committee —

The plan to establish a closely-
knit union was made last November
at the Denver Convention of the

Federation. .
There has been considerable dis-
satisfaction among telephone unions
with the nationwide strike that be-
April 7 and dragged on in some
g'lll Telephone Companies for six
weeks.
Officers of two strong unions, the
American Union of Telephone
Workers and the Western Electric
Employes’ Association, and of some
small unions have turned to the
CIO and are urging their members
to vote affiliation with the TWOC.
But Beirne, who was president of
the old federaiion and its tem-
porary president of the new CWA,
said the strike only demonstrated
that a single union like CWA is
needed to fight the Bell System.
Beirne told a reporter today he
would recommend to the 200 dele-
gates that organizing should be the
“number one project” of the CWA.

The
Red Cross said a medical director
and 13.000 units of typhoid anti-
toxin have been sent to the Iowa
Health Department for immuniza-
tion in Ottumwa.

At Hannibal. Mo.. the Red Cross
said 400 families were affected and
350 families were still homeless in
six Illinois counties in the Quincy
area.

The Mississippi. swollen by high
water from the Des Moines. rolled
on over thousands of acres of Illi-
nois and Missouri farm lands after
breaking six levees and flooding the
village of Alexandria. Mo.. and forc-
ing more than 1.000 families to
evacuate their lowland farm homes
between Warsaw. Ill. and Hannibal.
Mo.. yesterday.

Mayor Merl Hamill of Alexandria
said the stream appeared to have
crested with six inches of water in
the main street. About 600 families
were driven from their homes.

The river reached a record stage
of 23.6 feet at Quincy. Ill. but
that city. situated on a bluff. es-
caped damage. Across the river.
the lower part of the downtown
section of Hannibal. Mo.. was flood-
ed.

A canyon flash flood drowned one
person at The Dalles. Ore.. and left
more than 100 families homeless.
Red Cross workers said at feast
50 persons saved themselves from
drowning by clinging to floating
debris as the flood. following a
hail and rain storm. caused damage
to orchards estimated at more than
$1.000.000.

A 15-block area of Sharon. Pa..
was leveled and six persons were
killed by a tornado which ripped
into Western Pennsylvania late Sat-
urday from Ohijo.

Red Cross officials estimated the
storm damage in Sharon at $660.000.

The same twister hit Warren,
Ravenna. Deforrest. Youngstown
and Niles. O. and Farrell. Grove
City. and Mercer. Pa.

About 100 rural residents were left
homeless at Warren.

Rains continued over a wide area
in Minnesota. the Dakotas. Northern
Iowa and Nebraska and the U, S.
Weather Bureau said precipitation
in that area would continue in that

Officials Report

Red Cross Relief
Work at Higgins

The closing of the Red Cross Dis-
aster Relief Office, last Wednesday,
marked the completion of casework
in the Higgins area, following the
tornado which swept that small
commupity last April 9.

It has been reported that the
people of this area have donated
$900.25 in cash to the Red Cross
for the disaster at Higgins and
Glazier. The Red Cross has spent
$40,000 on hehabilitation work in
Glazier alpne it has been stated.
Three Red Cross officials, Russell
Minton, Lipscomb County chairman;
Leo Durkee, Red Cross area direct-
or, and M. A. L. Gardner, building
advisor, have issued detailed reports
concerning the help that Higgins

people have received.

Minton recalls that immediately
following the storm emergency sup-
plies of food, clothing and medicinal |
needs were rushed to the torn area
by truck and plane, until the im-
mediate cmergency was quelled.

Durkee states, “Red Cross Aid
has been extended to 54 families in
repairing and rebuilding their homes,
and 56 other buildings were replaced
or repaired as part of the work.”

Gardner said that the Red Cross
moved 75 housing units released by
the WAA from the Cactus Ordnance
Plant at Dumas to Higgins for fam-
ilies to use as temporary shelters.

The report states:

“Final figures are not vet avail-
able, but commitments made by Red
Cross to date in assisting Lipscomb
County residents re-establish them-
selves, amounts to $148,276.24. This
is made up of several general gate-
gories of service. Costs of providing
mass shelters and food during the
early part of the pperation, amount-
ed to $9,360.88, plus warehouse and
donated supplies.

“This included approximately $7,-
000 in transportation costs on the
housing units brought into Higgins.
$9,305.50 wass spent for food, cloth-
ing and other maintenance on a
family casework basis. Rebuilding
and repair of homes amounted to
$89,909.76, household furnishings
$20.023.02, medical, nursing and hos-
pital costs $14.908.11, and livestock,
equipment, tools, etc., amounted to
$4,770.97.

The offer of  roughly $5,000,000 was
refuded and Rakosi was informed
that a German offer of $25,000,000
for the same properties had been
turned down at the beginning of
the war.

Stopping Basis
For Communistic
Growth Important

Sccretary of State Marshall has
given us a second and timely look
at the other side of the coin.

In a speech last week before the
Harvard Alumni Association he re-

stored emphasis to that aspect of
the Truman Doctrine which pro-
poses American help for countries
needing economis aid in order to
forestall the chaos of poverty
around the world

It is upon this chaos that Com-
munism feeds., and. it is probably
unfortunate that the *“stop Com-
munism” part of the Truman Doc-
trine was th~ one which apparently
had to be played up first in order
to interest the American public and
Congress in the larger question of
helping to stop Communism’s chief
condition for growth, which is
chaos.

Unfortunate, because the Truman
Dectrine quickly became little but
a simple “stop Communism” propo-
sition in the minds of its backers
and practically all its opponents.

At any rate, Soviet Communism
has taken up the real or fancied
challenge of the Truman policy and
is countering in its own way in
Hungary, Austria, and Bulgaria, in
the furtherance of the Pan-Slav
novement in Romania and Yugo-
slavia, and in the French railway
strike, with more of the same on
tap in Italy if needed.

Frankly, this appears to be the
cost Democracy faces paying for the
time and methods it takes to arouse
the American constiousness to the
fact that Europe is an economic
shambles from which nothing but
more shainbles can be exvected un-
less American economic aid is
forthcoming in great and continu-
ing gobs.

That fact was the heart of Mar-
shall's speech last week.

He pointed to the vicious eco-
nomiec circle left in Eurcpe by the
war, where factories are obsolete
and cities can no longer produce the
goods which ordinarily they trade
to the farmer for his surplus food.
This results in inflated currencies,
farm hoardings and starving cities,
which of course all set the stage for
Communism~or any form of to-
talitarianism which seems to offer
the victim a way out of his personal
little hell of hunger, worry and
frustration.

To break this vicious circle, Mar-
shall proposes a remedy—‘restoring
the confidencse of the European
people in the economic future of
their owp countries and of Europe

(And while we're about it, let’s,
not forget Asia, where an even
longer war was fought than in
Europe.)

“It is logical,” Marshall went on,
“that the United States should do
whatever it is able to assist in the
return of normal economic health
in the world, without which there
can be no political stabllity and no
assured peace.”

This help, he then said, would
have to continue three or four years
and it must come “principally from
America.”

Texas' weekend violent death toll
rose to 12 today with traffic acci-
dents leading the list of causes. Six
persons were killed on state high-
ways, four drowned, one died in an!
airplane crash and another died of
undetermined cause.

Two youths drowned in -stock
tanks of the Wichita Falls area.
Billy Duncan, 14, of Archer City,
drowned while swimming with a
young companion near Archer
City. Luther John Kuykendall, 20,
drowned in a tank near Paducah
while swimming with his father and
brother. The three were in Padu-
cah working in the wheat harvest.!

Howard O'Decll Howell, about 22,
of Kilgore, and Crater Picking
Porter, Jr., about 24 of Dallas, were
killed when their car plunged over
a 20-foot embankment into Big
Creek near Austin yesterday. Por-
ter was visiting Howell, a Univer-
sity of Texas student.

Ten persons were injured in a
two-car collision yesterday at an
intersection of the Lockhart and
Bastrop highways, 14 miles from
Austin. The six most seriously in-
jured were Jerry McDonald, of Aus-
tin, with a fractured skull; Clifford
Martin, of Lytton Springs, both
arms f{ractured; Alvin Henderson,
of Austin, fractured pelvis; Mrs. Jim
Ragland, of Austin, fractured pel-
vit, Miss Shirley Schweitzer of
San Antonio, fractured pelvis and
arm; and Miss Desyree Flurence of
San Antonio, fractured pelvis.

Mrs. Victor E. Malkowski, 52,
Dallas, was killed instantly Satur-
day in an automobile accident four
miles south of Corsicana.

TOBACCO - American tobacco
growers are taking a licking in the
postwar shakedown of their indus-
try, after ' enjoying five wartime
years of unprecedented prosperity.
Their reversess may have political
repercusions in next year's presi-
dential campaign, especially in the
border states of Kentucky and
Maryland, which have shown G.O.P.-
ish tendencies in recent years.

Despite our recent loan to Eng-
land, the Britishers have imposed
sharp restrictions on the import
of American tobacco. They have
also increased the price of cigarets
to such an extent that it is ex-
pected to reduce our shipments by
at least thirty percent. In Mary-
land, the price for this year's crops
is twenty cents a point less than
the producers obtained from 1939
to 1946.

Our aid to Turkey has also oper-
ated to the disadvantage of the
American grower, Ankara has been
able to ship fine Turkish tobacco
because of our financial assistance,
and it is supplanting the grown-in-
American stuff on which wé had
to depend when the Mediterranean
trade lanes were blockaded during
the war,

Dallas, Houslon
Are Running Race

"(Editor’'s Note: This is one of
a series of stories on Texas popu-
lation growth, based on city di-
rectories, chambers of commerce,
utility outlet figures and other
sources, compiled by the Asso-
ciated Press member papers which
developed additional material to
explain the growth and resultant
developments )

Houston and Dallas, Texas' two
largest cities, are running a popu-
lation race although Houston re-
mains the biggest Lone Star State
city by a healthy margin,

When the last census was taken
in 1940 Houston had a population of
384514. Dallas at that time had
204,734,

Sales Management Magazine, a
nationally-accepted authority on
marketing statistics, estimated the
population in 1947 for Houston at
480,000 and Dallas 466,300. Rough-
ly, this would make Houston's per-
centage of increase since 1940 25
percent, while Dallas has grown 58
percent.

Figures, however, can be decep-
tive. Houston maintains that ({ts
480,000 population is the actual to-
tal within its city corporate limits,
and that its ABC city zone, or city
and six/ immediate suburbs, today
contains 623,000 persons, ‘These sub-
urbs are West University Place,
South Side Place, Bellalre, Pasa-
?ena, Galena Park and South Hous-
on.

The Dallas figure includes High-
land Park and TUniversity Park--
actually part of Dallas but not
Lcchnlcally in the city limitss Oak
CIliff, across the Trinity River, was
incorporated with Dallas over 30
years ago and, of course, is included
in the figure also.

“The Dallas Chamber of Com-
merce makes no greater Dallas es-
timate including the entire Metro-
politan area,” Edward Kerr, of the
Chamber’s industrial department
sgid. “We feel that Dallas and the
fark cities describe the city of Dal-
as.”

Highland Park has an estimated
population of 12960 and University
Park 21960, based on utility out-
lets, etc. Eliminating these two
would give Dallas a 448,800 popula-
tion. (The 1940 census did not in-
clude Highland Park and Univer-
sity Park. Thus, for the same area
as- used in 1940, the estimated per-
tion by 1950. Houston is more con-
centage of current population in-‘
crease woyld be roughly 459 per- |

cent, still substantially larger than |

Houston’s.) {

Using the sales management fig- |
ures, Houston has grown 95,486 and
Dallas (including Highland and
University Park) 171,566.

Dallas expects a 600,000 popula-
servative and estimates 520,000.
