
High-speed chase ends when truck hits car

CANADIAN — An early morning high ipeed chate ended 
when an ll-«heel tractor trailer rig crashed into a car 
carrying children to school, sending one to an Amarillo 
hospital, today.

The truck driver’s identity was not released before press 
time But The Pampa News received a report he was an 
escapee from Ochiltree County jail in Perry ton

After the chase started earlier this morning, the rig was 
reported headed south on U.S. Highway S3 in northern 
Hemphill County about 6 30 a m. with law enforcement 
units in pursuit. A highway patrol unit advised the truck 
was running between “ IS and 100 (mph) and won't stop" 
At that time the truck reportedly had “ already run one unit 
off the road "

About 6 SO a highway patrol unit said the truck had gone 
through Canadian and attempts were being made to shoot 
out the tires The truck was reportedly hit by the shots, but 
they failed to stop it

According to an eyewitness in Canadian, the rig went 
through town "going like a bullet. It must have been doing 
over a hundred without even trying to s to p "

Fearing an accident because people were on their way to 
work at that hour, “ the sheriff put himself in front of the 
truck, trying to get him to stop," the witness said 

The efforts of Sheriff C.H Wright were unsuccessful and 
the truck continued to speed south toward Wheeler County, 
reportedly running at least one road block.

According to reports, the driver of the truck was unhurt 
in the accidmt and fled on foot, but was later apprehended

and in custody of the Hemphill County Sheriff's 
Department in Canadian

Hemphill County Hospital Adm inistrator Rocky 
Wooiman. said Karen Meek and her three children were in 
the car which was struck by the truck.

Eddie Meek, age 10, had no apparent injuries and was 
released. Shonda Meek, age 12, was treated for minor 
injuires and released, and the children's mother, Karen 
Meek, 42. with “ minor abrasions and bruises " was 
admitted to the Hemphill County Hospital.

Lisa Meek, age 16. was transferred to High Plains 
Baptist Hospital in Amarillo with apparent head injuries

'The chase ended suddenly about 7:10 a m when the 
speeding southbound truck reportedly crashed headon into 
the northbound car driven by Mrs Meek on two-lane U S

83 about IS miles south of Canadian
Members of the T eu s  Highway Patrol, Hemphill and 

Ochiltree County Sheriff's Offices and other law 
enforcement officers were reported in on the chase.

Called to the scene of the accident were two trucks from 
the Briscoe Fire Department, a community 10 miles 
southeast of the crash scene Ambulances from both 
Canadian and Wheeler were also sent.

The chase reportedly began early today near Perryton 
when ^ficers from that town and the Ochiltree County 
Sheriff’s Department first tried to stop the speeding rig. 
Late this morning officials from Ochiltree County were 
reported in Canadian in connection with investigation of 
the chase, resulting collision and reported arrest.
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Canadian children 
die in house

CANADIAN — Three children died 
and six other people were injured in a 
fire that swept through a sleeping 
family's Canadian home shortly after 
midnight this morning, firemen and 
hospital officials reported 

Oiie of the children who died. Michael 
Ward, a four - year - old crippled boy. 
apparently tried to crawl and escape 
the flames, but firemen found him dead 
on the floor of a hallway in the smoke 
and flame • filled house 

Another of the young victims, Jodie 
Ellen Ward. IS, was found dead, lying 
on a bed in a bedroom of the burned 
house The girl was apparently asleep 
when the fire erupted and “ never knew 
what happened ," according to 
Canadian fireman Ed Davidson. 

Another child. Nicholas D. Ward. 3,

was helped from the flaming home, 
after suffering serious burns He was 
taken to the Hemphill County Hospital 
for initial treatment, and was later 
flown to the bum unit of a Lubbock 
hospital, where he died shortly after 
arrival.

The father and mother of the two 
younger dead children. Richard D. 
Ward, 19. and Tina Lynn Ward. 20, were 
also injured in the blaze. They were 
taken by ambulance to the Canadian 
hospital where they were listed in 
satisfactory condition this morning 
Richard Ward's sister. 12 • year - old 
Windy I Ward, was treated at the 
Canadian hospital and released

The mother and step-father of Jodie. 
Richard and Windy Ward. Richard D. 
Nichols, 38. and Shirley Ann Nichols. 37. 
who are grandparents of the two

Flooding hits Lubbock
LUBBOCK. Texas (A P I — Sheets of 

rain inundated Lubbock for a second 
day. forcing the evacuation of a nursing 
home, closing streets and area roads, 
and stalling numerous cars

Weather officials said the rains would 
continue today, and portions of West 
Texas. South Texas and North Central 
T exas  w ere  under fla sh  flood 
advisories

The storm dumped 5 85 inches of rain 
on Lubbock for the 24 hours that ended 
at 7:17 p m Wednesday, the most 
precipitation the West Texas city has 
ever received in a 24-hour period The 
previous record was 5 7 inches on June 
7,1967

“ I don't know if it means anything.

but the animals are coming down in 
pairs." the Lubbock Avalanche-Journal 
quoted a city policeman 

Another Lubbock policeman reported 
seeing teen-agers in a four-wheel-drive 
vehicle towing friends down usually 
busy Quaker Avenue on water skis 

"We are receiving reports of lakes 
overflowing their banks, of water in 
some residences, and of many stalled 
cars." a meteorologist at Lubbock's 
weather station said 

City officials ordered city buses to 
Lakeside Nursing Home, at 24th Street 
and Quaker, to evacuate its 90 residents 
after the rains caused a lake in Maxey 
Park on Lubbock's west side to spill 
over its banks

younger fire victims, also suffered 
injuries as a result of the fire Richard 
Nichols was burned and was listed in 
satisfactory condition this morning at 
the Canadian hospital. Mrs Nichols 
was treated and released 

Tony Wayne McMillin, 19. who 
hospital administrator Rocky Wooiman 
said was the dead teenager’s boyfriend, 
also suffered serious burns in the fire 
McMillin suffered third - degree burns 
to his hands and back He was first 
treated at the Hem phill County 
Hospital and was later transferred to 
the Lubbock burn unit McMillin was 
listed in serious, but stable, condition 
this morning

The fire in the Wards' home, located 
behind a house at 311 Nelson on the 
southeast side of Canadian, was 
reported to the Canadian Volunteer 
F ire Department about 12:30 this 
morning. Davidson said About 15 
volunteers, manning two city pumpers 
and three county - owned fire trucks, 
responded to the fire in the large wood 
house

“ It was burning quite bad when we 
got there," Davidson said 

The firemen hit the flames with 
water In a few minutes, they managed 
to get inside the burning home and 
found the dead children. Davidson said 

Other members o f the fam ily  
managed to escape the blaze, after they 
were awakened by a neighbor pounding 
on a door, the fireman said 

Richard and Tina Ward, Richard's 
sister. Jodie, the two dead toddlers, and 
Jodie's boyfriend, McMillin were all 
reportedly in the house that burned 
The Nicholses live in a house across the 
street and were reportedly injured 
trying to help their children and 
grandchildren to escape the fire 

Davidson said firemen had the 
flames under control within minutes 
and managed to extinguish the blaze in 
about an hour

Canadian City Fire Marshal and 
Assistant City Manager Lester Hodges, 
who is reportedly investigating the 
cause of the fire, was unavailable for 
comment this morning A co - worker at 
city hall identified only as “ Sabra" 
earlier said Hodges had "stepped out." 
and later said the fire marshal was "out 
of the office "  The co - worker said 
Hodges could not be reached this 
morning

A c c o rd in g  to D av id son , the 
preliminary indications are that the 
fire started after a pair of wet and oily 
workboots were placed in front of a 
fireplace or open - flame heater to dry. 
The boots caught fire, and the fatal 
blaze erupted in the living room of the 
home, the fireman said the early 
investigation indicates 

Davidson said the home was a total 
loss

Services for the three children killed 
in the fire are pending with Stickley - 
Hill Funeral Directors in Canadian 

A complete list of survivors was 
unavailable this morning

Five workers injured 
in electrical accident

F ive construction workers were 
injured Wednesday afternoon in an 
industrial accident during construction 
work on First Baptist ChurchThe 
accident also caused an electrical 
power outage a ffecting parts of 
downtown Pampa and south and west 
sections of the city

Timothy Turner, 26. of 741 Christy, 
was listed in satisfactory condition this 
morning at Coronado Community 
Hospital with electrical burns and 
bums sustained when hit with molten 
metal

Treated and released yesterday were 
Ray Myers. 50, Amarillo, Harry A 
DeHosse. 33. 632 Nelson: Eugene 
W elch. 51. A m a rillo , and Jose 
Carmona. 35. Borger The injured men 
suffered either electrical burns or 
burns from molten metal 

All are employees of Reid and Gary 
Strickland of Amarillo, according to 
hospital employees 

According to Scott Langford, general 
f o r e m a n  o f  c ons t ruc t i o n  and 
maintenance for Southwestern Public 
Service, the accident occurred during 
construction on the new educational

building for First Baptist Church at 203 
N West

Langford said a concrete snorkel 
boom used to pour concrete on the west 
side of the building had been placed 
above a power line during construction 
work about 2 p.m The boom came in 
contact with the wire, causing the wire 
to break and locking out the breaker at 
the McCullough Street Substation

The broken wire fell across a fence 
and energized an equipment truck, he 
said

The circuit break caused a power 
outage in parts of downtown Pampa 
and other sections of the city.

Power to most of the downtown area 
was restored in about II minutes. 
Langford reported Power to a section 
south of Kingsmiil to McCullough was 
restored in about 35 minutes

A section west of Hobart to Christy 
and between Alcock and Somerville had 
power returned in about 45 minutes, he 
said

A six-block area involving downtown 
areas along Ward and West Sts was 
without power for two hours and eight

m inutes. Langford  said SPS 
servicemen had to repair damage to the 
conductor feeder and splice out and 
replace the broken wire, he said.

The injured men who were treated 
and released yesterday were listed in 
suble condition after they arrived at 
the hospital, according to hoapital 
spokesman Travis Plumlee. All injured 
men were conveyed to the hospital in 
one ambulance by Pampa Medical 
Services, according to a PMS 
employee

Juvenile board seeks to use state funds

After an hour long emergency 

meeting Wednesday, the Gray County 
Juvenile Probation Board decided to 
ask permission of the Director of the 
T e x a s  J u n ven ile  P ro b a t io n  
Commission to temporarily continue 
paying the saiary and benefits of the 
Gray County probation officer out of 
funds provided by the state.

The emergency meeting was 
requested by list District Judge 
McHhany to discuu whether or not 
the board “ should spend any more 
state funds as long as the county has a 
sero budget for the juvenile 
department"

The motion presented by Judge 
Mcllhany directed “ the Chairman of 
the Gray County Juvenile Board, 
within the nest five - day period, write 
the Director of the Texas Juvenile 
ProhMien (E m iss ion ."

PIstilct Judge Pen C a ln M ked jfU ^

purpose of the motion was to "get 
permission from the state to pay the 
salary (from state funds) on a 
temporary basis "

After Mcllhany answered in the 
affirmative. Judge Don Cain seconded 
the motion

During discussion of the motion. 
County Judge Carl Kennedy, 
chairman of the board, said while he 
had no objection to writing the letter, 
he did object to being told what words 
to use in a letter with his name on it.

After spending almost an hour 
discussing the subject, the motion was 
passed as presented Kennedy will 
write and send his own letter with a 
copy of the motion attached and both 
dtioiet judges may write letters of 
explaination, which would also be 
included with the motion

Judge Mcllhany said he feels the 
written request is necessary because 
if the board continues to use state 

J in te jv itt jn o co jn txJ i^ ^

the board members might be 
personally liable for reimbursement 
of s ta te  funds The county 
commissioners recently adopted a 
budget that provided no funding for 
the juven ile probation office 
Legislation  passed last year 
authorizes the state to provide funds 
(or the office only if counties provide 
as much as was budgeted in 19M

A discussion on the budgeting 
controversy followed passage of thié 
motion

Mcllhany suggested the county 
attorney study and then offer an 
opinion on the laws governing 
operation and funding of the juvenile 
probation department He also 
suggested asking the state attorney 
general (or an opinion on the subject.

Kennedy suggested a joint meeting 
of the juvenile probation board and 
the county comiqisskners

“ I feel all differences can be 
resolved" if the men Involved would

get together to discuss the problem. 
Kennedy said.

Agreeing a meeting could be 
helfml, Mcllhany explained he had a 
busy weekday schedule, but would be 
willing meet with the commissioners 
on a Saturday

The probation officer. Bill Leonard, 
was paid for the month of September 
from funds received from the state. 
However, Judge Mcllhaney expressed 
doubt the board could continue using 
state funds since the county has

Jbolished the Gray County Juvenile 
r o b a t io n  D ep a rtm en t and 

appropriated no money for 1004 
The G ray County Juvenile 

Department received a check for 
0.25116 from the State of Texas for. 
" fo r  services related to juvenile 
probation and community-based 
correctional services" in September, 
according to county records. This 
payment was part of the 07,000 
allocated by the leglalatnre last

summer.

Bullock said this month's payments 
for the state are 7.2 percent higher than 
October. 1992. but year-to-date totals 
are still less than what the cities had 
received by this time last year.

"We're looking at areas that still 
have economic problems and other 
areas that show some economic 
growth But taken as a whole, nobody's 
going anywhere - up or down - very 
fast." he said

Most other area cities showed 
declines in sales tax collections, the 
Comptroller's Office reported.

The popular European ride 
revolves in a circular motion 
while rising to an WKlegree 
angle. The Enterprise was 
going full speed and at iu  
maiimum angle when the car 
began pulling free from the 
frame, witnesses said.

Dudley inspected the same 
ride last month at the 
Oklahoma State Fair in 
Oklahoma City as part of a 
t r a i n i n g  s e s s i o n  f or  
amusement ride inspectors in 
that state, and found it safe, 
the Dallas Times Herald 
reported.

“ The Enterprise is one of 
the better constructed rides 
on the midway. It's always 
had a good reputation, so it 
surprised me when I heard 
abmit Uw accident,”  Dudley 
told the Times Herald.

BROWNSVILLE. Texas (AP ) — A woman 
who trys to help Central American aliens win 
pol i t ical  asylum has tes t i f i ed the 
Immigration and Naturaliution Service has 
deported some of her clients although the 
process already had begun.

L isa  B ro dyaga  o f Harl ingen,  a 
representative of Projecto Libertad, also 
testified Wednesday that ploys by INS 
officials at the Port Isabel Dentenion Center 
have worked to keep her from seeing clients 
at the camp.

The government, in the class-action suit 
filed by six Central American aliens who are 
trying to force the INS to inform them of their 
right to seek asylum, contends that the aliens 
are economic migrants and not political 
refugees.

The case has national implications because 
many of the aliens who seek political asylum 
come to the United States from Central 
American countries where the government is 
supported by the United SUtes.

Ms Brodyaga told U.S. District Judge 
Filennon Vela that her attempts to help aliens 
liad been stymied by INS authorities and that 
khe faced constant difficulties in trying to see 
her clients at the Port Isabel Detention 
Center.

On several occasions, she testified, the 
aliens were either deported or were in the 
process.

She said when she went to speak to a 
Salvadoran named Mario Flores, she was 
told he was not there

“ I insisted that he was there, and the 
officer with the file checked three times and 
couldn’t find him. Finally, I had him paged 
over the intercom and another alien 
answered and told us he was about to be 
deported." she said

Brodyaga testified the officer in charge of 
the files was disgruntled but looked in the file 
again.

“Thirty seconds later he went to the file 
again, and said. 'Oh. yes. he was here after 
aU."'she testified.

She also testified that visitation hours had 
been administered arbitrarily by INS 
personnel and that the new policies had 
worked to keep her from seeing her clients.

"Sometimes I waited to speak to clients for 
half an hour and they did not bring them," 
she uid. “ In some cases the end of visitation 
would come around and I hadn't seen them. 
Then they would say that visitation hours 
were over ”

J)rought aid bill approved 
by agriculture committee

A U S T I N  ( A P )  -  
Southwestern Bell is trying to 
get residential telephone 
customers  to bankroll  
i n v e s t m e n t s  in new 
technology that has little to do 
with talking to a friend on the 
telephone, say consumer 
activists.

Two consumer groups and 
a M e x i c a n - A m e r i c a n  
organiution filed a 30-page 
brief with the Public Utility 
Commission on Wednesday, 
urging the regulatory agency 
to reject*  the telephone 
company's request for a 11.31 
billion rate hike.

" T h e  r e s i d e n t i a l  
ratepayers of Texas are being 
asked to bankroll the birth of 
a new era."- said tha iwiaf. 
filed jointly by Consumers 
Union, the Texas Association 
of Community Organizations 
for Reform Now, and the

League of United Latin 
American Citizens.

Hearings in the telephone 
case, expected to last at least 
eight weeks, are set to begin 
Monday. After that, the 
three-member commission is 
not expected to issue a final 
ruling before March.

Consumers Union attorney 
Carol Barger said the “ major 
aspect" of the rate case was 
the “ technological revolution 
in telecommunications."

“ We believe Southwestern 
Bell is asking the average 
ratepayer to finance this 
r e v o l u t i o n ,  and the  
beneficiaries, who are largely 
businesses, are not paying 
near their share,”  she said.
, Ms. Barger said 81 percent

of the proposed increase falls 
on residential rates, with the 
rest falling on businesses.

T e l e p h o n e  com pany  
spokesman Dale Johnson 
said, " T h e  residential  
r a t e p a y e r  b e n e f i t s  
e x t e n s i v e l y  f r om a l l  
investments Southwestern 
Bell puts into the telephone 
system.

“ Every time we install a 
new switching center, put in a 
new cable, connect a new 
residence or business — that 
extends the opportunity for 
the residential user to use the 
tdephone service," Johnson 
said

The brief asked utility 
conunisskmers to reduce the 
cost of a pay phone call from

2S cents to IS cents, end all 
charges  for  d irec tory  
assistance, disallow Bell’s 
charitable contributions in 
the rate formula and limit 
Bell's advertising expen 's, 
lower the cost ^  “ liifelii, ' 
minimal service to $2 SO 
month and reduce connection 
charges.

Ms. B a r g e r  accused 
Southwestern Bell of painting 
a “ rosy picture" to Wall 
Street investors “ and a very 
different picture down here."

The brief  said, “ To 
sidwcribers and regulators. 
Southwestern Bell may speak 
of high costs and unstable 
s i tuat ions ;  but to its 
invest ors ,  it sings of 
reassuring statistics and of

net income up almost 20 
percent from the second 
quarterof last year."

Johnson said. “That ‘rosy 
picture' is one which we're 
looking at going into the 
future,  p r ed ic a t ed  oh 
financial needs. The rate 
regulators need to be aware 
of those needs

Johnson also complained 
that Ms. Barger was trying to 
compare  "app les  with 
o r a n g e s ” ' He  s a id  
Southwestern Bell Corp,, 
wh ich  o w n s  s e v e r a l  
unregulated subsidiaries 
such as Yellow Paves, waS 
different from Souuiwestern 
Bell Co., the subsidiary that 
operates the telephone 
service.

WASHINGTON (AP)  — Amid complaints 
the government is being chintzy on drought 
aid, the House Agriculture Committee has 
approved a bill requiring the Agriculture 
D ^rtm en t to provide up to ISM million in 
emergency feed grain assistance to 
drought-smitten ranchers and farmers.

“ I for one am clearly convinced that not 
enought has been done, or is going to be done, 

iless Congress demands its,”  Rep. Ed 
Jones, D-Tenn., said Wednesday as the 
committee voted 24-10 to send the measure to 
the full House

In addition to providing feed aid, the bill 
would require the department to make 
disaster loans available to farmers and 
ranchers whether or not they live in counties 
which have been declared disaster areas by 
Agriculture Secretary John Block.

The vote came after nearly four hours of 
wrangling over amendments and debate over 
coats.

At the end, an apparently exasperated Rep. 
Kika de la Garza, D-Texas, the committee 
chairman, told department representatives 
that if Block would just make such assistance 
available on his own “ all this would be 
averted. It would save a lot of pain and 
agony”

Block has consistently refused to make 
government-held feed grain available to 
farmers and ranchers suffering from the 
drought. A spokesman for Block said recently 
that there was not enough grain to help 
everyone who needed it.

The measure approved by the committee

would r e q u i r e  Block to sell the 
govemment-telJ grain at 7S percent of the 
government frice floor for the grain.

Where use of government-held grain would 
not be practical, the department would be 
re>,uired to help farmers and ranchers pay 
the cost of buying such grain from private 
sources.

Eligible for the assistance would be 
ranchers and farmers who suffered 
substantial losses in feed production as the 
result of a this year's drought, who do not 
have enough feed to cover the emergency and 
who would have to buy more feed than 
normal.

The assistance would be available only to 
help them maintain breeding herds or flocks 
and their offspring.

The measure sets a Pd of fSM million in 
such aid. both in cash and commodity 
assistance

The bill's disaster loan provision would do 
away with the department's current practice 
of granting such loans only to farmers and 
ranchers in counties that have been declared 
disaster areas by the agriculture secretary.

In a related development. Sen. Lloyd 
Bentsen, D-Texas. asked Block to look into 
allegations that the quality of grain stored by 
the government in a West Texas elevator was 
far lower than previously thought.

Texas Agr icul ture  Secretary Jim 
Hightower said Tuesday that a lab analysis of 
about 23 million bushels of com stored in the 
largest grain elevator in West Texas showed 
that S3 percent was sample grade.

But in fact the main 
conservat ive action this night was 
elsewhere • at the Heritage Foundation's

The Heritage Foundation is what its 
president. Ed Feubier. calls the "premier 
conservative intellectual resource in 
America " O f  course, the testimony of proud 
papas need not be taben in the litoral sense 
Feulner, however, is one papa who can put 
his arm around his offspring and say 
convincingly; Get a load of this bid It is 
pride I proudly share, as a member of 
Heritage's stable of syndicated columnists

Heritage, at ten years old. is some outfit; 
indeed, some indispensable outfit - a 
bubbling fountain of ideas for the reform of

America. Meaning in conservative terms, 
ideas for the restoration of some urgent, if 
neglected, notions • freedom as a human 
necessity; a proud and assertive foreign 
policy; reverence for country, family, 
religion and for the virtues each tries to 
instill

Before H erit^e got started, there were 
conservatives in Washington all right, they 
simply lacbed an intellectual center to 
develop practical proposals, bacbed by 
scholarly research The Nixon White House 
was by default the conservative's Mt Sinai. 
W hen ev er  the bush l i ghted  up, 
conservatives tended to put off their shoes 
from off tbeir feet

Thus Richard Nixon handed down the 
Family Assistance Plan, and conservatives 
couldn ' t  decide whethere it was 
conservative or not; they knew only that it 
was the only welfare - reform game in town.

As inflation took wing in the early '70s. 
conservative analysis and response were 
rare, apart from the time - tested refrain. 
Cut the budget (Yes. but cut it where?)

Imbued the Fo rd  
admintotration with a sense of purpose? I 
will lay odds it could have. (Heritoige was 
barely bom when Ford came in. I

At all events, here H is ISO. Heritage is 
ten years old, newly possessed of an e l^ n t  
eight • story headquarters near tbe D.C. 
railroad station, and President Ronald 
Reagan is featured speaker for the 
anniversary • dedication dinner. And you 
know it isn't ItTS anymore.

"Historians who seek the real meaning of 
events in the latter part of the 20th century," 
says Reagan, "must look back on 
gatherings such as this. They will find 
among your number the leaders of an 
intellectual revolution that recaptured and 
renewed the great lessons of Western 
culture...

"We have been living in an age when tbe 
cult of overwhelming government power 
was the reigning ideology. It dominated our 
intellectual thought and claimed some of the

beat minds of our society and civilisations. 
Now all of that to changing. The evidence is 
before us in this room and in the astonishing 
growth of a remarkable institution called 
the Heritage Foundation."

The president doesn 't quote tbe 
conservative thinker Richard Weaver, who 
died in IN I«  so I will: "Ideas have 
consequences." Indeed they have; good 
ideas, bad ideas • of which latter commodity 
there is commonly a surplus, making 
expansion of the former commodity all the 
more important.

The root necessity, here in tbe 'Ns, is not 
to prove that conservatives have ideas. 
They always have had ideas - some goofy. 
mostexceUent.

The necessity, rather, it convincingly to 
merchandise those ideas in the free 
marketplace: an enterprise at which the 
Heritage Foundation has succeeded 
niendidly in ten years' time. Jerry Falwell. 
fed  Kennedy's favorite BETE NOIRE, is 
Just one recipient, one filter, of tbe new - old 
ideas abroad in the land. Arrghhh, they’re 
everywhere! They're spreading! Help, 
there's no stopping them! Run. Teddy. Run!

A few days ago on this page columnist Warren Brookes 
voiced his opposition to the growing sentiment for a 
"National Industrial Po licy ,”  basing his views largely on 
a study that shows it isn’t needed.

We wholeheartedly agree with that conclusion, but 
there is an even b ^ ter reason for opposing f u ^ e r  
government intervention of this type into the national 
economy; It won't work

As we understand supporters of such a policy, they feel 
private industry in the United States n ^ s  help from 
government in order to compete with foreign markets, 
where much industrial production is subsidized by those 
countries' governments.

.This support would take the form  o f low-interest loans 
(X  outright grants to certain types of industry which 

'^ e m m e n t  feels has the potential to compete in foreign 
Riarkets and which produces goods needed in this 

'country. Our government would, in effect, attempt to 
dfierm ine which business were successful and which 

_ would fail.
. It is difficult for us to understand why anyone with 
even the slightest intelligence would attempt to solve 
any economic problems by involving the government 
more than it is already involved. We are not aware of any 
area of any economy that has ever benefitted by 
increased involvement o f any government. Indeed, 
government involvement in economic matters almost 
invariably makes matters worse, not better.

West Germany, for example, which had one of the 
w orld 's  healthiest econom ies for years, adopted 
centralized economic planning in the early 70s and now 
has nine percent fewer manufacturing jobs than it did in 
1970

Great Britain, which has the most socialized economy 
among nations considered a part of the free world, has 
lost M percent of its manufacturing jobs in that same 
period.

Japan, which is often held up as the great example of 
how government subsidization of industry can wreak 
economic miracles, still has the same number of 
manufacturing jobs it had in 1970.

-  In contrast, according to Brookes' figures, the United 
States had had a 10 percent increase in manufacturing 
jobs since 1970 knd a gain o f 27 percent in total 
employment.

Surely those who advocate a national economic policy 
for the United States can look at the abject failure of the 
Soviet Union to achieve a decent standard o f living for its 
people and see that centralized government planning 
simply doesn't work.

And. considering our government's success in eonomic 
matters, giving it such authority, it seems to us. would be 
tantamount to an act of national economic suicide. A 
government that can't come within $200 billion of 
opera tin g within its income, a government that 
supervised the railroads into bankruptcy, a government 
that can't contrd the growth in the amount of money its 
spends, hardly seems qualified to be the vehicle for 
determining the future of the nation’s economy.

We are reminded of the words of the old patriot 
Thomas Jefferson, who once said " I f  government were to 
tell us when to sow and when to reap, we would soon want 
for bread "

HOUSTON (AP)  — Striking pilots, charged with bargaining 
in bad faith by a WO million Continental Airlines suit, have 
leveled the same accusation at the carrier in their own legal 
action and asked for twice as much in damages.

The Air Line Pilots Association claimed in federal court 
papers filed Wednesday that Continental hired replacement 
pilots “ with the intent of eliminating" the union after filing for 
reorganization under federal bankruptcy laws Sept. 24.

In the federal court suit. ALPA claims that Continental 
"unilaterally abrogated" its contract with the pilots and 
established “ new and drastically inferior" rates of pay and 
working conditions. The action, said the suit, forced ALPA 
pilots to refuse to work.

ALPA uks the federal court to issue an injunction to restore 
the pilots' contract and to bar Continental from using “ outside 
strikebreakers to replace the Continental pilot work force." It 
also asks $100 million in damages, plus a punitive award

Flight attendants filed a similar suit, differing chiefly in that 
it did not ask for a specific amount of damages.

Continental spokesman Bruce Hicks said that the pilots' suit 
“ addresses many of the same issues we addressed in our suit. 
We are very confident in our legal position."

In a separate action, the pilots also asked the Civil 
Aeronatics Board to bar chairman Dan McKinnon from 
participating in deliberations on applications filed by 
Continental to form three separate international airlines. The 
ALPA petition claims McKinnon has talked privately with

Conthwntal management, making a fair hearing impouible.
Pilots union spokesman Richard Smith said his grou^ 

invited Continental officials in a telegram aent Wednesday H  
join in choosing a mediator for talks aimed at ending the 
strike.

Continenul suit, filed Oct. 12. charged piloU with bargaining 
in bad faith and with harauing pilots who ignored the strike. 
The walkout began oct 1. ' '

In the CAB action filed in Washington, the pilots claimed 
that CAB Chairman McKinnon had direct contact with 
Continental President Frank Lorenao and.other officials of the 
airline after the carrier had filed aplications to start three 
international airlines. Continental Venezuela. Continental 
Mexico and Continental Pacific.

ALPA claimed that McKinnon has engaged in prohibited 
private discussions with the airline officials and “ has publicly 
demonstated that he had prejudged the merits of the case.”  

Continental filed application to form the three international 
airlines on Sept. 23. the union claims. On Sept. 24. Continental 
filed for bankruptcy, asking for protection from creditors 
while it reorganizes under Chapter 11 of the bankruptcy code 

The airline shutdown operations for two days and then 
started flying an abbreviated schedule, serving 2S cities 
instead of 78. The airline also established new work rules that 
substantially cut salaries and increased work hours. The pilot 
and flight attendant unions later struck the airline, joining a 
mechanics union which walked out before the reorganization

Ford says Reagan must focus on women

DALLAS (AP) — Former Republican President Gerald 
Ford says John Glenn would be President Reagan's most 
formidable opponent in 1964, but predicted the Ohio senator 
would fail to win the Democratic nomination.

Ford, who was at Southern Methodist University Wednesday 
for a series of seminars on American government, also said 
Reagan would have to improve his image with women If he 
Ix ^ s  to win their support in the 1984 election.

“ Glenn is construed to be more moderate. (Former Vice 
President Walter) Mondale has to defend his participation in 
the Carter administration and that is a heavy load to carry. 
Mr. Glenn doesn't have that load.”  said Ford.

However, Ford said he did not believe Glenn would win the 
nomination

Ford, who said said he did “ reasonably well" with women 
voters in 1976, and. who unlike Reagan, was “ always a strong 
supporter of Equal Rights Amendment, said Reagan must 
make an effort to attract women voters for the 1984 election.

“ President Reagan will have to indicate more effectively 
that he cares about women and women's issues." said Ford.

The former president also repeated a suggestion Wednesday 
he had made during a speech tefore a crowd of 2.000 Tuesday 
night, that some legal restriction be placed on the length of 
presidential campaigns

“ Campaigns of 18 to 24 months will eventually bore 
American voters and cause less and less participation”  in the 
electoral process, he said

He favors placing a legal limit on the length of time for 
contributing to a political campaign, allowing donations to be 
accepted the January of the election year, but not before.

“ Money is the mother's milk of politics." Ford told the SMU 
audience Tuesday. " I f  we turn off the spigot we will have less 
politics."

_  Recently, Ford has been critical of the Reagan 
^^^m in istration 's record deficits, including a $200 billion deficit 
^Pkast year But during his visit to Dallas, he.tempered 

attacks, placing more of the blame on congress
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He suggested easing thè country's debt by holding domestic 
programs to their current levels, spreading defense spending 
over six instead of five years and raising taxes.

“ President Reagan has advocated a standby tax, but 
tragically, congress won't even consider this." he said

He said America's red ink is among the greatest concerns of 
world leaders with whom he has been meeting, and he said 
continued deficits would have “ a very serious impact on our 
economic recovery”

Ford said he was “ guardedly optimistic" about America's 
ability to deal with deficit spending, an economic delimna of 
longstanding.

“ Our government has done a reasonably good job on 
meeting the issue. But the world is to complicated to expect us 
to always be successful." the 38th president said.

DALLAS (AP)  — Eliminating the interest rate ceiling on 
federally insured mortgages remains a priority of the Reagan 
Administation., the Secretary of Housing and Urban 
Development tol^ a meeting of mortgage bankers here.
I Samuel Pierce Jr. told a meeting of the Mortgage Bankers 
Association on Tuesday that he favors a bill that has passed 
the U.S. House of Representatives and another that is in the 
Senate. But he warned the bills could get hung up in joint 
committee because of significant differences.

The House bill would replace the current system of rate 
ceilings of government-backed mortgages with one in which 
borrower and lender negotiate the rate 

“ We want to rely on market forces rather than 
government-imposed rates." he said 

Critics of the proposed changes say the existing system of 
federal rate regulation has granted consumers some 
protection for 40 years.

U.S. Rep. Henry Gonzalez of San Antonio, chairman of the 
House Subcommitee on Housing and Urban Affairs, said in a 
telephone interview with the Fort Worth Star-Telegram that 
the new negotiated rates are “ no more a negotiated deal than a 
wolf dealing with a sheep."

The notion of leaving the FHA-VA rates up to market forces 
has long been advocated by housing trade groups, s7ch as the 
Mortgage Bankers Association.

Pierce told the bankers that the negative political impact of 
any increase in the FHA rate makes setting these rates one of 
the most difficult tasks for a HUD secretary.
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Standard tests imposed as 
weapon against inflated grades

HOUSTON (AP)  — Teachers are handing out so many high 
grades that Houston schools have decided to require students 
to pass standardized tests in key subjects or be forced to 
repeat the classes, superintendent Billy Reagan says.

District-wide testing in 14 subjects last spring reveals there 
is “ little correlation between grades and knowledge 
PbUined,”  Reagan said Wednesday, 
r “ The startling evidence that comes forth is how many 
Mudents are making A's and B's but yet are failing the 
departmental exams." he said at a student press conference at 
the High School for Law Enforcement and Criminal Justice. 
"It is really a shocking situation "

Reagan said school-by-school scores from the sample 
testing of students last spring will be released within the next 
30 days, after the district has determined the cutoff points for 
passing scores.

The school district board members have approved requiring 
the tests beginning this spring.

But the p^icy may have to be instituted with modifications 
to grant some leniency for this year's high school juniors and 
seniors. Reagan said

“ We're going to have to make some adjustments or we’re 
going to have a lot of kids failing.”  Reagan said “ There is 
grade inflation everywhere The problem is far greater than 
we had anticipated”

Students at all Houston high schools were tested last spring 
with the newly developed departmental exams in order to 
validate the tests and evaluate the questions. Those scores will 
have no effect on students' grades

About 22 percent of the 2,000 questions were thrown out as 
invalid, some as possibly racially biased, said Michael 
Mauldin, executive director of student assessment.

Reagan also said the district is planning to open two or three 
elemenUry schools and perhaps a middle school on a 
year-round schedule next school year.

At present, doctors bill Medicare patients. 
The patients then collect from Medicare 80 
percent of what it considers the reasonable 
cost. The doctor can charge the patient 
whatever he wishes on top of that.

Under the proposed system, the doctor

would bill Medicare for services provided 
hospital inpatients and accept as his full fee 
whatever Medicare sets as the reasonable 
cost. The patient would coittinue to pay 20 
percent of the cost.

Wednesday to designate the 
third Monday in January a 
national observance of the 
slain civil rights leader’s 
birth.

North Carolina’s popular 
Damocratic Gov. Jim Hunt, 
who is eapected to run for 
Senate nest year and leads 
Helms in several polls, had 
not commented on the 
controversy and does not plan 
to use it as a campaign iMue. 
the Hunt E i p i o r a t o r y  
CommiUee said.

But state Democratic 
leaders espect "thousands of 
white vo t ers”  to align 
themselves with blacks 
against Helms in his race for 
a third term, said party 
spokeswoman June Milby.

Homeowners gush over backyard boom

ERIE. Pa. (AP »  -  A 

backyard boom in natural gas 
wells has hit Erie County, 
where homeowners, pizu 
shops, funeral  homes, 
churches, f lor ists,  and 
schools are drilling to tap into 
a potential bonana.

“ People are finding out that 
there's gas just about 
everywhere you drill." said 
driller Ron Oberländer, who 
is backlogged with 19 orders 
for wells and has a six-week 
waiting list.

"Drilling for gas isn't a 
gamble  anymore .  I t ' s 
cheaper than a new car, and 
you can get your investment 
back in six to eight years. 
How can you go wrong?”  he 
added as a rotary drill bore 
through a yard.

But some utilities and gas 
producers warn of trouble.

"It's a backyard Trojan 
horse that could cause havoc 
in the future,”  said Tim 
Merrill, executive director of 
the Pennsylvania Natural 
Gas Associates, a trade 
group. "Gas is an explosive 
commodity. I know how 
dangerous gas can be.”

The gas rush, fueled by a 
desire to reduce or eliminate 
soaring utility bills, really hit 
last year when Pennsylvania 
issued 7M drilling permits for 
Erie County and 382 wells 
were drilled, triple the 
number in 1879.

Thooe numbers should be 
eclipsed this year, state 
officials say, and most of the 
action involves shallow wells 
drawing gas from a shale 
formation 3M feet to 1,100 feet 
beneath the surface.

Geologists say the shale 
formations, which date to 
glacial times and extend into

New York and Ohio, have 
been producing natural gas In 
Erie County for 120 years.

Near Lake Erie, the shales 
are closer to the surface than 
anywhere else. They have no 
commercial value because 
the wells produce small 
amounts of gas. but people 
are sinking $7,000 to IIS.OOO 
into the ground in hopes of 
finding a gas supply to heat 
their homes or run their 
businesses for 20 to 30 years.

“They are low-volume but 
long-life wells. The gas bleeds 
from the shale. There are no 
guarantees, but a well can 
last for the life of a home,”  
said John Harper, a geologist 
,with the Pennsylvania 
D e p a r t m e n t  o f  
Environmental Resources.

“ Nobody's going to become 
a mi l l ionaire.  But for 
domestic needs, for small 
b u s i n e s s e s  a n d  
municipalities, I think they're 
ideal. As long as you have a 
reputab le  d r i l l e r  and 
p l u m b e r ,  I h e a r t i l y  
recommend it,”  he added.

Navin WIntrod of Girard 
spent $8,800 for a 1,000-foot 
shale well because his yearly 
gas bill, now $1,800, has 
doubled in the past five years.

" I t 's  an investment, a 
hedge against inflation,”  said 
Wintrod, a teacher of traffic 
and industrial safety at 
Edinboro UniVersity.“ If it 
produces enough for us to 
heat our home, we can recoup 
the expenses in five years"

In Wes leyv i l l e ,  John 
Barbato manages a pizza 
shop that houses two 
apartments and will soon 
have a shale well, which can 
be dug within a week.

“ We think it will save us a 
lot of money,”  he said. “ If gas 
prices were reasonable. I

don't think we'd be drilling.”
Natural Fuel Gas Corp., the 

utility that serves 85,000 
customers in Erie County and 
pipes most of its gas from the 
South, was granted a 28 
percent rate increase 13 
nuMiths ago. Its rate of $4.80 
per milUon cubic feet is the 
second cheapest among the 
six largest gas companies in 
Pennsylvania, but because 
Erie winters can be harsh, its 
average monthly residential 
bill is $58.88. the second 
highest.

“ Our major concern is 
safety. When you start 
punching holes in the ground 
all over the place with no 
regulations, there is cause for 
concern.”  said NFG vice 
president William Hill.

Last May in Millcreek 
Township, a discharge pipe 
from a drilling operation was 
placed between two houses 
but a spark turned the pipe 
into a blowtorch. The fire 
caused $85.000 damage to one 
house and scorched the other 
home.

At short time later, the 
township passed a law 
requiring discharge pipes to 
be located at least 30 feet 
from any building and 
r e q u i r i n g  f i r e  hose  
connections for gas wells.

Legislation is also pending 
in the Pennsylvania Senate 
that would regulate drilling, 
but its chances of passage are 
uncertain. No current state 
laws apply to shale wells

Meanwhile, wells drilled 
into deeper formations called 
the Medina sands cost more 
but are producing even 
greater savings.

F o r  $450.000,  the  
Harborcreek School District 
dug three deep wells since 
1070 and converted all of its

NEW YORK (AP)  -  If all 
the wine corks produced in a 
single year — $4 billion —' 
were stacked one on top of 
another, the resulting steeple 
would reach 158,000 miles into 
s p a c e .

Though now put to such 
ultramodern uses as in the 
space program, cork has 
actually served mankind 
since 3500 B.C., when 
Egyptian fishermen used 
cork chunks to keep their nets 
from sinking, according to 
researchers at the Cork 
Institute of America here.

It w u  used as a building 
material as long ago as 2000 
B.C. in the construction of 
huts. The Romans, circa 400 
B.C., were the first to use 
cork in their footwear and as 
wine-flask stoppers, the 
researchers report.
. Today, NASA uses cork to 
protect the space shuttle from 
extremes of heat and cold. 
The substance is used to 
insulate the surface of the 
huge external tank against 
the extreme cold of the liquid 
fuel inside and the searing 
heat generated outside the 
tank during ascem.

The institute offers these 
other facts on this buoyant, 
fire-resistant, compressible 
y e t  r e s i l i e n t ,  a lm os t  
indes truct i b le  natural  
resource:

—Cork comes from the 
outer bark of an evergreen 
oak called in Latin “ quercus 
(hence the work cork) 
sú ber" Nature has been 
p a r s i m o n i o u s  in i ts  
distribution around the globe.

Portugal, with 800 cork 
factories snd some 15,000 
workers stripping the bark, 
produces 51 percent of the 
world's cork.

The first stripping 
of the cork takes place when 
the tree is approximately 20 
years old.

It  ie a leaely m em orial to 
the 47.M I Auatraliao troops 
aad m ilitary  persoanel w to  
served la Vietnam . Nearly 
M9 died and 2 .IM  were 
woeaded, fighting alongside 
Americana who loot U ,ttS  
killod aad IM , IM  wounded.
, Por afanost 10 years, no one 
wanted to hear from the 
bitterly confused young men 
who had fo u ^ t there. Now 
that has changed, partly 
becauae of a rock band called 
Redgum and iU  hit single, “ I 
Was Only N ineteen."

The m ournful folk-rock 
anthem to Australians who 
fought in Vietnam topped the

naslc charts earlier this 
y y -  Written by Redgum 
member John Sciwmann. it 
goes;

“ And can (you) tell me 
Victor, why I still can't get to 
sleep?

“ And nighttime’s Just a 
Jungle dark and a barking
M-10?

“ And what's this rash that 
comes and goes, can you tell 
Bie what it means?

“God help me, I was only 
nineteen.“

“ We’ve got guys whose 
wives were demonstrating 
against the wsr while they 
were fighting It," said PhiU 
Thompson, national president 
of the l,000>member Vietnam 
Veteraus’ Association of 
Australia. "W e have one 
bloke who's father hasn't 
spoken to him since."

Some of their problems are 
similar to the problems of 
American Vietnam veterans 
— depression, insomnia, 

.alienation and fear about 
possible health damage from 
exposure  to chemica l  
herbicides and defoliants 
such aa Agent Orange.

But there was one crucial

difference, veterans say.
"The Australians have 

suffered abnoat from a lack 
of idsntity,”  said former U.8. 
Marine and Vietnam veteran 
PWl Bacon of Shelbume, Vt.. 
who now lives in Syàwy with 
Ms AuMralian wtfe. “ It was 
not really their war. They 
were never given the real 
credit they should have 
gotten."

Australia entered the war 
in INS when Prime Minister 
Robert Menxies announced he 
would send combat troops to 
Vietnam m the request of the 
S o u t h  V i e t n a m e s e  
government. Yet the public 
long suspected that thè 
United States had pressured 
its loyal ally into the conflict.

A decade later, while going 
through U.S. documents, 
Australian Journalist Evan 
Whitton, an assistant editor of 
the National Times, wrote 
that he found the reverse was 
true.

" T h e  weight  of the 
evidence,’ ’ Whitton said, 
“ indicates that Menxies 
Judged the U.S. and Australia 
should go into war and had no 
intention of being impeded by

any discussion to the 
coMrary."

Staunch defenders of 
Msnxles, who died in ItTI, 
aceussd Whitton of bias but 
thsre was no denial or dispute 
with his asaett ion that the 
Australian public had been 
fooled. But even public 
rsactioB was muted. By ItTS, 
moat Australians wanted to 
put the war beMnd them.

The country's role in the 
conflict actually began in 1M2 
when it sent M military 
advisers to train South 
Vietnamese forces. It ended 
10 y u n  later when newly 
elected  P r im e  Minister 
Gough Whitlam fulfilled a 
campaign pledge and brought 
the IM  Australians home.

For many men it w u  too 
late.

Before he was a soldier. 
Bob Gibson was a sheep 
shearer in the outback. 
F o u r t h - g e n e r a t i o n  
Australian, grandson of two 
World War I veterans, Gibson 
scarcely flinched when he 
was drafted in 1N7 at the age 
ofM.

"I'd  watched it on TV. I 
thought, well, you know, it’s

fighting communism. What I 
haagiBOd and what it was
like, was like chalk and 
cheese,”  he said.

When his U-month tour 
ended, Gibson eager l y  
returned to his country town 
aad his shears. But alter six 
months he abandoned both. 
The sweat and stress of the 
work made his sUn hreak out 
ia strange rashes, he said. 
Burning blisters left scars.

“ I did something I thought 
I ’d never do — move to the 
city to survive," he said. At 
37. Gibson is a property 
r e s e a r c h e r  f o r  the  
government.

Jim  Papandreas,  S3, 
welcomed his call up in 1370. 
Bom to (Cypriot fanmigrants. 
he thought the war was his 
chance to negate the racial 
taunts of his childhood. “ I had 
this thing about proving 1 was 
a real Australian,"

Papandreas came home in 
turmoil. When he sought a 
physician’s referral to get 
psychiatric help, he was tMd 
“ You don’t have problems. 
You’re an angry roan."

A turna^ut in public 
understanding began in 1373

with the fotwding of the 
V i e t n a m  V e t e r a n s ’ 
Association of Australia.

The organisation induced 
the government to investigate 
purported effects of exposure 
to Agent Orange — an hiquiry 
is under way — and sixirred 
establishment of the federal 
V i e t n a m  V e t e r a n s ’ 
Counseling Service in 13«. “ 1 
Was Only Nineteen" ‘ 
group's official song.

FAYETTEVILLE, Ark. (AP)  — ^ l e  sunniest Jim Rowland and Bob Gatling at Fort Smith '  Deer. 31, contracted polio at the age of 3 montliFAYETTEVILLE, Ark. (AP)  — The sunniest 

diaposition in the Raxorback football camp this fall 
belongs to Coy Deer, a polio victim confined to a 
wheelchair.

Deer is a freshman student manager-trainer who 
has already woo his way into the team s heart.

“ He’s proud to be part of the program here." UA 
trainer Dean Weber said. “ A disability handicap 
shouldn’t keep people from being a part of it, and 
we’re glad to have him . I like him around ."

Deer sips around in his electric wheelchair. 
handing out water bottles to the players, moving 

. dummies and helping with security.
Dear worked in a similar capacity for coaches

Jim Rowland and Bob Gatling at Fort Smith 
Southside High. Rowland, now the vice principal at 
Southside, f iM  recommended him to Arkansas.

Then, Deer got encouragement when he talked to 
UA Athletic Director Frank Broyles at a Fellowship 
of Christian Athletes meeting. In the spring. Weber 
told Deer be could do the Job if he got into college.

A “ C " student at Southside, Coy studied this 
summer and was accepted by the UA as a special 
student. He plans to major in business and drama 
and would like to become a director.

Deer wants no favors from UA athletic officials. 
“ I ’m not paid like the other managers are because I 
asked to be here later,”  he said. "The rest of them 
were already picked.

Deer, 31, contracted polio at the age of 3 months. 
He spent seven years at a school foi^handicapped in 
Little Rock, then went to three Junior highs in three 
years at Fort Smith.

He lived with his brother and sister-in-law, 
Jimmy and Patricia Dean, in Fort Smith because 
his mother died in 137S and his father is disabled. 
He graduated from high school in 13« and has lived 
on his own for a year.

He is still learning about football and says he 
didn’t do much at Southside. " I f  I got a technique, I 
probably could tape ankles. Maybe I can practice 
on somebody in the spring. But when someone 
needs someUiing around here, they want it fast. 
That’s the only drawback I have.'

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Emergency powers invoked in Brazil
BRASIUA. BraiU (AP ) -  

P rc tliln t J m o  Plfiieiredo 
invoked «Derfency powers in 
the capital ahortly before a 
defiant Congress rejected 
u n p o p v l a r  a u s t e r i t y  
legislation intended to help 
rescue Brasil from a tM  
billion foreign debt.

The emergency measures, 
imposed Wednesday night 
and set to last for 60 days, 
allow for house searches and 
arrests without warrants, 
suspension of freedom of 
assembly, and control over 
state-run companies.

Police patrols were placed

on alert and public gatherings 
were banned, but the streeu 
of Brasilia, a modem inland 
dty, were quiet early today.

A presidmtial decree said 
the emergency measures 
were adopted to prevent 
“ outside agitators" from 
intimidating members of the 
House of Representatives 
during their deliberations 
The military regime said the 
“ a g i t a t o r s "  had been 
recruited from all over Brazil 
but did not identify them

The opposition and some 
defectors from the governing 
Social Democratic Party

apparently were undaunted 
1^ the measures and voted 
down government-sponsored 
bills to cut wages and reduce 
public spending.

Both pieces of legislation 
were tied to the release of 
billions of dollars In much 
needed loans ffOm the 
in t e rna t i ona l  bank in g  
community.  Brazi l  has 
virtually no hard currency in 
its treasury and its foreign 
debt is the largest in the 
developing world.

Maurice Bishop killed, 
army puts on curfew

BRIDGETOWN, Barbados 
IAP) — An army commander 
says soldiers killed Prime 
Minister Maurice Bishop and 
three Cabinet ministers 
during a showdown .at army 
headquarters and warned 
citizens to stay at home today 
or risk being shot on sight.

Witnesses said Bishop, 
l e a d i n g  a c r o w d  of  
supporters, had put his hands 
up in surrender before troops 
at the headquarters started 
firing Wednesday afternoon 
The followers were part of a 
crowd of some 3,000 that 2VS 
hours earlier stormed the 
prime minister's residence to 
free Bishop from a week of 
house arrest.

The army had said Bishop 
w u  put under house arrest 
because he refused to share 
power with hard-line leftists 
in the socialist government

Gen Hudson Austin said a 
"revolutionary and military" 
council had been established 
to rule the Caribbean island 
and all schools and business 
would stay shut until 
“normality is returned. "

Austin announced the 
killings and the military 
takeover Wednesday night on 
Radio Free Grenada, the 
government station, in a 
broadcast monitored on the 
ne ighbor in g  island of 
Barbados.

He said Bishop and the 
ministers were killed after 
they led a crowd on Fort 
R u p e r t ,  t h e  a r m y  
headquarters, disarmed 
officers and soldiers guarding 
the fort and gave weapons to 
the crowd.

The general, who helped 
Bishop seize power in 1979 
from Prime Minister Eric 
Gairy, accused Bishop of 
having “ linked up openly with 
counter-revolutionaries."

Bishop, 39, was reported 
under house arrest last week 
Thursday, and reports began 
to circulate that Bernard 
Coard, his deputy, had taken 
over.

Coard. a Marxist, thought 
Bishop was moving too slowly 
to implement the party's 
socialist policies and offering 
private industry too big a role

in developing the economy.
Richard Burt, assistant 

U.S. secretary of state for 
European affairs, said today 
that Grenada's army had 
taken control and that Coard 
was in charge. Coard has 
"very close ties to Cuba and 
very close ties to Moscow," 
he said “ We are obviously 
c o n c e r n e d  ."

Foreign reporters have 
been expelled or denied entry 
to the island of 110.000 since 
last Thursday.

Most regulation dropped 
on long distance calls

WASHINGTON (API  — The Federal Communications 
Commission has concluded there's only one "dominant" 
company in the long-distance communications business — the 
American Telephone A Telegraph Co. — and thus its 
competitors should be freed of virtually all regulation.

Completing work it began more than three years ago. the 
FCC voted unanimously Wednesday to "forbear" from 
regulating companies- like MCI Communications and 
GTE-Sprint. and to substantially reduce its regulation of 
domestic satellite and telex and telegraph operators

The decision means that companies like MCI will be free to 
raise or lower rates, enter new markets or discontinue 
services without the FCC's prior approval. Satellite operators 
like RCA American Communications and Satellite Business 
Systems, and domestic telex and telegraph providers like 
Western Union Telegraph, must still file proposals to change 
rates or services with the commission, but only on 14 days 
notice instead of 90 days. If the FCC does not overturn such a 
proposal in 14 days, the company will be free to implement the 
change

The decision leaves only ATAT and firms offering 
international teles and telegraph services subject to full 
regulation by the FCC, and ATAT reacted accordingly on 
Wednesday

In other action, the FCC proposed to offer 1.000 of the 
nation's smallest AM radio stations an opportunity to increase 
their transmitting power at night. The proposal is based on an 
expectation that Canada and Mexico will accept new 
International treaties that would make such power increases 
poasible
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
