When he got arotfod to estab­
lishing a political establishment of 
his own. the American had sense 
enough not to put too much trust 
in it. He had learned — without 
the help of a textbook on politi­
cal science — that Inherent in gov­
ernment. any government, la the 
tendency to rob the individual of 
hia freedom. Hence, while recog­
nizing the need of government for 
orderly gregarious living, he was 
against giving any setup a  free 
handv it must be hamstrung.

The Constitution was tailor made 
for a/td by Americans; it was fit­
ted to their particular h a b i t  of 
thought.
