JACKSON, Ga (AP) — John Eldon 
Smith was executed today for the 1974 
slayings of twfo newlyweds, becoming 
the second man put to death in the 
United States in two days

The order of the court has been 
carried out,” $aid prison spokesman 
John Siler Corrections Department 
spokesman David Jordan said the 
electrocution began at 8 08 a m .  was 
completed at 8 10 a m and a team of 
three doctors declared Smith dead at 
8 15 a m after 2.000 volts of electricity 
passed through his body 

The S3-year-old former insurance 
salesman was sentenced to the electric 
chair after being convicted of fatally 
shooting his wife's former husband and 
that man's wife

"He was calm, he walked to the cell 
on his own power He made no 
movement after he was in the chair He 
made no statement. " Jordan said 

Outside the prison 15 to 20 people

demonstrated in favor of capital 
punishment, while 40 to 50 gathered to 
oppose it

After an autopsy, the body was to be 
taken by the Rev. Murphy Davis, a 
Presbyterian  m inister active in 
opposing the death penalty, on behalf of 
the family.

Smith declined to order a special last 
meal and refused to pick his own 
witnesses for his execution at the 
Georgia Diagnostic and Classification 
Center in Jackson, about 60 miles 
southeast of Atlanta

He became the llth man executed in 
the United States since 1976. the fifth 
this year and the third in the last 16 
days It was the first execution in 
Georgia in 19 years

A Louisiana man. Robert Wayne 
Williams, was executed shortly after 2 
a m Wednesday for the slaying of an 
elderly supermarket guard

The Georgia Pardon and Paroles

Board rejected clemency for Smith on 
Tuesday. Georgia Gov. Joe Frank 
Harris has no power to commute a 
death sentence under state law

Three corrections o fficers  who 
volunteered for the assignment carried 
out the execution by pushing separate 
buttons One button — they did not 
know which — activated a two-minute 
cycle sending a first jolt of 2,060 volts 
through Smith's body, followed by two 
smaller jolts.

A federal judge, a federal appeals 
court in Atlanta and U.S. Supreme 
Court Justice Lewis F. Powell all 
refused to block the execution. Smith's 
lawyers had appealed to Powell at 11 
p m Wednesday, asking time for action 
on a suit challenging G eorgia 's 
procedures for handling clemency 
pleas from condemned inmates.

"It's the end." said Patsy Morris of 
the American Civil Liberties Union, 
which filed the suit on Smith's behalf.

Family confirms identity o f victims

PANHANDLE — Family members this morning 

positively identified the two female victims of last Friday's 
savage murders in a ditch along a farm road in southern 
Carson County

Carson County Sheriff Connie Reed said family 
members went to Smith • Fox Funeral Home here today 
and indentified the victims as Angela Haragara. 17. and 
Ophelia Kimberly Bernal. 18. cousins who lived together in 
Albuquerque

The Identification was confirmed this morning by 
Bernal's older sister, who lives In Red Rock, Okla . Reed 
said The victims' mothers, who both live in Oklahoma 
City, also arrived in Panhandle today, he said Haragara's 
father lives in Albuquerque, and Bernal's father lives in 
Taos. N M . the sheriff said Both victims grew up in Ponca 
City. Oklahoma, according to the families

The fam ilies' identification of the victims today 
confirmed the identification made by a Howardwick man 
who saw photos of the previously - unidentified victims 
broadcast on television Tuesday night

The Howardwick man and his roommate both identified 
the victims Wednesday morning after looking at photos of 
the dead women at the Pampa News office The couple said 
before moving back to the Panhandle about a month ago. 
they had lived next door to the victims for about six months 
in Albuquerque

Sheriff Reed said the families told him they last saw the 
women in Oklahoma City last Thursday, the day before 
they were murdered He said the women were in 
Oklahoma City visiting their mothers The mothers 
returned from work Thursday to find the cousins had left.

apparently heading back to Albuquerque, Reed said. He 
said the women may have been hitchhiking when they left 
Oklahoma City.

At a news conference Tuesday afternoon, the sheriff 
released the photos of the victims along with composite 
sketches of three possible suspects in hopes someone could 
identify them. The desperation move paid off with the 
Panhandle residents' recognition of their former 
Albuquerque neighbors

Sheriff Reed said he has also received many phone calls 
from people who think they might know someone matching 
the three possible male suspects depicted in the composite 
sketches But he said none of the calls has produced a solid 
lead The sheriff said he is checking out two Oklahoma 
escapees who were arrested in Amarillo this week. 
However, he said the escapees don't match the 
descriptions of witnesses who think they saw three white 
men with the victims at a Groom business a few hours 
before the women were brutally murdered.

Ranchhands found the battered bodies about I  a.m. 
Friday in a ditch along FM 2860, near Lark, about five 
miles north of Interstate 40 Sheriff Reed has said the 
women had been dead between six and eight hours

The sheriff said this morning he still doesn't know 
whether the women were sexually assaulted before they 
were killed

The killer or killers had partially removed Haragara's 
pants and shirt They had also tied her hands and feet. The 
murderers used some sort of heavy metal rod, perhaps a 
crowbar, and repeatedly battered the heads and faces of 
both women, Reed has said The tool was then "crammed 
through their heads." he said, which created holes that 
authorities first believed were gunshot wounds.

Reagan apparently 
limits Lebanon stay

Pampa continued to show an increase 
in sales tax payments for the year, 
recovering from a decline in sales tax 
collections, according to information 
released by State Comptroller Bob 
Bullock

Bullock sent checks totaling $52 
million in local sales tax payments to 
the 980 cities levying the one percent 
sales tax. December checks are for 
taxes collected on sales made in 
October and reported to the state in 
November

While total sales tax payments for 
Pampa are still running behind the 
amount collected by this time last year. 
December's payment is up by nearly 
$29.000over December. 1982

Pampa received a check this month 
for $133,658 10. compared to $104.675 13 
for last year's October collections 
Total amount received from the state

this year Is $1.431.489 61 P a y m ^ s  for 
the comparable 1982 period totaled 
$1.687.234 58 Pampa is down 15 16 
percent, but this is more than two 
percent better than the 17 99 percent 
decrease reported for September 
During the year. Pampa had shown a 
decline of as much as 20 percent 

McLean, also in Gray County, showed 
a slight decline in its payment from the 
state, receiving $1.603 16 for its 
December check Last year the city 
received a check for $1.648 74 for its 
October sales tax collections Total 
payments for this year are $24.397 03. 
down 4 2 percent from the $25.465 83 for 
the comparable 1982 period 

No check was lis t^  as being sent to 
Lefors for October sales tax collections 
Total payments for the year are

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Reagan rejects prem ature withdrawal

WASHINGTON (AP) -  President 
Reagan says he will bring the U.S. 
Marines home from Lebanon if all 
authority collapses there, but that a 
premature withdrawal would renew 
"full-scale hostilities"

Apparently setting a limit on the 
conditions under which the 1.800 
M a r in e s  in the fo u r -n a t io n  
peacekeeping force will serve, the 
president said Wednesday that "if there 
was a complete collapse and there was 
no possibility of restoring order, there 
w ould  be no pu rpose  in the 
multinational force."

The other condition for withdrawing 
the troops. Reagan said, would be the 
departure of all foreign forces — 
Syrian. Israeli and Palestinian — and a 
restoration of the authority of the 
Lebanese government 

In a report to Congress. Reagan said 
U S participation along with that of 
France. Italy and Britain in the

multinational force had cost $425 
million since Oct. 1 The toll of U.S. 
servicemen killed in Lebanon is 281, all 
but four tied to the peacekeeping unit.

"Premature withdrawal of the MNF 
w ould d a m a g e  s e r io u s ly  the 
international credibility of the United 
States and its partners and call into 
question the resolve of the West to 
carry out its responsibilities to help the 
free world defend itself," Reagan said 
in the report.

In an abbreviated news conference at 
midday. Reagan took steps to ease 
tensions with Syria, stating that "we 
want no conflict with Syria Certainly, 
we re not there to enter into a w ar."

Just hours before the president spoke 
in the White House press briefing room, 
the battleship USS New Jersey fired its 
16-inch guns at Syrian positions for the 
first time, and two other ships fired 80 
rounds, in response to attacks on two 
F 14s on reconnaissance miuions

Federal judge forces elderly to swap homes
CLARKSVILLE. Texas (AP) — George Lackey hitched 

his brown suspenders, dropped some tobacco juice into a 
spittoon and prepared to get pushed around for the first 
time in his 87 years

By Thursday. Lacke^ and a few of his neighbors will 
have been moved from the white portion of a small public 
housing project in Northeast Texas to the black portion 
under a federal court order

In legal terms. U S District Judge William Wayne 
Justice's order is intended to integrate the 104 publically 
operated apartments in Clarksville

But in human terms. Lackey said, forcing 25 white 
elderly residents to trade apartments with 25 black elderly 
residents two weeks before Christmas is "criminal."

"The judge says I got to move, so I'll move. I don't 
understand why." Lackey said, boxes of his belongings 
stacked in his living room for the move "But they ain't 
going to run me out of Clarksville. I've been here 57 
years."

Clarksville Housing Authority director Rosemary 
Cavinstt said only five white families chose to move to the

black sector The 20 others opted for more expensive 
private housing or moved to relatives' homes, nursing 
homes or public housing projects in other towns All of the 
blacks chose to move to the white section by the Dec 15 
deadline, she said

"I haven't started to fill the vacancies yet To fulfill the 
judge's order. I'm going to have to try and find white 
fam ilies for those vacancies," Ms Caviness said 
"Whether 1 can find whites to move in remains to be seen 
They'll get preference for housing, but I've got to keep 
occupancy up to keep my rents up "

Two black families filed a civil rights suit against the 
housing authority in 1980 claiming they had been denied 
housing in the white section even ^ u g h  apartments were 
available.

Clarksville attoney Pat Beadle, representing the housing 
authority, said a full hearing on case's merits is pending

Justice, who has previously sparked controversy in 
Texas with orders revising prison standards and requiring 
public education for the children of illegal aliens, issued 
theorder wtthoutatrial. Beadle said.

The Judge's order, however, has already been upheld by

the 5th U.S Circuit Court of Appeals. Beadle said the case 
is probably headed for the Supreme Court

Implementation of Justice's order, apparently the first 
of its kind for public housing projects, is being closely 
watched by other public housing associations in Northeast 
Texas who are now a part of a class action suit.

The Department of Housing and Urban Development in 
Washington said this could become a test case for 40,000 
public housing units in the country.

Lackey said he chose to make the move because he had 
no where else to go

"This is the first time In my life that I've been pushed 
around," he said "I 've  cried and I've prayed but it don't 
look like there's any other way out.

"We was living happy, but it tore down pretty quick," 
Lackey said.

In October. Justice ordered the housing authority to 
impose a quota system so that no project was less than 45 
percent Mack. Last month, names were drawn from a hat 
to determine which tenants would move.

Ms Caviness Mid several white residents had expressed

reservations about the safety of the black section, but she 
Mid neither side had reported any break-ins or asMults in 
theiMt 2H years

Women from the local Church of Christ helped Doris 
Holder move into the black section Dec. 5. She found that 
she knew a couple across the street who had taught her 
children in school.

It could not be determined-if the 
planes were U S.. French or Israeli 
jets A Christian-controlled radio 
station said the jets were Israeli, but no 
officials in a position to know would not 
comment

Marine spokesman Maj. Dennis 
Brooks said a car carrying two 
r e p o r t e r s  fr o m  W IT N -T V  in 
Washington. N.C., approached the “ old 
main gate" at the compound, now- 
closed to all but Marine vehicles

Brooks indentified the Americans as 
Joe Corcoran, a WITN-TV reporter, 
and Robert Perry, WITN-TV news 
director

Marine sentries shouted at the 
Lebanese driver to stop and fired

warning shots, but the driver tried to 
back the car out of the entrance. Brooks 
said.

"When the vehicle failed to stop, the 
sentries fired (at it i,”  Brooks said 

He said the driver was grazed in the 
head by a bullet and Corcoran was hit 
by glass fragments in the left shoulder, 
while Perry escaped injury. He said 
Corcoran was flown by helicopter to the 
USS Guam for greatment.

HOUSTON (AP) — Sis T ew s priaoners who were 

abused after they testified for an inmate accused of 
killing a warden have been ordered transferred to 
federal custody, an attorney u y s

A two-man panel appointed by a federal judge 
also called upon Texas officials to immediately 
release two other men because they would have 

.been freed long ago if not for their testimony, 
attorney David Vanderhoof said.

The order must be implemented in 10 days, 
Vanderhoof said.

Texas Department of Corrections officials have 
' not received the order, filed Wednesday, but they 

will abide by the decision, said prison spokesman 
Rick Hartley.

“ Certainly we did agree to the binding arbitration 
in the matter," Hartley said. “ Obviously we will 
agree to the resulting order."

The panel found that the prisoners who testified 
for inmate Eroy Edward Brown were abused, 
Vanderhoof said.

Brown, 32. was found innocent of a capital 
murder charge filed in the ApriM, 1981, slaying of 

■ Ellis Unit Warden Wallace M. Pack. Brown 
testified he drowned Pack because the warden and 
another official were preparing to torture him.

Brown is to go on trial in April 1984 on a capital 
murder charge filed in the death of the second man, 
prison farm manager Billy Max Moore.

Robert Reed, an inmate serving a IS-year

sentence, had the warden’s last name — “ P ack" — 
carved on his stomach, Vanderhoof said.

Another witness for Brown, Joe Peacock,^“ was 
assaulted while he was asleep,”  Vanderhoof s m .

“ He was stabbed in the back three tim es,\  he 
said. "T h ey  were sm all puncture wounds, 
somewhat deep. The TDC contends they were 
self-inflicted."

Peacock is serving a 20-year term.
Appointed by U.S. District Judge Norman Black 

to hear complaints of the inmate witnesses were 
Alan F. Breed, of San Andreas, Calif., the former 
director of the National Institute of Corrections; 
and Roy Gerard, the former auistant director of 
the federal prison system, who now lives in 
Blumont, Va.

The panel met privately with prisoners and 
prison officials at Sam Houston State University, 
beginning Oct. 11 and concluding last month. 
Vanderhoofsaid.

The panel also found that diMiplinary action 
taken against two witnesses resulted in their losing 
accumulated "good tim e" which would have let 
them leave prison by now, Vanderhoof said.

David DuBose and Robert Santellana “ would 
have been released some time ago — maybe a year 
ago — but because of what we think are actions 
harassment as a result of their testimony, their 
sentences have been extended,”  Vanderhoof said. 
“ TDC records will show they had been disciplined

for rule violations, but those actions are 
questionable."

Brown himself may not ever be sentenced to the 
Texas prison system again, Vanderhoof said. 
According te the order, if he is convicted in Moore's 
death, he must serve his sentence in a federal 
prison at Texas' expense.

Ben Lacy, an inmate witness, is being held in 
Harris County facilities, awaiting trial on new 
charges, Vanderhoof said. If convicted, he will 
aerve his time in federal prison, the attorney said.

Others ordered transferred to federal custody are 
Clinton Derry, who is serving a nine-year sentence; 
Robert Frank, serving a life term ; Favis Martin, 
serving a life sentence: and Joe Gene King, who is 
serving a life sentence.

Black's order to the panel said they should 
reserve transfer of prisoners to federal facilities to 
“ extreme circumstances."

Six other prisoners will receive various forms of 
relief. Vanderhoof said, “ generally transfer away 
from the unit where they are serving.”

Seven others received no judicial relief, he said.
Others of the eight ordered transferred to federal 

cuatody said they were assaulted or found guilty of | 
“ phony or made-up disciplinary charges which had 
the e ffect of lengthening their sentences,", 
Vanderhoof said.

W hite sets deadline for education committee
DALLAS (AP) — H. Ross Perot says his Texas 

Select Committee on Public Education will have its 
first draft of recommendations ready by March 1, 
the deadline imposed by Gov. Mark White.

White set the deadline Wednesday, saying a 
consensus had been reached for improvement in 
several facets of Texas public education.

The governor, attending a meeting of the 
committee, outlined target areas that included 

' attracting the “ best and brightest" young people to 
the tea ch in g  p ro fess ion  through "b e tter  
compensation and training"

He also listed mastery of language, emphasis on 
• math and science, utilization of outside facilities 

and talent, and organization of the school day and 
year as areas that need attention.

White would not say when he might call a special 
legislative season to consider teacher pay, 
hemever. After his efforts to obtain pay raises were 
unsuccessful during this year's Legislature, White 
formed Perot's panel and said he would call such a 
session later in the year.

The governor's elusiveness on the issue 
Wednesday prompted committee member Tony 
Bonilla to complain that the group's work would be 
wasted if legislators were not called back into 
session.

White, sitting in on testimony before the 
committee, earlier suggested that first-graders be 
included in the Texas Assessment of Basic Skills 
testing.

Texas school children now take TABS tests in 
third, fifth and ninth grades.

White responded to testimony from Dr. Robert B. 
Coleman, president of the Texas Association for 
Supervision and Curriculum Development, who 
suggested the TABS test be administered in the 
seventh grade.

Perot asked Coleman's group to study White's 
suggestion.

White also quizzed Terry Ford, director of the 
East Dallas Community School, about how one 
instills excellence in teachers.

Ms Ford, a former first-grade teacher in the

Dallas Independent School District, testified about 
the su cce ss  of her bilingual school for 
disadvantaged children, which she began in 1978 as 
a summer program initiated by parents.

She said her primary concern was that her 
teacherW "a re  either excellent or becoming 
excellent. Then merit pay is not a factor."

“ How do you develop excellence in that ability?" 
White asked.

Ms. Ford said she felt traditional teacher training 
program s should provide m ore practical 
experience and offer an understanding of how 
children learn through training programs such as 
the one offered by Montessori schools.

“ 1 had never been taught how to teach a child to 
read," she said

White asked her what she would do first if a large 
sum of money were donated to her school.

“ Pay the teachers a decent salary," she said
Ms. Ford said her teachers are paid between 

110,800 and $11,000 a year, with a “ commitment to 
raise it each year until that is a liveable wage, 
which that is not."

Panel hears hurricane insurance complaints
HOUSTON (AP) — A legislative panel listened to 

the complaints of about a dozen people upset with 
the handling of insurance claims resulting from 
damage caused by Hurricane Alicia last summer 

Robert Hewitt of Dickinson said Wednesday that 
he had damage to several pieces of property he 
owns but has been able to contact only one claim 
adjuster. People who rented his property were 
getting better settlements. Hewitt said 

“ I'm so disgusted I recently bought a ranch in 
Oklahoma.“  he said “ I'm getting out of this 
swamp."

The hearing before the state House Catastrophe 
Insurance Oversight Subcommittee was the third in 
a series following the Aug 18 storm, which caused 
damage estimated then at more than $1 billion.

The panel already has held hearings in Galveston 
and Freeport, where the bulk of the damage 
occurred. The subcommittee, chaired by Houston 
D e m o c r a t  G en e  G re e n , is  to m a k e  
recommendations to the legislature on possible 
changes in laws governing the insurance industry.

Moat of the complaints dealt with disputes about 
coverage, differences of opinions about damage 
estimates by claims adjustors, and what people felt 
w u  shoddy treatment by adjustors.

“ I'm bankrupt because of the hurricane)" said

Steve Wilson, a Houston petroleum engineer.
Wilson said his firm along the Houston Shipping 

Channel, Texas Synfuels, was insured for flOS.OOO 
and damage was put at $125,000. He was offered a 
settlement of $19,000

“ I can't go to a big law firm ," he said "There's 
something wrong somewhere I pay $10,000 a year 
in premiums. I ought to get more than that amount 
($19,000)"

Joanne Matranga of Houston, whose Sea Isle 
home on Galveston Island sustained $80,000 in 
damages, said she made two trips to Galveston to 
meet with adjusters "who never showed up."

R.B Brown, an independent insurance agent 
from Houston, said he had two clients who had “ no 
money, no explanation, no answers."

Many of the problems involved the Texas 
Catastrophe Property Insurance Association, a 
high-risk pool created by the legislature in 1971 so 
property owners along the flood-prone Gulf Coast 
could obtain coverage. By law, insurance 
companies wishing to operate in Texas must take a 
share of the coastal business. Green said. The 
association, known as “ CAT POOL,”  assigns 
policies to insurance companies.

“ I paid my money. Who do I sue? I'm going to 
start with you," John Butler of Houston said.

DALLAS (AP) — On the 
177th day of his life sentence 
for an arm ed  ro b b e ry  
conviction.

The 26-year-old former 
E-Systems Inc. engineer was 
released from jail on bond 
Wednesday after an appeals 
court granted him a new trial

said Geter, whose case drew 
national attention because of 
his claims that the charges 
against him resulted only 
from racism  and shoddy 
police work

Geter was convicted and 
sentenced to life in prison for 
the 1982 robbery of a Balch 
Springs fast food restaurant 
SO miles from his job as an 
engineer at E-Systems. Five 
eyewitnesses picked him out 
of police lineups, but nine 
co-workers claimed he was at 
work on the day oi the 
robbery

Geter was one of six black 
engineers whose pictures 
were circulated to Dallas 
area police officials after a 
G reenville robbery. The 
South Carolina State College 
graduate became a suspect, 
Greenville authorities said, 
only after an elderly white 
woman thought Geter looked 
su s p ic io u s  b eca u se  he 
frequented a city park after

goes free after 
set, bond posted
work.

"I haven't thought much 
about whan I'll do My 
primary concern now is to 
clear my name," Geter told 
reporters, beaming a broad 
smile after his release 

"M aybe now I'll start 
planning for Christmas," he 
said, adding that he plans 
soon to marry his girlfriend 
and possibly return to work at 
E-Systems.

Geter was released from 
the Lew Sterrett Justice 
Center at about 3 p m  after 
several of his co-workers

Federal workers 
on a gravy train

The federal governm ent has a m onopoly in its field. 
Absent any prospect o f com petition, the only restreaint 
on spending if the availability o f public funds.

President Reagan has m ade a positive step to control 
that spendings. He has established a com m ittee o f  161 top 
executives of leading corporations and asked them for a 
study o f  possible savings in the operation o f the executive 
bran ch  o f  the fed era l g o v e rn m e n t . U n der the 
chairm anship o f J. Peter G race , the com m ittee is 
publishing reports o f its findings.

V o l . V , " A n o m a l i e s  in the F e d e r a l W ork 
E n viron m en t,”  is at hand It conclu des that the 
governm ent overpays its w orkers 8 to 12 percent and its 
w hite<ollar pay system costs too m uch because of 
overgrading (classifying jobs at higher pay grades than 
n ecessary).

It says federal workers en joy  a benefit package that 
would be unaffordable in the private sector—health 
benefits that cost the taxpayers 6.8 percent o f payroll 
com pared to 5.8 percent in the private sector, vacation 
benefits that cost 7.1 percent o f payroll com pared  to 4.5 
percent in the private sector, sick pay that costs 3.4 
percent of payroll com pared to 2.1 percent in the private 
sector. Are all these goodies really  necessary  to attract 
qualified applicants and keep them in the federal 
serv ice? We doubt it.

But the n u »t costly benefit is the federal retirement 
system

Consider that the cost of the civ il serv ice  and military 
retirem ent system s has been rising an average o f 13.6 
percent a year for the last 36 years, doubling every  5.4 
years, heading toward 850 billion in IMS.

Unfunded pension liabilities of the federal government 
(not included in the national debt) are rising at the rate 
of nearly $100 billion a year.

Federal service is not so unrew arding that we have to 
o ffer prem ium  benefits to attract first-rate people. The 
federal com pensation package should be com parable to 
private em ploym ent. It does not need to be gold-plated.

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OSHA—Reagan success story
You don't have to read too many letters to 

the editor to rea lin  that the American 
people are fed up with the relentless • often 
undeserved - criticism of the Reagan 
administration by the media and the 
Democrats.

This may be reaaon why the Washington 
Post, the New York Times, and the TV 
networka totally ignored Rep. Barney Frank 
(D. • M au.) on November Mb. when he 
launched a tough assault on Thorne 
Auchter, auistant labor secretary in charge 
of the Occupational Safety and Health 
Administration (OSHA).

The reaaon for Auchter's triumph during 
the Lane Kirkland - Ralph Nader “ dog and 
pony show" hearing was the undeniable 
evidence that his new policies of common 
sense managment, rather than ideological 
confrontation, are working.

Since I960, under the new Auchter OSHA, 
workplace deaths under OSHA jurisdiction 
have dropped 7 percent; the injury and 
illness rate per 100 workers has dropped 11 
percent, and the number of workers injured 
has dropped by 750.000; and the lost 
workday case rate hat fallen 13 percent

In fact. 1962 was the safest year in the U.S. 
industry «nee 1976 • and not because of the 
recession - the rates are computed per 100 
full • time workers, and so are comparable 
to any year.

This safety record was achieved even as 
the number of conteMed OSHA - imposed 
violations has fallen from 36.759 in 1990 
lover 23 percent of all violations) to less 
than 3.000 for all of 1983 (less than 4 percent

of all violationsi; and from M S million in 
court challenges to under 9900,000.

In sh ort, as OSHA vs. industry 
confrontation in the courts hat declined 
(th rough  greater use o f negotiated 
aettlemetdsI, industry's safety performance 
has substantially improved. Conversely, in 
the three years, (1977 • 1979) when Carter's 
OSHA administration wrote more than 
8M.000 citationa. raised the annual number 
of citations by nearly 90 percent, and 
im pos^ more than |S1 million in penaltiea. 
including a record 119.9 million in 1979. 
industry's u fe ty  record got steadily worse, 
reaching all • time record levels of lost 
workdays due to injuries.

There is a simple reason for this. As 
Auchter explains: "When a citation is 
contested, the work hazard does need to be 
corrected until the litigation has run its 
course That can take months or yeari.

"Thus, a 22 - percent rate of contest really 
meant that OSHA was realizing only a 79 • 
percent rate of prompt hazard abatement. 
W o r k p la c e s  w ere  b e co m in g  m ore 
dangerous, simply because OSHA was 
spending m ore tim e in court, than 
inspecting."

In 1979, OSHA inspectors spent over 69,000 
hours in court - related effort - the 
equivalent of M full • time inspector!. Under 
Auchter's extensive use of field • negotiated 
settlements, this has been cut to 7,900 hours 
in 1983 • the equivalent of less than four full 
time inspectors.

This is partly why. in rjS3. OSHA will 
conduct more than 68.500 inspections, up

tSora 83.000 in IMO, even though the number 
of inspectors has fallen from 1,328 to 1,070 • 
as each inspector it now conducting 85 
inapectioas per year vt. only 48 percent in 
1918. Auchter b < ^ i ;  "L ett time in court, 
more on the job ."

In fact, the C ^ a r  administndioo bad 
thready concluded thii. In September IMO, 
they gave their area directors the antbority 
to nlake informal settlement agreementi 
and to abate cttatkaia. extend compliance 
dates and to forth. Auchter has in fact used 
the Carter guidelines ever since.

More important. Auchter decided early on 
that OSHA was "trying to cover everyone, 
instead of concentrating its lim ited 
resources on the most high • hazard 
locationt.”

"Back in 1979 we had OSHA inspections in 
p la ces  like the Boston Museum of 
Transportation, the Country Club of Mobile. 
Alabama, the Be • Bop Record Shop in 
Jackson. Missiasipi. and the Mission Valley 
Golf a u b  in U urel. Florida.

“ So we did a careful analysis and found 
that IS percent of all amall (less than twenty 
cmployMa) firms had no lost w orkdan at 
all. Conversely 41 percent of all the Arms 
with more than twenty employees had a rate 
of lost workday cases above industry norms.

“ In the manufneturing sector, over 61 
percem of firms have no lost workday 
injuries • while 27 percent of the firms 
account for over 60 percent of aU loat 
workday cases "

So. Auchter ordered OSHA to "target”  its 
inipectiona. "Today over ninety of our

IS are in high • hazard indnatries 
i flmia. compared with barely SO percent 

in IMO. This means that high • hasard 
inapectiont have increased by more than 90 
percent.

"For example, we increased targeted 
taapections in the fabricated metal industry 
by 112 percent, 'and the rate of aertous 
i ^ i e t  dropped by 28 percent (from 19801.

“ In prim ary m etali, we increased 
targeted Inspections by 177 percent; the rate 
of lerious injuries dropped 22 percent.

"In electrical machinery 199 - percent 
more targeted inspections, a 24 - percent 
decline in serioua injury rate. In furniture 
and fixtures, 161 - percent more targeted 
inspectiona. a 15 - percent drop in injuries, in 
Iranaportation 97 • percent more targeted 
inspections, a 17 - percent lower injury 
mte.”

Even Rep. Prank was forced to admit that 
“ you've got the safety aide of OSHA under 
control. But the name of your agency is 
08HA not OSA," implying that Auchter was 
not doing enough in the area of “ H”  for 
health-baxarda.

This ia an easy criticism to make. It's 
almost impotaible to judge performance on 
health standardi since the experience 
records are ao difficult to ascertain, and so 
long term, that Frank Umaelf was unable to 
cite any negative data.

All of which ia to say that OSHA under 
Auchter appears to be a Ronald Reagan 
aucoets story • and maybe that's why the 
Washington Pott and the New York Times 
ignored it • and Barney Frank.

Named for the ceremonial wigs worn by British jurists. 
Operation Greylord became public last summer when Brocton 
Lockwood, a southern Illinois judge who served a stint in 
Chicago’s Traffic Court, disclosed that from 1901 until last 

-•summer, he was an undercover agent for the Justice 
Department.

He said he wore a microphone under his robe and carried a 
tape recorder in his cowboy boot while befriending crooked 
lawyers.

There also have been reports of FBI ‘ ‘moles”  posing as 
corn et prosecutors and reports that a "B oy Scout”  former 
s t ^ ’s attorney, Terry Hake, became so disgusted with 
corruption he offered to go undercover. He worked with the 
FBI and posed as a shady lawyer to snare crooks.

Officials reported up to 100 criminal cases were fabricated 
to ferret out corruption and bugging devices were placed in 
judges' chambers.

Just hours before the indictments were handed down, a 
poiioe sergeant assigned to the courtroom of one of the 
mdicted judges was found dead, apparently after shooting 
himself. The Chicago Sun-Times reported that Sgt Roger 
Murphy, S3, was to have appeared Wednesday before the 

;  grand jury

Indicted were Cook County Circuit Court Judges Wayne 
Olson and John M. Murphy — no relation to the dead officer — 
who were relieved of their duties last week after learning they 
were targets of the probe, and former Judge John Devine, 
ousted from the bench in June by a vote of circuit judges after 
being criticUed by the city Bar Association.

Also indicted were a Chicago policeman, four attorneys, a 
deputy court clerk and a private citixen.

The indictments left legal experts questioning the tactics 
employed by law enforcement agents and its impact on a 
judicial system in which 322 judges and 21.000 licensed lawyers 
handle nearly 6 million cases annually.

Webb defeiided the practices used by investigators, saying, 
“ It was critical for undercover FBI agents to develop the 
confidence of people in the courts.”

“ Today’s indictm ents are sp ecific  accusations of 
wrongdoing on the part of specific individuals,”  said Chief 
Circuit Judge Harry Comerford. "In no way should they 
reflect upon the judicial system as a whole.”

In Washington, FBI Director William Webster said Greylord 
demonstrates the bureau’s "willingness to follow its leads 
wherever they take us, and that there are no safe harbors from 
investigation of corruption ”

Eight of the nine indictments were returned by a grand jury 
that heard evidence gathered in Greylord. The ninth, naming a 
Chicago attorney, concerned courtroom corruption but was 
not a result of the Greylord probe.

One attorney, Thomas Kangalos, is a former assistant city 
attorney who vanished over three months ago and is being 
sought by the FBI. There were reports he has fled to Greece.

All the defendants except Kangalos were permitted to 
remain fiee on personal recognizance bond A $50.000 cash 
bond was set for Kangalos, pending his arrest.

Guerra garnered 60 percent and Rubiano took 36 percent oi 
the 72,506 votes cast Rubiano says these figures are 
fraudulant and do not reflect the will of the voters.

"PRI is not a party, it is the government, and that 
government is a dictatorship which does not permit 
democracy to function," Rubiano says. "The PRI robbed me 
of many votes."

Before and after election day, there were several, 
non-violent public demonstration, a common feature of the 
Mexican electoral process. Indeed, protests often are 
sanctioned by the PRI as a harmless way to let the electorate 
vent political steam.

Nevertheless, the PRI has been closely monitoring 
apposition victories throughout Mexico.

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MIDLAND, Texas (AP) — An autopsy has determined that 
the 29-year-old pilot of a plane tl)lt crashed last month at 
Midland's airport, lulling eight people, had suffered a heart 
attack. q

The Texas Western Aviation pilot, Keith Elkin of Midland, 
suffered "hyper acute changes of contraction band necrosis." 
the pathologist. Dr. David Schneidman of Midland, said 
Wednesday

Elkin, six employees of KOSA-TV and a passenger were 
returning from high school football playoff games in Fort 
Worth and Wichita Falls when the aircraft plummeted to the 
ground.

A Midland cardiologists Dr. Brian Mohr, told the Odessa 
American that the type of heart attack that Elkin suffered “ is 
the cause of sudden death and there is no warning 
whatsoever"

"Part of the heart died. It's rare, but not unusual The 
incidences of heart attacks increase as you get older. It's 
happened a couple of times in a year to people of that age in

Midland," Mohr added
Shneidman said the final autopsy report on Elun was being 

prepared and would be released later to Midland County 
Justiceofthe Peace Bob Pine.

The accident is being investigated by the National 
Transportation Safety Board, which has not yet issued its 
conclusions.

The pilot was trying to land a chartered twin-engine 
Beechcraft King Air 100 turboprop Nov. 10 at Midland 
Regional Airport when the craft crashed 1.500 feet east of the 
main runway

Director Gary Hopper. 32, of Midland; Sports 
Shull 25 of Odessa. Chief Engineer Bob Stephens. 47, and 
Assistant Engineer Ed Monette.

A Boeing 747 ferrying the shuttle to Florida landed at Kelly 
Air Force Base Wednesday night and spent the night and was 
scheduled to leave on the last leg of its journey at 8 a m today 

The shuttle-bearing jet took off from California's Edwards 
Air Force Base early Wednesday and stopped briefly in El 
Paso to pick up some fuel before heading for San Antonio 

The special heater, attached to the craft's rear was designed 
to stabilize the temperature inside the shuttle 

"It's grungy looking, but it flies great," said astronaut 
Gordon Fullerton, a member of the flight crew on the trip to 
Texas "The flight was uneventful, but that's the way we like 
i t "

Fullerton, who was being trained to fly the 747 ferry, termed 
the experience "unique and really excitin g" He was a 
member of Columbia's crew during the shuttle's third mission 
in March 1982

The shuttle was to fly to Eglin Air Force Base, Fla . before 
proceeding to the Kennedy Space Center at Cape Canaveral 

Crews at Kennedy in Florida will first try to determine 
exactly what caused a fire that broke out in the shuttle when it 
landed at Edwards last week after its ll-day mission in space 

National Aeronautics and Space Administration officials 
said it appeared the problem would be "straightforward”  to 
fix. but that the flight of the next shuttle. Challenger, 
scheduled for late January, could be delayed until the problem 
is resolved

Columbia stopped in El Paso for about an hour where a 
crowd of about IM people greeted the shuttle when it landed at 
Biggs Army Air Field at 11 56 a m after a two-hour flight 
from California

Pilot Fitzhugh Fulton Jr. said the first leg of the shuttle's

cross-country journey was "real nice, routine.
“ We had a smooth flight, just ran into a little turbulence as 

we got into the El Paso area but nothing significant," Fulton 
told reporters at the landing strip.

The airplane had to make more stops than usual during this 
flight because of the heavy European-built Spacelab inside the 
shuttle. Fulton said.

"We just can't go as far as before with the Spacelab." he 
said

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Battle brewing over Northwest’s Columbia Gorge

STEVENSON. Wash. <AP) -  From the 

rourthouae in sparsely populated Skamania 
County to the corridors of the naUon's 
^ t o l .  battle lines are being drawn over one 
01 the Northwest’s most scenic areas: the 
Columbia Gorge.

Tta fifht wUI decide who will control the 
1 ^  where the migMy Columbia River rolls 
through the Cascade Mountains. On one side 
are environmentalists who want strong 
fedaral restrictions on housing, dams and 
ntining. On the other are local residents who 
acknowledge the gorge's splendor, but assert 
their rights to control their own destiny — 
and property.

In between are the governors of Oregon and 
Washington, the two states sharing the 
M -m ile-iong gorge. The governors are 
promoting a compromise aimed at retaining 
local land-use control while encouraging 
preservation largely at Uncle Sam's expense.

To environm entalists, the need for 
preservation is urgent.

"T he Columbia Gorge is a national 
treasure.”  said Bowen Blair, executive 
director of the 3*year-old Friends of the 
Columbia Gorge. "It doesn't belong just to 
people in the gorge.”

From Sandy River, Ore., to Maryhill, 
Wash., the Colum bia w iggles through 
mountains up to S.OOO feet. The hills’ 
vegetation changes gradually from hr rain 
forests in the west to arid sagebrush and sand

(hmes in the east. Steep waterfalls and 
spectacular cliffs highlight the scenery.

The river cut the gorge by pounding its way 
through successive volcanic flows and 
Cascade Range uplifta. Lewis and Clark first 
explored the region in the early 1800s. 
Thousands of Indians at the time called the 
forge home, prospering with hefty catches of 
Columbia salmon.

Tourists today enjoy, the gorge by driving a 
winding, two-lane highway completed in 1015 
on the Oregon aide, stopping at numerous 
waterfalls aind vistas along the way.

Separate bills incorporating federal control 
and the governors' compromise have been 
introduced in Congress. S u p ^ te rs  of 
preservation predict tnat both the Mnate and 
House will pass some form of legislation next 
year.

One bill, introduced by Sens. Bob 
Packwood and Mark Hatfield, both Oregon 
Republicans, would set up a bi-state 
commission accountable to the U.S. Forest 
Service to manage land use in the gorge. It 
would designate the gorge as a National 
Scenic Area.

The rival measure, endorsed by most of 
Oregon’s and Washington's congressional 
delegation, would also set up a land-use 
commllkion. but it would consist mostly of 
gorge residents and would not be accountable 
to either state or federal authorities.

Iguanas are roaming free 
at the zoo in Brownsvüle

BROWNSVILLE. Texas (AP) -  Leapin’ 
lizards, a hundred iguanas are loose at the 
zoo.

At least twice a week startled visitors dash 
into the administrative office at the Gladys 
Porter Zoo to report that the giant iguanas 
have escaped and are loose on the grounds.

Zoo officials say they regularly reassure 
shaken patrons that the iguanas aren't 
escapees, they're trusties. About 160 of the 
enornuHis Mexican spiney tail iguanas roam 
freely within the zoo. a small fraction of the 
thousands which have made themselves at 
home in the residential neighborhoods and 
parks of Brownsville.

The iguanas may feel quite content in their 
Valley home, but the people of Brownsville 
find the spiney neighbors a nuisance.

"Frequently people call us to say they have 
a big lizard in their yard and want to know 
what to do, "  says Pat Burchfield, chief 
herpetologist at the zoo. “ We've had eldefly 
ladies caU us terrified to go outside because 
of an iguana on their lawn. If they're really 
frightmed, we'll try to send someone out to 
catch it and bring it here. At the other 
extreme are kids w m  bring terrified iguanas 
to us on makeshift leashes, iguanas they've 
chased down the street and captured."

Mexican spiney tail iguanas reach 30 
inches from nose to tail at maturity and may 
have pink and black coloration enlivening 
their ^ m p y , dull gray bodies. Young iguanas 
are emerald green and display the same 
questionable disposition of their elders.

‘ "They are high strung and nervous.”  
admits Burchfield, a man in love with lizards. 
“ They don’t tame easily and they bite very 
hard if cornered. They're not the best pets.”

But what they lack in gentle nature, they 
make up for in adaptability. Mexican spiney 
taiU are not native to Brownsville but have 
adapted perfectly to local conditions which 
are similar to their native habitat.

They might have remained quite happily in 
Mexico were it not for the whim of Mother 
Nature wrecking havoc on the domain of 
Abraham William King, known to Valley 
residents as the Snake King.

By the 1920's he had a well-established 
mail-order business, selling exotic game and 
reptiles to zoos, circuses and ii^ividuals 
thri^hout the United States. Years passed, 
business prospered and the city grew out to 
what had formerly been the secluded site of 
Snakeville.

Part of the Snake King's success was the 
weather, as good for animals as for people. 
Indeed, the climate in Brownsville is so 
healthy that legend .says early settlers had to 
a shoot a man to get a graveyard started.

But o c ca s s io n a lly  M other Nature 
reshuffles the deck and deals a hurricane, 
and so she did in September 1933 The storm 
arrived with little warning, and by the time 
the its 120 mph fury subsided, every bird, 
reptile and mammal in Snakeville had 
escaped into the surrounding neighborhoods 
The storm marked the end of Snakeville and 
the beginning of tIte'Mexican spiney iguana 
as a new Brownsville resident.

Council approved $25,000 for 
the campaign, which began in 
f a t e  N o v e m b e r  wi th 
a d v e r t i s e m e n t s  in 
AeroMexico airline in-flight 
magazines.

Jungbluth sa id  state 
officials were so taken with 
the program they matched 
the council's appropriation.

"They're really interested 
in this and are looking at it 
now to see if maybe it could 
be f e a s i b l e  for o th er

com m unities,”  Jungbluth 
said.

Newspaper advertisements 
in the Mexican cities of 
C h i h u a h u a ,  J u a r e z ,  
M onterrey, Torreon and 
Guadalajara are to begin 
running early in January, 
Jungbluth said.

“ We wanted to aim this 
whole thing at after the 
holidays so we’ll start in 
January with the big push 
Another series is planned for 
late March," he said.

Village officials also are 
c o m p i l i n g  a l i s t  o f  
English-Spanish translators 
for Mexican tourists and are 
setting up night classes in 
conversational Spanish fo r , 
their business owners.

“ As you look at some of the 
drawbacks to travel in the 
U.S., not being able to 
communicate is one of the 
biggest barriers," Jungbluth 
said. "I f we can reduce the 
barriers and make them less 
offensive, then we're pretty 
su re  p e o p le  wil l  fee l 
comfortable coming here."

Another aspect of the 
program has been educating

businesses on converting 
pesos to dollars.

All three Ruidoso banks 
have agreed to accept pesos, 
Jungbluth said.

“ We're just now teaching 
businesses to accept them," 
he said. “ One of the biggest 
problems there has been the 
fear of doing it — it's strange 
fo r  th em  and th e y 'r e  
uncom fortable. But we're 
explaining how easy the 
conversion is and also that 
they can take pesos in and 
give change in dollars and 
that relieves them."

He predicted that if the 
entire community, which has 
a population of s^bout 9,000, 
backs the program, “ in three 
years we'll bring in 160,000 
people every winter."

Jungbluth said 99 percent of 
the lodgers in Ruidoso are 
p a r t i c i p a t i n g  in the  
campaign.

He said other businesses 
also are supporting the effort. 
“ About two-thirds of them 
are committed."

“ I think it's just terrific and 
I think those business people 
who are balking at the plan 
are going to be sorry," said

NAW used some of Link's 
photographs in a booklet and 
a few others showed up in 
railroad magazines over the 
years.

Collector 
stocks up on 
certificates

SCOTTSDALE, Ariz. (API 
— Jules Glaser makes his 
bring as a financial adviser 
but for a bobby be collects 
worthless stocks and bonds.

Worthicsfl, that is, except 
for tbelr value to collectors as 
objects of art end for their 
history.

He estimates he owns 10,999 
or so, “ end I've been told my 
collection is the finest private 
one in the world.“

He says m ost of his 
coilocUon was acquired at 
bargain prices but that sales 
o f 91.009 each  ere  not 
uncommon now. An 1990 
Chinese bond sold not too hmg 
ego at auction for SM.M9.

“ But 99 percent, even of the 
m ore va lu ab le  ones to 
collectors, can be acquired 
for mo to 1100 or Ices," he 
said. “ Prices of less Utisn IS 
ere common.”

Instead of pictures, every 
wall in his three-room euite of 
offices in a Phocnti-aree 
financial center la decorated 
w i t h  f r a m e d  s t o c k  
oerttficatee. Glaser aaya he 
keeps his most valuable 
collectiblet in a safe place but 
en jqn  disolaying the othere.

"What faecinethig histary 
they are," he says. “ I just 
Wien I could find time to 
e » l o r e  them more fully. 
“ iTiBt bond over there, for 
example, wee ittued Iqr the 
French in I M  to build tte 
Panama Canal. And look at 
the engraved elephant on that 
1990 gold-mine bond fram 
Indie. Exquisite. It's one of 
the flrat I ever bought.”

The stocks end bonds, in 
most cases, have the names 
of the original purchasers. 
Glaser said that makea them 
more valuable to collectors.

Since the certificates now 
are worthless bocauM they 
w ere issued by defunct 
companies or governmonU, 
(Xascr says he u  haunted by 
the thought of the broken 
dream s and hopes they 
represent.

Such a recent ecquiaitian 
was a 11,009 bond iasuod by 
the Indiana Southern Railway 
in 1909. “ That was a lot ef 
money in those days, and, as 
you can see, the coupons to be 
clipped to receive interest run 
through 1909 — but only one 
coupon, the first, ever was 
clipped,”  he said.

Glaser says be ia very 
selective in what he buys, end 
alw ays has been  since 
starting his collectioa about 
nine years ego.

“ I'm not a dealer and buy 
only whet interests m e ," he 
said. “ Flrat tt has to appeal to 
me — a beautiful en m rin g , 
good design, sharp color. And 
as a general rule it has to be 
more than 109 yean  old.

"I f it is signed by Ustorienl 
ngures, so much Uw hotter," 
he said, pointing to a Watts 
Fargo oortificate signad by 
the original Wells and the 
originel Fargo.

While Wells Fargo hank 
still operatea, the oertifleato 
he hat was superaadad long 
ago, a common praetlot In 
the financial world.

McCAULLEY. Texas (AP)

— The bread truck doesn't 
come to McCauUey any more.

So the women who work in 
th e  c a f e t e r i a  at  the  
McCaultey school come in at 6 
a.m. to bake bread for the 
children.

That is only part of the 
price that the people of this 
tiny Fisher County settlement 
are witling to pay for their 
own school.

So determined were they 
that the school would keep 
operating that five years ago 
they built houses on school 
property to attract new 
families to town.

There are 120 children 
enrolled in the McCaulley 
Independent School District.
It h as  su rv iv ed  th ree  
attempts to consolidate with 
larger school districts and a 
1978 bus crash that killed five 
football players, injured 19 
high school students and put 
both the superintendent and 
principal in the hospital.

T ex as  has 474 school 
d i s t r i c t s  t h a t  h a v e  
enrollments of fewer than 500 
children . There are 980 
districts with fewer than 1,600 
c h i l d r e n ,  the n u mb e r  
considered necessary in 1968 
to o f fe r  “ a reasonably 
comprehensive p rogram " 

Experts in education agree 
that not many of the attle 
schools can offer the high 
school curriculum necessary 
to prepare students for a 
t e c h n o l o g i c a l  a g e .  
Increasingly, administrators 
of small schools say their 
districts are faced with 
fin a n cia l problelm s and 
difficu lties in recruiting 
teachers.

All Five of the unaccredited 
school districts in Texas have 
an enrollment of fewer than 
15 students.

But despite incentives to 
consolidate — two districts 
that join can continue getting 
the state aid that once went to 
both — Texas has been 

' unwilling to give up its 
community schools.

 ̂ " T h e  s c h o o l  is the 
: community in many places,"
! sa id  S t a t e  E d u c a t i o n  
I C o m m is s io n e r  R a y m o n  
i Bynum. "These little towns 
: have already lost thei^ stores. 

The churches and the schools« 
are all that's left. It’s thd' 
community's identity."

Five years ago. after the 
bus crash decim ated its 
student body, McCaulley — 
an unincorporated town with 
one g r o c e ry  store, two 
churches and a post office in 
the cotton fields north of 
Abilene — was at a crisis 
point.

Its enrollment teetered 
below 90, the break-point for 
state aid. School districts that 
have fewer than 90 children 
qualify for only seven paid 
teachers while those with 
more than 90 students get 
state money for 12 teachers.

"T h ere  was never any 
thought about closing the 
school," said the school board 
president. Marion Reed. "W e 
care for our community, and 

■ we care for each other too 
much. We realised if the 
school ever closed it would 
m a k e  a t r e m e n d o u s  
difference in the community. 
The school activities are what 
draw people together ."

The school board tackled 
the p opu la tion  problem  
h e a d -o n . T o w n s p e o p l e  
donated labor and materials 
so eight houses could be built 
or moved to school property. 
The houses attracted new 
fam ilies with school-age 
children.

R e ce b t ly , the district 
bought 22 acres, part of which 
it w ill se ll in lo ts  to 
prospective homebuilders. 
Enrollment stabilised at 
about 100, but there still are 
limits to the educational 
program that McCaulley can 
provide.

In the elementary school, 
two grades share a classroom 
and a teacher, a situation that 
principal Byron Shelley says 
he would remedy if the money 
were there.

No foreign languages are 
offered, even though the 
University of Texas will 
require a foreign language 
for admission starting next 
year.

Not until 1961 did the high 
s c h o o l  s t a r t  o f f e r i n g  
geom etry , p h ys ics  and 
business math. Only laast 
year year were high school 
students able to start taking 
consumer math and speech

M c C a u lle y 's  cu rre n t 
m ath em atics teacher is 
teaching on an emergency 
certificate because he has 
only 12 hours of college 
mathematics instead of the

required 24.
Last year, McCaulley had 

no librarian, and Kathleen 
Hale, a librarian who spends 
two days a week in the 
district this year, u y s  it will 
take years of buying more 
books before the library is 
adequate.

Basic skills test scores are 
good in the third grade — all 
the students passed, last year
— but not so good in the ninth
— four of the nine students 
failed math and reading.

B ut th e  p e o p l e  o f  
M c C a u l l e y  sa y s  th ese 
shortcom ings are minor 
c o m p a r e d  w i t h  t h e  
advantages of a sm all, 
close-knit school.

“ We know the kids, their 
p a r e n t s  a n d  t h e i r  
g r a n d p a r e n t s , "  s a i d  
S u p e r i n t e n d e n t  J . D .  
Hai^rove. "Our teachers are 
very stable: we don't have 
much turnover, and they can 
offer one-on-one instruction 
They get to know the students 
better."

Only one teen-ager is taking 
physics this year, and he has 
an hour each day with the

science teacher.
H a rg ro v e 's  w ife, who 

teaches third and fourth 
grades, has 13 children in her 
c o m b i n e d  c l a s s r o o m ,  
allowing her to give special 
attention to each child.

“ No student is neglected, or 
I would take it personally," 
she said. "When I taught at 
junior high at Stafford, I had 
ISO students a day. There was 
no way I could help each 
student. The slow ones had to 
be ignored, and I didn't have 
the opportunity to challenge 
the brigM ones."

A small school means that 
everyone does double duty. 
The principal teaches Texas 
history, driver education and 
sometimes drives the school 
bus. The high school English 
teacher coaches football and 
track. The science teacher 
also is basketball coach and 
bus driver.

It also means that students 
get to participate in almost 
everything. Twenty of the 24 
boys in high school play 
football.

"His chances of walking 
again are poor," said Brenes, 
who said Rivera still has pain 
and weakness in his right arm 
that is not related to the 
spinal cord damage.
