At a meeting with reporters shortly 
before starting a vacation trip to 
California. Reagan said local military 
commanders should not be punished for

failing to provide sufficient security 
because they did not fully understand 
the threat posed by terrorists

in this office and with this president."

Bombing yearns biggest story
NEW YORK (AP) — The terrorist 

m assacre of peace-keeping US 
Marines in Lebanon was the top story 
of 1983 by vote of Associated Press 
newspaper and broadcast member 
editors

The top 10 stories of the year had a 
heavy foreign flavor, reflecting U S 
concerns and actions overseas No 2 
in the poll was the downing of a South 
Korean airliner by Soviet jets No 3 
was the U S.-led invasion of Grenada 
as part of a tougher Reagan policy in 
Central America and the Caribbean

The U S. economy, which was the 
top story in the 1982 poll, ranked 
fourth in 1983 as inflation abated, 
unemployment dropped and deficits 
rose

Editors turned overseas again for

their fifth choice — the deployment of 
U S missiles in Europe and the 
breakup of talks with the Soviets 
Sixth was the antinuclear protest in 
Europe and the concomitant freeze 
movement in the United States

Three stories in the top 10 were 
solely domestic: The economy, the 
weather (9i and the resignation of 
Interior Secretary James Watt UOi

Pope says 
his attacker 
a ‘brother’

ROME (AP) — Pope John Paul II 
today met Mehmet All Agca in his 
prison cell and called the Turk who 
tried to kill him a "brother who enjoys 
my complete trust." Vatican officials 
said

The Vatican officials, who watched 
the meeting with several guards from 
outside the open cell door, said Agca 
knelt and kissed the pope's ring at the 
end of the encounter They were alone 
in the cell for 21 minutes, sitting side by 
side on chairs

The officials, who briefed reporters 
on the condition they not be identified, 
described the meeting at Rebibbia as 
being "almost like a confession "  They 
did not elaborate Agca is a Moslem 

They said the two men spoke in 
hushed tones in Italian and could not be 
o v e rh e a rd  It w as th eir  first 
face-to-face meeting 

The officials said the 63-year-old 
Roman Catholic pontiff appeared 
deeply moved and quoted him as saying 
"I talked with a brother who enjoys my 
complete trust "  ,

The pontiff was asked by television 
reporters who were allowed near the 
cell what they talked about "That is a 
secret that must remain between me 
and him (Agca).' the pontiff replied 

Agca is a serving a life sentence for 
shooting the pope May 13. 1981 

The meeting followed a visit by John 
Paul with other inmates at the prison 

After arriving to applause from 
Italian government and prison officials, 
the pope went to the chapel, where 500 
prisoners wearing civilian clothes were 
waiting

More than 100 unarmed guards lined 
the inside wall of the circular red brick 
and cement block chapel He greeted
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Pope meets with his assailant 

each prisoner individually, and some
kissed him on the cheek and hand 

In a welcoming speech. Luca Onesti. 
a right-wing terrorist, thanked the pope 
for coming "because it makes us feel 
that we are not abandoned, not alone 
against the world, that there is someone 
who thinks of us and who loves us 

The pope read from the Bible during 
a prayer service and delivered a 
30-minute speech He said he had come 
"within these walls in which you cannot 
help but feel cut off and cold to bring 
you the warmth of a friendly word 
together with the comfort of hope '

After the inmates presented gifts to 
the pope, one prisoner rushed out of the 
crowd and handed him a typewritten 
statement, the contents of which were 
not disclosed The prisoner spent 
several minutes talking with the pope 
and was eased away by chaplains

chain of command for permitting the 
lax security It particularly singled out 
Col Timothy J G eraghty. then 
c o m m a n d e r  o f  th e  M a r in e  
peacekeeping unit, for "serious errors 
in judgment in failing to provide better 
protection for his troop "

But. without naming unyone. Reagan 
said it was unfair to punish local 
c o m m a n d e r s  fo r  n ot " f u l l y  
comprehending " the threat posed by 
terrorists

Reagan said a report issued by a 
Pentagon-appointed commission noted 
that by tradition and training. U S 
military forces have not been prepared 
to deal with attacks by terrorists, "and 
I heartily a g ree "

But the president said this should not 
compel the United states to pull out of 
Lebanon, saying, "the problem of 
terp sm will not disappear if we run 
from It "

Under questioning. Reagan also said 
he did not want the loved ones of the 
servicemen killed in the blast to think 
that the lives had been given in vain

He also said there were signs that the 
Marines were laying the foundations 
for peace " in Lebanon and said the 
nation "is on the verge of national 
reconciliation "

The Reagans left Washington and 
headed west for their traditional 
year-end holiday in Los Angeles and the 
desert resort town of Palm Springs

A new Canadian ice wave stalked the 
Great Plains today, sleet glazed roads 
from Texas to Tennessee and the death 
toll from December's record freeze 
climbed to 268 as forecasters offered 
little comfort to a nation numb with 
cold

Snow was scattered from Washington 
to the Great Lakes, with almost the only 
good news a tiny temperature rise that 
pushed some states above freezing for 
the first time in more than a week

In Chicago, the thermometer poked 
above zero Monday for the first time in 
lOO'x hours

But the respite promised to be 
short-lived as a new blast of arctic air 
moved into the Midwest, ushering in 
another unseasonably cold day for 
much of the nation

"Don't call it warmer, it's just not 
quite as cold. " said Harry Gordon of the 
National Severe Storms Forecast 
Center in Kansas City. Mo "It's going 
to take quite a while for any recovery of 
temperatures to come back to normal, 
and we re not going to see any warm 
temperatures for a while yet" in any 
area of the country except the 
Southwest, he said

Snow and ice had already cut the 
reprieve short across the northern tier 
of states, from the Dakotas to the Great 
Lakes down through Kansas and 
Oklahoma Travelers' advisories were 
also in effect for the Washington 
mountains, much of Oregon. Utah and 
Idaho and the northern Rockies, where 
up to 9 inches of new snow was 
predicted

The South meanwhile was stung by

e s p e c ia l ly  sharp  in a reg ion  
unaccustomed to cold The topsy-turvy 
weather made it colder in Atlanta, 
where M onday's 5-degree reading 
broke a mark set in 1935. than in 
Anchorage. Alaska, with a high of 24

Texas felt more like tundra, with 
Austin reporting a record low of 26 
degrees Monday, and freezing ram 
caused scores of accidents on icy roads 
in the northern and central part of the 
slate today

Traveler's advisories were also in 
effect this morning from the southeast 
quarter of the Plains, across the lower 
M ississ ipp i Valley into western 
Tennessee

A freeze in Florida left citrus growers 
hoping at best to salvage their damaged 
orange crops for frozen concentrate 
Farmers in Texas' Rio Grande Valley, 
where less than half the winter orange 
and gra pefru it crops had been 
harvested, feared a $30 million loss 
from the weather, according to Texas 
Citrus Mutual And Louisiana growers 
expected the frost would destroy the 
state s winter vegetables

The chill burst so many water pipes 
in Fort Worth. Texas, that residents 
were told to store water in every 
available vessel because the city 
couldn't guarantee how long service 
would hold A backlog of 180 breaks on 
Monday "is the worst I veever seen it."'

said D H Hall "We keep records going 
back into the 1930s. and I don't believe 
we've ever logged this many breaks at 
on etim e"

Farther north, water main breaks 
caused $1 million damage at a federal 
building in Roanoke. Va . and $250,000 
dam age at the Arlington. Va , 
headquarters of USA Today In 
Addyston. Ohio, some of the 1,149 
customers entered their fourth day 
without water after one pump froze and 
another broke at the local waterworks.

The cold continued to claim ictims 
through exposure, traffic accidents and 
fires from heaters used to keep warm 
A 2-year-old Ghent, N Y ,  girl froze to 
death when she apparently locked 
herself outside her house Saturday 
night, clad pnly in .pajamas. An 
explosion in a kerosene netfler killed a 
man and two children in Durham. N.C.

But C o lora d o  clim bed to the 
relatively sweltering 40s on Monday, 
with Denver's Stapleton International 
Airport reporting 34 degrees at noon, 
the first time readings had passed 
freezing in 10 days

"If you just went outside for a minute 
today, you're already spoiled. " said

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]Neighborhood Watch programs prove successful

"I f  we can get the community to 
give us their eyes, we can really make 
a big stab at crime. " said Pampa 
P o l i c e  D e p a r tm e n t  Lt Jim 
Laramore.

He w u  not talking about forming a 
donor eyebank. but was referring to 
the need for citizens to ^et actively 
in v o lv e d  in w a tc h in g  th e ir  
neighborhoods to catch suspicious 
acuvity which could indicate a crime 
is being planned or committed 

More specifically, he was speaking 
of the fomiatlon of Neighborhood 
Watch groups, organizations of city 
residents who ban together for the 
protection of their neighborhoods 

"One of the best crim e prevention 
dev ices ever invented is a good 
neighbor," reads the Neighborhood 
Watch pamphlet available from the 
police office. "When neighbors ban

together to look out for each other, 
crime often goes down

"They live there and they own the 
p rop erty . " Lt L aram ore said 
F o r m e r  s u p e r v i s o r  o f  the 
Neighborhood Watch program in 
Pampa, he said members in such a
?;roup get to know the area, watch out 
or others and learn to notice 

suspicious and unusual activity 
" I f  a citizen thinks something looks 

out of the ordinary, then that gives us 
probable cause to come in and 
investigate, " he explained 

Neighborhood Watch groups are 
organized in individual cities, with no 
national or statewide administration, 
though a national group is set up to 
provide information to the various 
independent groups "Each individual 
program is administered as each 
com m unity wants it ," Laramore 
noted.

The first group was organized in 
Pampa early in 1983 after residents 
e a s t  o f  F a l r v ie w  C e m e te ry  
complained abliut a large number of 
burglaries being committed in their 
area. Police Chief J. J. Ryzman said 
The residents approached the police

There was some irony about the 

f i r s t  m eetin g  held  w ith the 
neighborhood dwellers While police 
officers were explaining the program, 
a burglary was being committed at 
the sam e tim e  in th at very 
neighborhood

"That was a little embarrassing. " 
Chief Ryzman said 

But since then, the program has 
begun to have som e successful 
results

"We've sure met with some good 
response, and I'm  sold on the 
program. " the chief said, saying the 
program is based on the "watch after 
your neighbor " concept 

"If you know somebody, then you 
care more about what happens to 
th em ." Laramore said 

Participation in the program is 
indicated by s i^ s  placed in the area 

"Many criminals will not go into an 
area maintained by the Neighborhood 
Watch program ." Laramore said 
That statement was also supported by 
Chief Ryzman and police officer Ed 
Barker, who reported criminals had 
told members of the department they 
will not even go into an area 
displaying the large signs.

"The program also is given much 
credit by national law enforcement 
agencies for a national decline in 
home burglaries

The signs, availab le  only to
neighborhoods which participate in and help them get organised

the program , are sold for $10. 
"probably under cost," Chief Ryzman 

said The city puts the signs up on 
poles "for nothing." he added 

The first Pam pa group was 
unofficially organized in January, 
with several others formed later in the 
year With the assistance of a grant, 
the groups were formally organized 
on Aug 1 Now there are about 25 
groups in the city, organized on a 
block-by-block basis.

Unfortunately, those groups are 
mainly in the central and north 
sections of the city And 25 blocks do 
not cover a very large portion of the 
city, the chief noted 

"I f  somebody wants the program in 
his area, he can contact us. '̂ Chief 
Ryzman said

"W e prefer to go block by block."  he 
said. Larger areas are usually "too 
large a chunk, harder to handle" in 
organizing the neighbors and in 
patrolling activities 

Patrolman Bruce Denham is now 
supervising the program He and 
other police officers attend a meeting 
of neighbors to explain the program 

• i3n

A person wanting to form a group 
sh ou ld  co n ta c t  h is neighbors, 
Laram ore said Then the police 
department should be contacted and a 
meeting date and place will be 
arranged

Not every person on the block has to 
participate for a group to be formed

The program consists of a slide 
presentation which lasts about 30 
minutes, followed by a talk of 30 to 45 
minutes discussing how to look at the 
area, what to watch for, how to 
contact the police if needed, how to 
organise neighborhood patrols, and 
other related Information.

ARer a Neighborhood Watch group 
is formed, a block coordinator is 
selected. This provides one person 
who h u  contact with (he poiioe to 
c o o r d in a t e  d is s e m in a t io n  o f :  
inform ation, rece iv e  reports on 
incidents to check  for, help in 
searches for lost or missing childnn 
and otherwise assist as needed.

Members of the group organise 
their own activities Individuáis who 
are usually at home during the day

Travelers advisories in effect
as sheet o f ice covers Texas

By The Associated Press
A sheet of ice covered portions of 

Texas today, as a continuing wave of 
cold weather threatened travelers 
returning home from the holiday 
weekend and work crews scrambled to 
fix thousands of water mains ruptured 
by ice cold water streaming into warm 
pipes

Travelers advisories were issued for 
most of the state Monday, as freezing 
rain, ice and sleet covered roads, 
highways, bridges and overpasses

"Most of the central and east part of 
the state has turned into a sheet of ice 
It's not just on bridges, but all over the 
roads. It's very hazardous," said Bob 
McCarver. a spokesman with the State 
Department of Highways and Public 
Transportation

Early today, the National Weather 
Service reported freezing drizzle in 
Northeast Texas, along a line from 
Waco to Tyler, and south to Port Arthur 
and Houston

Warmer temperatures were in store 
for the state today, ranging from the 40s 
in the Panhandle to 60s in southwest 
Texas But the weather service said 
light snow or sleet could fall in North 
Texas as the mercury climbed

Record low tem peratures were 
replaced again from one end of the 
state to the other early Monday after 
Christmas day's record was shattered 
in 20 Texas cities.

On Monday. Brownsville broke a 
99-year-old mark of 30 degrees with a 
reading of 28

The low overnight in Wichita Falls 
was 13. breaking the record of 17 
degrees set in 1935

The biggest crisis in burst water 
pipes was in Fort Worth Mayor Bob 
Bolen declared a citywide emergency 
Monday night

"It is essential that our citizens

realize just how crucial this situation 
is." Bolen said in a televised appeal to 
residents Monday "It has reached the 
s ta g e  w h e re  u n less th ere is 
conservation, some areas of the city 
will find themselves without w ater" 

Residents hurried to stock up on 
water in bathtubs, sinks, pots and other 
containers.

Fort Worth repair crews scrambled 
to fix about 100 broken water mains and 
officials predicted more of the same 
today, as the weather warmed and 
unveiled more shattered pipes 

Temperatures in far teuth Texas 
w arm ^ to almost freezing on Monday, 
but the dry cold blast was replaced by 
freezing rain, and the National Weather 
Service issued a travelers' advisory for 
South Texas and Northeast Texas 

Sub-freezing temperatures froze 
citrus crops in the Valley, and growers 
said it would be days before they could 
assess the damage to trees and 
calculate the likely reduction in next 
year's crop

Charles Rankin, president of Texas 
Citrus Mutiial in McAllen, said the 
damage is at least $30 million. He said 
70 percent of the crop was still on trees 
when the freezing weather hit the 
region over the weekend 

"We don't expect it to get cold enough 
to damage any more trees, and the fruit 
is gone already." said Ray Prewitt, 
executive vice president of Texas 
Citrus Mutual, a growers association.

The Department of Public Safety 
ended its tally of traffic-related deaths 
over the long Christmas weekend, 
counting 23 people who died on the 
state's roads The count started at 6 
p m Friday and ended at midnight 
Monday

The count fell short of the 51 the DPS 
had projected to die, but the number 
could rise today with reports of other

a ccid en ts  that occurred before 
midnight

The frigid weather that has gripped 
even the Rio Grande Valley has been 
labeled a contributing factor in the 
deaths of 31 people in Texas since Dec. 
17

In Olton, between Amarillo and 
Lubbock in Northwest Texas, the 
temperature dipped to three below zero 
on Christmas Eve Officials said 
Monday that a couple and their four 
young children suffocated when they 
sealed their windows against the biting 
cold Fumes from a space heater 
suffocated the family, authorities said

Volunteer firemen in Bellville, about 
45 miles west of Houston, recovered the 
body of Jesus Ramirez. IS. who had 
saved two boys who fell through the ice 
on a stock pond but drowned in a futile 
attempt to save his brother. Martin. 8. 
whose body was pulled from the pond 
Sunday

The body of an unidentified 
85-year-oid woman was found Monday 
in an unheated rural home near 
Bellville. where temperatures were 
below freezing for a fifth straight day

Police in Austin found the body of 
Eddie Robison. 85. Monday morning 
Officials said he froze to death in the 
bedroom of his unheated east Austin 
home

In Houston, the freezing weather was 
blamed for the death of a S8-year-old 
man. not immediately identified, who 
apparently fell asleep on the front 
porch of his house on Christmas day. 
His body was found Monday afternoon

are selected for daytime watches 
while others form patrols which may 
walk around the neighborhood at any 
time to check on activities Residents 
planning to be away from home, 
whether for one night or for an 
extended stay, contact others to watch 
their homes and properly

All are expected to be on the lookout 
for suspicious activities or persons

Some block groups become a little 
more formal, electing a president, 
vice president and other officers, 
Laramore said Others like to get 
together for neighborhood parties, 
often inviting members of the police 
department to attend The groups 
may also become a form of club, 
m eetin g  re g u la r ly  to dis.cuss 
com m unity issues and security 
techniques

Neighbors also may exchange work 
and vacation schedules, home and 
business telephone numbers and

addresses They also inform others of 
activities going on around the 
neighborhood that otherwise might 
look suspicious Neighbors also might 
learn to become acquainted with each 
other's visitors so they can be 
distinguished from strangers and 
suspicious persons.

"They really watch others," he 
said.

"They have noticed things when 
they come home late at night that they

"Sometimes the signs of a crime are 
obvious, sometimes they're not." the 
pamphlet notes.

Gty emergency declared after cold spell snaps water mains
FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) — Ice cold water during the 

region's coldest winter of the century is snapping water 
mains so regularly that the city of Fort Worth is asking 
other cities for help and pleading with residents to use only 
enough water to get by.

Mayor Bob Bolen declared a citywide emergency 
Monday night and went on television to appeal to Tarrant 
County residents to conserve water

‘ It is essential that our citizens realize just how crucial 
this situation is ." Bolen said “ It has reached the stage 
where unless there Is conservation, some areas of the city 
will find themselves without water "

Officials predicted no immediate relief today, when the 
first above-freezing temperatures in more than a week are 
expected. In fact, officials said, more breaks could be 
discovered as pipes thaw

"1 can't recall It ever being this bad We just want 
everyone to remain calm We are asking them to draw 
about 10 gallons of water for emergency use. but other than 
that we just want them to realize this is a real crisis '

The water department hired private contractors and 
asked nearby cities to help over worked city crews to 
repair the breaks. One veteran city employee termed the 
workload "the worst we've ever had "

"I ve been working down here for nearly 30 years and 
this is the worst I've seen it." said D H Hall "W e keep 
records going back into the 1030s. and I don't believe we've 
ever logged this many breaks at one t im e "

Ronnie Hyde, assistant director at the water 
department, predicted it would be at least two days before 
repair crews could fix all the ruptured pipes.

"We're continuing to experience quite a few breaks. We 
had about 130 mains break today, and we expect another 
130 to go We have a backlog of 180 main breaks that we're 
unable to repair." Hyde said Monday 

Hyde said the city hired private contractors at extra 
expense and paid city employees overtime to combat the 
growing problem

Because water crews are shutting off water to repair 
broken mains, some 600 families were without water 
sporadically on Christmas Day and on Monday.

Residents stored water in bathtubs, saucepans, pitchers 
and anything that would hold water, as hopes dimmed that 
their faucets would trickle out a drop 

The pipes burst when reservoir water, chilled to just a 
few degrees above freezing, is pumped into the city 
system, causing sudden shrinkage in pipe joints, officials 
said

Hyde said the reason the northern United States doesn't 
experience similar problems is because water systems are 
built differently

"Up north, you have different construction standards, 
different water supplies Our water supply is received 
from a shallow lake system. What it means when it turns 
cold is that the lake water cools rapidly," Hyde said

"When we have record-breaking cold for too long, the 
(water) temperature going into the system is below 35 
degrees, and that's extremely cold ." he added

“What's happening in Fort Worth is that all of sudden 
you're putting cold water into warm pipes, and 
something's going to give. You try to have a system that 
works in your part of the country, and usually ours works 
great "

Hyde said that under normal conditions, the city will 
reduce water pressure until a water main leak can be 
repaired. But the current cold snap, with 200 consecutive 
hours of below-freezing temperatures, created so many 
breaks that water had to be shut off in many 
neighborhoods. Hyde said

"If you just watch the thermometer, you can see what's 
happening to us." he said "We don't look for any

improvement until it warms up."
The low in Fort Worth Monday was II degrees. The high ■ 

was 21. Today, readings were expected to reach into th e ' 
Ms

Nearby Dailas fared better, reporting 35 water main 
breaks and no service interruptions Water department 
official Mike Rickman said workers faced backlogs of 
about three-dozen repairs.

"We're getting a lot of calls about busted pipes and we're 
getting to them as quickly as possible," said Billy Ivey, 
manager of customer service at the Dallas Water 
Department. “ I don't think our situation is as bad as Fort 
W o ^ , but we have a lot of people without water "

About 125 guests of the ^eraton  Dallas Downtown were 
evacuated Monday night after a fire sprinkler burst, 
spilling water into an electrical transformer and knocking 
out power

N orm an  M a r k s , g e n e r a l m a n a ger  o f  the 
newly-renovated 500-room hotel, said the guests were 
given rooms at the nearby Plaza of the Americas Hotel. He 
said he expected power to be back on within a day.

At Texas Stadium, in Irving. Dallas Cowboys fans not 
only endured a loss to the Los Angeles Rams but had to 
contend with frozen pipes in restrooms

Family of six suffocates
OLTON. Texas (AP) — Officials blame 

fumes from a space heater burning in a room 
sealed from the sub-zero cold for the deaths 
of six members of a family 

Justice of the Peace Janice Chaney said 
she ruled the cause of the weekend deaths as 
asphyxiation, but did not know if escaping 
gas or carbon monoxide building up in the 
room caused the deaths 

"The heater was still on very low when they 
were discovered There was just no 
ventilation at all The windows were taped 
shut to keep the cold air out." she said 

The low temperature for the area was three 
below zero Saturday.

A cousin discovered the bodies Saturday 
evening after the six failed to show up for a 
Christmas Eve family gathering. Ms Chaney 
said

The dead were identified as Apolinar 
Rodriguez. 25; his wife. Maria. 25: and their 
four children. Aurila. 5: Simon. 3. Avundia. 
4; andSol. 8 months

asleep." she said "The daddy and two 
children were on one bed The mother and 
two children were on a mattress on the floor 

"The father had apparently woke up and 
tried to step out of the bed and fell onto the 
floor. It didn't look like others had woke up."

She said the man that discovered the bodies 
went over immediately and turned the stove 
off and opened the doors 

"There was a slight smell in there I 
couldn't tell if it was gas or not. but the police 
officers said they could smell fumes, " she 
said

Only one of the victims, the little girl, had

with outward symptoms because she was 
closest to the heater, but investigators were

Oklahoma counties planning 
for local sales tax elections
OKLAHOMA CITY ( AP) -  A new law to let 

Oklahoma's county governments levy sales 
taxes, just as the cities do. has given nope to 
many local officials around the state 

But tax vote plans at many courthouses in 
Oklahoma have been put off at least a month 
by an attorney general's opinion And some 
officials say the state's financial problems 
are sinking their chances of getting their 
taxes approved by the voters 

The elections can't be held until at least 
February, because of a recent ruling by 
Attorney General Mike Turpén He said the 
votes can't be called until 1984 The elections 
can't be held less than a month after his 
announcement

Tillman County officials in southwest 
Oklahoma are eager to call an election for a 
sales tax. said Alton Thompson, secretary of 
the county Election Board.

“They set that election . . then they got to 
checking around and found the law was 
effective Jan 1 and called it o ff."  Thompson 
said

"So tentatively — for right now. as I 
understand it — I think it's set for the seventh 
of Februry for a 1-cent sales ta x "

His county is one of six in the state where 
officials say their local Oklahoma State 
University Extension Centers face closure 
because tm  counties can't pay their part of

the costs. Some of those officials say the sales 
taxis the answer

Haskell County officials had settled on Jan 
10 to vote on a county sales tax. but 
Commissioner Ray Ballard says it'll be 
rescheduled as soon as possible He said it 
will probably be held in February

"Ain't noDody got no money." he said 
"We re going to go ahead with it."

But he said he was concerned that local 
voters won't be likely to raise county taxes if 
the state increases its share, as Gov George 
Nigh has proposed

"If Nigh adds another 2 cents, they 
probably wouldn't want to take on a bigger 
load, and the election probably wouldn't 
pass." he said "It would just nearly be 
impossible "

Cherokee County had scheduled a Jan 17 
sales tax election out that was postponed and 
hasn't been rescheduled

In Muskogee County, officials were 
expected to schedule an election on taxes that 
will help build a 83 million city<ounty-federal 
jail

But Muskogee County Commissioner John 
Cohea said if the Legislature raises taxes in 
the upcoming session. "W e're d ea d "

He said the county will have to have the 
election after the lawmakers begin meeting 
“ so the public will know what to expect "

County pondering health care spending
McKi n n e y . Texas (AP) 

— Collin County is trying to 
decide how to spend between 
81 million and 815 million 
each year that has been 
targeted exclusively for the 
health care of its residents

" I t 's  very unusual. I 
believe we're the only county 
in the state doing anything 
like th is ."  County Judge 
William Roberts told the 
Dallas Morning News.

"I've had 20-odd requests 
from other counties who want 
to know how it's working I 
tell tliem I don't know yet. 
and that we'll know in about 
18 months"

The money is the interest 
that will result from the 
investment of the 814 million 
the county received in the 
sale several months ago of 
Q>llin Memorial Hospital to 
tha health-care chain of 
A m e r i c a n  M e d i c a l  
International

County com m issioners 
voted to prohibit any of the 
principal from ever being 
spent — guaranteeing, in 
effect, a perpetual Iwalth 
care fund for residents of the 
county.

Rolwrts said he would like 
to work with cities to provide 
services for both indigents

and for those not legally 
indigent but who cannot 
afford top-flight m edical 
care

"Things like immunization 
clinics for school children, 
p r e n a ta l ca re  .. and 
postnatal care for babies, 
these are programs I would 
like to see. " Roberts added 
"T h e y  would ultim ately 
decrease the cost of indigent 
care If you keep people 
healthy, they're not going to 
get sick."

Others have suggested the 
establishment of low-cost 
health clinics throughout the 
county.

Not all agree of the need for 
new programs, however

County C om m ission er  
Jerry Hoagland said he'd like 
to take care of the bare-bones 
necessities for indigent care 
and plow the rest back into 
the principal for future use.

"O th e rw ise , you just 
quicken the day when you 
have to dig into your own 
pocket to cover indigent 
care. "Hoaglandsaid

When the county sold the

Christmas holiday death count 28
AUSTIN (API — Texans died in fewer than predicted 

numbers on Texas roads and highways as the deadline neared 
for the end of the state's gruesome holiday death count, but the 
unrelenting cold threatened to make the final hours deadly.

Late Monday night the Department of Public Safety 
reported 28 people had died on Texas roads since 6 p m. 
Friday. 23 less than the 51 the DPS predicted would die before 
the count ended at midnight ^

However, the count could rise today when the DPS gets 
reports of accidents that occurred before midnight.

Freezing rain and sleet coated some bridges and overpasses 
in North and East Texas and parts of South Texas Monday 
night and the National Weather Service issued travelers' 
advisories for those areas

State Department of Highways and Public Transportation 
spokesman Bo McCarver said an ice layer coated roads 
between Houston and Beaumont and as far north as Bryan and

Waco late Monday night
He said the freezing rain and drizzle would reach Dallas. 

Fort Worth and Tyler in a few hours and predicted that the 
central and eastern portions of the state would be a sheet of 
ice

The worst single accident happened just after the count 
began Friday when a bus load of worshippers headed toward a 
Christmas revival in Anahuac collided "headlight to 
headlight" with a 18-wheel oil field truck loaded with drilling 
mud.

The crash killed nine people and injured 14, including one 
teen-age girl who still is in critical condition

The six hours that began the holiday death count Friday 
were the deadliest of the period In all. 14 people died during 
that period.

The DPS said six people died on Christmas Eve

Off the top of his much-photographed 
noggin. ex-Sen Walter Mondale, leading 
D e m o c ra t ic  candidate for the U S. 
presidency, declared that the invasion of 
Grenada impaired out ability 'to effectively 
c r i t i c i z e . "  the S ov iet in va tion  of 
Afghanistan

Mondale did much more than split an 
infinitive, he committed illogic in the first 
degree This was a month-and-a-half ago. 
but the matter nags more and more as the 
fourth anniversary of the Soviet invasion of 
Afghanistan draws near

The state department recently summed 
un what is going on in Afghanistan. In no 
way is one reminded of what has been going

Four years ago this Christmas Eve. the 
Soviet armed forces rolled into Afghanistan 
in support of a Soviet-instigated coup The 
state department says that, after all this 
time, there are still 105.000 Soviet troops in 
Afghanistan, with some 30.000 more on the

Soviet side of the border
On Dec 12. the last American combat 

troops on Grenada returned home, seven 
weeks after their arrival

And what have the Soviets been doing in 
Afghansitan all this time? For one thing, 
slaughtering civ ilians "T h e  level of 
violence against the civilian population by 
Soviet firepower "—I am still quoting the 
state  departm ent— "h a d  reached new 
heights in October Following a series of 
high-and-run attacks on convoys outside 
Quandahar. reprisals were launched 
against villages in the area, resulting in 
significant destruction and the deaths of 
som e 100 civilians.

"In late October at least half of the 
historical town of Istalef was leveled by 
aerial bombardment and artillery shellings 
in reprisal for Soviet losses in the area 
Civilain casualties totaled several hundred; 
women and children were bayoneted and 
village elders sh o t"  (Curiously, the state 
department omits the mention of "yellow 
rain ." the poisonous and illegal chemicals 
the Soviets have used on the Afghans

The lone civilian casualties on Grenada 
occurred when Castroites occupied a mental

hospital that American intelligence didn't 
know was a hospital. That hospital was 
acciden tally  bom bed; sta ff members 
blamed the Castroites for having offered the 
provocation in the first place.

The Soviets, to be sure, haven't killed 
everyone in Afghanistan. Some 3.5 million 
Afghiins are refugeess in Packistan and 
Iran; 35 times as many people as live on the 
whole island of Grenada

T ru e en ou g h — M on d a le  a d -lib b ed  
appallingly. But that isn't the end of the 
story. The point here is that the ad-lib was 
easy and effortless

That is how people routinely talk in the 
fever swamps of liberalism, where Mondale 
has always hung out. Here it is natural to 
think of the United States are wrong 
whenever, instead of giving way to critics 
and enemies, it kicks them where they sit 
down. The New York Times editors live in 
the same swamps. "The cost of Grenada." 
The Times intones, "is  the loss of the high 
moral ground."

War against hunger cheaters
Assuming Ed Meese is right and some 

people in soup lines are only there because 
the food is free, and assuming President 
Reagan was correct when he told the New 
York Daily News it's only logical that if
there were people wno cneaiea on weiiare. 
there would also be those who cheat by 
cadging meals, the questions arises, do you 
feed the hungry and stonewall the ones who 
can afford to pay for their food?

Unfortunately, up until recently there has 
been no way of checking up on those 
standing in front of soup kifehens to certify 
if they truly need food or could pay for it 

But Professor Heinrich Applebaum. head 
of the Mother Hubbard Institute of 
Nutrition, has just developed a foolproof 
hunger test.

The tests would be monitored by a 
government Hunger Strike Force. As each 
person lined up in front of a church, the 
Mlvation Army or volunteer food kitchen he 
would be asked to respond to the following 
questions on a printed form 

“ Name. Social Security number, present 
address (if you have one If you don't.

address where you slept on the previous 
night.)

‘̂List three references (not including 
members of immediate family) certifying 
your good character and willingness to pay 
for a meal if you could afford one.

"Please answer the following questions
"I  Circle the last time you had a decent 

meal: u  24 hours, b) 48 hours, c i one week 
(Note: If you have had a decent meal within 
less than 24 hours, please leave the line as 
you will not be permitted to enter the soup 
kitchen I

“ 2. Choose one of the following to describe

"3 Do you have any coins in your pocket 
at the present time?

"4 List all members of your family who 
have been to a soup kitchen in the last 12 
months.

I T h m c  who perjured themselves or failed 
to give complete answers could be turned 
over to the Justice Department for 
prosecution under the "Truth in Hunger" 
Act.

Applebaum claims the test will have a 
chilling effect on hunger cheaters and he 
hopes to have It distributed to every 
volunteer food kitchen

In the meantime, if you know of any 
family who is planning to cadge a free 
dinner, and can afford to buy their own. 
please call vour nearest FBI office 
Immediately. You will help the Reagan 
administration in the war on hunger

cheaters, a war we all have to win before the 
next election.

Florida citrus growers 
battle second cold blast

HARLINGEN. T e u i  (AP) 
— Farm hands .labored to 
harvest frozen oranges that 
could still be salvaged for 
ju ic e ,  w h ile  g ro w e rs , 
ironically, hoped enough cold 
weather would linger to 
protect the fruit until it could 
be processed

“ We don’t expect it to get 
cold enough to damage any 
more trees, and the fruit is 
gone a lrea d y ." said Ray 
P rew itt, execu tive  vice 
president of Texas Citrus 
M u t u a i ,  a g r o w e r s  
association

Prewitt said that once the 
fruit falls off the trees it 
begins rotting immediately 
It usually takes less than a 
week after a freeze for citrus 
to begin falling

Cold weather will help 
protect the fruit from rotting 
while being picked and 
transported

Only about 25 percent of the 
gra p efru it crop and 40 
percent of the early oranges 
had been harvested before 
arctic temperatures swept 
across the tropical Rio 
Grande delta at Texas' most 
southern point last weekend.

“ All of the crop has been 
lost as far as fresh fruit is 
concerned. " said

The loss in fresh fruit is 
currently estimated at $30 
million, but Prewitt said “ it 
will still be a couple of weeks 
before we can get a handle on 
tree dam age"

However, enough trees 
were damaged by the freeze

to ‘ ‘aubftantially reduce" 
next year's citrus crop, he 
said.

Less than half the Valley’s 
growers had any insurance on 
trees or crops. Prewitt said

It is still too early to say if 
the freeze will put some 
growers out of business. But 
fo llow in g  two years of 
depressed market prices, he 
said, "this freeze will have 
m u c h  m o r e  s e r i o u s  
consequences than those of 
previous years For a lot of 
growers, this weather will 
make survival pretty rough."

Farmers and hired hands 
rushed Monday to begin 
harvesting what remains of 
this year's crop, frozen and 
hanging on the trees The

Plane overshoots
runway, one hurt

HAYDEN, Colo. (AP) -  A 
5-year-old Fort Worth. Texas,

fruit will be trucked to one of 
three Valley juice processing 
plants where it will be 
squeezed and converted to 
concentrate.

Salvaging the orange crop 
presents grow ers with a 
different problem. About 60 
percent of the early oranges 
and 100 percent of the late 
Valencia oranges will need to 
be harvested in the next 21 
days. With only three plants 
processing the juice from 144 
million pounds of oranges, 
“ there will be long lines of 
trucks outside the ju ice 
plants." Prewitt said

If the wait is too long and 
the weather too warm, a lot of 
oranges will rot in the trucks, 
he said

Many Valley grapefruit 
g r o w e r s  a r e n ' t  s ur e  
salvaging their crop for juice 
is such a good idea A similar 
freeze three years ago in 
Texas and Florida caused 
growers to rush grapefruit to 
juice plant, resulting in a glut 
on the market that has lasted 
through the current year and 
kept market prices low.

“ We still nave an excess 
supply of grapefruit juice in 
inventory," Prewitt said 
“ Here in the Valley we have 
about a year-and-a-half 
supply in storage so we 
certainly don't need to put a 
bunch more away. It could be 
detrimental to the industry in

D am age to non-citrus 
produce in southwest Florida 
alone could top $30 million, an 
agriculture official said, and 
a grow er's association in 
Texas put citrus losses there 
at another $30 million from 
Sunday's killer cold

"T h ere ’s ice inside the 
tomatoes," said Ralph Bates, 
supervisor of Triple N Farms 
in Immokalee. "W e've got a 
world of damage over here 
It's pretty bad.”

In central Florida, the 
heart of the state's $2 5 billion 
c i t r u s  i n d u s t r y ,  the 
temperature at 2 a m today 
hovered around 30 degrees

If the cold should dip below 
26 degrees for more than four 
hours, citrus that survived

Sunday night's freeze — 
which left icicles on the 
golden fruit — could be lost. 
Wells said

The chilly temperatures 
posed the greatest threat to 
crops in central and northern 
Florida

In Texas, hit by a freeze 
Sunday, growers hoped the 
cold would linger long enough 
to protect fruit already 
damaged until it could be 
p rocessed  for ju ice . In 
Louisiana, most of the citrus 
crop  had a lready  been 
h arvested , but grow ers 
feared winter vegetable crops 
were destroyed

F lorida  grow ers were 
encouraged by forecasts that 
ca lled  for lows slightly 
warmer than the 20-degree 
readings of Sunday night

The National Weather 
Service said it would drop to 
the mid-20s today, which 
might be .warm enough to

save crops But growers 
weren't taking any chances.

L ow -volum e irrigation 
systems were being used to 
flood the groves with warm 
water. Wells said Only about 
5 percent of growers still use 
burning smudge pots, he said

Groves in the northern 
portions of Marion. Lake. 
Orange. Volusia. Sumter, 
Hernandez. Seminole and 
Pasco' counties were in the 
most danger. Wells said

Florida's third freeze in as 
many years came just before 
the citrus crop was to have 
been harvested. It may take 
weeks to finish salvage and 
determine the fuil loss.

When the costumes failed to 
turn up for the final show 
aboard the carrier USS John 
F. Kennedy, steaming in the 
Mediterranean off Beirut. 
Brooke Shields and Miss USA 
Julie Hyak went on in white 
Navy officer shirts and black 
net stockings.

Cathy Lee Crosby wore her 
slinky lace nightgown and 
Ann Jillian and Bob Hope 
soft-shoed in authentic sailor 
suits just borrowed from the 
cre w . For the c lo s in g  
number, the ladies donned 
skin-tight navy flight suits.

The w olf whistles that 
g reeted  this im prom ptu 
regalia might have bMn 
heard by the Syrian gun 
batteries in the snowcapped 
mountains of Lebanon off the 
starboard bow

Hope himself stopped the 
show to say that in all his

In January, Block and other senior Agriculture Department 
officials plan to visit Europe, the Middle East, North Africa 
and South America.

According to USDA accountants, the costs of sending Block 
abroad totaled nearly $700,000 in the first 20 months of the 
Reagan administration. That doesn't count seprate trips by 
other department officials.

No precise comparisons with previous secretaries of 
agriculture were immediately available, bid one official, who 
asked not to be identified by name, ventured that Block's 
foreign travel eapenaes "probably eaceeded by fa r" any of his 
predecessors.

One of the promises Block made when he took the Cabinet 
post w u  to help boost U.S. agricultural exports. The foreign 
travel is seen, generally, as living up to that commitment, the 
official said.

The travel figures were provided The Associated Press 
under a Freedom of Information request. According to the 
department's Office of Operations, the expenses included 
transportation, whether by commerical or government-owned 
aircraft. The expenses also covered Block's official party, 
which varies from trip to trip but usually includes at least a 
couple of aides and security people.

In the fiscal year that ended tept. 30 .19S1 — which includes 
the first eight months of the Reagan administration — Block 
made two foreign trips at a cost to taxpayers of about $418,M2.

The first was in the spring to Yugoslavia. Belgium, England, 
France. Germany and The Netherlands — $91,482.M In

Big changes o f 1983

NEW YORK (AP) — Some notions almost taken for granted, 
such as the idea that economic recovery would automatically 
be accompanied by rapidly rising prices, have had the 
contents knocked out of them in the 1980s.

The U.S. output of goods and services soared to a 8.S percent 
gain in 1983, and to a rate higher than that at different times 
within the year, but the inflation smoke alarm just didn't go 
off.

The rise in consumer prices continued to slow — from 13.S 
percent in 1980, to 10.3 percent in 1981, to 8.1 percent in 1982. to 
less than 4 percent in 1983. an astonishing performance after 
what happened in the 1970s.

In the 1970s Americans really learned what inflation could 
do. and in that decade the idea was spawned of prices being on 
a permanently straight line to the sky.

But Americans seem to have broken the line over their knee, 
and a new attitude has developed about prices — the notion of 
stability.

A sim ilar notion about wages, that increases were 
automatic, was swept away by events. Labor not only gave up 
the idea of automatic wage-benefit increases but accepted 
management’s demand that it give back earlier gains.

Compare that to the conditions through much of the 1970s. 
when some companies felt it was better to give in to demands 
than face strikes

Hard times changed all that. Even while the economy was 
recovering this year, management asked labor to accept less 
than before, and labor did, because of layoffs, bankruptcies, 
and plant closings.

And managements, still mindful of excesses and sloppy 
business behavior that nearly did them in a few years ago. say 
they are resolved to hold the line. How long? Too early to tell 
L ina do get broken

Plenty of other notions have been dispelled, especially in 
energy.

That, for instance, the praen ce of oil automatically means 
wealth for a nation. That oil prices would continue rising. That 
Americans wouldn't be able to cut enci^y usage sutotantially 
without causing domestic economic havoc.

The notion that bountiful amounts of credit could hoist the 
developing world into a new era of praperity now seems 
naive, based on events in Latin America. Eastern Europe, 
Africa and parts of the Far East.

In housing, the idea that bigger is better has been 
demolished by high p r ica , high borrowing costs and energy 
conservation, as it was earlier with automobiles.

And Americana themselves, having endured recasion 's 
hardships, have changed. They seem to feel more secure 
economically, according to the University of Michigan's 
Survey Research Center.

The recovery in sentiment, the center said in its latest 
quarterly report, "has been wide-ranging, covering attitudes 
toward personal, business and market conditions.”

whMicluirB and walkers can get through and handicapped 
pcraooi can eaaily become a part of the group. There should 
not be any bnrriars, crowded spaces or abrupt level changes.

“ That may mean less chairs in the room or moving the 
coffee table from its traditional spot in front of the couch and 
using and tables on the sides instead.”  she said.

Burton said chairs shotfld be designed so the elderly can get 
in and out of them without relying on auistance. They should 
also be sturdy because residents will use the arms as lifts.

Both said lighting is an important aspect of nursing home 
design because the elderly need much light but must avoid 
glare for safety.

Nagy said fluorescent light Is used most often by designers 
because it is energy efficient, but it gives a blue cast to 
everything.

“ Incandescent lighting, with its warmer glow, is much 
better light and makes the atmosphere more homelike. It is 
ideal to mix the two,”  she said

Burton said corridors are the most notorious for glare, so 
carpeting tiles in the hallways and rooms can increase safety. 
Outaide glare can be handled with window treatments, and 
ceilings can be treated with special lighting — perimeter or 
cove lighting — rather than the usual long run or direct 
lighting.

The aging process, they said, also affects color perception. 
Ihe elderly can see warm colors better than cool colors.

“ Contrast is more important than color,”  Burton said. "The 
residents need to be able to tell where the floor ends and walls 
begin.”

She said no color should be used excessively and colors or 
design patterns should avoid the abstract.

Nagy said wild patterns on the walls can be disorienting. 
Residents may perceive them as animals or something 
crawling up the wall.

Both said the two main objectives for residents are safety 
and a homelike atmosphere. Other homelike features include 
decorative items which the patients can enjoy seeing like fish 
aquariunu and plants.

For the staff. Burton recommends a special place or two 
such as a training room or lounge where they can go for 
emotional release from the patients.

“ Areas where workers spend a lot of time need to be 
designed for task efficiency and accuracy. They should be well 
- lit, well • ventilated and com fortable," Burton said.

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Romance writer pens dream landscape

NEW YORK (NEA) -  

John Updike better watch it. 
Accordini to Kathryn Falk, 
pablither of Romantic 
Times, a tabloid subscribed 
to by 70,000 readers of 
paperback rom ances. 
Today's romance writers 
will be the mainstream fic­
tion best-sellers of 
tomorrow."

That's because tbow writ­
ers have begun writing some 
books that run 150.000 
words, not just 50,000; books 
m ore " r e a l is t ic "  and 
“ com plex” ; mainstream 
books, she says, that don't 
follow the usual "star- 
crossed lovers with a happy 
ending" fornut. although 
romance readers probably 
won't be aghast at their 
content.

Romance writers have 
begun doing that because 
readers have demanded it. 
And since paperback 
romances account for 40 
percent of paperback sales 
and bring in perhaps half a 
billion dollars a year. Falk 
says, romance publishers 
would be idiots to ignore 
what readers want.

Harlequin, for instance, 
said to be the world's larg­
est publisher of romances, is 
currently assaulting the 
m ainstream  with "A  
Violation," a book about 
rape. It was written by 
Charlotte Lamb, an English­
woman nee Sheila Holland.

Mrs. Holland, 45, says no 
one told her to write a long­
er, more realistic main­
stream book, certainly not 
one about rape. She just 
wanted to because, “ Rape is 
the most offensive crime 
and I wanted to write about 
a woman who copes with it 
succesffully.”

So she read up on the sub­
ject and talked to a friend 
who runs Women Apinst 
Rape in England, and then 
she wrote the book in six 
weeks. “Sometimes I write

poetry before 
Nit afterward.

CHARLOTTE LAMB writes nine to 17 boohs a year, 
many bat not all of which are romances. Now she’s 
moving into mainstream fiction with "A VMatioa," a 
booh aboot rape.

books in four or five days," 
she says happily. “ I don't 
ever do outlines. I just start 
to write, but I've already 
thought about the charac­
ters. I'm not interested in 
plot. I'm interested in how 
people react on each other 
so I just think about the sort 
of person I'm writing about 
and when I know the book is 
ready, I write it.

"I write five days a week, 
from 9 to 1 and 2 to 6," she 
continues. “ I have four type­
writers because I write so 
fast the keys stick and break 
and they're always being 
repaired. I don't rewrite 
normally. I don't have to 
worry about style. The way 
I write is intended to be 
simple, direct and clear. I

don't like books you have to 
fight your way into and the 
reader doesn't want to be 
slowed up by long descrip­
tions of clothes and hair. 
You give them what's inside 
the character's head.”

Jane Austen probably 
didn't barrel along like that; 
nevertheless, Mrs. Holland 
says her millions of fans are 
always telling her that's 
who she reminds them of. 
"But I'm not worthy to 
touch her feet," she demurs 
with a smile and downcast 
eyes.

Married for 24 years to a 
former “chief sub^itor" at 
the Times of London who
?|uit to supervise her 
ortunc, Mrs. Holland want-

•d to write 
marriage, but 
she uys, "I never had the 
time. We have five children. 
We were living in the town 
of River near Dover and the 
only books 1 could get to 
read there were Harlequins. 
I became abaohitely addict­
ed. I read thousands, 30 a 
week IsUlldo "

In 71, she wrote one, sold 
it and hasn't had a rejection 
since. Now, she writes nine 
to 17 books a year <not all 
ronunces, she says) and 
makes, she "supposes,”  
1430,000 a year which pays 
for the family's 20-room 
house called Applegate on 
the low-tax Isle <k Man. She 
has a white Daimler. A 
gardener. A housekeeper. 
And a 30-foot library filled 
with books which, along 
with records and “the best 
hotels,”  is what she spends 
her money on. “That's the 
great thing," she says, “ to 
go into any bookstore and 
come out with a load of 
books.”

It's great because as a 
child in London's East Ê nd, 
she had nothing. “My par­
ents split up when I was 2 
and I was brought up by an 
aunt. I slept in a bed with 
ray three brothers and 
sisters. We had no socks and 
went to bed with one piece 
of bread and cocoa made 
with water.”

That aside, she says she 
was “a child prodigy who 
knew the first act of 
“ Macbeth" by heart at 7 and 
was nearly expelled from 
school for reading Andre 
Gide at 12 " At 16. she left 
on her own and became a 
secretary at the Bank of 
London. “ I could have gone 
to university but chose not 
to," she says. “ I do not 
believe in lecturers telling 
you what to think " Instead, 
she read her own way 
through the bank's library of 
world literature; English.

French. German, Russun. 
American (she likes Henry 
James).

Later, before marrying, 
she also worked as a secre­
tary for the BBC which is 
why, she says, her heroines 
often work in broadcasting 
and other attractive fields 
like the theater. "I really 
know those careers so I can 
imagine the characters at 
work without thudding in 
great research which slows 
the book ”

And she really knows her 
readers, women like those 
she remembers in the Elast 
End who read Harlequins to 
get away from it; wonnen for 
whom she writes with pride 
and no apologies.

"Educated women are 
reading Elrica Jong or Mari­
lyn French, but what does a 
poor, black woman on wel- 
lare in the Bronx who can't 
afford to be ill find in Mari­
lyn French that makes her 
feel better?" she says, heat­
edly. “ My readers need a 
dream landscape, and I give 
it to them."

R eun ions of 
several generations under 
one roof can rekindle old 
conflicts between parents and 
grown children or siblings,”  
Hys Shaw.

He works with three other 
p r o fe s s io n a ls  o f fe r in g  
p e r s o n a l  an d  f a m ily  
counseling to approximately 
15.000 e m p lo y e s .  The 
program is one of the nation's 
oldest continuing employee 
industrial pastoral counseling 
services, dating back to 1949.

Families and individuals 
u n d e rg o in g  d iv o r c e  or 
grieving the death of a loved 
one are especially prone to 
g ettin g  trap ped  in the 
contrad iction  of holiday

emotions, the counselor says.
“ We've all been taught that 

we're supposed to be happy at 
Christmas. New Year's and 
other holidays. That just isn't 
realistic at some times in our 
lives, but the pressure to 'b«' 
happy' creates even greater 
frustrations.”  Shaw says

Many holiday pressures are 
generated by individuals 
themselves. Quite simply, 
people try to do too much — 
too much shopping, too much 
c e le b r a t in g ,  too m uch 

^entertaining, too much 
cooking, too much house 
cleaning. Painful mental and 
physical tension can result

People can take action to 
ease the strain of the holiday 
season. Shaw suggests Here 
are some ways ;

A pproach  the holiday 
season  with a positive 
attitude tem p ered  with 
realism. For example, don't 
expect to resolve long - time 
differences with a parent or 
member of the family during 
a brief holiday visit. But you 
can in itiate considerate 
actions that may help ease 
tensions tem porarily and 
form the basis for a more 
lasting peace later

Take a "time out" from the 
holiday hustle and bustle 
Read a chapter of a favorite 
book. Listen to music or

watch a television program 
Go jogging, take an exercise 
clau  or play a game of 
racquetball Take a nap. walk 
the dog. write a letter to an 
old friend. Attend a worship 
service of your choice

Strike a balance in your 
activities Don't try to do it 
all. Pace your shopping over 
a period of weeks or months 
before Christmas. If you work 
all day and are short on time, 
stop at a bakery and buy 
holiday cookies and treats 
instead of baking. Attend 
parties o f  your closest 
fr ien d s, but d on 't feel 
obligated to accept every 
invitation you receive.

Admit your feelings and 
discuss them. If a family is 
experiencing its first holiday 
season after the death of a 
loved one. sadness is a 
normal feeling

Instead of masking such 
feelings, share them with 
other fa m ily  m em bers 
Dealing honestly and openly 
with grief or aniger can ease 
tension significantly

Go with the flow of holiday 
activities instead of insisting 
on following rigid plans or 
schedules Be receptive to 
c r e a t in g  new  h o lid a y  
traditions

Adults often feel "cheated”  
if the elaborate Christmases 
of their childhood aren't 
duplicated when they grow 
older Parents can hold 
similar expectations for visits 
f r o m  c h i l d r e n  a n d  
grandchildren

Devotees strive to regain carousel’s glory
> By DAVID STAATS

 ̂ PORTLAND. Ore. (AP) — The changing times 

la ve  brought ruin to the traditional wooden horse 
merry-go-round, but a small number of devotees 
are moving to restore the carousel's former glory.

The National Carousel Association, which aims to 
preserve hand-carved wooden carousels, has grown 
to about 700 members since its founding 10 years 
hgo Despite a lack of funds, the association 
believes it has slowed from a gallop to a walk the 
race to dismantle intact wooden carousels for their 
valuable horses
; Although association members are themselves 
collectors of the horses, they say their purchases 
are limited to animals previously removed from 
their carousels — with no effort spared to protect 
and restore intact machines.

The number of old-fashioned wooden animal 
carousels has fallen from between 3.000 and 5.000 
parly in the 1900s to about 220 today, according to 
secretary Gail Hall of Frankfort. Ind 
. In Portland, association members Duane and

Carol Perron have set up two wooden carousels 
sjnee 1978 and bought the makings of three more 

“ It's a lost art." says Carol Perron in her living 
room, which is home to several old wooden horses 
and other animals. “ They don't make 'em 
anymore They make 'em out of fiberg lass"

She eyes one of her favorites, a gentle-looking, 
finely chiseled horse carved around the turn of the 
century by Charles I D Looff, whom Mrs. Perron 
describes as "the most creative of ca rv ers"

"They are more than just wooden figures to m e . " 
she says "Some really ta Ik to me "

The Perrons began to collect carousel horses in 
1974 after Duane, a vice president for U S. Bank in 
Portland, realized that they were appreciating in 
value. The horses rose dramatically in value 
between 1977 and 1981. when inflation encouraged 
people to invest in art and other solid items. Mrs. 
Hall says

Today, the horses sell for $200 to $27,000 
Complete carousels sell for $20.000 to $250.000, 
depending on size and condition.

Operators began to break up their carousels when

they realized they could make more money by 
selling individual wooden horses to collectors than 
by maintaining them. Mrs. Perron says. However, 
some carousels are now being sold intact.

In 1978, the Perrons installed a large portable 
merry-go-round at Portland's Western Forestry 
Center. A band organ plays as the carousel turns, 
and "rounding boards”  on the outer rim of the top 
canopy display paintings of Oregon scenery

Last year, after 2 4  years of volunteer labor, the 
Perrons opened a carousel at Willamette Center in 
downtown Portland Eventually, they plan to 
replace some of its animats to make all of them 
Looff's.

Today. Chance Manufacturing Co. in Kansas and 
Bradley A Kaye in California continue to make 
carousels, usually using the older horsM as models 
or molds for their fiberglass models.

“ There's less upkeep with the fiberglass horses, 
and the kids don't care," she said. “ But the senior 
citizens do care. It's just a little bit special to ride 
an old wooden carousel "

The Corps of Engineers rejected the Great Lakes bid 
because the company failed to acknowledge an amendment 
attached by the Corps to the contract The GAO upheld the 
Corps' rejection and supported the reesmmendation that the 
bid go to Misener

Great Lakes appealed unsuccessfully to the chief counsel of 
the Corps of Engineers and then took its protest to the GAO.

This first phase of the project calls for construction of two 
jetties flanking the Colorado River where it empties into the 
Gulf of Mexico.

Baptists going to nation’s airwaves

FORT WORTH. Texas 

(AP) — Southern Baptists are 
taking on the n ation 's  
electronic evangelists with a 
new television network that 
will saturate the nation's 
airwaves from  Maine to 
Hawaii this spring.

The n o n -c o m m e r ic a l  
n e t w o r k ,  n a m e d  the 
A m e r i c a n  C h r i s t ia n  
Television System, will be the 
first of its kind attempted by 
a major denomination.

"W e plan to cover the 
nation and provide a vehicle 
for mainstream Christians to 
get into all the homes in the 
coun try." said the Rev 
Jimmy Allen, president of the 
S o u t h e r n  B a p t i s t  
C on vention 's  Radio and 
Television Commission.

The network will use a 
system of cable channels and 
f u l l -  a n d  l o w - p o w e r  
edu cation a l sta tion s  to 
b roa d ca st 16 hours o f 
f a m i l y - o r i e n t e d  
programming that promoters 
say will include only a 
smattering of sermonizing.

Instead, there will be 
d o c u m e n ta r ie s , a d v ice  
s h o « ^ .  in terv iew s  and 
childw i's programs — 70 
percent secu lar and 30 
percent religious in all.

"This is one option out of 
the many options on the TV 
set." Allen said "W e call it a 

'  channel that you can trust."
• Allen, a former San Anton io

The network hopes to 
attract Christians of all 
d e n o m in a t io n s  and is 
e n c o u r a g i n g  o t h e r  
mainstream denominations 
to produce programs for it to 
air. officials say. In fact, the 
network won't survive if it 
doesn't attract a broad-based 
audience, said Ken Coffee, 
coordinator o f area and 
associational missions for the 
Baptist General Convention 
of Texas

" I  think it will be an 
attractive aHernative to the 
‘ h y p e re d *  c h a r is m a t ic  
programmming that is now 
on the air." Coffee said.

" T h e y  ( c h a r i s m a t i c  
broadcasters) represent S 
p e r c e n t  o f  r e l i g i o u s  
A m erica ," he said The 
other M percent are left ou t...

The Baptist network, which 
will cost about 111 million the 
first year, wiil be financed 
through a combination of 
corporate sponsorship, vis a 
vis the Public Broadcasting 
System, direct-mail solicited; 
donations and suniort from i 
the giant denomination.

Moat of the financing will

c o m e  f r o m  t h e  
denomination's general fund 
and lo ca l churches are 
forming boards to govern 
local stations

But the program m ing. 
Allen says, will appeal to a 
far larger audience than the 
denomination's 14 million 
members.

" W e 'l l  h ave q u a lity  
programming." Allen said. 
“ It will reflect without 
a p o lo g y  the C h ristian  
perspective But a lot of 
non-Christians watch that 
type of programming. It's a 
specialized channel, but it's 
a im e d  at a g e n e r a l  
audience."

ACTS will broadcast from 8 
a m. to midnight every day. 
One hour every morning.

afternoon and night Monday 
through Saturday and five 
hours on Sunday will be set 
aside for locally originated 
programs.

Some of the time probably 
will be used for broadcasting 
local church sermons, but the 
network is encouraging local 
churches to develop other 
p r o g r a m s ,  i n c l u d i n g  
dramatic presentations, and 
will give them tecluiical 
advice to help them do so. 
Allen said.

“ What we're building is a 
t e l e c o m m u n i c a t i o n s  
cooperative in the country." 
Allen said.

" T h a t ' s  w h a t  t he  
commercial networks started 
out to be and what cable 
systems prmnised to be."

Allen said. “ We hope to have 
a w hole new w ave of 
creativity off of that. It think 
it will have a positive effect 
on the whole industry ''

MODJADJI, South Africa 
(AP) — If southern Africa's 
worst recorded drought ends 
soon, a barefoot woman in a 
thatched hut in this remote 
village will again be at peace 
with her gods.

Some rain already has 
fallen; the wet season starts 
in October. If torrents come, 
Mokope. or Modjadji V -  
"Ruler of the Day" — will 
know her mystic labors have 
not been in vain.

Her secret medicine is 
reputed to include human 
skulls, the skin of a dead 
chief, the fat of an anteater, 
feathers and roots. The 
legend of her ability to control 
the climate is so strong in the 
rural northeast that white 
farmers, as well as her own 
Lobedu tribesmen, ask her to 
pray for rain.

But two years of stubborn 
drought and decades of 
(^ istian  missionaries have 
upped the confidence of the 
Transformer of Clouds. Ask 
whether she believes in her 
powers, and she shifts her 
blue plaid blanket against the 
spring chill, and replies. 
“ Maybe. The drought will end 
some time. I just pray to the 
gods.

"These are bad times for 
the Lobedu — no jobs and no 
rain. I want to help them but 
there is not much 1 can do."

The fa c t  is that the 
46-year-old Rain ()ueen. by 
ancestral standards, has lost 
her way. She plays records of 
Zion (Christian Church music 
throughout a 4S-minute 
interview A Christian motto 
hangs on the wall. Outside, 
the sacred tribal tree is 
nearly dead. Only a few

magic carvings remain in the 
queen's kraal.

It's a sad predicament for 
southern Africa's only female 
tribal chief, a descendant of 
the mysterious queens who 
inq>ired novelist H. Rider 
N ig g a r d 's  b e s t -s e ll in g  
fantuy, “ She."

H aggard captured the 
a d v e n t u r e - s t a r v e d  
imagination o f V ictorian 
Britain with a story published 
in 1667 of the eternal woman 
— a light-skinned and evil 
b e a u ty  who ru led  for 
centuries over cave-dwellers 
near the Zambezi River, now 
the bou n dary  betw een  
Zam bia and Zim babwe.

Ayesha.
She-W ho-M ust-Be-Obeyed. 
grew her raven-black hair 
down to her feet while she 
waited for the reincarnation 
of the lover she had killed in a 
jealous rage 1.000 years 
before.

Stories o f the Lobedu 
queens a re  hardly less 
remarkable.

Uphill battle finding 
site for nuclear waste

AUSTIN (AP) — An Aggie engineer who 
says he wanted a challenge got just that when 
he took charge of a state agency that was 
created to locate a site for Texas' first 
low-level nuclear waste dump.

General Manager Rick Jacobi Jr. of the 
T exas L ow -L evel R adioactive Waste 
Authority, who was threatened after one 
hearing, doesn't expect to win any popularity 
contest

He does, however, expect to find a place to 
bury solid nuclear waste in Texas

The question is where, since the agency 
cannot condemn land for its use and must 

'  find someone who wants to sell.
"We had a landowner in Baylor County who 

Mid he was interested in letting us have some 
land because he thought the site would 
benefit the county." Jacobi said. “ But the 
word got out. and the county was so enraged 
by it that the whole thing has pretty much 
fallen through"

"Everybody wants it somewhere else ." 
Mid Paul Edwards of Carrizo Springs, 
executive director of the Middle Rio Grartde 
Valley Development Council.

Congress passed a law in 1980 requiring all 
SO stales to dispose of their low-level nuclear 
waste within their own boundaries or in their 
region Texas, which now ships most of its 
waste to Hanford. Wash . chose to go it alone 

The alternative would have been to join a 
(regional) compact and probably become the 
dumping ground for all the adjacent states." 
Jacobi Mid in a recent interview

Jacobi, a nuclear engineering graduate of 
Texas AAM University, became general 
manager in September 1982. accepting the 
job "because I knew it would be a challenge"

In just over a year, his staff and private 
environmental engineers compiled a list of 18 
counties as possible disposal sites — Baylor. 
Borden. Dimmit. Frio. G aru . Haskell. 
H ow ard. H udspeth . K nox . L aSalle. 
Maverick. Mitchell. Scurry. Throckmorton, 
Webb and Zavala.

"I think we're to the point where we could 
M y  that in any one of these counties we could 
find very desirable siting a re a s," Jacobi 
M id

The agency, in fact, was ready last month 
to recommend to its six-member board that 
the board select from proppsed sites near 
Aaherton in Dimmit County and Dell City In 
Hudspeth County

Dimmit borders Mexico between Laredo 
and Eagle Pass, and the agency has an option 
to buy 485 acres of land that is close to 2M.OOO 
acres owned by former Gov. Dolph Briscoe

"I assume only the man selling the land 
favors the thing idispoMi site )," M id  
Edwards

Hudspeth reaches to El Paso in far West 
Texas, and poulble sites on the agency’s list 
belong to the University of Texas, whose 
regents would ha ve to approve use of the land 
for a dump

The Jim Lynch family of Dell City feels 
that might Iw only a formality, however, 
sinoe Briscoe's wife, Janey, is a UT regent, 
and regent chairman Jon Newton was 
appointed by Briscoe

Briscoe himself oppoeed the Asherton sHe 
"in no uncertain term s" at aa October public

hearing. Mid an area resident. The resident, 
who asked not to be identified, said opposition 
by Briscoe, a multi-millionaire, "should 
mean there would be no shortage of funds" 
tor filing a lawsuit if the Asherton site is 
Miected.

Dimmit and Hudspeth have extensive 
irrigated farming, but Jacobi Mid Dimmit 
h u  shale soil, which would prevent leakage, 
and H udspeth  has no w id e sp re a d  
underground water that would be threatened.

Edwards Mid the Dimmit County site “ is 
over the Carrizo-Wilcox aquifer, which 
represents the economic lifeblood of the 
whole arcs The water is the basis for the 
Winter Garden, which is one of two or three 
m a jor n ation a l s o u r ce s  fo r  winter 
vegetables."

Lynch's daughter, Bonnie, who has worked 
from her Austin home to mobilize opposition 
to the Hudspeth site, said "99.9 percent of 
Hudspeth County opposes the site."

Jacobi diMgrees. "There's a lot o f people 
who tell us privately that they're not all that 
opposed to it," he Mid "They understand it's 
just a landfill, it 's not that big a deal."
