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Lingermg cold assures white Qiristmas
Another record set as Pampa records third straight sub-zero reading

Bitterly cold weather is expected to 

dominate throughout the weekend 
promising a white Christmas for the 
Pampa area as the arctic cold front 
continues to stall its departure after 
setting another new record for this date 
for a low temperature this morning 

Pampa recorded five degrees below 
zero today, following Thursday's 
record-breaking minus seven Previous 
record low for December had been 
minus four degrees, established in 1951, 
according to KGRO weatherman 
Darrell Sehorn

Today's sub-zero reading was the 
third day in a row that the low fell below 
zero and the sixth consecutive day that 
the low has been below lO degrees 

Despite earlier predictions, the frigid 
air mass resulting from a high pressure

area dominat ing the nor thern 
mid section of the nation continues to 
linger over the region, setting new 
records Forecasts now indicate the 
dome of cold air will create sub-zero 
lows and keep the high temperature 
well below freezing into Monday 

Northerly to northeasterly winds of 
10-20 miles an hour by evening will pull 
more polar air into the Panhandle area 
tonight, keeping the low near zero 
tonight

High today was expected to be only in 
the mid-teens, with Satur lay's high 
falling to around eight degrees. Sehorn 
said

Periods of light snow will add to the 
accumulation of about three inches 
already on the ground but less than an 
inch of new snow is expected 

Though motorists should continue to

exercise caution in traveling most area 
roads are considered to be in good 
condition excep for a few icy places

While Public Utility Commission 
Chairman A1 Erwin warned of possible 
statewide brownout " resulting from 
frozen controls at power plants, area 
Southwestern Public Service officials 
say there is little chance of a power 
shortage occurring in the Panhandle 
and South Plains area

SPS operates by itself, unlike most 
electric utility companies downstate 
who pool their resources Frozen 
controls and a heavier electrical power 
use could create some problems for the 
rest of the slate, SPS ofDcials noted, but 
they see no chance of such a situation in 
this area

While the cold temperatures are 
causing higher use of electricity to keep

heaters and furnaces running. SPS 
officials said more electricity is used in 
summer to run a ir conditioners

At least two area deaths have been 
weather related

Ruben Dean. 91. was found dead at 
his home in Amarillo Tuesday ihorning 
by a neighbor Autopsy indicated he 
had frozen to death A Plainview girl, 
nine-year-old Heather Brooke Steffe, 
was killed after a car in which she was 
riding was struck from the rear by a 
hit-and-run driver during heavy fog on 
U S 70 inside the Plainview city limits 
The car was then hit broadside by 
another vehicle

The cold weather is also creating 
problems for area ranchers and cattle 
feeders Most herds are remaining 
stable since they are able to huddle 
together to provide heat The lack of

Death toll climbs to 97

INew storm slams INortheast

The North Pole's weather workshop 

turned out more raw cold and 
distributed bundles of brutal winter 
from the southern Sierras to Maine 
today, after chilling scores of cities — 
even Honolulu — with record lows and 
the latest blast in a week of killer 
storms

The chain of storms has killed 97 
people, including five who died on 
rain-sJick New Jersey roads and a 
97-year-old blind man found dead in his 
frigid St Louis apartment Thursday

In the northeastern United States, the 
mercury was falling sharply today, and 
blasting winds threatened up to a foot of 
snow in Maine and prompted gale 
warnings on Lake Erie, southern Lake

Michigan and the Atlantic coast from 
New Jersey to Connecticut 

Brutal chill — down to 36 degrees 
below zero today at Butte. Mont — 
continued to grip the northern and 
central plains

Forecasters called for a slight respite 
for parts of Texas and Oklahoma, two 
states where sub-zero cold has killed 17 

But despite the minimal warming in 
some places, there was little relief in 
sight from the coldest stretch of 
December weather in decades

"At least through Christmas weekend 
it looks like pretty much the same 
thing very cold temperatures ' 
meteorologist Hugh Crowther of the 
National Severe Storms Forecast 
Center in Kansas City. Mo . said today 

The unseasonable temperatures 
stretched as far south as the Rio

Grande Valley, where fruit growers 
kept smudgepots lit early today and 
wrapped young trees against freezing 

Gusting winds were driving snow into 
near-whiteout conditions in parts of 
Michigan, w here  the Detroit 
Metropolitan Airport temperature at 
12 55 a m plunged to 6 below, a new 
record

The Weather Service said gusts were 
whipping from the Great Lakes to the 
mid-Atlantic coast today, as snow 
squalls menaced the lower Great Lakes 
and the upper Ohio Valley 

High temperatures throughout the 
region were expected to be freezing 
glazing wet roads in areas including 
New Jersey, where five traffic deaths 
were blamed on heavy rain Thursday 

Snow was falling in northern New 
England, and a winter storm warning

was in effect in Maine where up to a foot 
was expected

At the other end of the country, a 
winter storm watch was posted through 
Saturday for the southern Sierra 
Nevada

Light snow was falling in the central 
plateau and the central Rockies today, 
spreading across to the central high 
Plains

After reporting more than 70 record 
lows around the nation Thursday 
afternoon, the National Weather 
•Service added eight marks late In the 
day and 14 more this morning, for a 
total of at least 95 cities A 57-degree 
reading tied the record in Honolulu

A reading of 6 below in Amarillo on 
Thursday morning broke a 1924 record, 
and Dallas' 5 above snapped a mark set 
in 1916

Kennedy ¡tiushes S2.3 billion plan

WASHINGTON lAPi -  Declaring 
that "we do not need another study to 
know there are hungry people in 
America, ' Sen Edward M Kennedy 
is pressing a t2 5 billion proposal to 
reverse what he called the ' inhumane 

indecent hunger policies of the 
Reagan administration 

Kennedy, D-Mass , detailed the 
16-point program in a 177-page report 
released Thursday offering what he 
called "clear, undeniable and 
authoritative evidence of widespread 
and increasing hunger in America 

While the cost might seem high. 
Kennedy said, it still would amount to 
only 5 percent of the budget increase 
being sought by the Defense 
Department

"Presumably, that increase is 
supposed to advance the national 
defense, Kennedy said But surely, 
the defense of this nation includes the 
health of our families as much as the 
size of our bombs it means freedom 
from hunger for our own citizens at 
least as much as military assistance 
in Central America 

He also said the difference between 
the two budget items reflects w hat he 
called a rather extraordinary 
attitude ' by the administration that 
we can solve all our problems 
overseas by spending money and 
solve all our problems here by cutting 
back "

Kennedy's proposal came on the 
same day Agriculture Secretary John 
Block, who oversees the nations 
primary hunger-relief programs was 
suggesting his department has not 
done a good enough job at making the 
public aware of the administration's 
concern for the poor and the hungry 

"I'll have to say I don't think we've 
done a very good job in achieving that 
public understanding." Block said at 
a news conference called to review his 
department's 1983 performance ' 1 
haven't given up. but we re not there 
yet "

Block said the public perception 
comes despite 119 billion in spending 
over the past year for food assistance 
That includes nearly $13 billion for 
food stamps, the largest hunger 
program, more than $4 billion for 
maternal and child nutrition and 
almost $1 6 billion for giveaways of 
surplus commodities like cheese

Block claimed that is a big record, 
not just a small record He added

I'm not saying it s enough Maybe it 
is, maybe it isn't

He declined to say whether he had 
evidence of widespread hunger in the 
United States "I'm looking forward 
to the report of the hunger task 
force, he said "I have confidence in 
them and the effort they are making "

Talks may produce 
Lebanon agreement

BEIRUT. Lebanon lADi — -Saudi 
negotiators met with rival .Moslem and 
Christiam leaders and were reported 
nearing a breakthrough that would 
disengage Lebanon's warring factions 
and put Italian and Greek cease fire 
observers in Beirut and the Chouf 
mountains

In the northern port city of Tripoli, 
Syrian backed I’LO rebels were 
preparing to withdraw after forcing 
Palestine Liberation ()rganiz.ation 
chairman Yasser Arafat and his 4.000 
loyalists to abandon their last Middle 
East stronghold, reports by state and 
privately owned radio stations said

The stations and Beirut's leading 
newspapers said Saudi mediator Rank 
Hariri was close to wrapping up a 
disengagement accord that would set 
the s tage  for reconvening a 
reconciliation conference in Geneva 
among Lebanon s principal warring 
leaders

Hariri held a series of meetings 
Thursday here with Shiite Moslem and 
nghtist Christian militia leaders to 
arrange for an exchange of kidnapped 
hostages betweeen the two factions He 
also held lengthy telephone talks with 
Druse opposition leader Walid 
Jumblatt. who is in the Jordanian 
capital of Amman, the radios repor'ed

Most newspapers and radio stations 
gave no details of the disengagement 
agreement But the leftist Beirut

heavy snow and excessive high winds 
are helping, according to officials of 
Texas Cattle Feeders Association But 
the extended cold spell, lasting longer 
than originally anticipated, jxises 
possible problems of stress for the 
herds

Early morning temperatures showed 
below freezing readings as far south in 
the state as Houston, which recorded 24 
degrees

Icy temperatures across the state 
brought snow flurries to far Southeast 
Texas, freezing drizzle to Galveston 
and unusually cold conditions to the 
Lower Rio Grande Valley, where 
farmers kept a worried eye on their 
citrus crops

Fruit growers in far South Texas lit 
smudgepots and wrapped young trees

hoping to fend off freez in g  
temperatures that threatened their 
crops

The National Weather Service issued 
a freeze warning for the valley 
Thursday night, but a cloud cover 
remained over most of the area and 
readings hovered mostly in the lower 
and middle 30s early today 

Growers faced possible crop damage 
if temperatures dip to 28 degrees for 
more than six hours 

Some growers flooded orchards 
hoping for w arm th from the 
evaporating water

With the Christmas fruit market 
depleted two days before the holiday, 
growers said they had no reason to rush

— Reiteration of the pledge by all 
warring factions to neutralize Beirut 
International Airport, where U S 
Marines are based, and to abstain from 
any future attempt to close the airport

Once agreement on these points is 
signed by all parties concerned, the 
[.ebanese government would ask Italy 
and Greece to provide about 400 
observers each to police the ceasefire, 
mainly on the vacated front lines Both 
nations had previously agreed in 
principle to provide the observers

The foreign ministers of Lebanon. 
Syria, and Saudi Arabia are expected to 
meet in Riyadh on Jan 8

Rachel Bogroff Perkins' Christmas 
plans ended Thursday when she died in 
a fire at her home at 701 E Albert 

Mrs Perkins was pronounced dead at 
her home by Justice of the Peace 
Margie P restidge  F irefigh ters 
discovered her lying on the kitchen 
floor where she was apparently 
overcome by the heat and smoke from 
the fire

The 68-year-old Pampa woman had 
planned to fly to Portland. Ore . 
Saturday to spend the Christmas 
holidays with her pregnant daughter 
She had planned to stay with her 
daughter until the birth of the baby, a 
friend told The Pampa News 

Perkins, who was recognized by 
many Pampans as the lady who went 
everywhere on her three - wheel cycle, 
shared her home with at least four dogs 
and several cats, friends said Her pets 
were lying near her 

When firemen arrived at the home

about II a m . smoke was pouring from 
around the door, windows and eves of 
the house, assistant fire chief J O Ray 
said No windows or doors were broken. 
indicating the house had not been 
broken into He explained firemen had 
to knock down the door to get in. leading 
fire officials to believe the cause of the 
fire was accidental

"It only took a couple of minutes to 
put out the fire which involved only the 
couch and floor under it." Ray said He 
said the fire apparently started in the 
couch and smoldered there for a long 
time before It was discovered

According to firemen at the scene and 
others who were well acquainted with 
Perkins, her house was full of a lifetime 
of momentos

"The house was full of junk. ' one 
fireman said There were papers and 
boxes and all sorts of things laying 
around." he said There was an open 
space heater on the floor near the couch 
in the living room

Light snow flurries fell before dawn 
at the Jefferson County Airport in 
Southeast Texas and a travelers' 
advisory was posted for the Galveston 
area because of freezing drizzle.

The weather service predicted a 
warming trend today, giving the state a 
temporary break from record-setting 
low te m p era tu res  But colder 
temperatures were on tap for Saturday, 
although forecasters discounted the 
possibility of a white Christmas

The winter storms have claimed at 
least eight lives since Sunday

Forecasters said highs in the 30s were 
expected across North Texas. 40s in 
South Texas, and 60s in far West Texas 

But A1 Moller of the weather service 
office in Fort Worth said Texans would 
probably wake up Christmas day to 
another arctic blast 

However, extended forecasts called 
for much warmer weather beginning 
Monday and daytime temperatures 
could reach the 50s by Tuesday, the 
weather service said 

Sections of the Panhandle. South

Plains and North Texas reported 
readings in the single digits before 
dawn today, while central sections 
were hovering in the middle to upper 
teens Temperatures in the 20s and 30s 
were the rule in South Texas, while 
normal seasonable readings were noted 
west of the moutains in far West Texas 

Temperatures at 4 a m ranged from 
3 at Amarillo to 49 at El Paso 
Amarillo's reading broke the record 
low temperature for Dec 23 of 4 
degrees, set in 1913

Other record lows for the date today 
included 18 at Waco: 15 at Austin, and 
12 at San Angelo

The record-setting cold forced 
several power plants to shut down 
Thursday and others were operating a 
reduced capacity. Several sporadic 
brownouts were reported 

“ We've had an extraordinary 
demand." said Texas Power and Light 
spokesman Paul Freeman "The usage 
of electricity is the highest since 
sometime in the 1970s "

Officials said Thursday that a

U.S. support for Egyptian-PLO
meeting makes Israel unhappy

WASHINGTON (APi -  To the 
dism ay of Is ra e l, the Reagan 
administration is welcoming a meeting 
between the chairman of the Palestine 
Liberation Organization and Egyptian 
President Hosni Mubarak on grounds rt 
could help prepare the way for 
Arab-Israeli peace talks.

PLO leader Yasser Arafat and 
Mubarak met Thursday in Cairo.

"The United States views the 
renewed Egyptian-PLO discussions as 
an encouraging development given 
Egypt's adherence to the Camp David 
accords and its outspoken support " for 
President Reagan's 1982 Mideast peace 
in i t ia t iv e .  S ta te  D e p a rtm e n t 
spokesm an John Hughes said  
afterward.

“We are hopeful that such talks will

serve to persuade Mr Arafat that 
peace nego tia tions w ithin the 
framework of the president's initiative 
are the best means of achieving 
Palestinian goals," Hughes added.

A White House statement also said 
the meeting was encouraging

Israeli Ambassador Meir Rosenne 
dissented: "The Americans think it is 
en co u rag in g :^  we th ink it is 
discouraging"

Rosenne m et w ith Lawrence 
Eagleburger. the undersecretary of 
state for political affairs, to express 
Israel's concern.

He told reporters afterward that 
Arafat was “a criminal who rejoiced” 
when Egyptian President Anwar Sadat 
was murdered in 1981 and said the PLO 
leader had a hand in the bombing of a

bus in Jeruulem  two weeks ago in ' 
which six persons were killed and 50 * 
injured.

The meeting between Arafat and ' 
Mubarak, the cordiality of which was ! 
underscored by Mubarak's welcoming i 
embrace for the PLO leader, was the 
first public contact between Arafat and , 
ranking Egyptian officials since the 
PLO and 17 other Arab League .

I members broke diplomatic relations ' 
with Egypt over the 1979 peace treaty 
between Egypt and Israel. Egypt 
remains the only major Arab country 
that recognizes Israel.

It appeared as if Arafat might again 
snatch a political victory from the jaws 
of military defeat, as he has done 
before

Authorities doubt hog story

driver who claimed he was tied to a tree 
for several hours in sub-zero weather 
while his truckload of hogs was 
hijacked was charged with theft of the 
vehicle because "there were some 
things that just didn't add up." police 
say

Raymond L. Curbow, 47. of Nixa, has 
been charged in a state warrant with 
stealing a vehicle by deceit. Greene 
County Assistant Prosecutor Richard 
Monroe said Thursday.

Curbow was undergoing treatment at 
a Springfield hospital for ailments not 
related to exposure to the cold, 
Missouri Highway Patrol Lt. Ralph 
Biele said

Donnie C Collins. 31. of Nixa, 
Curbow's son-in-law. was charged in a

warrant with felony theft, authorities 
said Collins was being held in the 
Greene County Jail while awaiting his 
court appearance.

The case will be presented to a 
federal grand jury because it involved a 
charge of transportation of stolen 
property across state lines, said Max 
Geiman, spokesman for the FBI in 
Kansas City.

Curbow claimed he was taken 
hostage Monday night at a rest stop 
along Interstate 70 in central Missouri 
by two men and a woman armed with a 
knife. He said he was driven around in 
the truck for several hours before being 
tied to a tree off U.S. 65 north of Sedalia.

Although Curbow said he was tied to 
the tree for at least four hours before 
being freed by a passing motorist.

authorities say they now doubt his 
story.

“After we really got into this, there 
were some things that just didn't add 
up.” Biele said. “We don’t believe that 
his truck was hijacked, and we don't 
think he was tied to the tree for very 
long.”

Curbow left Fort Scott, Kan., with a 
load of 210 hogs valued at $25,000 which 
were bound for a packing plant in 
Marshall. He was driving a rig owned 
by a Springfield livestock dealer.

Biele said 145 of the hogs were sold at 
the Kansas City Stock Yards before the 
hijacking supposedly occurred. Fifteen 
of the remaining hogs found in the truck 
when it was recovered at a Columbia 
truck stop Wednesday night had frozen 
to death

Jimvenile board must
tell applicants’ names

SAN ANTONIO. Texas (API -  
Webb County officials have to release 
the names of applicants for chief 
juvenile probation officer, a state 
appeals court has ruled.

'The Fourth Court of Appeals in San 
Antonio decided that the Webb County 
Juvenile Probation Board is not 
exempt from the state's Open Records 
Law.

In a Wednesday opinion, the appeals 
court rejected the board's claim that 
it is a part of the state's judicial 
branch, which is not covered by the 
records law.

Peter Lee of the Laredo News filed 
suit against the board and won a 
district court ruling saying the names 
had to be released. The appeals court 
affirmed the lower court decision

"T he ju d ic ia ry  exception is

important to safeguard judicial 
proceedings and m aintain the 
independence of the judicial branch of 
government," Associate Justice 
Preston Dial Jr. said in his opinion for 
the court. “ But it must not be 
extended to every governmental 
entity having any connection with the 
judiciary"

Dial said “public scrutiny” of 
applicants for the juvenile probation 
p ^  “works toward proper selection 
considerations by the board and . . 
toward employment of qualified 
officers"

Lee was represented on appeal by 
an Austin lawyer hired by a coalition 
of news organizations put together by 
the Society of Professional Journalists 
and the Texas Press Association.

Lee says he wants to meet his obligation, 
but can't make any money in the jail And his

$4.000 payment for support of his estranged 
wife and 44-year-old son. who live in Harris 
County

"Other than having our troops in Beirut . 
this is the second most tragic thing happening 
this Christmas." Haynes said from his office 
Thursday. "This isn't my favorite Christmas 
story"

Barker set up a special telephone line for

White likes idea of taking Mobü to court
AUSTIN (AP) — Now that a tentative agreement 

of a $1.7 billion lawsuit invoving Texas. Mobil Oil 
Corp. and a rancher has been delayed. Gov. Mark 
White says he likes the idea of taking the case to 
trial

“I thought it was a good lawsuit," White told 
reporters Thursday. "Still do And it's something 
that 1 think the facts are there to support the trial of 
the case "

The suit, challenging Mobil's oil and gas leases on 
Ginton Manges' Duval County ranch, was filed last 
year, and White, who was attorney general at the 
time, joined Manges' side because Texas owns 
some of the mineral rights involved in the case

The governor said he was not surprised that 
Exxon intervened Tuesday and blocked the 
tentative settlement

"If you own a third of the property and someone's 
making some shifts in the value to the property. I

guess it's important that they have something to 
say about it." White said

Attorney General Jim Mattox has criticized 
Exxon for stepping in v-jn the 11th hour" and 
delaying or possibly destroying the proposed 
agreement worked out between Manges and the 
state on one side, and Mobil on the other 
I Mattox said Exxon, which owns a third of the 
mineral rights on Manges' ranch, had been 
repeatedly invited to enter the suit against Mobil. 
fiM  last year by Manges, but he said Exxon had 
always refused

White said it wasn't like "inviting people to a 
party You have to follow procedures" But he 
insisted he would not "be critical" of Mattox's role 
in the case

"I think it's important that we try to strike the 
best deal, if he's not going to try the lawsuit." White 
said

The lawsuit accused Mobil of violating a drilling 
schedule in a lease agreement dating back to 1132. 
After months of negotiations, the state. Manges and 
Mobil had reached an accord.

But when lawyers met Tuesday in Laredo to 
formalize the agreement in court, Exxon filed a 
cross-suit and a counter-claim, and the entire 
agreement was delayed

White said Exxon had not "been served" with any 
legal papers and that was "one of the problems."

"That's one of the first things you have to do to 
bring somebody before the court officially, is to 
have them served, and until they are served, 
they're not officially before the court." the 
governor said "You have to have all the parties at 
the table in order to have a settlement, and if that 
wasn't the case, then there was not really a 
settlement there"

Mexicans have applied for 
visas to enter the United 
States this December than 
during D ecem ber 1982.

Most of the applicants are 
people who want to Christmas 
shop in the states rather than 
in the ir hom etowns of 
Tampico and other cities in 
the State of Tamaulipas

Kauth said the number of 
visas issued as swelled from 
an average of 43 per day to 
135 per day during December 
The rejection rate is low, he

said, because most of the visa 
a p p lic a n ts  exhib it the 
n e c e s s a r y  d e g re e  of 
affluence

Kauth estimated that about 
1.800 visas will be issued 
during this holiday season 
compared to 806 issued last 
year But. he said, the 
number is still well below the 
4.200 visas issued in 1981 prior 
to the peso devaluations

"It is certainly clear from 
the number of applicants that 
the Mexican economy has 
picked up from a year ago. " 
Kauth said "We are seeing 
people applying who used to 
make regular Christmas trips 
to the (Rio Grande) Valley, 
but did not do so last year 
because of economic hard 
time

■"Now. they seem to be 
resuming their traditional 
patterns "

Increased traffic this year 
will mean ""more sales for

Valley merchants, but not so 
much as two years ago It 
won't be disastrous, but it 
won't be the old boom 
either." he said

Opinion molding disturbing trend

Business success 
help to everyone

Calvin Coolidge, the form er president of few words, 
told a newspaper convention in 1925 "The chief business 
of the American people is business "

Judging from the actions of Congress since Coolidge's 
day. you would think our chief business was to destroy 
business High taxes, regulation, destructive inflation 
and soaring interest rates have taken their toll on 
American commerce Politicians have been known to 
perpetrate the destructive legislation by ranting against 
"obscene profits” and "corporate greed ’’ Vote-hungry 
demagogues have found an audience by portraying the 
interests of labor and "the little guy" as being the 
opposite of the interests of business 

The truth is, Calvin Coolidge was right The economic 
well-being of the average American is closely tied to the 
health of American business. The economic recovery 
that began one year ago has not only benefited business; 
Today 3 6 million more Americans are working than one 
year ago Wages, for the first time in years, are rising 
faster tnan taxes and inflation Equally as important, the 
42.4 million Americans who own stock in American 
companies have benefited greatly from the great bull 
market of 1982-83

According to a press release from the New York Stock 
Exchange, a record number of Americans—nearly one in 
five—own a piece of corporate America The bull market 
fueled by the business recovery has increased the wealth 
of those 42 million shareholders by more than $1 trillion, 
according to some estimates 

Lest anyone belittle the gams of stockholders by saying 
they represent only "the rich.” the NYSE found that the 
average shareholder is young, a relatively small traders, 
and female. According to the press release, more than 
half the owners of corporate stock are  under 45 Investors 
with portfolios valued at less than $5,000 outnumbered 
those with portfolios of more than $5.000 by a 5-2 margin. 
Most surprismg of all. of the 42 million stockholders. 57 
percent are women

This last point contradicts the charge that President 
Reagan's economic policies are  skewed against women. 
The positive business clim ate of low inflation, declining 
taxes and relaxed regulation has been a boon to the 24 
million American women who own stock 

The general economic well-being of the American 
p e o p le —young , o ld . m a le , f e m a le ,  r ic h  or 
non-rich—depends on the success of American business 
Calvin Coolidge was no fool
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In a fascinating article in Policy Review. 
Dr. Russell Kirk refers to the “disparity 
between popular convictions and the 
attitudes of quasi - intellectual Manhattan.” 
It is very important to make a distinction 
between the two.

All too often, popular convictions are 
described in terms of what is popular on 
television or what passes for truth in the 
pages of the major metropolitan media such 
as The New York Times and the Washington 
Post Such material is not necessarily the 
stuff of popular convictions It is the opinion 
of a small number of manipulators of 
information The American people don’t 
need television networks to tell them what is 
reality or what they should think, or even 
what someone said For years, the networks 
have had the annoying habit of recapping 
what was said in presidential addresses ■

whether of Jimmy Carter or of Ronald 
Reagan. In so doing, they engage in 
selective interpretation and attempt to 
fashion public opinion.

This process of opinion • molding, or 
attem pt^ opinion - molding, is one of the 
best disturbing phenomena in our country 
today. Special pleading and one • sided 
presentations are the tools of many 
influential television journalists. They form 
a si^ificant part of a substantial class of 
opinion - makers whom no one has elected 
but whose influence is almost all - 
pervasive.

A m b assad o r Je a n e  K irkpa trick  
addressed this situation in a recent 
interview with The Times of London Mrs 
Kirkpatrick noted that “ We know well 
enough that the publication of textbooks and 
the control of the media are in the hands of

relatively small number of people who 
decide without public accountability what 
should be said in textbooks, shown on the 
television screens, and advertised through 
the length and breadth of 50 American 
states. These people are unelected They 
are. in the technical, political scientist's 
sense of the word, irresponsible, because 
they are accountable to no one for the use of 
this enormous power. In this technical 
sense, the media constitute the largest 
concentration of irresponsible power in the 
contemporary U.S."

The local newspaper, of course, is 
accountable to a community opinion. 
National journals, such as the New USA 
Today newspaper, are not similarly 
accountable Television stations, even when 
locally owned, are  dependent on the 
networks for news and the opinion that

passes for news. The power of the major 
media, principally television, is often used 
to disrupt the morale and cohesion of the 
nation, as was the case during the war in 
Vietnam and now in regards to the 
communist attempt to dominate Central 
America.

Congress has never made a serious 
attempt to relate the anti - trust laws to this 
form of irresponsible power. In the absence 
of that, the only available constraint on this 
power is heightened public understanding of 
the problem and the threat. The comments
of Dr. Kirk and Ambassador Kirkpatrick 
need to be widely disseminated so that there 
is a general consensus that the messages 
from media elites in New York City and 
Washington are not equated with authentic 
public opinion.

Portrait of a Chinese tvoman
SHANGHAI—One woman's life can 

sometimes be a story of the times We 
cannot separate Joan of Arc from the 
Medieval church, just as we cannot think of 
Ann Frank apart from the Nazis 

Though she's not a world-class heroine, 
the same can be said for Zhang Wen Ying, 
28. of Shanghai Her life reveals as much 
aabout the Peoples' Republic of China today 
as it d<ips about her

Friendly and easy to talk to, she is a guide 
with the Shanghai Youth Federation Travel 
Service, and she has acquired—from 
Americans—the nickname "Kate.” She 
interprets for our group when we talk with 
Chinese in their homes or at work.

Her clothes are an outward sign that 
China's Communist Party has eased the 
dress code requiring both men and women 
to wear proletarian blue jackets and 
trousers Jewelry and makeup were long 
ago banned as “bwrgeois evils "

While the asexual, uniformed look is still 
the norm in dusty, bleak Peking. Shanghai 
women are breaking away and wearing 
bright suit jackets On this day, Kate is 
wearing a tweedy white blazer and a red

blouse that ties just below her neck to reveal 
a strand of beads

She also wears one of the young's most 
coveted accessories—a pair of fashionable 
sunglasses

She married a professional singer in 
October. He’s 34 and their ages are 
compatible with China's policy of late 
marriage as a means of postponing 
childbearing “Ours is not an arranged 
marriage, as was the custom,” she says, 
"but a mutual friend did introduce us."

Kate tells me she will wait two years 
before having her first, and only, child 
"because we must do something about our 

over-population.
When she graduated from high school 10 

years ago. she was assigned to work in a 
nylon manufacturing plant. 28 kilometers 
(about 17 miles) from Shangai.

Young people in China are not free to seek 
jobs on their own and to decline an 
assignment requires a wait of five years for 
another.

Our guide worked at the looms five years 
“ One day,” she recalls, "the plant 
announced openings for interpreters and

translators. Those who applied had to take 
an examination in Chinese, math, politics, 
written and oral English. I passed and was 
given 18 months of foreign language 
training" Then she became an interpreter 
for the foreign engineers who came to 
explain or install machinery. She also 
translated technical papers from English to 
Chinese

More than a year agao. however, she 
suffered a detached retina. After a 40-day 
hospital stay, she was assigned to the Youth 
Travel Service.

Kate feels she has as much chance for 
advancement in her job as her male 
colleagues. She earns 45 yuan a month 
(about 823) with a regular bonus of 12 yuan 
(18) because she's good at her job

When Kate was making plans to marry, 
she, like most brides, wanted "24 legs" 
“That’s the number of legs on essential 
furniture newlyweds used to think they need 
to set up housekeeping," she says, laughing. 
In her caae: a bed. a bedside table, two 
chairs, a table and chest.

But today's couples are also caught up in

the wave of unabashed consumerism 
sweeping the country with the blessing of 
the government. After years of spartan 
living under Chairman Mao, people are now 
encouraged to buy.

So most couples want more than “24 
legs" “I bought a sewing machine," u y s  
Kate, “and my husband bought us a sofa, 
bookcase. TV and tape player." Now she's 
eyeing a "White Cloud” brand refrigerator, 
but her husband wants a piano first.

She expects to combine motherhood with 
working. “ In China, all women work," she 
says. She is surprised that this is not always 
true in America. "I have heard that some 
women there don't work and are supported 
by their husband." she says. "I don't think I 
would like that Then I would have to listen 
to my husband all the time. ”

Even with her modern outlook on 
marriage and work, she chose to respect an 
ancient tradition She lives with her 
husband's parents

Zhang Wen Ying is confident about today 
and ambitious for tomorrow. Yet she keeps 
her respect for the past To me. she 
epitomizes the young women of China.

Can America win in the U.N.?
“While Washington seems unabletomake 

the United Nations serve its own interests, 
the USSR has no such problem."

That statement doesn't come from me. 
It's the Heritage Foundation's, in a study of 
"Moscow's U.N. Outpost" that has just 
come to hand

I don't disagree with It, or much élse in the 
analysis of how the Soviets so consistently 
outmaneuver us in the high-stakes game on 
the East River, where their almost 
automatic majority among some 1«8 
“non-aUgned" nations is only part of our 
proMsm.

Thsre are several answers to why this 
should bt. In part, it la the result of skillful 
“coBfertocs diplomacy,” in the study's 
words, and the effective use • and abuae • of 
the U.N. machinery by the Soviets going 
back many years.

There's also the metter of a U.N. 
Secrstariat stuffed with spies. Over a third 
of an eommiaist-hloc nationals, in the 
ahidy's astlmate. “art offioert of their

respective secret polioe under the direct 
guidance of the KGB.”

The Soviets also have done a thorough job 
of infiltrating and subverting U.N. 
specialised agencies and associated 
non-governmental organisations. As a 
oonsequance, they are able to write much of 
the tatemational agenda and disseminate 
through U.N. organs a propaganda barrage 
that "has caused Western nations to become 
eshuusted. exasperated or possibly 
hkimidated into silence."

There's more, some of it a bit shrill; but 
the Heritage people still make a strong case.

Where I part with it ts in the 
recommendations for dealing with an 
admXtedly bad situation. ThijrWoald dean 
bouse at the Seciwtariat, require personnel 
to be poUtieally impartial as stipulated by 
the Charter, condemn Soviet violetions ot 
U.N. prooeduree and raetrict the slae of 
communist missions.

All tMs at the iaaMaiice of the Uuitod 
Staloi and its «Hits.

Forget it. It could never happen. Or if it 
dd. It would mean the dissolution of the 
United Netions. This might be a solution of 
sorts, but quite a different one from that 
intended: to shape up the orgeimat km.

The United Nations, oversold to start with, 
hat never and will never function as its own 
Charter.

If e Wrong caae can be made for curtailing 
or even severing this country's U.N.

Imperfect as it is, it has tts uses. It is a 
Mdvarsal forum. It hrinp nations together 
to confront, if not necessarily to resolve, 
world foaues. It compels public debate of 
thoee iaanee and the debates do have an 
afiset.

Porgst the specific wording of rooohitfons, 
the breakdown of votee and the vetoes. The 
Soviet Union ban boen hurt by the U.N..

eirU:; of Afghanistan and the airliner 
atrocity.

Our U.N. problem is to a very 
considerable extent of our own making. If 
the Soviets have used and abused the U.N. 
machinery, we have mieueed tt.

There has been no consistency in U.S. 
policy toward the organiiation or continuity 
of representation. Attention has been paid to 
the United Natione when tt could he need to 
obvious advanup. But tt hue been ignored 
at other timee.

Some American ambaaandor«.havc been 
of real stature; for others, tte post has 
ssrved as a poittieal graveyard. None have 
remained for long. Poesibly worae, the high 
rate of tvnover extends to the lower 
ocheiona of the mission.

Purther, American poeitions on U.N. 
iaeucs often are dictnted more by domestic 
poitttoni considerations than Iqr Inttmntioal 
roaUties. Consider Miy the decedse-iong 
stonewalling of mainland China's 
membership.

But lawyers for 26-year-old 
Elizabeth Bouvia say she'll 
to le ra te  (he “ in trusive 
procedure" until a court 
orders the feeding to stop 

"If the hospital wants to tie 
her down and feed her for IS 
weeks, Elizabeth Bouvia is up 
to th a t ta sk ."  attorney 
Richard Scott said Thursday 
night

Earlier Thursday, Superior 
Court Judge John H Hews 
ruled that the hospital could 
force-feed Ms Bouvia if 
doctors felt her refusal to eat 
was endangering her life.

However. Ms Bouvia's 
attorneys planned quick court 
appeals to overturn the 
ruling, starting with a writ of 
habeus corpus, an action that 
could come as early as today. 
Scott said

In addition, the American 
Civil Liberties Union will 
probably file a major damage 
s u i t  c l a i m i n g  t h a t  
force-feeding constitutes a 
battery on Ms Bouvia. said 
Andrew Roth, ano ther 
member of her legal team 

Ms. Bouvia had refused to 
eat since last Friday, when 
Hews ruled against her bid to 
be allowed to starve herself to 
death under the watch of 
Riverside General Hospital 

A quadriplegic with partial 
use of her right arm. Ms 
Bouvia had vowed to pull out 
the feeding tubes. However, a 
nurse and guard were posted 
in her room 24 hours a day. 
u id  Scott, one of a team of

lawyers assembled on Ms 
Bouvia 's behalf by the ACLU 

"She is really upset and 
angry." said Jacquie Scheck. 
a member of Ms Bouvia's 
defense team.

Ms Bouvia. who also 
suffers from severe arthritis, 
says she prefers death to a 
life filled with agony 

"She is very unhappy about 
this (forcefeeding) and 
reported to me she will never 
change her m ind," Scott said 
"She will not accept this 
intrusive procedure."

Ms. Bouvia had maintained 
her weight at 95 pounds by 
consuming liquid protein 
until Hews ruled against her 
last Friday. She then began 
fasting and her weight 
dropped to 86 3 pounds, 
county of f i c i a l s  said 
However. Scott questioned 
the county's figure, saying it 
was impossible for Ms 
Bouvia to lose that much 
weight in four days.

Hews a p p r o v e d  the 
force-feeding Thursday at a 
hearing called at the request

This it true with secretaries and clerks, 
too.

Another thing that helps obtain information is to send a 
“thank you’’ note If the material you receive is something you 
have been wanting for a long time or the correspondence 
informative, send a post card with a big smile. I have found 
that this little extra brings fast results if I need to write the 
same person again and its worth the 13 cent stamp. Everyone 
likes to know that their work is appreciated

Postage can become expensive when pursuing a family tree 
and you should watch the weight carefully to avoid something

being returned. Usually, when using the business envelopes, 
you can send four pages for 20 cents. In some cases. If the 
paper is a light weight and the envelope Is very light, you can 
send five pages but most of the time you will need another 17 
cents for a total of 37 cents postage.

Use commemorative stamps on all your correspondence. 
These stamps cost the same and add that extra “eye appeal" 
to the recipient. You need to ask for commemorative staihps 
at the post office when you purchase stamps.

The heartbeat o f Christm as

Friendship is the heartbeat of Christmas, socially and 

theologically. But it’s hard to be an authentic friend, 
p a r t i c u l a r l y  in the m odern a t mosphe r e ,  says 
psychologist-theologian Eugene Kennedy, even though it's the 
core of living

"Friendship, in any and all of its branching forms, is what 
life is all about." he says

Yet it's also a mystery. He adds, strange and elusive, usually 
most poignant and real in small, ordirary ways instead of in 
big events or activity, loaded with paradoxes

"We can only draw close together, for example, because we 
are separate individuals." he says He also notes that other 
separations, periods of being apart, are inherent in friendship, 
as well as the comings together

The holiday season is a special time of friendship, of old ties 
renewed, of family reunions, of gifts and affection exchanged, 
all mirroring the theme of Christmas itself

Religiously, the occasion marks God's giving of self to 
humanity, his joining with human life across a separating gulf, 
an accepting, loving identification with earthly existence, an 
intimate friendship sealed

Yet it. too. happened in simple terms. "When the time had i 
fully come. God sent forth his Son. born of woman." Scripture * 
says She "wrapped him swaddling cloths and laid him in a 
manger "

Kennedy, a psychology professor at Loyola University in 
Chicago, a former Roman Catholic pries^hnd keen, widely 
read author, says friendships are mainly built, not on 
e laborate  occasions, but on commonplace, shared 
experiences

In a book entitled, "On Being A Friend." newly issued by 
Ballantine Books, he analyzes that relationship in strictly 
human terms, not its links to religion or holidays Yet there 
are underlying parallels

He says friendship requires that "we surrender something 
of ourselves for the sake of others," one of the mysterious 
paradoxes of it "We die to oursevles as we make true friends. 
This experience fills us with the life that is stronger than 
death"

However, he says much of the modern generation, under 
influence of pop therapies focused on self, has severely 
crippled its capacities for friendship by narcissistic 
"emphasis on No 1"

"Many young people are literally stuck in a phase of 
self-absorption and do not know how to free themselves." hei 
says They have lost something." Ironically, he says, from 
concentrating on self, they've become "confused and 
desperately lonely "

"The move toward insularity is well advanced." he says 
Calling friendship a "national need. " he says "we need each 
other more than ever just as we are sorely tempted to give up 
on each other "

69. a retired traffic supervisor for a cab company who 
began attending the Mass 20 years ago

Pope Leo Xl!l granted special permission to schedule the 
Mass at the request of printers at the old Pittsburgh 
Sun-Telegraph who wanted to attend church after finishing 
workat2a m

"The thing that our Mass answered was for the convenience 
of the people." said Auxiliary Bishop John B McDowell, who 
first attended the Mass as a seminary student in the early 
l9S0s

For SO vears. more than 1.000 people regularly jammed into 
the church for the Printers' Mass.

The crowds began to dwindle in the early IMOs, however,, 
when vigil Masses on Saturday evenings were introduced

Now. only about 100 people sit in the long wooden pews for 
the 2S-minute service, a no honsense affair with neither music 
nor homily About half of the worshipers are college students, 
dressed in ski jackets and jeans ,

Brokerage analysts say the one-day turnover of 2.3 million 
shares reflected disappointment over the performance of the 
new Epcot Center and Walt Disney World in Florida, as well as 
Vie Disney Channel.

Disney officials put the blame on the analysts for 
overestimating how the Florida parks and the pay-TV channel 
would perform.

"Disney has been more optimistic about the Disney Channel 
than many of the analysts." says Harold Vogel, who tracks 
film companies for Merrill. Lynch in New York. “ It seems to 
be running at the lower end of what is feasible to be on 
schedule.

"The theatrical films will have to improve following a fairly 
unimpressive record in the past two years Epcot doesn't seem 
to be drawing as well as expected, the attendance growth has 
been fairly modest ."

Analysts point to the sorry performance of theatrical films, 
once the b ig ^ t  moneymaker for the company. The studio's 
attempt to win a more adult audience has stumbled with such 
films as "Tron." "Tex." "Trenchcoat" and especially last 
spring's "Something Wicked This Way Comes." a $21 million 
loss.
