In a "cease and desist” action, the Federal Trade Commission charg­
ed the nation’s steelmakers witty a conspiracy to fix prices and stifle 
competition.

The complaint filed last night contended that illegal collusion on 
pricing is fostered by the American Iron and Steel Institute of New 
York and all of its more than 100 members, including the giant United 
States Steel Corporation.

There was no immediate industry comment.

their unorganized customers and 
consumers must buy.”

The action immediately raised the 
question: Will the Justice Depart­
ment, in its newly announced inves­
tigation of food, clothing and hous­
ing prices, seek anti-trust action 
against steel because o f its impor­
tance in construction costs?

FTC officials said privately they 
believe hot .bdfcaM e'"»*. and the 
justice Deportment try to avoid 
duplication.”

The FTC complaint came only a 
month after industry-wide price in­
creases ranging around 85 to $7 a 
ton. In ordering them into effect, 
the industry ignored President Tru­
man’s request that it “ wait and see” 
whetMbr the coal wage settlement 
made price boosts necessary.

All the defendants were instructed 
to appear for hearing September 19 
and were allowed 20 days to file ans­
wers. After hearings the commission 
may order the pricing practices 
halted within 60 days.

Such an order—equivalent to an 
injunction and subject to appeal— 
Is enforceable In the courts. The 
maximum penalty for violation is a 
*5.000 fine,

FTC’s complaint strikes hardest at 
the "basing point” system of pricing. 
The government said it makes the 
delivered price of steel to a consum­
er identical, regardless of the length 
of freight haul, and enables the in­
dustry to operate "as though all 
mills were under one ownership and 
control.”

This is the second FTC assault on 
the industry’s pricing methods.

In 1924 the commission took ac­
tion against the “Pittsburgh-Plus” 
system, under which all steel was 
priced as if delivered from Pitts­
burgh. Though this “ cease-and-de- 
sist” order is still in the courts, the 
industry set up several additional 
cities to serve as "basing points” 
on which prices are quoted.

Another “ fiction,” it was charged, 
is the basing of delivery charges cn 
all-rail shipment when frequently 
water or truck carriers are used.

Tail-Hartley 
Law Goes Into 
Effect Friday

WASHINGTON —(/p)— America j 
moved today into a memorable week ! 
in the history of labor-management | 
relations—the week when the last j 
and biggest chunk of the Taft- I 
Hartley Law goes Into effect.

The big date is Friday, August | 
22. sixty days after Congress enact- j 
ed the law over President Truman's ! 
protests.

Unions, for the first time under ] 
federal law. will be subject to prose- | 
cution before the National Labor 
Relations Beard for such practices 
as coercing employes, refusing t o ; 
bargain, forcing an employer to pay j 
for work not actually performed, j 
and engaging in jurisdictinal strikes I 
and certain kinds of boycotts.

Some provisions of the act took ! 
effect June 23. but the full weight 
of the vast policy changes decreed 
by the Republican controlled Con­
gress will not be felt until Friday.

The NLRB, which has spent 12 
years protecting the rights of work­
ers who want to organize into 
unions, now will protect—in addi­
tion—the rights of workers who 
don't.

It also will protect 
of employers.

On Friday the NLRB will split, in 
effect, into two separate agencies: 
tli A five-man board, which be­
comes a labor court, and <2) the 
“office of the General Counsel,” 
headed by Robert N. Denham.

This office will investigate and 
prosecute cases before the five-man 
tribunal, and eventually will have 
perhaps nine cr ten times as many 
employes as the tribunal itself.

NLRB regional officials, back at 
their home cities today after con­
verging in Chicago last week to dis­
cuss procedures, prepared to issue 
some new regulations between now 
and Friday.

Starting Friday, the making of 
new closed shop contracts is for­
bidden. In a closed shop contract 
the employer agrees to hire only 
union members and to fire all non­
union members.

So far as the federal law is con­
cerned. it will continue to be O. K. 
to sign union shop contracts, under 
which non-union men can be hired 
but must then join the union to 
keep their jobs. But an employer 
can sign such a contract only if a 
majority of the employes vote their 
approval.

The situation is complicated by 
the fact that many states have pas­
sed labor laws this year.

Some of these have banned not 
only the closed shop but also the 
union shop, indeed any contract 
compelling workers to be union 
members to get or keep their jobs. 
In such states, the state law will 
govern in this field, rather than 
the federal law.

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Experts Seeking 
Partial Solution 
To Dollar Crisis

Ule WASHINGTON—OP)—'The issue of
a new American loan went into the 
discard by agreement today as top- 
rank financial experts from both 
sides of the Atlantic assembled to 
hunt a partial solution to Britain's 
dollar crisis.

Sir Wilfrid Eady, head of the 
British delegation, said that so far 
as his country is concerned a new 
credit to supplement the almost- 
exhausted $3,750,000.000 advance of 
1946 is “not on the agenda.”

That made it mutual.
American officials have empha­

sized that they will talk about modi­
fying the present lean agreement to 
relieve Britain's economic distress, 
but will go no further.

And they said Secretary of the 
Treasury Snyder, chief United States 
negotiator, would enter the treas­
ury's conference room ready to make 
these demands:

1. That the British account for 
the spending which has drained all 
but $850,000.000 of the year-old 
drawing account, with its exhaus­
tion foreseen this fall.

2. That England outline specific i 
plans for balancing its budget,| 
speeding product,nn and achieving ; 
a balance of trade that will contrib- | 
ute to world-wide economic sta- j 
bility.

Ultimately, the questions may j 
probe into the soundness and se- j 
curity of the British program for 
nationalizing basic industries. Sny­
der is known to be primed with j 
questions on why England’s nation- j 
alized coal pits are below pre-war 
production standards and why coal 
exports are only one-eighth of pre­
war.

Sir Wilfrid evidently was ready 
with some of the answers. At La- 
Guardia Field, New York, last night 
the special assistant to Chancellor 
of the Exchequer Hugh Dalton told 
newsmen: '

Indian, Pakistan 
Leaders Seeking 
End to Rioting

NEW D E L H I-/?—High officials
of India and Pakistan conferred to­
day in an efiort to quell bloody 
communal strife in the Punjab, 
which observers feared might be ag­
gravated by a boundary commis­
sions decision dividing the province 
between the Ne.v Hindu and Mos­
lem states.

The conferences were begun in the 
provincial Capital at Lahore, with 
British military authorities sitting 
in. as the commission filed a report 
yesterday awarding the greater part 
oi both the Punjab and Bengal to 
Pakistan, which originally had 
claimed all of both provinces on the 
ground they had Moslem majori­
ties.

While the governments of India 
and Pakistan had agreed in ad­
vance to accept the commission's 
decisions, it appeared unlikely that 
the Militant Sikh minority in the 
Punjab would be satisfied with the 
division of that province.

Under the commission's decision 
the city of Lahore, ravaged by 
months of communal rioting, goes 
to Pakistan Amiisar, the Holy city 
of the Sikhs 35 miles to the north­
east, Is to be in Indian, but another 
important Sikh shrine—N&nkana 
Sahib, where Guru Nanak, founder 
of the Sikh religion was born—Is 
well inside Pakistan.

So he lashes 
with velvet thongs a young team to 
a championship observing with no 
sonow the impending fall of the 
Red Birds, whom he alone made the 
mightiest force ip the National 
■League. ' ~ w

An appraiser of men once called 
Rickey ministerial iA speech and 
manner. Another, dipping h 's pen 
in vitriol, called him a minister 
with sheers. Yes, sheers for clipping 
rules and cutting corners.

Judge Landis warred with Profes­
sor Rickey In St. Louis, declared 
some 125 young farm hands, Pete 
Reiser and Nelson Pother among 
them, free agents.

The mass emancipation caused no 
breakdown In the victory march of 
the blokes in the red blazers, and, 
ironically, in Brooklyn the profes­
sor wound up with Reiser, anyway 
—a Pistol Pete in full bloom.

that the Allies have imposed on 
her. and continue imposing. There 
are two reasons giver, for this pol­
icy. One underlying motive is to 
punish the aggressor. But the un­
usual justification runs along the 
lines of re-education and raform- 
ing the culprit, plus safeguarding 
the world against a repetition of 
his misdeeds.

Tlie longer this "peace" lasts the 
more emphasis is being laid on the 
last point. Not by the Russians, in­
cidentally, who are willing to re­
construct Germany as a whole pro­
vided they keep her in their own 
hands. But in Western Europe, 
where the economic necessity of 
reconstructing Germany is felt 
most keenly, the fear of re­
storing at the same time her mil­
itary potential is most acute, es­
pecially so In France. Even in this 
country and in Britain, public 
opinion is still much under the im­
pact of the wartime hatred and 
propaganda, and the Marshall 
plan's emphasis on putliitg Ger­
many on her feet is mel by a great 
deal of resistance due io that 
same obsession Hint a restored 
Germany would become again a 
menace to the world.

No on« can predict what Ger­
man psychology will he ten or 
l wen I \ -five years hence. No one 
can tell even what ihe Germans 
think today, except that they are 
extremely bitter and in a slat« 
of moral disintegration as no na­
tion ever has been in modern his­
tory. Whether lh.nl leads to a mili­
tant nationalism or to something 
else, that much is certain that 
It fs no breeding ground for n 
healthy, democratic evolution. But 
the question is not one of morals 
or psychology. The question is 
whether Ihe Germans could be­
come aggressors if they wanted to. 
What, mtikes people, particularly 
the French, so fearful of a renov­
ated Reich, is the experience of 
the inter-war period. Remember, 
how Germany recovered first ec-

‘DEEP WATER OILMEN’
The search for oil goes on— in strange places and with 

the use of new techniques which would have seemed fan­
tastic a very few years ago.

The bottom of the ocean is now being explored, off the 
shores of Texas and Louisiana, where “ deep water oil­
men” are seeking the outlines of salt domes— buried 
mountains of salt that were pushed up from deep in the 
earth ages ago and, in the process upheaved overlying 
rocks which created natural traps for oil.

Deep water prospecting for oil is a postwar phenom­
enon. The prospectors’ equipment includes retired Navy 
sub-chasers, shrimp trawlers, convertd Army air-sea res­
cue boats, and a 77-foot yacht. Their instruments include 
gravity meters, seismographs, and radar. The gravity 
meter measures variations in gravity by changes in the 
underwater rock structures. The seismograph records on 
paper the time it takes shock waves from an explosive 
charge to hit rock layers below and bounce back to the 
surface, thus indicating the deaths of various rock for­
mations and providing pictures of oil if any are present. 
Radar has proven invaluable in fixing a boat's position, 
particularly in bad weather.

The information so far gained indicates that the prod­
igal oil fields of the Louisiana-Texas Gulf Coast may ex­
tend far out under the sea, and a practical test is soon to 
be made in deep-water drilling. This is simply one part 
of the oil industry’s program to completely chart our oil 
resources— and to put them to work for the benefit of 
this country and the world as rapidly as possible.

to to rearming? It happened once, 
it might happen again. It could in­
deed. but the point is: could it he 
prevented without making Germ­
any a poorhouse. to the detriment 
of all of Europe?

In oUier words, why did the Ver­
sailles Treaty break down? The 
British and French like to blame 
it on our refusal to sign it, and 
on our absence from Ihe League 
of Nations. That is a poor ex­
cuse. In reality, the Russians sab­
otaged the Versailles Treaty from 
the outset wherever they ervid, 
providing the Germans with the 
facilities to produce new arma- , 
menls, as an example. Whal was 
far worse, the Allies themselves de­
faulted on the disarmament clauses 
of the Treaty. Those tllUM), if . 
enforced, would have prevented 
German remililarizal ion,- an d  
would have stymied Hiller from 
the outset. Soon after he came 
in power, in 1933, Poland’s 
Filsudski was ready to march in­
to Germany and stop him, but did 
not dare to do so without French 
consent. The French refused, and 
Hitler could proceed. The Allies 
knew all the time from there on 
tiiat Hitler was rearming rapidly, 
but did not do anything about it. 
When he proceeded to reoccupy 
the Rhineland, the French got al­
armed, concluded an Hlliance with 
Russia, and were ready to overrun 
the Reich. It was Monsieur Laval 
who offered the British collec­
tive action against the potential 
aggressor. But at that time Britain 
was in her best appeasement 
mood and refused to go along. 
What is more, she made an agree­
ment with Germany permitting 
her to rebuild a navy, including 
a large submarine force, nnd did 
so behind the back of the French. 
That was an outright violation of 
the Versailles Treaty by Great 
Britain herself, and the green 
light for Nazi aggression.

So it went slep by step. We 
know now that even at the tithe of 
the Munich appeasement Hitler 
was not yet ready for war, to say 
nothing about the time of Aus­
tria’s annexation a year earlier. 
He could have been stopped right 
then and there. It was the Allies 
who permitted, if not encouraged, 
the growth of the Nazi mighi. 
They did not do anything even to 
match it by their own armaments 
which were sadly lagging behind 
those of Hitler. The fault was 
not with the Treaty, but with the 
victors who did not care to en­
force it. Germany never could 
have become a menace had dis­
armament been enforced by the 
Allies, as they were supposed and 
able to do.

Nothing would have been simp­
ler in the past, or would be simp­
ler in the future, than to ac­
complish just that. We do not 
have to occupy Germany perman­
ently. still less to reduce her in austnrif capacity, or to "pastural- 
ize” her economy along the lines 
of the Infamous Morgenthau plan. 
There is no need for a “ level of 
German industry” regulation, nr 
for nny other crude interferences. 
All that is needed is n commission 
that visits factories from time to 
lime, to watch that no munitions 
be produced, nnd no mass-military 
training Is being organized. If 
anything is discovered and noth­
ing major could he camouflaged 
for long all is needed is prompt 
action against the violator. One 
squadron of B-29’s could do the 
Job.

Germany's future disarmament 
does not rest on her economic 
plight, nor on our occupation pol­
icies. It depends solely on our 
willinghess and readiness to en­
force the law we set up.
