PROVISION

The purpose of prevented
planted credit is to allow P &
CP credit (History) for those
acres that the producer was
unable to plant and determine
whether the S0 percent planting
requirement for cotton under
the 50/92 program can be
waived.

To apply for prevented plant-
ing credit, the operator shall do
the following:

1. File an ASCS-574 within 15
days after the final planting
date for the crop. (Cotton-May
31)

2. File an acreage report.

3. Have attempted to plant
the applicable crop.

4. Not have designated the
prevented planting acreage as
ACR, CU for Payment, or CU
for P&CP.

5. Not have later planted
acreage of the same crop in the
same program crop year for
which an ASCS-574 is filed.

Cotton producers have the
option of crediting the acreage
they are prevented from plant-
ing to either the prevented
acreage of cotton or they may
choose to use...the acreage as
conserving use (CU) for pay-
ment acreage under the 50/92
provision if waived. If producers
choose to credit the acreage as
prevented planting for cotton,
the acreage may then be
devoted to acreage of another
crop which would be considered
as ‘‘ghost acres’ for program
purposes. These prevented
planted acres will not be eligible
for any deficiency payment for
1991. If producers who were
prevented from planting cotton
because of drought, flood, other
natural disasters, or other
conditions beyond the pro-
ducer’s control (other than
managerial decisions) may de-
vote the acreage to CU for
payment. This acreage must be
maintained as CU for payment
for the remainder of the year
and cannot be planted to
another crop for harvest. Cotton
producers who choose this
option would be eligible for the

10 cents per pound guarantee
without regard to the S0 percent
planting requirement if the sum
of the prevented planting and
actual planting totals at least S0
percent of the maximum pay-
ment acres for the farm if
approved.
FAILED ACRES

Any program crop that has
failed due to drought, excessive
moisture, hail, or for any other
reason beyond the producer’s
control, must be certified and
an ASCS-574 (Disaster Applica-
tion) filed before the crop is
disturbed in order to be eligible
for program benefits.

MAINTENANCE OF ACR,
CRP, AND CU/PAY

Weed control measures
MUST be carried out in a timely
manner on acreage designated

as ACR and CU for Pay
throughout the calendar year.

Hail Accompanies Rain

Lazbuddie, Pleasant Valley
Hardest Hit By Storm

A strong line of thunder-
storms accompanied by rain,
strong wind and some hail
moved into the area late
Wednesday afternoon. Rain
ranged from an inch in the Bula
area, in Southern Bailey County
to three inches at Lazbuddie, in
Parmer County. Muleshoe offic-
ially received 1.8 inch.

Lightning played havoc with
Southwestern Public Service
lines causing the entire city of
Muleshoe to be without elec-
tricity for approximately 30
minutes, with some sections of
town being out of electricity for
an hour.

Although some hail fell in the
city, little or no damage was
reported.

For the second straight day,
another line of thunderstorms
moved into the area Thursday
afternoon and Bailey County
was placed under a tornado
watch. At least one twister was
unofficially spotted in the West
Camp area. Heavy rains and
hail once again accompanied the
storm.

The hardest hit was in the
Lazbuddie and Pleasant Valley
area where several farmers
were reported to have lost
cotton and corn crops in the hail
storm on Wednesday afternoon.

Although the damage was
heavy, no exact number of acres
lost in the storm Wednesday
night could be given.

Ben Foster, Jr. at Foster
Fertilizer told the Journal that
he received 1.7 inch of rain on
Wednesday and .7 inch on
Thursday night.

On the Demp Foster farm two
or three miles South of Laz-
buddie he received three or

more inches of rain.'

terns. In the event imports
unexpectedly increase,  snap-
back trade provisions will help
protect domestic farmers,’’ said
Combest.

“‘Overall, 1 am satisfied that
stringent rules of origin will be
in place to ensure that Mexico
is not simply a conduit for
third-country agricultural expo-
rts. Commerce Secretary Robert
Mosbacher has personally ass-
ured me that he will stongly
recommend there. be a cotton
advisory group on the U.S.
negotiating team,’” said Com-
best.

‘“‘Recently, I met with Presi-
dent Bush to discuss my desire
for an energy working group to
negotiate Mexican business op-
portunities for oil drilling and
other oil field servicing com-
panies like those throughout the
Permain Basin and West Tex-
as,”’ said Combest.

‘‘Being so close to Mexico
means both that we have the
most to gain in a good trade
agreement with Mexico, but we
also have the msot to lose in a
bad agreement,’” said Combest.

*The 19th District is the
largest cotton-produding con-
gressional district in the nation.

*The Permian Basin area of
Odessa is rich in the experience
beneficial to energy exploration
and oil field service needs.

*Gaines County’s production
of 80.2 million pounds of
peanuts is the largest in Texas.

*The Hereford area’s sugar-

beet production represents
$32.6 million in agricultural
production.

‘‘Fast track authority merely
enables trade talks between the
U.S. and other countries to
proceed,’”’ said Combest. “‘If a
trade agreement is concluded,
Congress can still exercise its
right to disapprove the proposed
treaties if the terms are not in
the best interests of the
American producers.”’’

The “‘fast track’ vote extends
until June 1, 1993 the negotia-
ting permission originally gran-
ted in 1988. The President’s
extended negotiating authority
may be used for completing the
Uruguay Round of GATT (Gen-
eral Agreement on Tariffs and
Trade), negotiating a North
America Free Trade Agreement
with Mexico and Canada, and
pursuing other trade initiatives.

U.S. Representative Larry
Combest (R-Texas) announced
that on Monday, June 17, he

will host a congressional field
hearing of the House Agri-
culture’s Subcommittee on Con-
servation, Credit and Rural
Development in Lubbock. The
hearing will be held at 9 a.m. at
the Texas Tech University
Livestock Arena/Meat Lab-
oratory building at Indiana
Avenue, located just off the
Tech Freeway. ‘‘Bringing mem-
bers of a congressional com-
mittee to the South Plains
provides an opportunity for local
lenders, producers and business
owners dependent on agricul-
ture to voice their concerns and
views on the operation of
agricultural credit programs,”
said Combest. ‘‘Those of us on
the subcommittee are conduct-
ing a wholesale review of
agriculture credit, looking to
improve the system.”’

Credit subcommittee
man Glenn English (D-Okla-
homa) said, ‘‘We intend to
leave no stone unturned in our
attempt to determine if the
credit needs of farmers and
ranchers are being met in a
timely and efficient manner.
Many of these agricultural
lending programs we intend to
examine have been in place for
over 50 years, a period of the
most drastic change in the
history of agriculture. If the
system has not been flexible in
keeping pace with these
changes, we intend to ensure
that 1t does from here on.”’

On the South Plains, Con-
gressman Combest is intensely
aware of the increased demand
for operating capital placed on
commercial lenders as well as

Chair-

government agencies like the
Farmers Home Administration
(FmHA).

“FmHA has taken on more of
the load while having less staff
and a smaller budget,”” said
Combest. *‘Cuts in funding for
the direct loan program have
placed an increased emphasis
on the guaranteed loan pro-
gram. I am hopeful that input
from commercial lenders, bor-
rowers and FmHA officials will
assist the subcommittee in
finding a workable plan for an
ample, timely supply of credit
for producers,’’ said Combest.

““1 encourage interested lend-
ers, farmers and those involved
in agriculture to contact my
office,”” said Combest. ‘‘This is
an opportunity to help shape the
course of agricultural credit
policies now under review by a
subcommittee of the Congress.”’

A family of four squeezing by
on $21,500 a year pays almost
one-fourth of that income in
federal, state and Social Secur-
ity taxes.

2000. Families need more cho-
ices and opportunities. With
family tax relief, the burden can
be lifted by allowing families to
keep more of their own earnings
to do the job they do best:
Being a family and taking care
of one another.

Taxgs also have their
dampehing effect on a state's
economy. For instance, in the
30 years between 1957 and
1987, the average tax rate in
Texas amounted to a little more
than eight-and-a-half percent of
personal income.

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Freeze Branding Less
Painfull For Cattle

Freeze branding seems to
cause animals less pain than the
hot-iron method, but it isn’t
painless, according to compari-
son studies done by Texas A&M
researchers.

Freeze branding should be an
opiton whenever possible, said
Dr. Ted Friend, associate pro-
fessor of animal science at
Texas A&M. However, he
added, ‘‘Freeze branding is not
painless, as some animal rights
advocates have thonoht ”’

The technique was developed
in 1966, but mostly because of
expense and tradition never
caught on, Friend said. Hot-iron
branding, practically unchanged
since the days of the Old West,
has aroused controversy be-
cause of perceived suffering by
livestock.

Freeze branding apparently
causes less severe but slightly
longer-lasting pain, according to
a study led by Friend and Don
Lay, an A&M animal ‘science
graduate student.

The researchers compared
behavioral and physiological
response to freeze branding and
hot-iron branding among cross-
bred calves, Angus calves and
mature Jersey and Holstein
dairy cattle.

They noted whether animals
reacted vocally or attempted to
avoid branding by jumping,
kicking or other responses.

- They also monitored heart
rates and levels of epinephrine
(also known as adrenalin),
norepinephrine and plasma
cortisol in the cattle’s blood for
approximately 30 minutes after
branding. All three substances
are hormones associated with
“fight or flight”’ responses to
stressful situations, Lay said.

The experimdnts were done
with the help of the Texas
Agricultural Experiment
Station’s McGregor and Overton
research centers and Texas
A&M Dairy Science Center.
Cattle at the three lbcations are
routinely branded to dis-
courage theft---to this day, still
the main reason for branding,
Friend said.

lhe A&M team branded a
third of each group with hot
irons and another third with
irons frozen by liquid nitrogen.
The rest were control animals
who had room-temperature
irons pressed against their
hides.

Generally, hot-iron branding
caused stronger kicking or
leaping reactions from cattle,
while freeze branding caused
slightly longer periods of in-
creased heart rates, the study
found.

Perhaps the best indicator of
pain intensity came from the
group of mature dairy cattle,
who are docile by nature, Lay
said.

Epinephrine levels were sub-
stantially higher in heat-brand-
ed cattle in the first half-minute
after branding. There was no
apparent difference in vocaliz-
ation among the groups based

on branding method, Lay said.

However, calves branded with
heat or cold within the vicinity
of other calves tended to bawl
in pain, apparently to alert
other cattle, Lay said. Those
branded in isolation tended not
to vocalize their pain, he said.

The study seems to support
the opinions of those who think
freeze branding should be an
option for livestock owners,
Friend said. Branding, although
not mandatory in Texas, is
mandatory on many states, and
some breeding associations and
governments agencies require
the hot-iron method.

The Kingsville-based Santa
Gertrudis Breeders Association,
however, allows either kind of
branding. But, interim executive
director Les Brandes said,
freeze brands don’t always
‘‘take”’

“It looked nice, but for all
practical purposes it didn't
work,”” Brandes said of freeze
branding.

Friend said it can be difficult
to read freeze brands on
lighter-colored livestock, but
darker livestock usually brand
well with the freeze method.

Freeze branding, he added, is
more expensive than hot-iron
branding. Costs of both vary
depending on herd size and
management, among other fact-
ors, he said.

However, hot-iron branding
can cause scar material to form,
ruining any potential leather use
for that area of a hide, Friend
said.

Friend also said breeding
organizations, by sanctioning
freeze branding as well as
hot-iron branding, could make a
‘‘strong statement'’ to the
public that they are concerned
about minimizing harm to live-
stock.

Friend is the director of Texas
A&M’s proposed Frederick L.
Thompson Animal Euthenics
Center, to be located at the
new Animal Science teaching,
Research and extension Com-
plex near the campus. Euthen-
ics is the study of determining
optimum living conditions for
animals, especially with regard
to their environment.

Friend concluded that in light
of animal-rights and welfare
questions and the study’s find-
ings, electronic identification is
the ‘‘logical replacement’ for
both branding methods.

Electronic identification would
center on microchips injected
into livestock with syringes.
European countries are already
experimenting with industry-
wide identification, Friend said
and the American livestock
industry very likely will need to
find ways to electronically
“‘brand’’ its stock.

Electronic identification can
be made cost-effective, Friend
said. However, he added, re-
searchers must find ways to
implant microchips where they
cannot be easily removed in the
case of animal theft, but where

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Hospitality Training
In Unusual Places

When Sea World in San
Antonio opens daily May 25,
visitors should find the folks
who work there extra nice.

‘‘Sea World is using the
state-wide Texas Hospitality
program to train its line
managers and employees in
good customer service the Texas
was,”’ said Susanna M. Cop-
pernoll, program manager with
the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service.

The program is conducted by
the Extension Service and the
department of recreation, park
and tourism sciences at Texas
A&M University. It was
initiated two years ago by the
Texas Department of Commerce
to enhance communities by
improving customer service in
local businesses and govern-
ment.

It’s the manager training that
sets this program apart from
others in the United States,
Coppernoll said. The training
helps a manager recognize the

value of customer service and
foster it in the work of
employees.

Sea World, part of

Anheuser-Busch Companies, is
finding that the state’s
hospitality program is providing
excellent training for its 2,300
employees, said Cathy Young,
assistant manager of personnel
at Sea World. Young is one of
more than 200 insturctors in 75
Texas counties trained by
Extension to teach employees
and managers.

“The program is perfect for
what we do,”” she said. ‘‘One
of our main objectives is guest
satisfaction. - This training will
help employees become more
aware of customer needs and
teach them good skills that they
can use daily.”

For example, employees learn
the six hospitality habits--
making a good first impression,
communicating well with
visitors, knowing their job,
knowing the community,
handling problems (instead of
avoiding them) and making a
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positive last impression. These
important factors help deter-
mine whether a visitor will
return, Young said.
A recent national customer
service survey (from Service
America) showed that when a
person chooses not to go back to
a place, 68 percent make that
decision because someone was
rude or indifferent,”” Coppernoll
said. ‘‘Hospitality training
seeks to eliminate that statistic
by encouraging people to go
above and beyond. We teach
participants to understand why
service is important and why
they get particular results.”’

Participants learn to identify
points of customer interaction--
where a customer might form
an impression--for their specific
jobs, Coppernoll said. They
learn to predict what could go
wrong and to develop solutions.
For example, a secretary’s point
of customer interaction occurs
whenever a telephone is
answered or a visitor is greeted.

During the course, individuals
can evaluate themselves using
the six hospitality habits,
identify their weak spots and
work on improving them, she
said.

““There’s good customer
service and excellent customer
service,”” Coppernoll said.

‘“Excellent is what hospitality

training is all about.”’
Hospitality is important to

Texas because of tourism--one

of the top industries in the
state, Coppernoll said. ‘‘Tour-
ism has become a way to

diversify the economy, but we
must keep people coming back.
Hospitality is the competitive
edge--the service edge that

keeps people, businesses ad
communities a step above
others.”’

Texas Hospitality training is
available to anyone in the state.
