Japanese student enjoys
her encounter with Texas

When Sachiko (pronounced
SATCH-ce-ko) Yamada learned she
would be spending a year in Texas,
the 17-year-old foreign exchange
student imagined encounters with
Indians and gunfighters, like in the
movies she had seen.

She also worried that one of her
favorite sports, snow skiing, would
be impossible in the Wild West.

Reality has proven much more
pleasing for Yamada, who is living
with the Bob Williams family for
the year. She and 16-year-old Laura
Williams have become fast friends
and 12-year-old Robert is enjoying
having another big sister.

When Yamada found out that
snow skiing is only six hours away,
she was extremely pleased.

Yamada said people in the United
States talk a great deal more than her
countrymen in Japan, where quiet
umes and deep thought are given a
larger role, even among the young.

“The people talk very much
more than Japanese and they speak
in a tone that changes a lot. It is
interesting.”

“Quiet people are everywhere in
Japan. There are less here,” she stated.

Though she is still struggling to
learn conversational English, Yama-
da is able to clearly communicate
her background as a deep thinker.

During her initial visit to First
Presbyterian Church, where Bob
and Margaret Williams attend ser-
vices with their family, Yamada was
struck by the beauty of Christian
hymns, she said.

In Nagoya, Yamada’s parents
make robes for Buddist nuns and
monks. Though she is a Buddist,
Yamada attends a Catholic school in
Japan. A Protestant church is new
and not at all unappealing to her,
she said.

Yamada is getting used to the
dryness of the climate, quite a
change from the seaport city of 2
million she was raised in.

But making herself eat beef
instead of seafood is not coming as
casily.

“I do not very much care for
steak,” she said. “We eat fish.”

One of her favorite meals in
sushi, fixed “very rare” on a bed of
seaweed.

Americans’ regular diet of steak
and hamburgers is less palatable for
her, but she is trying to be a good
sport.

Yamada will also have to get
used to boys.

“I go to girls school in Japan,”
she explained.

She is nervous about learning
social customs in the United States,
which are far more cxtraverted than
in Japan.

“I can’t understand what many
people say, because they talk so
fast. But I want to make many
friends,” she said.

Her hobbies include cooking,
with chocolate chip cookies from
scratch being a specialty.

The Williams are also preparing
for Yamada to fix her modified form
of sushi in the next several days, with
lettuce replacing seaweed and canned
tuna a must-do substitute for raw fish.

Pop diva Madonna is a favorite
singer of Yamada, as is Yumi Mat-
sutoya. She may have to exist on the
former this year, since music by the
latter may be hard to come by.

Margaret Williams, a science
teacher at Pampa Middle School, said
Yamada is adapting to life in the Unit-
ed States quickly. Yamada said it still
gives her pause when Americans walk
into the house wearing their shoes or
drive on the right side of the road,
which is the wrong side in Japan.

How does it feel to live in some-
one else’s house for a year?

“I like being here very much,”
Yamada smiled. “They are very nice
people.”

Coming from a girl whose cul-
ture is given to understatement, that
is high praise. Laura Williams’
friends have already had several
gatherings to welcome Yamada to
Texas and make her feel at home.

While friendliness may be a
plentiful commodity in Texas, tech-
nology comparable to that in Japan
is not.

Yamada said of television in
Japan, “You can choose to listen to
the sound in English or Japanese, by
pushing a button.” Her cassette tape
player is half the size of those in the
U.S. and offers at least twice the
sound clarity and features.

She also said compact disc play-
ers in Japan are found in virtually
every home.

“But here, you have ...how do
you say ... dryers,” she said. “In
Japan we hang clothes out to dry.
Dryers are nice.”

Another feature Yamada was not
used to seeing was dishwashers.

“And here, the husband helps
very much around the house,” she
said. “That is nice. Husbands help
wives very much.”

Margaret Williams beamed,
telling Yamada, “I bet Bob put you
up to that. He will love you.”

Already, the admiration is Clear
between Yamada and the Williams,
as they prepare for the adventure of
sharing cultures for the next year.
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County rescinds license tag ; fee

Two former Gray County commissioners
were among those who spoke against the $10
extra fee assessed on all license tags in the coun-
ty that became effective Feb. 1.

The issue was on the agenda for the Thursday
meeting of the Gray County Commissioners’
Court.

Following discussion, the,Commissioners’
Court unanimously voted to rescind the $10
assessed fee. However, the $10 fee on each license
lag \gll continue to he assessed through Jan. 31,
since 1t was implemented for a one-year 1x riod.

Since its implementation on Feb. 1, the tax
has brought in $157,082, of which 5152,3()9.54,
or 97 percent, was placed in the county’s road
and bridge fund. The state receives 3 percent of
the collections.

Jimmy McCracken, a former county commis-
sioner, said, “I couldn’t believe you gigged us
that away. Y’all slapped that in on me and it hurt.
A lot of people have a little trailer or a boat and
they don’t need that (310 fee one each license
tag). It puts too much on some people.”

Precinct 4 Commissioner Ted Simmons said,
“We came to a point (last year) we couldn’t meet
the budget without facing a tax rollback or cut-
ting services.”

W.A. Morgan said, “Relative to this $10 tax, I
think that could be classified as a sneak tax. No
one seemed to know they were going to lmw. o
pay the $10.”

Morgan said on the state calling the 1ax a fee,
“If it looks like a duck and quacks like a duck, it
is a duck. It’s a tax. You should have notified
people you were raising their taxes.”

He also suggested “reducing services and cut-
ting costs”
also said heavy equipment might also be reduced
by combining some of the equipment used by the
four separate precincts.

“There are dollars to be saved in the operation
of the county’s budget,” Morgan said

County Tax Assessor-Collector Margie Gray
said she had “mixed emotons” about whether the
county should or should not continue assessing
the $10 fee.

Former county commissioner O.L. Presley
said, “I think the only mistake might have been
going to $10 instead of $5.”

Commissioners’ Court was working under last
year when the group thought the $10 tax assessed
to all people would be more equitable. than sim-
ply raising ad valorem taxes.

County Judge Carl Kennedy said, “For three

An estimated 200 counties in the state of
Texas currently levy either a $5 or $10 fee on
license tags.

“It has been apparent that this has been the
most objectionable action this court has taken ...
If this i1s not an acceptable thing, we should
rescind it and get on about our business,”

The county judge also said that people tend to
forget that every time the Commissioners’ Court
votes for a tax increase, members of the court are
also paying the increased taxes.

“We'd like to express to the public we regret
that was offensive, but we're human and we
made a mistake,” Kennedy said.

“I believe the tax fee ought to be rescinded. It is
probably the most misunderstood tax the county
ever itr.plemented.”

Wright pointed out that last year the Commis-
sioners’ Court only considered the tax because the
county was facing a shortfall in the whole budget.

Although the money collected from the license
tag fees can only be put into the road and bridge
fund, money that would have been put into that
fund last year was used for other county expenses.

“I've talked to a lot of people and I've yet to
find one that approved of the tax,” Wright said.

Commissioners open bids on new county jail facility

Bids for the new Gray County
Jail and Sheriff’s Office came in
higher Thursday than Gray County
Commissioners” Court had expect-
ed.

The lowest bid was made by
A&S Steel Buildings Inc. of Amar-
illo with a base bid of $3,074,171.

The Commissioners’ Court
talked for about an hour with the
architects, Maxey and Associates

Inc. of Austin, following the open-
ing of the bids. The group expressed
its desire to get some of the items
cut out of the 78-bed two-story
facility or maybe even cut the num-
ber of cells to cut the cost. The
design calls for the 78-bed jail to be
expandable to 96 beds.

Maxey and Associates had pre-
dicted the bids would come in
around $2.75 million. Originally, the
facility was to have cost $2.2 mil-
lion, but through planning and

Jail site dirt given clearance

by TWC after soil testing

Gray County received written
notice today that the soil samples
taken late last week on the new
county jail site have received a
clean bill of health and no further
testing needs to be done.

On Thursday, County Judge Carl
Kennedy was called out of 1991 bud-
get discussions at Gray County Com-
missioners’ Court about 4:20 p.m. to
answer a telephone call from Enreco
Inc.’s engineering department. Enre-
co Laboratories had conducted the
tests on the four soil samples.

Coming back into the Commuission-
ers’ Court meeting, Kennedy reported
he had been wld by an engineer with
Enreco that Gray County is cleared and
can proceed with construction.

In today’s mail was official noti-
fication from Mike Hull of the
Texas Water Commission informing
the county that analysis of soil from
the Russell-Francis site showed the
soil samples met the TWC's
requirements. He said tank excava-
tion may now be closed so construc-
tion may proceed.

Also on Thursday, dirt that was
taken from the 20-foot-deep hole dug
where four 500-gallon underground
tanks had been, was removed to a
location northeast of Lefors that is
owned by Gray County. The dirt will
be spread out and aired to clear it of
any contamination. That process
could take as little as a few days. A
decision on whether that same dirt
will be returned to the hole has not
been determined.

The soil samples were required
by law to be taken and tested

because of the removal of the under-
ground storage tanks. Part of the
Russell-Francis streets site was once
used for a gasoline service station.

One of the two tests conducted on
the soil samples is known as the Envi-
ronmental Protection Agency’s Biex
method, which stands for benzene,
toluene, ethylbenzene and xylene. The
second test is another EPA method
known as 418.1 test of total recover-
able petroleum hydrocarbons (TRPH).

To be within guidelines, each of
the Btex tests had to be 30 parts per
million or less, and each of the sam-
ples under the TRPH test had to be
100 parts per million or less,
according to Hull.

Kennedy said he had talked with
Hull on the telephone Thursday moming
and had related the test results o Hull.

“He told me we could put the dirt
back in the hole,” Kennedy said.

However, the county judge said
that to be “absolutely sure and safe
and so no one in the future could
question” the county’s actions, the
decision was made to go ahead and
take the soil to be aired.

Precinct 1 Commissioner Joe
Wheeley, who.has been responsible
for much of the clearing of the
buildings that were on the new
county jail site, said, “We’re going
to air this dirt some more, but that
should be all we need to do.”

Kennedy said, “The probability
of a problem was low all along. But
we still have to go through the
expense of proving it.”

C.E. Williams Dirt Contractors
of Canadian, who is registered with
the Texas Water Commission, was
hired by the county to pull the four
soil samples.

Iraqi troops deploy near foreign embassies; U.S. remains firm

Iraqi troops today deployed near at least seven
embassies in Kuwait where diplomats were defying
orders to shut down, and the skeleton staff at the U.S.
mission braced for possibilities ranging from a takeover
to a supply cutoff.

In other developments in the Persian Gulf crisis, the
Pentagon today began began calling reserve units to active
duty to assist in the U.S. military buildup in the Persian
Gulf area, and Austrian President Kurt Waldheim set off
for the Mideast on a peacemaking mission that was to
include a meeting with Iragi President Saddam Hussein.

Amid the brewing embassy standoff, about 100
American diplomats and who left the U.S.
Embassy in Kuwait have been indefinitely detained in
the Iraqi capital, Baghdad, officials in Washington said
today

'n;e officials, speaking on condition of anonymity,

linked the detention of the group to the U.S. refusal o
close its embassy in Kuwait, and said it was “‘contrary
to explicit commitments™ by Iraq of free passage for
the Americans.

But another escape route for foreigners remained
open — the Jordanian border. Jordan had said Wednes-
day it would close the frontier with Iraq to refugees, but
it allowed thousands of people, mainly Arabs, to cross
today.

Turkey, however, said it might close its border with
Iraq unless foreign governments made arrangements for
speedy transit of refugees. _

Also today, Western diplomats said they expected
the Security Council to vote today or Saturday on a res-
olution resolution allowing the use of military force 0
put teeth in the U.N. embargo against Iraq.

In Kuwait, Saddam’s troops, who invaded the emi-
rate Aug. 2, were surrounding or patrolling today near
the British, French, Japanese, Norwegian, Swedish,
Romanian and Hungarian embassies, said diplomatic

officials, citing information from embassies in Kuwait.

“We don’t know how many soldiers there are, their
intentions, but there must be a lot, enough to completely
surround the entire building,” said Bjoern Blokhus, a
Norwegian Foreign Ministry spokesman commenting
on the situation at his country’s embassy in Kuwait.

There was uncertainty about the Iraqi deadline for
the shutdown.

The Iraqi News Agency has said foreign govern-
ments have until 9 p.m. (12 p.m. CDT) to vacate the 60
embassies in Kuwait. Diplomats in Washington, howev-
er, said the deadline was extended to midnight.

Spain’s ambassador to Jordan, Ramon Armengod,
told a news conference in Madrid today that Iraqi
authorities were saying foreign embassies had until 8:30
a.m. Satprday (11:30 a.m. CDT), to close, or they
would be removed by force.

U.S. Ambassador Nathaniel Howell and perhaps a
dozen other Americans stayed at the palm-shaded
American compound in Kuwait City. Concrete barriers

and steel spikes are among the security at the U.S.
Embassy complex on Arabian Gulf Boulevard.

White House spokesman Marlin Fitzwater told reporters
Thursday at President Bush’s summer home in Kenneb-
unkport, Maine, that U.S. diplomats will remain in Kuwait
“as long as there are Americans that they can assist.”

Most U.S. diplomatic personnel were evacuated
Thursday. Marine guards were among 33 carloads of
Americans who drove to the Iraqi capital of Baghdad.

“A few Marine guards aren’t going to fight off the
entire Iragi army,” a senior government official said
Thursday in Washington.

In addition to the United States, those countries
ignoring Iraq’s shutdown order included Japan, the 12
European Community nations, Switzerland and Austria.

Hodge meets critics, defenders
of 'Ultimate Hunt' on 'Oprah’

Jerry Hodge, whose membership on the Texas
Board of Criminal Justice is credited with getting
Pampa a prison, was blasted on the Oprah Winfrey
Show Thursday for his participauonfn “The Ulumate
Hunt’

Hodge invited two friends to witness prison dogs
tracking a trustee during a training exercise in
Huntsville and later had jackets made up noting their
participation in the hunt for a human.

In spite of apologies for terming the training exer
cise “The Ultimate Hunt,” Hodge’s resignation or
impeachment was demanded on national television by
State Rep. Ron Wilson, D-Houston.

Wilson, a black, said Hodge’s attitudes were cut
from the same cloth as those of slave-owners who hunt-
ed blacks with dogs in the 1800s. He also said the inci-
dent revealed attitudes about Hodge that could not be
tolerated on a state board.

“They would go out‘and track the slaves down with
guns and dogs, like they were some kind of dogs,” Wil-
son said. “That system has transposed itself into the
prison system now and the way they track inmates has
the same vestiges of slavery.”

A white former inmate who said he was a “dog boy”
for training exercises in the prison system said a dog once
hung from his face after catching him during training.

However, an authority on dog trajning ask him, “If a
dog was hanging from your face, where are the scars?”

the good the prison board has accomplished since he
joined it.

But, Hodge, vice chairman of the state prison board,
said the board will review the practice of allowing thé
dogs to jump on the prisoners after they are caught.

Several experts on the training of tracking dogs said
it 1s impossible to use anything but humans for the
exercises.

“We'll look at it very carefully and review it and
review the practices and see what other states are
doing,” said Hodge, a former Amarillo mayor.

While Wilson said he would settle for no less than
Hodge's resignation or impeachment, Rep. Allen High
tower, also a Democrat, called the program, which was
taped in Houston, to defend Hodge.

“I am a Democrat and Mr. Hodge is a Republican,”
Hightower said, “but it is hard for me to sit here and
watch this. Mr. Hodge is the only member of your panel
who knows what is going on with the Texas Depart-
ment of Corrections in 1990.”

Hightower said of the training exercises, “This is
not a hunt. It is not a sport ... If you want to train a dog
to track a man, you have to use a man.”

Hodge said he sees widespread support of the dog
program in Texas.

Wilson countered that, “The only people in favor of
the dogs are the dogs themselves. I can’t see any sensi-
tive, rational human being wanting to engage in this.”

Wilson said the prison system only teaches inmates
to “slop hogs,” which he said, “is not going to do you a
lot of good in Dallas or Houston or San Antonio.”

Precinct 4 Commissioner Ted
Simmons said, “If we got it down
about $500,000 I'd be more consid-
eraie.”

The architects and Commis-
sioners’ Court had been optimistic
that bidders in the Texas Panhandle
might bid cheaper than in other
arcas of the state because of the
market in this area.

The new jail and sheriff’s office
is esumated at 31,000 square feet.

it over and decide which way to go.

Man who videotaped beating, rape
given life sentence by Dallas judge

DALLAS (AP) — Jurors who rec-
ommended a life sentence for a man
convicted of aggravated sexual
assault said they were sickened by a
72-minute videotape the rapist made
of the attack.

“I was disgusted. I wanted to
beat him to death,” said juror Steve
Gavlick.

Timothy Kehoe, 30, appeared to
wipe away a tear Thursday when
State District Judge Larry Baraka
affirmed the sentence.

Several of the jurors said they
were angered by the videotape that
showed Kehoe beating the woman
into submission and forcing her to
perform various sex acts.

Police confiscated the tape from
Kehoe’s North Dallas apartment.

Authorities said they believe it’s
the first time a Dallas County jury
has watched a videotape of a rape.

The victim, whose name has not
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been released, said she felt vindicat-
ed by the life term.

“It was very difficult and I just
wanted to put it behind me when it
happened,” the 25-year-old woman
said as she was leaving the court
room. “But my duty to the commu-
nity and to society ... I knew I had to
put this man behind bars where he
belonged.”

The jury took about an hour to
convict Kehoe on Wednesday
Jurors deliberated for about two
hours before handing Kehoe the
maximum sentence.

He will be eligible for parole in
15 years.

The woman pleaded with Kehoe
22 umes to stop the assault - a fact
that the jury and prosecutors said
refuted defense arguments that the
woman consented to have sex with
Kehoe.

“He had the gall to videotape

this event because it was a big event
in his life and he wanted to savor
it,” Assistant District Attorney Janet
Wright told jurors

The woman told police that she
met Kehoe April 28 at a bar and
agreed to accompany him to his
apartment to see his motorcycle

T'he woman told police that
Kehoe persuaded her to enter the
house and then ordered her to take
““an unknown white pill.’

He then set up a videotape cam
era in the bedroom, the woman test
fied.

When she tried to run, Kehoe
punched her several times in the
face, then repeatedly raped her. She
said she finally escaped when anoth-
er man knocked at the front door
and Kehoe went to answer it

Pricing gasoline
uses free market

Why have oil and gas prices risen sharply after the Iragi invasion
of Kuwait? Consumers are fuming. Politicians are demagoging.
“Someone is making a killing on this,” thundered Massachusett’s
Sen. John Kerry. “... American consumers have ripped off on a mas-
sive scale,” echoed Connecticut’s Sen. Joseph Lieberman. Rep. Mel
Levine of California staged a melodramatic press conference next to
a gas pump.

So Congress is holding hearings on the issue — ironically, in the
midst of budget discussions that will gouge consumers for more tax
dollars than any Middle Eastern potentate could fantasize. Could it
be these selfsame politicians were poised to levy new gas taxes as
surely as Saddam Hussein was ready to strike Saudi Arabia?

There are sound economic reasons behind the up-to0-20-percent
jump in pump prices the last few weeks. The first is the irrelevancy
of past production costs. So what if gas now pumped at high August
prices may have been purchased at the well months ago at low
March prices? The crucial factor is the anticipated price of a prod-
uct. That’s why market listings report commodities future prices,
not commodities “past.” They list prices for oil or unleaded gasoline
for sale in September, October and so on. And 1t 1s the current cost
of oil on the “spot market” that is reflected at the gasoline pump.

The high price reflects increased probability that new oil sources
will have to be found to replace the sources lost in fraq and Kuwait,
should the embargo against them last several months. The extra
money you pay at the pump won’t be wasted by “gouging” compa-
nies, but invested in new o1l exploration.

The last thing the federal government should do 1s impose any
controls on the oil market, such as an “anti-gouging” measure being
discussed on Capitol Hill. What, after all, is “gouging”? An elusive
concept is what. So passing a law against it would give the govern-
ment a vast new power to control the business practices of the oil
companies and, just as bad, of the small entrepreneurs who run gas
stations.

An “anti-gouging” law would be a foot in the door that could
lead to government control of oil prices at all levels, strapping on
layers of government bureaucracy while replacing the market-pric-
ing mechanism with Soviet-style, centralized price-planning. Such a
system would return us to the long gas lines of the 1970s, the last
ume government so heavily interfered with the gas and oil markets.

So let the free market work. Prices will stay high for a while, but
they will likely drop as the political situation clears. Indeed, now is
not a ime for panic, but for remembering the principles of the free
markel.

Messages seen in that mistrial

WASHINGTON - Marion Barry, the eminent
junkie, mayor of our nation’s capital, is a happy
man these days. This month a fedéral jury acquitted
him outright on one misdemeanor count of possess
ing drugs, convicted him on another minor count,
and failed to reach a verdict on 12 other charges

For all practical purposes, the case is over now
I'he judge has declared a mistrial. At a sentencing
session on Sept. 17, Barry will get a first offender’s
tap on the wrist. At the same time, prosecutors will
announce if they intend to seek a second humilia-
tion by going back to court. Most observers regard
a retrial as unlikely. The feeling is that no jury in
Washington, D.C., ever will convict Marion Barry
of perjury or any other felony rap. His Honor has
become a hero.

One word suffices to describe this anticlimactic
outcome. The word is disgraceful. Over a period of
nearly six weeks, prosecutors offered the jury over-
whelming evidence of the mayor’s criminal con-
duct. The talismanic phrase in jury trials is “reason
able doubt.” It is not just difficult to understand - it
is impossible to understand how reasonable doubt
could have remained after the two sides rested.

The most telling, ineradicable, utterly convinc-
ing evidence came from the mayor himself. In a
sting operation, the FBI videotaped Barry smoking
a pipe of cocaine — head back, eyes closed, the rap-
turous expression of a true junkie spread across his
face. On this count the jury reportedly split 6-6.

The jurors who voted for acquittal thought the
government had been unfair in trapping the defen-
dant. A defense of entrapment is a matter of law, to
be decided by judges; the act itself was a matter of
fact, to be weighed by jurors. This jury, ho-ho,

weighed the tape with a thumb on the scales.
Behind her blindfold, the lady of justice wept.

In this hour of pure disgust, perhaps it is a mis-
take to see dark messages in the jury’s abdication.
One wonders all the same. What sort of message

did this fiasco send to law enforcement officers?

Why should they risk their lives to make drug
arrests hereafter? What does Barry’s triumph say to
the beleaguered government of Colombia? Why
continue the fight?

Surely the mistrial says something to those who
deal in illicit drugs. Sell at your pleasure, boys! If
the government can’t get Barry, the government
can’t get you.

More than this. The law is supposed to bc one
of the great civilizing influences of our society.
Constantly we are told that ours is a government of
law, not of men. We are expected to believe in the
evenhanded administratigm of justice. The jury sys-
tem is enshrined in our Constitution, but respect for
the system is bound to be diminished when the sys-
tem produces a result so grotesque.

The Barry trial comes as one more failure in a
string of failures. The church, like the law, is also a

civilizing influence. What have we read of the
church lately? We are surfeited with larcenous
preachers and libidinous priests. Old rites, old
hymns, beloved rituals disappear in efforts to
appease the false god Progress

Congress is the legislative arm of federal law
What of its influence? We see a bitterly partisan
body, frittering away time and money, slavering for
re-election, unable to act responsibly on a budget
Who respects Congress?

What of the arts? The jurors who winked at
Marion Barry are no more disgraceful than the
jurors who recommend grants from the National
Endowment for the Arts. A few members of the
Barry jury tried to uphold old values; they refused
to acquit on 12 of the 14 counts. Those who voted
to convict had some sense of the public interest
Panels at the NEA solemnly ponder mediocrity and
solemnly declare it art.

Does music have charms in today’s society?
The airwaves vibrate with the oxymoronic noise of
“classic rock.” Lyrics of many recordings are so
obscene that they must be sold with warning labels
It becomes increasingly difficult to find a movie
not characterized by pervasive profanity, senseless
violence and the debasement of sexuality.

The corruption extends to education and to the
world of financez While the bureaucracy slept, men
looted the savings and loan associations. Behold
the great oil companies — and behold naked greed.

In this sad perspective, Barry’s triumph may not
seem so revolting after all. His knee-slapping sup
porters are on the winning side. Let jubilation
reign! It reigns with a manic grin, while the lights
dim and the fabric rots.

Today’s Highlight in History:

On Aug. 24, 1949, the North
Atlantic Treaty (NATO) went into
effect, with the parties agreeing that an
armed attack against one would be con-
sidered “‘an attack against them all.”

On this date:

In A.D. 79, long-dormant Mount
Vesuvius erupted, burying the
Roman cities of Pompeii and Her
culaneum in volcanic ash. An esti-
mated 20,000 people died.

In A.D. 410, Rome was overrun
by the Visigoths, an event that sym-
bolized the fall of the Western
Roman Empire.

In 1572, the slaughter of French
Protestants at the hands of Catholics
began in Paris on St. Bar-tholomew’s
Day. The killings lasted until October,
and claimed some 13,000 victims.

In 1814, British forces invaded
Washington D.C. and proceeded to set
fire to the Capitol and the White House.

N.J., in just over 19 hours.

A response to Guillain-Barre

Of all symptoms of illness, paralysis is perhaps
the most frightening.

You awaken one moming and you can’t move
your legs.

It could indicate any of several diagnoses, not
all ominous. But one that you don’t want to hear is
Guillain-Barre syndrome.

Guillain-Barre, also called French polio, is a
neurological disease, discovered in 1856, first diag-
nosed in the United States in 1912. Probably it
originates with a viral infection; we’re not sure.

It is an inflammatory disease that eats away at
the coating of nerves and can be fatal.

In Sandusky, Ohio, Joe Faber, 70, awakened
Easter Sunday morning and couldn’t move his legs.

Providence Hospital diagnosed Guillain-Barre.

Then followed a series of examinations by neu-
rologists and other specialists. The paralysis
spread. Eventually Faber was referred 1 the Ohio
State University Hospital in Columbus.

By this time he was paralyzed from his neck to
his toes; he could speak only with an artificial
voice box.

He remembers being admitted to the hospital.
He was conscious.

He understood much of what was going on
around him. Understandably he was grigped by a
feeling of frustration and utter helplessness.

At Ohio State, Dr. Jerry Mendell specializes in
Guillain-Barre.

While nobody is certain of the cause, Mendell
has seen a statistical relationship between individu-
als given Swine flu shots in the 1970s and those
who subsequently developed the disease

Guillain-Barre, while frightening, is seldom
fatal. Usually the acute phrase of the disease
spends itself within four weeks and the patient
recovers, without treatment.

Faber, however, suffered a more rare and chron-

ic form of the disease where the prognosis is all
downhill.

These cases call for plasmapheresis — extracting,
filtering (cleansing) and replacing the patient’s blood.

Coupled with steroids, this is now the standard
form of treatment for acute and chronic Guillain-Barre,

The treatment gets the patient off the respirator
and back on his feet more promptly.

Faber was in the hospital 93 days, six weeks
during which he could not move his limbs.

During that uime he says only his faith in God and
his devotion to his family kept him fighting for life.

His son Denny, a basketball coach, would stand
at the foot of the hospital bed and insist, “Move
your toes, Dad. Move your feet.” And later fingers
and arms - all this began two years ago.

Today, Faber is walking, driving his car, fully
recovered.

Again, the diagnosis “Guillain-Barre” is not as
ominous as it sounds. Usually symptoms are less
severe and the virus eventually defeats itself.

But now, even for the rare chronic form of the
disease, even where the evolution of symptoms is
dramatically accelerated, there is still a likelihood
of complete recovery.

We can't let America's oil just dry up

two major nations, have done exactly

With the help of Iraqi strongman
Saddam Hussein, America’s nut envi-
ronmentalists have taken another long
stride toward their apparent ultimate
goal of closing the country down alto-
gether and giving it back to the Indi-
ans

It’s true that an oil shortage — at
least of 1973 dimensions — isn’t nec-
essarily in the cards right away. Saudi
Arabia and many other oil
no doubt can and will raise their quo-
tas to make up for the loss of Iraqi
and Kuwaiti production,

In addition, President Bush can
always release a portion of this coun-
try’s strategic petroleum reserve (0
keep the price of oil down, though he
is plainly reluctant to use the reserve
for that purpose.

But it is far from i that
Saddam will find ways to reduce the
oil output of Saudi Arabia and his
other enemies in the Gulf region, and

our strategic petroleum reserve is a
diminishing asset at best.

At a minimum, in any event, we
must expect that the price of oil will
remain at relatively high levels for the
foreseeable future, and that will
impose its own limitations on the vast
areas of the economy, from plane
fares to pharmaceutical products, that
are dependent on the downstream
uses of petroleum.

What w0 do? President Bush, and
his predecessor President Reagan, are
already being criticized for allowing
the United States to become depen-
dent on foreign oil for nearly half of
its supply.

Shouldn’t they have foreseen this
problem, and stressed the develop-
ment of domestic oil sources?

Sure - like the continental

the bird and fish populations are
reduced? (Remember that wonderful
photo of the oil-bedraggled sea gull?)
Besides, it can always be “proved”
that any proposed offshore well
squarely covers the last known breed-
ing ground of the pink-finned grunt.
(Never mind that studies show that
aquatic life actually increases in the
neighborhood of offshore oil rigs.)

OK then, but how about drilling
for o1l on dry land? There is nothing
like a little ignorance to make an
extremely difficult and expensive
project sound easy.

In the first place, new domestic
supplies of oil are rarer than they
used 1o be, and a good deal harder 10
bring to the surface. In addition, as
The New York Times reported recent-
ly, industry experts say that “the
dnlling industry withered during the
1980s and does not have the capacity
10 sustain a sharp increase in activity
now.”

Well, how about reducing depen-
dence on oil for energy wherever pos-
sible? Japan and France, 0 name only

that, by switching to nuclear power
for many of their energy needs.

You know the answer. Anti-nucle-
ar hysterics, aided by the liberal gov-
emors of various states, have man-
aged to slow the development of U.S,
nuclear power to a crawl, often by
insisting that no evacuation plan
(required by law, in case of an emer-
gency) can conceivably work. New
York Governor Mario Cuomo blud-
geoned the brand-new Shoreham
plant on Long Island to death by pre-
cisely that tactic.

Coal-fired power plants, then? An
old solution, but guess what emits the
vapors that allegedly cause “acid
rain™?

Besides, there are many uses of oil
for which there simply is no present
subsitute. (You can’t fly an airplane
on coal.) I say, let’s opt for recovery
of the oil under the continental shelf
off California, at least for starters.
And tell Saddam Hussein and our nut
environmentalists where they can .

AUSTIN (AP) — Two politicians
who want voters to give them one of the
most powerful jobs in state government,
lieutenant govemor, are calling on one
another 1o quit their current state posts.

State Comptroller Bob Bullock,
the Democratic candidate, said Repub-
lican Rob Mosbacher should quit as
chairman of the financially troubled
Department of Human Services.

“It is past being a question of
money. Even if the agency were given
every dollar it could ask for, it obvi-
ously could not deliver its needed ser-
vices under Mosbacher’s inept man-
agement,” Bullock charged Thursday.

Mosbacher defended his perfor-
mance on the welfare agency’s
board, accusing Bullock of padding
his state payroll with political work-
ers and said Bullock should quit as
tax collector to campaign full time.

““So many of Bob’s top state
employees are working on his cam-
paign, a taxpayer with a question is
better off calling the campaign
headquarters than the comptroller’s
office if he wants a straight
answer,” Mosbacher charged.

Bullock has served as
comptroller since he was first elect-
ed in 1974. Mosbacher was appoint-
ed by Gov. Bill Clements to be
chairman of the board that oversees
the human services department.

That agency has been battling
budget deficits that earlier this
month caused a temporary halt in
Medicaid payments.

The Legislative Budget Board
will consider shifting $76 million to
the agency on Friday to cover its
current budget, and lawmakers have
been told the agency now estimates
a $314 million deficit for 1991.
Agency officials blame an increased
caseload for the budget problems.

Bullock, however, blamed Mos-
bacher.

“The welfare crisis has gone
from critical to life-threatening to
thousands of needy and sick Tex-
ans,”” Bullock said.

“Mosbacher wants 10,000 new
state employees and more than $2
billion in new state tax money for the
next budget - but he has not properly
managed the 16,000 employees he
has now,”” Bullock said.

Mosbacher said Bullock’s only
angrv because the welfare agency is
doing its job.

“Bob just can’t stand the fact
that the agency continues to serve
the public, that no benefits have
been cut,” Mosbacher said.

“He continues to play political
games with the lives of vulnerable
Texans. I'm afraid he is more inter-
ested in creating panic among the
needy than he is in telling the
truth,” Mosbacher said.

“We're having a derailment of military sup
port and combat supply vehicles,” said Larry
McCaskill, spokesman for the Military Traffic
Management Command. “We’re here in support
of Operation Desert Shield.”

Officials refused to say whether the vehicles
would be loaded aboard Ready Reserve Fleet
vessels normally based in Béaumont.

“We're not talking afout operations move-
ments,” McCaskill said. |

The port has served as a military equipment
staging area, and most recently was used as the
departure point for troops and equipment sent in
December to Panama.

At least five ships in the so-called mothball
fleet were being prepared Thursday, officials at
area shipyards said.

No military transport ships had arrived at the
port by afternoon, and other ships at the docks
were doing regular business, spokesmen said.

Almost all the equipment aboard the flatcars
was painted camouflage green. A few vehicles were
sand-colored 1o disguise their presence in the desert

They bore few, if any markings, but had only
letters on the bumpers indicating they belonged
to the ?rd Air Cavalry, based at Fort Bliss.

Magness steps down as Miss Texas pageant chairman

FORT WORTH (AP) — The man
who ran the Miss Texas Scholarship
Pageant for the past 20 years has
stepped down saying he was unfair-
ly depicted in a Life magazine arti-
cle and news stories as a “dirty old
man’’ who allowed some contes-
tants to buy their way into the
pageant.

Embattled B. Don Magness told
members of the pageant’s board of
directors Thursday night that he
would not seek re-election to the
unpaid posiuon he has held for the
past 20 years.

He has worked with the pageant
for 29 years.

The board of directors elected
longtime pageant president Barry
Hall of Fort Worth to succeed Mag-
ness.

Magness, 58, who also serves as
director of public events for the city
of Fort Worth, said he will continue
to serve as a member of the board of
directors until next August.

The magazine story depicted
Magness as “a dirty old man™ who
made off-color remarks and made
lewd comments to pageant contes-
lants.

News stories published since the
magazine article first appeared fea-
tured a variety of complaints about

Magness’ behavior and his opera-
tion of the pageant system, includ
ing an accusation by a former
pageant director that Magness had
attempted to influence the outcome
of a local pageant.

Some contestants and local
pageant officials said that Magness
gave his blessing to so-called “liv
ing room pageants’’ in which
would-be contestants or members of
their family were able to buy fran
chises and stage sham pageants in
order to become a contestant in the
statewide pageant.

In a prepared statement, Mag-
ness told the pageant board, “Hav-
ing spent almost thirty years as a
dedicated and devoted volunteer in
key positions with the Miss Texas
Scholarship Pageant, and having
helped countless numbers of young
women realize their goal of compet
ing for the title of Miss America, |
am very disappointed by the unfair,
biased, negative and inaccurate writ
ing regarding my conduct as chair
man of the board by Life maga
zine.”

“One does not expect a maga
zine with the reputation of Life to
print stories normally found in
National Enquirer,” he added.

Magness was also critical of sub-
sequent stories published in the Fort

Worth Star-Telegram

“I am even more disappointed,’
Magness said, ‘“‘at our hometown
newspaper that permitted an irre
sponsible reporter to do a hatchet
job .on me filled with distortion,
unsubstantiated accusations and
negative statements that were far

outnumbered by positive comments
left unprinted,’
“Mr. Magness is involved in a

game of -showmanship and promo
tion. For better or worse, given the
environment in which he works, he
1S going Lo be subject to scrutiny
Not everyone looks at these
pageants nowadays in the same
manner as Mr. Magness,”” said Fort
Worth Star-Telegram Executive Edi
tor Michael Blackman.

Iranian official says Irish
hostage to be freed today

NICOSIA, Cyprus (AP) - A
senior Iranian official said Irish
hostage Brian Keenan will be freed
today by his kidnappers in Lebanon
after being held for nearly four
years in captivity.

An Irish envoy arrived today in
Damascus, Syria, where freed
Western hostages have been taken
in the past.

“Mr. Keenan will be freec at 7
p.m. (10:30 a.m. EDT) for which
we are thankful to the Islamic
groups in Lebanon who once more
showed their goodwill toward the
West,” Deputy Foreign Minister
Mehmoud Vaezi told the Tehran
Times.

In the interview, a copy of which
was was obtained by The Associat-
ed Press in Nicosia, Vaezi said the
impending release resulted from
“several months of efforts of the
Iranian officials and Islamic groups
in Lebanon.”

Many of the kidnappers of West-
erners in Lebanon are pro-Iranian.

“We expect that the West will
take similar steps fof the freedom
of Lebanese prisoners and Iranian

hostages,”” Vaezi said. “‘Such a
move will make our efforts for the
freedom of hostages easier.”

Ireland’s ambassador to Saudi
Arabia, Declan Connolly, arrived in
Damascus today. He said he was
there because of various reports
concerning the possibility of
Keenan'’s release.

“We are quite hopeful,” Connol-
ly said.

Keenan, 39, was kidnapped on
April 11, 1986 in west Beirut while
walking to his job as an English
teacher at the American University
in Beirut.

Altogether 14 Westerners are
believed held by extremist Moslem
groups in Lebanon. In addition to
Keenan they include six Ameri-
cans, four Britons, two West Ger-
mans and an Italian. The longest
held is Terry Anderson, chief Mid-
dle East correspondent of The
Associated Press, who was abduct-
ed March 16, 1985.

Two Swiss Red Cross workers
were released separately earlier this
month.

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Israel, Jordan warily watch Iraq

WASHINGTON (AP) Israel
and Jordan, two small Middle East
ern natons that exist side by side in

an uneasy and unofficial state of

peace, are watching Iraqi President

Saddam Hussein’s moves with
apprehension.

The lightning invasion of Kuwait
Aug. 2 reminded the world what
[sraclis and Jordanians always have
known: Small nations can disappear
in the twinkling of an eye. Their sur
vival in the volatile region requires
skill and considerable luck

Neither enjoys Saudi Arabia’s
benevolent resources. Neither can
depend on others to fight their bat
tes

As they watch and wait, Israel is
counting on its military might and
the tactical resourcefulness that sus
tained 1t against overwhelming odds
in the past. Jordan is depending on
Iraq being engaged elsewhere and

on King Hussein's diplomatic foot
work

Neither 1s looking to the United
States 1o dispatch tens of thousands
of troops as President Bush has done
to protect the Saudi oil fields

AP news analysis

Israeli leaders consistently have
said they do not want Americans
fighting their wars. American
weapons have made Israel the most
powerful military state in the area
I'he Israelis are willing to take it
from there

As for Jordan, the king also 1s
bolstered by U.S. weapons and eco
nomic aid. If he felt threatened by
Iraqg he would be unlikely to call for
U.S. troops to defend the country

Inviting American military nter
vention could provoke Saddam Hus
sein, his far more powerful neigh
bor, and, a U.S. official said private
ly, probably would be a “death sen-

tence” for the king

Saddam’s denunciation of Zion
1sts leaves no doubt about his atu
tude toward Israel. A Jewish state
has no place in his vision of the
area

His approach to Jordan is less
clear. Agaba, the kingdom’s port on
the Red Sea, has a strategic attrac
ton. There 1s support for Saddam
Hussein among many of the king’s
subjects. And Jordan stands between
Iraq and Israel.

Saddam’s goal probably is a pli
ant Jordan rather than occupation of
the country. That could give him
access o Agaba and use of Jordani
an terntory for Moslem fundamen
talists to antagonize Syria, an old
Iraqi foe.

King Hyssein is in a tough spot
He has tried not to cross either Sad
dam or President Bush. That’s
almost impossible in the current
state of high tensions, but the King,
looking out for No. 1, is trying his
best.

On the one hand, he gave assur
ances to Bush last week in Maine
that Jordan would observe the eco
nomic boycott of Iraq. On the other
the king said he was not clear about
the exact terms of the sanctions,
thereby leaving himself wriggle
room

I'he king has virtually closed
Jordan’s border with Iraq, making
escape from that country and from
Kuwait more difficult for trapped
foreign nationals. And he challenged
Bush's defense of Saudi Arabia,
saying there was no evidence Iraq
was about to launch an attack when
the president rushed troops and war-
ships to the region.

Probably the bést insurance the
king has taken out is to offer himself
as the potential mediator between
Iraq and the United States.

People talking about saving oil, but not acting

WASHINGTON (AP) [he
Mideast crisis has people talking
about conservation again. But few
are actually doing anything about it.

Phone lines started ringing at
energy conservation advice lines
right after Iraq invaded Kuwait on
Aug. 2, as consumers fearing higher
prices sought tips to cut their con
sumption.

In Minneapolis, the Metropolitan
Transit Commission used Iraqi Pres
ident Saddam Hussein’s picture and
the slogan “‘Stop pumping him up,”
in an advertising campaign 1o sug
gest that people use city buses rather
than their cars.

So far, however, little suggests
people are driving less, investing in
morerefficient home heating or fol-
lowing the Bush administration’s
cautious suggestions for gasoline
savings.

“They aren’t feeling the pinch as
they did in the 1970s,”” said Mary
Ann Dittmer, director of communi
cations for the Washington-based
Alliance to Save Energy. “They
aren’t standing in line for gasoline.
Prices for home heating oil haven’t
gone through the roof.”

Nonetheless, she said, “We have
received many phone calls from
consumers who want to do some-
thing.”

Callers are sent brochures telling
how better light bulbs, pro-
grammable thermostats, special
windows and high-efficiency burn-
ers can save money and help reduce

imports of foreign oil

The Energy Department said
calls to 1its toll-free energy-saving
tips line went from about 500 a
week to 1,200 a day immediately
after the invasion

At the gas and electric utility
Consolidated Edison in New York,
spokesman Marty Gitien said some
callers are thinking about converting
from fuel oil to natural gas heat, as
happened after the oil shocks of the
1970s.

“We've had a surge 1n people
interested in converting to gas heat-
ing,”” he said. “I can’t say it’s going
to translate into action.”

The story is much the same at
the gas pumps.

“I think about i1t, but I'm
trimmed down to what I can to0,”
said Gary Oddi of Reston, Va., after
driving into a gas station in Wash-
ington. “My wife and I share a car.”

“I have a certain driving pattemn
and there’s not a lot I can do about
it,”” said the next customer, William
Leedy, as he pumped gas into his
car. “I think I’ve got my automobile
usage down as low as it’ll go.”

In Minneapolis, bus revenues for
the first two weeks in August were
about the same as last year’s — but
officials said that was an improve-
ment, because revenues earlier had
been falling.

Last week, Energy Secretary
James D. Watkins proposed steps to
boost U.S. oil production while ask-
ing drivers to trim their gasoline use
by joining car pools, obeying speed
limits and keeping their tires proper-
ly inflated.

Geoff Sundstrom, a spokesman
at American Automobile Associa
tion headquarters in Orlando, Fla.,
said regular nationwide checks
show no signs that drivers are cut-
tung back to save on gasoline.

“The stations are telling us they
do not see a change in the sales pat-
tern for this time of year,” Sund-
strom said. ““People aren’t panic
buying, but at this point they don’t
seem 1o be conserving, either.”

Auto sales have dropped this
month, but analysts say that’s
because of general economic wor-
ries, not concern about gas guzzlers.

“People are not switching to

smaller cars. There's no evidence of
that whatsoever,” said Joel Pitcoff,
manager of research and analysis at
Ford Motor Co.

A Wall Street Journal-NBC
News poll published Thursday
found that 80 percent of those ques-
tioned said they favored “‘tougher
conservation measures that would
mean less gas consumption,” but it
was not clear what steps would real-
ly be popular if enacted.

The same poll found just 32 per-
cent backing a higher gas tax to
encourage conservation, with 62
percent opposed and 6 percent not
sure.

“There’s no question it (the
killing) was professionally done,”
Wilson said. “And the magnitude of
the situation he was involved in
would certainly indicate the involve-
ment of organized crime.”’

The London robbery eclipsed
Britain’s infamous Great Train Rob-
bery of 1963, when hijackers of
Glasgow-to-London mail train got
away with 2.6 million pounds in
cash. The May 2 robbery netted
securities valued at 291 million
pounds, or about $556 million.
Since then, about 180 million
pounds’ worth have been recovered

Postal Service spokesman Lou
Eberhardt called charges of misman
agement “‘pre-bargaining rhetoric.”

The Postal Service faces a deficit
of between $1.4 billion and $1.6 bil-
lion this fiscal year, which ends
Sept. 30. In an effort 1o break even

Testifying in March on Capitol
Hill, Postmaster General Anthony
M. Frank called on the unions to
show “‘constructive restraint’’ in
wage demands. He said 83 percent
of the Postal Service’s costs go for
pay and benefits

As of this month, letter carriers
receive a starting salary of $24,381,
which includes a cost-of-living
adjustment, the Postal Service says.
Most clerks and carriers earn a max
imum of $31,516, which also
includes a cost-of-living increase.
I'he Postal Service says employees
receive an additional $8,560 in ben
efits and premium pay

Joseph Mahon, assistant post
master general for labor relations,
said that the average $20 an hour
makes postal workers better paid
than their counterparts in private
business.

The average hourly wage for
American workers is $10. Workers
with similar tasks to postal workers
make more, though. For instance,
United Parcel Service workers just
ratified a new contract giving them
nearly $18 an hour by 1992.

The Postal Service has not draft-
ed specific wage proposals to take 1o
the bargaining table.

Biller’s union is the largest, rep-
resenting 334,000 clerks, mainte-
nance employees, drivers and spe-
cial delivery messengers. Other bar-
gaining groups are the National Let-
ter Carriers Association, represent-
ing 234,000 urban letter carriers; the
National Postal Mail Handlers
Union, repr nting 50,000 mail
handlers; and the National Rural
Letter Carriers Association, repre-
sentuing 42,000 rural letter carriers.

Glenn Berrien, president of the
mail handlers union, says postal
workers deserve raises because lay-
offs in recent years force many to do
the jobs of two. He said postal
workers are also exposed to hazards,
handling “everything from bees to
farm chemicals.”

Biller complains that his union
could lose as many as 50,000 jobs
through automation.

The Postal Service says the
120,000 jobs that will be lost over
the next five years to automation
can be eliminated by not filling
vacancies that arise over the years
through retirements and resigna-
tions.

Biller says automation should be
accompanied by better pay and ben-
efits.

“We feel like if it increases pro-
ductivity, we believe we have a right
to a piece of the action,” Biller said.

Tea Council offers tips for
making tea taste better

NEW YORK (AP) The Tea
Council of the U.S.A. has these tips
for brewing a delicious cup of hot
tea:

Use a teapot.

Bring fresh, cold tap water to a
full boil.

Use 1 teaspoonful or 1 tea bag
per cup.

Brew by the clock: 3 to S min-
utes and serve.

For traditional iced tea, bring 1
quart of freshly drawn cold water to
a full rolling boil. Immediately pour
over 15 tea bags or 1-3rd cup loose
tea. Stir, cover and let stand for 5

minutes. Stir again and strain into a
pitcher holding another quart of cold
water. Serve over ice. Makes 2
quarts.

For barbecues, outdoor dances
and beach parties, use 1/2 measur-
ing cup instant tea powder to 4
quarts cold water. Stir to dissolve.
Add ice. Makes 20 servings.

In a hurry? Pour 1 cup of tap
water into a microwave-safe cup.
Add 1 tea bag or 1 teaspoon of
instant tea.

Place cup in microwave oven and
cook on high (100 percent power)
for 2 to 21/2 minutes.

It has become trendy to suggest
that the San Francisco 49ers are
ready to etch their place in NFL his-
tory as much because of Eddie
DeBartolo as Joe Montana, Jerry
Rice, Roger Craig, Bill Walsh and
George Seifert

It became particularly trendy
after DeBartolo was called before
commissioner Paul Tagliabue for
allegedly breaking NFL rules by
taking money from his construction
company earnings to lavish on his
players — millions to sign Plan B
free agents, thousands to treat the
players and their families to a week
in Kauai.

Wrong.

As the 49ers try to become the
first team ever to win five Super
Bowls and the first two win three in
a row, DeBartolo’s generosity is an
effect, rather than a cause.

“I think the motivation comes
from within us,”’ says offensive
tackle Bubba Paris, who has been
part of the last three Super Bowl
championships. “Once you experi-
ence the elation of being on top you
want to stay there. There'’s no worse
feeling than going home knowing
that somebody else has something
that you had and want again.”

The way the NFC shapes up for
1990, the hardest part may be get-
ting there.

As it has been for most of the
"80s, it's clearly the dominant con-
ference, particularly at the top.

Cowboys-Steelers
rivalry lacks hype

IRVING It’s just not that big
of a deal anymore.

Whenever the Pittsburgh Steelers
and Dallas Cowboys used to meelt,
there always was a score 1o settle in
what was one of the NFL'’s classic
series.

But both clubs fell on hard tumes
and the magic is gone.

For example, they play in Texas
Stadium in an exhibition game on
Saturday night, but no network
asked to televise it nationally

Some 25,000 tickets are still
available for the 8 p.m. joust in
[exas Stadium.

The Cowboys won seven straight
games against Pittsburgh from the
mid-1960s to 1972, but the Steelers
took six of the last seven regular and
posiseason games.

Pittsburgh won Super Bowls X
and XIII against the Cowboys.

Dallas leads the preseason series
6-5, but has lost the last three meet
ings in 1983, "84, and '86.

This is the first meeting between
the two storied NFL franchises since
Tom Landry was fired and Jimmy
Johnson took control of the team.

Pittsburgh 1s 1-1, winning 30-14
two_weeks ago against New Eng-
land. Washington defeated the Steel-
ers 27-24 in RFK Stadium last
week.

Dallas is 0-2, losing 28-16 to
San Diego and 16-14 to the Los
Angeles Raiders in a two-week Cal-

ifornia swing

[t will be Pittsburgh’s third
straight road game while Dallas
starts a string of four straight games
at home (including two regular sea
son games)

Pittsburgh coach Chuck Noll is
entering his 22nd season as the
Steelers coach and he is 4-3 against
Dallas in regular season play, 2-0 in
postseason, and 5-6 in preseason.

Troy Aikman will return as the
starting quarterback for the Cow-
boys although he suffered a concus-
sion last week against the Chargers.

Steve Walsh hit two touchdown
passes with Aikman on the bench
but Johnson is still sticking with
Aikman as his quarterback of the
future.

Johnson has played a lot of play-
ers as the Cowboys try to find some
help from last year’s disastrous 1-15
season,

Dallas was 3-1 in the preseason
last year but Johnson learned you
don’t put as much emphasis on win-
ning as you do preparing for the reg-
ular season.

SMU poised to take another step forward

Editor's Note: This is the fifth in
a series of Southwest Conference
football previeWs. Today's story
focuses on the Southern Methodist
University Mustangs.

DALLAS — The Southern
Methodist Mustangs have high
hopes for the 1990 season if they
can produce as many football mira-
cles and near-miracles as Forrest
Gregg's bunch did a year ago in
their return from the NCAA electric
chair.

The “miracles” were victories
over Connecticut and North Texas
University by a freshmen-dominated
team which almost upset Southwest
Conference champion Arkansas in
the final game of the season.

Most football experts were say-
ing SMU would be lucky to win a
game with a squad that had 74 fresh-
men, 16 of them starters. But the
Mustangs defeated Connecticut 31-
30 on the last play of the game and
downed North Texas 35-9 to delight
an Ownby Stadium homecoming
crowd.

SMU led Arkansas with five
minutes left before losing 38-24 but
the Mustangs eamned the respect of

new Razorback coach Jack Crowe.

“In that game against us last
year they were a very-disciplined,
ball-control passing game team with
a very disciplined defense,” Crowe
said.

SMU impressed most of the
teams it played last year.

“You better get your licks in
because they will be a heckuva foot-
ball team in a year or two,”” said
Tech coach Spike Dykes.

However, after 1990 they’ll have
10 do it without Gregg.

Gregg was named athletic direc-
tor when Doug Single left for the
Special Olympics. Gregg said he
will coach this year then find his
OWN SUCCESSOr.

“It’s sort of a funny feeling
knowing that after this year is over
I'll have to find a replacement,”
Gregg said.

Gregg will have 24 more schol-
arship players coming in for the
1990 season.

“We've already taken our first
step forward,” Gregg said. “We're
poised to take the second one this

SMU will have a new offensive
coordinator for its run-and-shoot
offense which was ninth in the
nation in passing at 277 yards per
game last year.

Larry Kueck replaced Tom Ross-
ley, who is an assistant with the
Atlanta Falcons.

Quarterback Mike Romo, who
had the third highest season passing
total (2,927 yards) in SMU history,
will return for his sophomore season
after off-season knee surgery. Romo
is expected to be OK once the regu-
lar season starts against Vanderbilt
on Sept. 8.

Other non-conference opponents
include Tulane on the road Sept. 15

and North Texas in Denton on Oct.:

6.

The Mustangs will have to
improve their running game and
defense to expect to win more than
two games.

SMU managed just 52.6 yards
per game rushing.

“Our running game will improve
if we throw the ball better from the
standpoint of accuracy, consistency,
and distance,”” Gregg said. ““We
need to strike fast at imes and come
up with more big plays. We did not
get the ball deep last year.”

SMU was seventh in the SWC in
scoring last year with 17 points per

game.

On defense, SMU started 10
freshmen in 1989 and allowed more
yards (5,832) and points (499) than
any team in the Mustangs’ history.

“Our biggest improvement has
to come on the defensive side of the
ball,”” Gregg said. ‘‘“We were in
position to make plays but weren’t
able to make them. Sometimes that
comes from a lack of experience and
sometimes from not having enough
athletic ability.”

Gregg recruited nine linebackers,
three defensive linemen and two
defensive backs.

“Playing so well at Arkansas for
most of the game was a tremendous
confidence builder for our defense,”
Gregg said. “Sometimes you have
to have success in order for your
confidence level o pick up. I don’t
think our defense really had an iden-
tity until that final game. We need
our defense to show as much confi-
dence as our offense.”

Romo broke seven school
records that had stood for 20 years
last year.

Receiver-back Jason Wolf, a sec-
ond team All-SWC selection, was
third in the SWC and tied for 14 in
the nation with an average of 5.5
catches per game.

“The big thing here is the total
picture,” Gregg said. “A lot of peo-
ple said we wouldn’t win a game for
three years. We didn’t believe that.
And it showed.”
