What The Pract i c ing Physician 
Should Know About Mari juana

Cop Win

Editor’s note: This is the 
second in a four part scries 
dealing with the harmful effects 
of smoking marijuana. In this 
article. Dr. Hardin B. Jones, 
professor of medical physics and 
physiology at the University of 
California. Berkeley, and assis­
tant director of the Donner 
Laboratory, discusses What the 
Practicing Physician Should 
Know About Marijuana. To­
day's article concerns the ac­
cumulation of THC in the body 
fat.
The accumulation of THC in 

the body fat means that the THC 
becomes involved with lipopro­
teins and the lipid layers of the 
cell membranes. The effect of 
the THC on the cell is not solely 
the consequence of absorption 
into the cell surfaces; many 
substances, including gasoline 
and kerosene, have equal affini­
ty for fat and arc carried into the 
body readily on inhalation of 
these vapors Also, some of the 
othertannal moids in marijuana

have the same high affinity for 
cell membranes and body fat. 
Yet gasoline and kerosene do 
not cause the problems known 
to occur with marijuana. One of 
these cannabinoids is responsi­
ble for the alteration of liver 
function which has been shown 
to take place independently of 
the psychic affects of THC. It 
will be some time before there is 
comprehensive understanding 
of the full range of effects of 
THC and the other cannabinoids 
once they arc absorbed into the 
body. Among the know n effects, 
THC depresses cell division and 
synthesis of DNA. suppresses 
the immune response of the 
blood lymphocytes, and alters 
the structure of the brain cell 
membrane. Alteration of cell 
structures in the lung air pas­
sages of marijuana smokers has 
also been observed in studies 
made by Dr. Tennant, a patholo­
gist who investigated cannibis- 
using American soldiers in Ger­
many. Dr. Tennant did bronchi­

al biopsies on thirty soldiers, 
average age twenty-one. who 
smoked 25-30 grams of hashish 
per month for a few months 
This is an estimated 80-90 
milligrams of THC per day, 
approximately four times as 
much as is received by a person 
smoking one marijuana ciga­
rette (2 percent THC) per day. 
Twenty-four of the thirty young 
men had precancerous lesions 
detected in the biopsied speci­
men. These lesions are seen in 
tobacco cigarette smokers, but 
not until much later in life and 
after about three decades of 
cigarette smoking. It remains to 
be seen what fraction of mari­
juana smokers will develop se­
vere respiratory disease. The 
frequently observed association 
of marijuana or hashish smoking 
with some degree of inflamma­
tion sinusitis to bronchitis, sug­
gests that valid results can be 
obtained from a demographic 
survey of the problem with a 
much smaller sample than was

required to establish the effects 
of cigarette smoking. The signs 
arc that emphysema and lung 
cancer will occur sooner than in 
the case of cigarette smoking. 
The effects should shortly be­
come evident in our vital statis­
tics when appreciable numbers 
of marijuana smokers will have 
been exposed to the drug for 
more than fifteen years. That is 
the interval usually estimated as 
the latent time for development 
of lung cancer in humans.
Thg physician should especial­

ly warn patients with existing 
lung disease against the use of 
the cannabis drugs. In this 
regard there is a well-founded 
claim that marijuana smoking 
makes breathing easier during 
the immediate period of expo­
sure to the smoke. The effect 
seems to be due to drug-induced 
relaxation of the bronchioles. 
This observation has led to a 
claim by some people in the 
movement to legalize marijuana

Not Just Pin Money . . . It's More Than Chicken 
Feed . . . It's All About Poultry.

Time was when the poultry industry in Texas was 
composed mainly of backyard flocks. Virtually every farm 
home had a small flock of laying hens. More often than not, 
the lady of the house had charge of the operation, and what 
money she made was referred to as "pin money." That was 
also, t o ' a  smaller degree, the situation with turkey 
production in the state.

But take a look at today's poultry business, and you 
find it is big business. It's one of the most efficient 
enterprises of all agricultural pursuits. Broiler producers 
have led the way in teaching others the efficiency in feed 
conversion to pounds of meat. Dramatic advances have also 
been made in breeding for laying hens. And that old, tough 
turkey you used to eat is now replaced with a nutritious, 
delicious year-round staple.

The monetary value of one segment of the Texas 
poultry industry can be seen in a report from the Texas 
Crop and Livestock Reporting Service. A ll chickens, hens, 
and pullets of laying age had a value of more than 
$17,000,000 in 1975. On a per-head basis, that amounts to 
$1.45 for 1975 compared to $1.40 in 1973 and $1.70 in 
1974.

Egg production in Texas for last year in Texas totaled 
201,000,000. This'is three per cent above 1974 and is also 
three per cent above a month ago.

T E X A S  IS IN TH E  TOP 10 ST A T ES  in several 
categories in poultry enterprises. Texas is ninth in numbers 
of hens and pullets of laying age; it is tenth in egg 
production; Texas is seventh in production of broilers and 
it is fifth in turkey production.

Commercial broiler production is in the eastern half-of 
the state. The top 10 counties in broiler production are 
Shelby, Nacogdoches, Gonzales, San Augustine, Panola, 
Sabine, Upshur, Camp, Cass, and Kleberg.

Turkey production in the state is largely in the central 
area. Top turkey-producing counties are Gonzales, Bell, 
Gillespie, McLennan, H ill, Leon, San Saba, Brown, Blanco, 
and DeWitt.

EGG PRODUCTION is located in all parts of the state. 
The top 10 egg producing counties are Gonzales, Shelby, 
Fayette, Nacogdoches, Denton, Camp, Caldwell, Brazos, 
Bexar, and Tarrant.

Counties with the most hens and pullets of laying age 
are Gonzales, Shelby, Denton, Camp, Nacogdoches, 
Caldwell, Fayette, Brazos, Dickens, and Bexar.

Poultry producers in Texas and throughout the nation 
are continuing to do their part to provide consumers with 
ample supplies at lowest possible cost.

Texas broiler chick production during January is up 18 
per cent from a year ago and eight per cent above a month 
ago. Turkey poult hatchings are up 30 per cent from a year 
ago.

Poultry supplies are expected to be plentiful 
throughout the year.

Ralph W 
Yarborough, the man 
Bentsen defeated in 1970, 
announced his support o f 
uncom m itted delegate 
slates in 18 senatorial dis­
tricts.

Y arborough , in effect, 
gave the liberal slates in 
those districts a front man 
or a name to rally behind.

The former senator said he 
is convinced most Texas 
Democrats are genuinely 
uncommitted, as early vot­
ing in party caucuses had 
indicted is the case in other 
states.

O ther elem ents o f the 
state party will be rallying 
behind delegates pledged 
to George W allace, Fred 
Harris and Jimmy Carter. 
Another candidate, Ellen 
McCormack, will appear on 
the ballot in five districts.

M eanwhile, Bentsen is 
facing tougher opposition 
than many first figured 
from W Philip Gramm, a 
young professor o f 
economics (on leave) from 
Texas A&M University.

Highway Crisis
Transportation is facing

Courts Speak

The State Supreme 
Court agreed to hear a dis­
pute over accessibility o f 
workm en's compensation 
records. Industrial Founda­
tion of the South is suing 
for authority to take com­
plete information o f com­
pensation claims from the 
Industrial Accident Board 
computer system.

The high court also ag­
reed to hear argum ents 
March 10 in a tax dispute 
over imported merchandise 
w arehousing between 
Farm ers Branch and 
Japenese manufacturers.

In another decision, the 
Supreme Court said a Dal­
las man has a right to sue

A cotton industry first will be scored on the High Plains this 
Fall

The U.S. Department o f Agriculture has confirmed that 
cotton quality data, measured by instruments, will be placed 
on the “ green cards”  o f about 55,000 bales o f 1976 crop High 
Plains cotton.

Determination o f fiber characteristics by mechanical means 
is not new. Experimentation began more than 30 years ago. 
Private merchandisers, textile mills, U.S.D A. and university 
laboratories for years have used instruments to assess the various 
components o f cotton quality.

But never before has a complete set o f quality measurements 
been developed by an impartial agency such as U.S.D A. and 
put on the green card for the use o f producers, merchants and 
mills alike.

Current plans for what U.S.D.A. calls a “ field test”  indicate 
that most if not all the cotton ginned at eight gins centered 
around Slaton will go through one of two instrument classing 
lines. The gins are located in Lubbock, Crosby and Garza 
Counties, and are expected to receive cotton from Lynn 
County as well. Gins involved have volunteered to participate 
in the program, but each has the right to withdraw at any time. 
Also, any gin customer may ask that his cotton be excluded 
from the testing.

Thus, says Paul Dickson, Officer-in-Charge of the Lubbock 
Classing Office, instrument classing is totally voluntary for both 
gins and producers.

“ We are not trying to sell instrument classing,”  Dickson 
states. “ This is a test program in which all parties will have a 
chance to evaluate the instruments, determine what they may or 
may not be able to do for the industry, and discover what 
improvements are needed. If the instrument line works to the 
benefit o f  all concerned, in time it will sell itself. If not, we’U 
just take another tack.”

Each sample included in the test will receive double evalua­
tion, one by instrument and one by the cotton classer. Both 
sets o f data will appear on the green card, affording the op­
portunity for instant comparisons. Cotton entering the Com­

A U S T I N - - - W h e n  
knowledgable state agencies 
tell us Texas is becoming the 
“ heroin capital”  o f the nation 
and law enforcement officials 
in our cities say the narcotics 
problem has mushroomed to 
“ horrible”  proportions, then 
we need to examine closely 
what we’re doing to combat 
the situation.

For that reason 1 have 
assembled a special House 
committee on Drug Abuse 
Education. We want to see 
what can be done to protect 
the children o f  the state.

R e p .  R.  B “ M ac”  
M cAlister, who is vitally 
concerned with the situation, 
will  chair a nine-member

committee which will hold 
public hearings around the 
state and ask for public input 
as to what can be done.

We don’t have all the 
answers, but we do know we 
don’t want Texas to become a 
drug cesspool. It frightens me 
to know that there are as many 
as 15,000 heroin junkies in 
Houston.

Even more frightening is 
that officials think there will 
be a 275 per cent increase this 
year in the use o f  heroin in 
Texas.

Because we are a border 
state we are more vulnerable 
because such a large percentage 
o f drugs are brought in from 
Mexico. More than 70 per cent

country from Mexico travels

through Texas. Some o f that 
heroin stays in the state.

The sale o f hard drugs is big 
business and narcotics officials 
have told me these people are 
better organized than the 
mafia. The estimated street 
value o f heroin sold in Houston 
in 1975 was $69 million.

What our committee, which 
is composed o f House members 
and private citizens, will be
attempting to do is look down

Bulls from the four pure breeds 
-- Hereford, Angus, Charolais 
and Santa Gertrudis -- and from 
three cross breeds -- Simmcntal. 
Limousine and Chianina crosses

-  w ill be auctioned at the Texas 
Tech Center. The center is 
located 14 miles east of Amarillo
on U.S. 60.

The bulls are rated on t' e 
140-day test according to fat 
measurements, daily weight 
gain and weight per day of age. 
The bulls are indexed by divi­
sions within breeds. Results of 
the 140-day test will be an­
nounced prior to the sale.
The bulls are consigned to the 

Texas Tech University Center at 
Amarillo by "cooperators" for 
the 140-day performance test. 
Not only are weight gains and 
fat content on the bulls mea­
sured. but a semen test is also 
conducted on each animal. Each 
animal to be auctioned is evalu­
ated according to the tests and 
its breeding background.

NUECES COUNTY — The great cattle 
drive of Capt. R. King is now underway. The 
number of cattle, of all grades, that are now 
on their way to Kansas is roughly 30,000. 
There are twelve different trail gangs, each 
with from 2700 to 2900 cattle under their 
charge. Seventeen men constitute each 
gang, including the cook and head man. 
They are paid — the men under $25 per 
month, cook $30 and head man $100. It takes 
800 head of horses, the bulk of which Capt. 
King had to purchase, to supply the needs of 
the different parties. Besides the cost of the 
stock, for the months of travel, etc., the 
outlay for labor and food alone, in cash, will 
amount to somewhere near $30,000.

WASHINGTON, D. C. — The Secretary of 
War, General William W. Belknap was

can revolutionary cause.
The first event took place in 

Europe. The French Foreign 
Minister, County Vergennes, 
wrote to the Spanish Foreign 
Minister, Grimaldi, on March 1, 
1776, asking if Spain would be 
interested in joining France in 
providing aid to the American 
colonies. Several weeks were to 
pass before a response could be 
received, but when it came it 
was favorable.
Obviously, the French and 

Spanish were not interested in 
furthering the cause of self-gov­
ernment as proclaimed by the 
American rebels. Instead, their 
objective was to embarrass Bri­
tain if at all possible. As the 
major world power,Britain stood 
exposed to possible attacks from 
all sides; distrust and resent­
ment by other nations is always 
a risk that a major power must 
face.

France, particularly, had been 
w atching American events care­
fully. If the Americans proved to 
be serious and determined in 
their efforts, France had a good 
chance to humiliate her age-old 
enemy. If, on the other hand. 
American determination were 
not firm, France’s international 
prestige could be badly dam­
aged by rushing too quickly to 
the aid of the Americans.
Therefore. France was ex­

tremely cautious. In fact, France 
did not come openly to Ameri­
can assistance until 1778 after

the Americans had proven their 
determination and fighting abil­
ity in the battle of Saratoga in 
1777. However, France gave 
signs earlier that assistance 
might be possible.

For example, in January 1776, 
two Frenchmen, Penet and Pli- 
arne. met with Washington and 
then entered negotiations with 
the secret committee of Con­
gress. These activities caused 
the second significant event of 
early March.
On March 3, Congress com­

missioned Silas Deane to go to 
France to procure war supplies 
and delicately to probe the mind 
of Vergennes about his attitude 
toward America. Obviously, 
Congress had no knowledge of 
Vergennes' letter of two days 
before.

Deane's efforts, eventually to 
prove personally tragic to him. 
started badly. His ship had an 
accident which caused him de­
lay; he did not reach France 
until three days after the Decla­
ration of Independence was 
approved on July 4.

In the Spanish Southwest, no 
knowledge existed about the 
negotiations between Spain and 
France. Probably, the Spanish 
minister did not assume that his 
actions would have any impact 
on Texas. However, once the 
ideas of the American Revolu­
tion as expressed in the Declara­
tion of Independence were un­
leashed, they had a tremendous 
impact throughout the Spanish 
Empire.

What the Spaniards considered 
to be merely a move in interna­
tional politics against an enemy 
proved in the long run to be a 
major disrupting force in their 
own empire, including remote 
and isolated Texas.

Grower prices were weak to

Lubbock Cotton Classing Office. 
Farmers sold mixed lots of 
mostly grades 41, 32, 42 and 43; 
staples 29 through 31; mikes 3.2 
and lower for 42.25 to 43.25 
cents per pound. Mixed lots of 
mostly grades 41, 32 and 42; 
staples 20 through 31; mikes 2.7 
through 3.2 brought 43.50 to 
44.50 cents.

The USDA's Agricultural Mar­
keting Service reported trading 
was moderate to slow and 
growers offered cotton in light 
volume, Dickson said.

Demand was light.
Grades 41. 42 and 44 were the 

predominate grades classed this

week in the Lubbock territory. 
Grade 41 accounted for 27 
percent; grade 42, 23 percent 
and 44 was 20 percent. Bark 
reductions were assigned to 
seven percent of the samples 
classed.

Staples 29, 30 and 31 were the 
predominate lengths. Staple 29 
amounted to 17 percent; staple 
30, 23 percent; and staple 31, 30 
percent.

Mike group 2.7 through 2.9 
accounted for 50 percent and 2.6 
and below was 40 percent.

High Plains samples classed 
totaled 1,100 for the week. 
Seasons total stands at 1,227, 
000. Total on this same date last 
year was 1,102,000. the USDA’s 
Agricultural Marketing Service 
reported Friday.
