• seem Mocked, and even the one he 
has chosen is strewn with difficul­
ties:

Ha must combat a determined 
but unmeasured band of anti-N>xo*i 
voters, some critical of his earlier 
campaigns, some uneMe to ex­
plain their disenchantment.

As President Eisenhower’s heir, 
must present himself both as con­
servator of the Republican record 
and builder of a new one.

Ha must display his party lebcf 
and yet crook a'beckoning finger 
at the millions of Democrats and 
independents he needs to win.

He kes to promise forirard mo­
tion without aoeming to take the 
seme route as Kennedy. To this 
end, he seeks to shove his rival 
out of the middle of tha road and 
onto the left shoulder.

Nixon believes he cea surmount 
all these hexards if he can continue 
to sharpen the already widely ac­
cepted image of himself as a man 
w to  can “ handle’* Nikita Khrush­
chev without leading the free world 
te either war or surrender. And in 
somehow auggeat that Kennedy’s 
pursuit of that aim he must 
somehow suggest that Kennedy’s 
43 years ere a generation apart 
from his own 47.

Nixon works an 13-hour day at 
grtieiing speed, hopping thousands 
ef miles e week by plane, to 

■ make his Mse for leadership with 
thousands of American voters.

The evailaMe evidence to date 
faidicatee he is running up a heavy 
acore, which could pile up to vic­
tory proportions.

Standing in a city aqaara amid 
a shouting, confetti-tossing crowd, 
his ski-slope nose and thinning 
Mack hair drawing the w a r m  
response of the familiar, Nixon be­
gins with disarming irrelevancies:

“ Our plane was late. We had 
a little weather up there and had 
to circle. . .Pat says I need a hair­
cut, but I haven’t time . . I see 
you beat your football rivals 24 to 
3. .  .Those are mighty nice cam­
paign signs you’ve got out there..."

The talk is small; the purpose is 
big. To identify with his audience, 
to estaMish e kind of peraonal 
good neighbor policy, to dissolve 
some of that anti-Nixon feeling and 
to clear the way for the major 
thrust: hit eight years with Mr. 
Eisenhower as a ^Feign policy con­
sultant, adviser, traveler; and his 
four hours with Nikita Khrush­
chev in Moscow. Of the Soviet 
Premier, Nixon says:

“ I k n ^  this men. I  know the 
type he ic, and his colleagues. They 
understand strength. They have 
mdy contempt for weafcnese **

To make the contrast with him­
self, Nixon recalls Kennedy’s oft- 
quoted comment that expressing 
regret to Khrushchev over the U-3 
incident might have saved the 
May Summit meeting in Paris.

Then he brands this proposal 
“ naive—lacking in understanding 
e f the Soviet Icsderji—likely only to 
whet their appetite."

Yet the Vic# President seldom 
hits any harder or more directly 
than that. And if he does, he quick­
ly pulls back.
