Winters Are Expected For U.S. ^

'^WASHINGTON (NEA) -W e  
can look forward to a w a r m a r  
wmtar and cooler summer in 
mqat of the continental U n i t a d 
States for 190, says Dr. Charles 
G. Abbot, M, former head of the 
Smithsonian Institution.

The venerable scientist goes 
even farther than that. He saysj 
summers will be cooler and wii^ 
ters warmer for the next f i ve 
years. ^
' This is no wooily-bcar caterpil­
lar prediction based on thickness 
or tparsencss of the c ria w I e r's 
coat. Abbot-bases his forecast on 
what he calls "a hidden family 
of harmonic regullr periods that 
exists in weather.**

To discover this family, Abbbt 
— presently a research associate 
of the Smithsonian — analyzed 
temperature recordings from 1170 
to the present in 19 major U.S.

In tbs 
status or caste society there pre* 
Titt tegil dtlTerence* alnong. in- 
diridusli. The Individual’s sta- 

< tion ia life ia fixed by his status.
He Inherits at birth his casts 
membership fro^n his pgrenti 
and his position ta life is rigidly 
determined by the' laws and cus- 
toou that assign to each meipber' 
of his rwik definite, privileges 

..and duties and definite disabili­
ties, Exceptional good or bad 
luck may ta some rare cases 
elevate an Individual into a high­
er rank or debase him into a 
lower rank. But as a rule, the 
conditions of the individual mem- 
bera of a definit* order or rank 
ran improve er netertorste only 
with a change In the conditions 
pf.the whole raembmhio. The 
indi\idusl it ptmariJy not a cifi- 
sen of'k nation; be is a m«nber 
of an estate (Stand ta German, 
etat In French).

This system that in England 
had already been substantially 
tempered and hmanlzed in the 
Middle .\ges is incompeHble with 
the capttxlistie meOiods of the 
market economy, tt was finally 
abolished in tha couiAries of the 
European cont i nent  by the 
French Revolution and by tbs 
revolutions and refonns which 
the French BevoluUcn called 
forth. Its last vestigss ta the 
capitalistic part of the world dis­
appeared when tlsTeiy was step 
by step sfaoltshed ta tha Ameri­
cas and ta tha oversaas colonias 
of tha Europaan powers.

In ths status soHety there pre­
vails on the on# hand a sotidsr- 
ity of the interests of all mem- 
ben of Dw nmt cute and on 
tha other hand 'an Irreconcilabla 
conflict of interests between ths 
mambers of different cutes. All 
slaves, for instance, are united 
in having. a stsks ta tbs aboU-̂  
tion of slavery iHiile their mas-' 
ten oppose' it. An members of 
ths 1-iuropean nobility were op­
posed to the aboiition of thei r  
tax exemptfoa, from wUefa the
Third Estate people, expected ■ 
relaxation of their own burden. 
But no such conflkts are i<resent. 
In a society ta which all citi- 
tent are equal before the law. Me 
l og i ca l  objection can be ad­
vanced against distinguflhing va- 
rioui riasses among ths mem- 
beri of such a society. Any dasa- 
Wcation la logically permissible 
however arbitrarily ths mark of 
dlstinctton miy be dneen. But 
it is nonsensical to classify the 
members of a capitslistle society 
according to their position in the 
framework of the social division 
of labor and then to idenUfy 
these cisttss with the castes of 
a status sockty. R la precisely 
this that the Marxian doctrine of 
Ihe irrecoodtable struggle oC 
datses does.

The classes that Marx distta- 
guishes witMn a capitalistic jo - 
ciety hsvs a continually fluctuat­
ing membership. Oan affllUtioa 
Is not a hereditary quality. It if 
assigned to each tadirldusl by a 
dally repeated êbiscUe. as K 
«er^ of.sU the people. "Tbe bay­
ing public, the consume, by 
Ihcfr and abslentlm from
jMiviiig determine who should 
own and run the plants, who 
should work ta the factories and 
mines, who should play tbs 
parts ta the t heat r e  per- 
fcrmances and who should write 
the newspaper articles. They do 
it in a similar sray in which 
they determine ta their capacity 
as ixiters who should act as 
president, as governor* er as 
judfs. In order te get rleh and 
lo preserve one's once acquireŝ  
stealth one must satisfy the wish­
es of the public. Those who have 
acquired wealth u  well as their 
heirs must try to keep It by de­
fending their assets sgstast the 
competition of already estsbilsle 
ed firms and of ambitious new­
comers. In ths unhampered mar­
ket economy, hot sabotaged by 
concegsions and exemptions ac­
cord t d to powerful pressure 
groupe, there are no privileges, 
no protection of vested interests, 
no berriers preventing anybody 
from striving after any prizev Ac- 
ceu to the Marxian classes ia 
fm  to everybody. Hw membera 
of etch class compete srith one 
another. They art not united by 
a common elsu interest and not 
opposed to the members of ether 
clssees by beii« slUiid either ta 
the defense of a common prlv- 
iieit..whlcfa those wronted hv tt 

want to SM abolished or in ths 
attempt to abolish t legH dislbtl- 
Jty which Uicse deriving advan- 
ta-m from tt want to presan-e.

chnmpteM M medsm-peU-. 
tleal freedom sod Igitaes falre

troduced, there is equality of all 
citixens under the law. Nobody is 
hampered In Us aspirations and 
ambitions by any legal obstacles. 
Everybbdy is free to compete 
for shy sodal position or func­
tion for which hia personal abili­
ties qualify him.

But Marx saw things ta a dif­
ferent light. He maintained that 
capitaHim did nak abolish bond­
age and did not do away with 
the senitude of the working and 
toiling masses. It did, not eman­
cipate the common man. The 
people mer e l y  chtnged thetr 
masters. Formerly they -sere 
forced to drudge for the princes 
and aristocrats,' now they were 
exploited by the bourgeoisie. 
The division of sodetj  ̂tato so- 

' citl classes h, ta ther eyes of 
Marx, toctologically and econom­
ically not different from ita divi­
sion into castes. The bourgeois 
of modern age is no less a pred­
atory extortioner than were the 
noblemen and slaveholders of 
■grs gone by.

But what characterlzea the sp- 
:ial class as such and what en­
titles IB to equate It with the 
rasltt of the atatui aocietv? To 
this question Marx never gave 
an answer. All his books, pam­
phlets and writings turn around 
the concept of the social class 
and the essence -of his political 
and economic program is the 
abolition of the social classes and 
the establishment of what he 
stjles * ciartlHi society.  ̂But 
he never te)d’)is what lie^had 
ta mind vehen employing the 
term social class and what jus­
tifies ascribtaf to the division of 
lociaty into lorial classes the 
same effects its division tftto 
castes had.

The main t r ea t i s e  of Karl 
Marx is Das Rapttal. It wu de-. 
signed to provide a -scientific 
Joitlllcatloa of tha ideu Marx 
had expressed in his mnnerous 
pamphlets and manlfutos. Only 
the first volume of tMs book̂  
wu — in 1887 — publishfd by 
Marx himself. Two years after 
the death of Marx his friend Bn- 
gala published the seemd volume 
and ̂ finally, ta 1894, eleven year* 
after' the death of Marx, the 
third volume, which consists of 
two parts together of 870 pages. 
Yet, the book remainid unttaish- 
ad. TTw third volume stains 51 
chapters and then follows a 5$nd 
chapter that ia headed The Class­
es. 'There is only one page of 
this chapter ta which Marx de­
clares that the first question to 
be auwerqd is: what reastitulas 
a clau. Rut he does not provide 
an answer. Instead we reed a 
note of Engels, The editor, uy- 
ing; Here the manuscript breaks 
off......

One could be tempted to say: 
R if really tragic. Here Is an 
author to whom fate hu denied 
to define and to explain the fun­
damental eoneept of Ms pMloso- 
phy, the concept on which all he 
nid. argued and planned de­
pends. Just ta the hour in which 
he wu to write down the most 
important thing he had to tell 
mankind death took him off. 
How lamentable!

fttt a cleear taapectton-rcreela 
a different as|^ of the case. 
The abundant biograpMcal ma­
terial about Marx collected and 
published by his follosrert and 
the Marx-Engels-Leniii IniUtute 
ta Moscow evinces the fart that 
Marx had ceased to work on Ms 
liook many years before' Ms 
dea’A  Thei ' e canrot be any 
doubt about the re'ason. When 
faced with the task of te'ling In 
precise. words, s h#t he hj.! In 
mind when p?rorattag about so- 
riil rla.sses and giving reasons 
for hit dKtrine of the .irreconcil­
able conflict of Interests between 
the tocial r'nu*tr- Marx fsTri 
thorw’ghiy. He had to acknowl­
edge to himself that he was pe'*. 
plexed and was at hit aits' /nd. 
He did. not know what lo say in 
the, planned 57nd chapter of the 
third volume and this embartss- 
ment induced him to desist from

finishing Ms grata traatls*. The 
essential dogma of the M «n ^  . 
pliloaophy. the /
<k)ctrtae srMeh he and Ms friend 
Enge l s  had ' propagated for 
otany decadea, was umnasked u  
a flop. _ 1 ‘

The only retort that Marx, En- 
geU and aU their foUoarera down < 
to tha Ruuian BoithevisU and 
the Europein and American pro­
fessorial admirers oi Marx kn^ 
to advance against their crllica 
was the notorious ideology doc­
trine. According lo this mak  ̂
shift a man’s intrilectual hori­
zon Is fully determined by Ms 
class affiliation. The indiyldu*! - 
is constitutionally unfit to hatch 
out and to grasp any other doc­
trine than one that furthers tha 
Interests of Ms own class at the 
expense of <jUier'''vltss«a. It to 
therefor* unnecessary tor a pro­
letarian to pay gny attention to 
erhatever bourgetas authors may 
uy and to waste time ta refut­
ing their statments. M  that ta 
needed is to unmask thetr bour­
geois background. This aettles 
the matter.

TWs is the method to which 
Marx and Engels and all later 
Marxians resorted ta deeltag vHli 
all dissrtiters. They nerer em­
barked upon the hopeless task 
at defen^g their self-contradie- 
tory system against devaatattag 
criticism. AH they did was te 
call their opponents stupU bour­
geois and to ascribe tbeir oppo- 
silion to their bourgeola c 1 a a f  
alfUlstian.

But also ta this regard'Marx 
and Engrif contradicted ttwir 
own doctrtae.'For they both were 
scions of bourgeois familiM. 
brought up and Urtag ta a typi­
cally middle clus milieu. Marx 
wu the son of a wellttô to 
member of tbe baF and married 
the daughter of a Prutaian no­
bleman. His brothar-in-law wu 
(Cabinet-Minister of the Interior 
and at soeh tbe Cldef of the 
Royal Prussian Police. Engela 
wu the son of a wealthy manu­
facturer and Mmstaf a rich busi­
nessman, he indulged in the 
amusements of the British gen­
try such u  riding to hounds ta 
a red coaL and tnoMiiahly rafuged. 
to marry Mi mistress because 
aha wat of low origin. From tha 
rery Harrian point of view one 
would hare to qualify Marxism 
as a doctrine of bourgeois ori­
gin.

The enormous power thet the 
Marxian Ideas and ths political 
parties guided by them enjoy ta 
tha present is not due to any In- 
herrnt merits of the'doctrine. It 
ia so outgrowth of the moral and 
intellectual indifference and ap- 

„ alhy of Onse whoar duty tt 
ought to be to offer unswerving 
resistance to falM deeirtare and 
to diiclou their untruth. Soma 
eminent pMioeophers and econo­
mists have provided irrefutabia 
arguments to show tba parver- 
tion, tha mlarapraaantatlOB of 
facts and tbe Mlf-cootradicttam' 
of the Marxian ctetd. But their 
books are not reed by thue 
whose respomibillty tt is to cu- 
Ughten tte public. Thus the 
nissset today indoicntly endorae 
an the aocUUst slogana and hMk 
upon every step forward on the 
enqrtowird totalltirianlim u  a 
progreu toward the eatabliah- 
mrit of an eartMy peradise. R 
is tha inertnen and aloth on the 
part, of many of our most amin- 

*ent feQow citixens that make tha 
fanpetuous adranca of the cora- 
KTir.ist power pouible.

The task of fighting Marxian 
dls'ectlcal materialism and aD 
the rarlous epistemological, phil­
osophical, economic and po'itieal
ilnrtrinre reireattn f frnre tt tmm
only be accomplished by wall In- 
formed people. Those srbo want 
to contrlkuto seriously to the de­
fense of West ern ctyilhation 
aqaj-jt .the onslsught of the dic- 
ts'.bra must acquaint themstavM 
with tie doctt-’Tcs they plan to 
fight and must with full rigor 
study the writings of those au- 

^ B » r i  who have long alace « -
